body of a Turkish soldier, and, with
the skull to which the Fez still ad-
hered, under his arm, paraded through

the streets of the city where he was
residing. The Greeks received him
with applause, and from that time on
lionized him. It is believed that this
act enraged the Turks, who probably
avenged themselves by killing him.
Thorpe was twenty-two years old, and
thg son of wealthy parents residing

Pi Morris, Minn. He was exceptionally
bright, but possessed of an adventur-
ous spirit, and this led him to the seat
of war against the advice of friends.
He was formerly at the Annapolis
academy, but was compelled to lea^'e
that institution on account of failing
health two years before his graduation.

The case is an old one, the timber
having been cut in the winter of 1891-2,
and the papers first filed in the spring
of 1895.

SUPERIOR A CORN MARKET.

Minneapolis* Scheme to Divert the

Nebraska Cereal From Chicago.

A special from West Superior, Wis.,
says: There is to be a change in th"
method of handling the corn crop this
year, unless all indications fail, and
it will deprive Chicago of the bene-
fits accruing from the millions of bush-
els of this cereal going through that
port. Chicago's loss is Superior's gain,

for it is the intention of some of the
biggest operators to divert the corn
crop to Superior and the head of the
lake this fall. The prime factor in
this movement is F. H. Peavey, of
Minneapolis, and his associates. They

have been enabled to make the altera-
tion through the changing of the ba-
sis of rail rates to the lake ports. The
Omaha has been the chief factor in
this. Last winter it put out a new
tariff sheet which adjusted rates and
left it so that there was no longer a
discrimination in favor of Chicago.
Although a longer haul than to Su-
perior, Chicago had the lowest rate,

and there was no choice but for the

elevator companies to send the corn
that way for Buffalo. The rate to

Southwestern corn points is now 17 an 1

19 cents per 100 pounds, a reduction of
several cents, while the same points

to Chicago have to pay 18 to 23 cents,

a decided difference.
The agents of the Peavey interests,

the Globe and Belt line elevat*rs in
Superior and elsewhere throughout

the country, are* now in the open mar-
ket taking all of the corn that is of-
fered. They are paying the Chicago

price and shipping it through to Supe-

rior. This willresult in making Supe-

rior known more than ever as a mar-
ket for coarse grains.

MURDER WILL OUT.

Mystery of Dncliarm's Death InFair

"Way to an Unraveling:.

The constable at Hopkins believes
that he has discovered the murderer of
Rene Duscharms, of Faribault, Minn.,

who is supposed ,'.o have been shot
down near the Hchnepin county poor
house in the early part of the summer.
The circumstances surrounding the re-
cent arrest at Hopkins, of Frank Wil-
son, a tramp now confined in the
county jail, point to him as the guilty
man to some extent.

The bones of a man who has been
satisfactorily identified as Duscharms,
were found Aug. 28, by section hands
on the St. Louis road. There were
bullet holes in the skull, and from
their location it was evident that the
wounds had not been self-inflicted.
There was an Absence of anything
which might indicate at whose hands
the man had met death, and the police
despaired of apprehending the mur-
derer. There is perhaps reason to be-
lieve now that the mystery is about to

be cleared up.

Wilson came back, but
nothing more was seen of his compan-
ion. A number of shots were ex-
changed during the melee, and Dus-
charms received three in the head.
Examination showed that the holes in
the skull were made by a 38-calibre re-
volver. • \u25a0

The witnesses confided their suspic-
ions to the constable Friday, and from
what he knows of the case he is con-
vinced that Wilson is the man wanted.
A strong piece of evidence against him
is the fact that the revolver taken
from him when he tried to shoot Jan-
sen was a 3S-calibre affair, out of
which three bullets were missing.
Two shots were fired at Jansen, and
the other, it is thought, may have been
fired at Duscharms.

The constable came into Minneapolis
and after laying the facts before Su-
perintendent of Police Smith, was di-
rected to the county attorney. After
hearing the story the latter instructed
the constable to secure affidavits from
the two witnesses, and ifthey are will-
ing to swear to what they -have re-
lated, a warrant charging Wilson with
the murder willprobably be issued.

Wilson is a well built, dark complect-
ed man and is thirty-seven years
of age.

Gen. Baker was next introduced, and
warmly and eloquently defended his
life-long friend, Secretary Sherman,

from the assault of Mrs. Lease, and
incidentally referred several times to
her in a manner not altogether com-
plimentary. While he was speaking,

Mrs. Lease removed her hat and jack-
et, which she had donned on taking
her seat, and when he closed she rose
and proceeded to administer a severe
tongue lashing to the general, whom
she referred to as her "Republican-
Populist-Democratic friend, whom I
hardly know how to classify." She
said that the last time they had spok-
en from the same stage he had ex-
pounded Populist doctrine which he
was now repudiating. Gen. Baker re-
plied by denying Mrs. Lease's state-
ment. Mrs. Lease then arose in wrath,
and, walking to and fro about the
stand, pointed to several persons whom
she recognized as having attended the
meeting referred to a year ago, and
called upon them to witness the truth
of her statements. They .responded
that she was correct, and after some
further argument Gen. Baker left the
stand.
