| the Turks. The fact that no further
dctails seem obtainable, would indicate
that they do not know exactly what
became of him. Of course, all this is
conjectural, but the suspense is ter-
| rible and all T can do is to hope for
| the best.”

Dr. Thorpe said further, that, al-
though he had cabled to the British
consul at Crete for particulars early
| Monday morning, he had not yet re-
| ceived an answer, The delay in mak-
ing a reply, he thought, might indicate
| that the murder was, as suspected,
| nothing more than a rumor.
| As announced yesterday, the authori-
| ties at Washington have decided to
| conduct an official investigation, to
| either confirm or disprove the report,
| or learn the manner of the young
man's death.

Judge Lochren’s Instructions to

Jury in Interstate Cuses.

There were a number of curious peo-
ple in the court room in the federal
building yesterday when the Septem-
ber term of the United States court
convened. A few railroad attorneys
hung around the halls, but none of

to get light upon their fate in the in-
terstate commerce  cases. United
States Attorney Stringer and Special
Marchand were there and
full of business.

In making his charge to the grand |
jury Judge Lochren, besides - laying |
the customary injuncticn upon that |
body, said something about violation
of the interstate commerce laws that
prepared the jury to do its duty in the
matter. The judge reminded the jury
that congress had enacted certain
laws, that those laws were just and
constitutional and should be enforced. !

The charge on this point exactly as
spoken by the judge is as follows:

The constituticn of the United States
has vested in congress the power to regu-
late commerce among the states; and in
exercise of that power congress has passed |
laws providing that charges for the trans- |
portation, handling and storage of goods in |
the course of such commerce by railroads |

and prohibiting discriminations in
favor of any as against others, and all re-
bates, pocling and other prossible evasion of
these regulations, and has pronounced penal-
ties against the infraction of the regulations.
It has placed this subject with certain de-
fined powers under the supervision of the
interstate commerce commission. The jus-
tice and necessity of enforcing the wholesome
laws of congress upon this subject is ob-
vious to all even if it rested with courts and
juries to consider the policy of any law.
But we have nothing to do with such ques-
tions. It is our sworn duty to enforce all
laws as we find them enacted by the legis-
lative branch of the government.”

HEALTH OFFICIALS  BUSY.

NO PRECAUTIONS SPARED TO PRE-
VENT THE DISEASE BECOM.
ING EPIDEMIC.

FEDERAL GOVERNMENT TO HELP,

Ocean Springs, Where the Scare Or-
iginated, Absolutely Cut Off
From the World.

BILOXI, - Miss.,, Sept. 7.—At 10:30
o’clock tonight three well defined cases
of yellow fever are reported here. They
are under guard, and no fear is felt.

NEW ORLEANS, La., Sept. 7.—Night
fell upon New Orleans without a sin-
gle case of yellow fever having been
reported to the board of health. KEut
one imported case thus far has been
developed here, and death has wiped
that out. The board of health tonight
declared that, in spite of all reports to
the contrary, not one of the many who
had come hither from Ocean Springs
had been stricken with the fatal dis-
ease.

This morning at the Gelpi residencs,

| where the first and fatal case was re-

ported yesterday, the premises were
thoroughly impregnated with sulphur,
and it is believed that every lingzring
germ therein has been killed. The in-
mates, two servants and the motiher
and brother of the boy, are absolutely
quarantined. No one is permitted
either to enter or to leave the house,
which will be in charge of the board
for five days. Physicians are promptly
reporting cases of fever that come unh-
der their observation. Dr. Walmsley
said tonight four or five doubtful cases
had been reported, and that members
of the board of experts had invastigat-
ed them all. In none of them was there
a trace or symptom of yellow fever.

The Dboard of health office was
thronged with people throughout the
day and far in the night. Many came
tu inquire as to the probability of a
mcdification of last night's sweeping
quarantine proclamation, so that their
friends and relatives, sojourning at
Mississippi sound resorts, might be al-
lowed to come home, and others came
tc secure health certificates in order
that they might leave the city. The
latter mostly were commercial travei-
ers  who were furnished the proper
bills of health. During the day it was
reported that a trainload of peaople
from the coast had been side-tracked
beyond the city limits awaiting such
action by the board as would permit
them to come into town.

Maj. Day called upon Supt. Marshall,
of the Louisville & Nashville road, in
reference to the dispatching of mails
from and to the infected points. Com-
plaint  has been made that Ocean
Springs and Biloxi were being deprived
of mail facilities. Arrangements will
be made to take the mail from the
stations at Ocean Springs and Biloxi
by means of pouch ecatches.

INSPECTION CAMP.

A complete inspection camp has been
organized at the Rigoleta, through
which an entrance is made to the city.
No doubtful cases will be allowed to
come in. Inspectors have been sent
to all the Gulf coast points to make a
full and thorough examination of their
saritary conditions. Dr. Gill, who
made his first stop at Bay St. Louis,
reported that town thoroughly healthy
with no semblance of yellow fever,
There seems to be no threatened exo-
dus from the city.

Only one additional death has been
reported at Ocean Springs, with symp-
toms of yvellow fever, a mulatto. No
new cases had been reported during
the afternoon. COcean Springs has now
been absolutely cut off from the out-
side world, and the only means of
reaching the town are by wire or
mail. Serious suffering is certain to
follow. It was said this afterncon

YELLCW FEVER SCOURGE.

The Government Wiil Aid in Stamp-
ing It Out.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 7.—The general gov-
ernment wil! render all assistance in its power
to check the spread of yellow fever.
will be done mainly thrcugh the agency of
the marine hospital service. Dr. Walter
Wyman, the head of the bureau, returned to
the city this afternoon and assumed active
charge in directing the work in assisting the
state officials of Mississippi in their efforts to
confine the disease to the locality where it

appeared to have started. Dr. Wyman says |
that as yet he has no opinion to express |

whether the disease is really yellow fever,
although he admits it looks very suspicicus.
The precautionary measures he has taken are
based entirely on the declaration of the state
board of health of Louisiana in the Gelpi
case, which was that the disease from which
the person had died was yellow fever.

Dr. Wyman says the situation at Ocean
Springs is entirely in the nands of the state
board of health, which the marine hospital
is doing everything possible to assist. Dr.
Wyman has wired the physician in charge
at Ocean Springs a copy of the treasury reg-
ulations relating to the prevention of the
spread of epidenic diseases from one state
to another. These regulations prescribe the
manner of surveillance to be established over
railroad trains coming from the infected dis-
trict, and give rules for the isclation of in-
fected passengers and the disinfection of their
baggage. Dr. Guiteras, the well known ex-
pert in yellow fever, who was requested to go
to Ocean Springs by Dr. Wyman, will reach
there tomorrow morning. His opinion on the
disease is awaited with interest by the bureau
officials.

The marine hospital service has ample camp
material and equipage on hand. The splendid
outfit which has been at Gainesville, Ga., will
be started tonight on a train for the vicinity
of Ocean Springs. It will be taken to within
thirty or forty miles of the place, and if a
camp of detention is found necessary the out-
fit will be used as occasion may require. The
bureau also keeps portable apparatus at Sa-
vannah, Ga., intended for use in epidemies.
It consists of machines for disinfecting ani
fumigating purposes. They have been started
for the vicinity of Ocean Springs.
