OBSERVER TALKS ABOUT A LOW.

IfIt Retches St. Paul Today There
Will Be Showers and Cooler

Temperature.

Nearly every person yesterday had
something to say about the weather be-
ing warm. As a matter of fact, it was
worse than that, and even Observer
Lyons admitted that it was about the
warmest spell for this time of year that
the books in his office showed for a
couple of decades. On Sept. 17, 1896, the
thermometer in the weather bureau
marked 96 in the shade, but the hot
wave was of short duration, lasting
only part of a day. Since the 3d of
the present month the maximum tem-
perature has ranged from 81 to 90 de-
grees, the only day it fell lower than
89 being on Monday. The temperature

has been something unusual since Mon-
day for this time of year, and the av-
erage has been about 15 degrees above
the normal. Such a continued stretch
of hot weather, Observer Lyons says,

beats anything in the way of past rec-
ords for*Septembers for years. There
was a "low" hanging around the
Northwest, and the weather man said
the indications were that there would
be rain and showers today. This was
not in the nature of a forecast, but
might be expected. Ifthe rain did not
come, the weather would be as warm
today as it had been in the past six
days.

AMENDING THE BY-LAWS.

National Polish Union Continues Its
Session.

A smaller attendance than that of
the previous day marked the second
session of the national convention of
the Folish National union held yester-
day in Jarorz's hall, Thomas r.nd Gaul-
tier streets.

The meeting was called to <^rder at 9
o'clock, and on the report of Ih.e com-
mittee on credentials the followingdel-
egates were allowed seats:

The chief interest of the morning
session centered in the debate upon the*
entrance age limit. Heretofore local
societies have been accorded the priv-
ilege of enrolling members up to the
age prescribed by their respective con-
stitutions. After much discussion the
constitution was amended so that
while all present members of local or-
ganizations will be admitted tc the
union no new members may be re-
ceived locally over the age of forty-
five. The age limit was formerly fifty.

Another constitutional amendment
changed from five tc twenty years the
length of membership which entitles
individuals to share in the eld age ben-
efit fund.

At the afternoon session the ques-

tion of admitting members of the Na-

tional Folish Alliance to membership

in the union was discussed. The de-
cision reached rejects individual mem-
bers except upen abandonment cf their
alliance membership; but that ledges
or local alliances as a body would be
admitted.

Changes of small importance were
made in ether sections .of the constitu-
tion, the insurance applications and
medical examination blanks.

An adjournment was made until to-
day at 9 a. m., when the election cf of-
ficers comes before the meeting.

THEY GLEfIR GhOUGH
MEMBERS OF THE CAPITOL COM-

MISSION EXONERATE THE GOV-
ERNOR FROM BLAME.

IT SEEMS HE WAS WRONGED

IN THE QUOTATION WHICH HAS
BEEN SO GENERALLY AT-

TRIBUTED HIM.

AUDITOR DUNN'S POSITION.

It Is Still Problematical, the Prince-

ton Men Maintaining a Si»h.inx-
Like Silence.

While the contract between the state
board of capitol commissioners and
the Butler-Ryan company for the con-
struction of the princely pile in which
future state officers are to make their
political homes, has not as yet been
signed, the members of the board de-
clare that it will be in a day or two,

and that the report published in an
evening paper in Minneapolis that the
commission would delay the execution
of the papers in the anticipation of a
legal contest, was unwarranted.

The commission itself has also gone
on record in respect to a much mooted
question, that of the alleged coercion
charged against Gov. Clough. The fol-
lowing letter was made public yester-
day:

St. Paul, Sept. 7, 1897.— D. M. Clough, Gov-
ernor, Dear Sir: A recent publication in
one of the daily papers having misrepresented
statements purported to have* been made by
you at the last meeting of the capitol com-
mission, during the discussion immediately
prior to the award of a contract for the su-
perstructure of the new capitol, we desire,
in justice to ourselves, and to you, to state,

that your remarks were that you were in
favor of using, and that you hoped the board
would adopt, a Minnesota stone for the
building, but you did not express yourself
either for or against any particular stone.

You also said, during the discussion, that
j'ou could not, under the law, and would
not, while governor, approve any vouchers
that the board might ever pass that should
exceed the total appropriation of $2,C03.000,
but you did not name any particular stone

in that connection.
Nothing in the nature of an implied

threat or dictation to the board was em-
bodied in any of your remarks, and any state-
ments to the contrary are unfounded and mis-
leading.

We have no desire to avoid the responsi-
bility which rests upon us, as the voting
members of the board, and hence we ad-
dress you this communication. Respectfully,—

Commissioner Lamberton, of Wino-

na, also supplements the letter with
the following interview:

"Gov. Clough did not say, 'If granite was
adopted he would not approve the estimate.'
He expressed himself clearly in favor of
Minnesota stone without indicating any vari-
ety. He said, further, 'I'llno* sign a vouch-
er' in excess of the appropriation.' Ire-
plied. 'Governor, with the law before us we'll
not ask you to sign any such voucher.' The
statement that there was at no time oppor-
tunity to vote for sandstone or Winona stone
is incorrect. Commissioner Corliss favored
Winona stone first and after that Kettle river
sandstone, when he saw that the sandstone
discolored he was at a loss as to what he
ought to do. He moved for further time to
investigate, stating it was due to me and
Winona that McArthur Bros, be given an
opportunity to come before the board and
satisfy its members as to whether Winona
stone could be obtained. Iseconded the mo-
tion, and it w&s lost, 4 to C. This, in ray
opinion, effectually ciisposed of Winona stor.e.

"I voted against the motion to adopt Mm
Inesota stone on the ground that it was too
Ibroad a proposition. In voting against the
Imotion to adopt granite Istated that the
Iarchitect's estimate clearly showed that the

adoption of granite would make the super-

structure cost from $40,000 to $.">O,OOO more
than was available. Nothing said by Gov.
Clough influenced me. The plans contem-
plated some light stone, and when Winona
stone, which was admittedly the nearest ap-
proach to marble and the finest stone before
us, was out of the way, Ihad no hesitancy
in favoring marble.

"In justice to Col. Graves, it should be
stated that his motion for new plans suited
to sandstone was prepared before any vote
was taken. The commission addressed a
letter to the governor yesterday clearly ex-
onerating him from all responsibility as to
our final action. A draft of the contract
with the Butler-Ryan company was present-
ed to us yesterday and approved. No effort
was made to substitute home stone for mar-
ble. The execution of the contract is a
mere matter of form. Irequire no 'bracing'
as to my action, having every confidence that
the people of my district and state will ap-
prove It."

Gov. Clough had nothing further to
say in regard to the matter yesterday,
save to submit the letter to the press.

State Auditor Dunn, who, as indicat-
ed in the Globe of Tuesday, holds
the key to the situation, while he has
not committed himself to the state-
ment that he will decline to issue or
countersign the certificates of indebt-
edness, did express himself vigorously

in regard to what he believed was a
serious error of judgment on the part
of the commission

—
going out of the

state for building stone. As for the
signature of the certifictes, he would
not cross that bridge until he came
to it.

Charming Seabury, chairman of the
board, said:

\u25a0There is perfect harmony in the commis-
sion. There is not the slightest ground for
the story that there is any dissatisfaction on
the part of the governor or any one else at I
the action of the commission. The governor
was at the board meeting the afternoon the
contract was let, and was in good humor. He
chatted pleasantly with the board. The board
takes the entire responsibility for letting the
contract, and, as Gov. Clough was net a vot-
ing member, he is not responsible for the
actions of the board. The Minneapolis papers
have been fighting the capitol construction |
for three years. Tlrey made a vicious attack
upon Gov. Clough, for the purpose of mak-
ing political capital out of it. There is no
opposition to the doings of the commission
from any source except Minneapolis. Every-
thing is going along smoothly, notwithstand-
ing the fact that the Mill City papers are
trying to stir up trouble."

The sole claim is that the law of 1895
by strong implication calls for the use
of home stone in the new capitol.

Some profess to think that the law
of 1597 authorizing' certificates of in-
debtedness is in conflict with section
5, article 9, of the state constitution,
which says in part:

For the purpose of defraying extraordinary
expenditures, the state may contract public
debts, but such deb* shall never, in the ag-
gregate, exceed $250,0C0; every such debt shall
be authorized by law, for some single object,
to be distinctly stated therein, and no such
law shall take effect until itshall have passed
by the vote of two-thirds of the members of
each branch of the legislature, etc.

And also in violation of section 6. article 9,
which says, in part:

All debts authorized by the preceding sec-
tion shall be contracted by loan on state
bonds, of amounts not less than $500 each, etc.

When the bill was passed, however,'
the legislature acted on the assump-
tion, based on legal advice from attor-
neys within and without it, that the
debt apparently created by these cer-
tificates was not a floating debt of the
state, being merely the promise of a
state board to devote to such payment

Ia definitely fixed annual revenue, al-'
ready provided for in the laws.

SUPREME CfllßT GRIST.

Tliree Delayed Decisions Are Hand-
ed Down.

Justice Mitchell handed dewn three
decisions in the supreme court yester-
day. The syllabi are as follows:

!American Exchange Bank, plaintiff, vs. An-
drew T>. Davidson, assignee, etc., et al.,
respendents; Flora Smith et al., appellants.
The cause of action which one defendant

may set up against his co-defendant by a
cross-complaint must be one arising out of or
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having reference to the subject of the original
action. Held, accordingly, that the cross-
complaints Interposed by two of the defend-
ants herein against their co-defendanta were
rightly struck out as Irrelevant. Order af-
firmed. —By the Court.
Mary J. Mathews et al., respondents, vs.

Missouri, Kansas & Texas Trust Company,
appellant.
1. Held, following Scott vs. Austin, 36

Minn. 460, that by virtue of the statute, a
plaintiff asking for the cancellation of se-
curities for usury need not, as a condition of
obtaining such relief, pay what he has re-
ceived.

2. Evidence he;d to sustain the finding and
decision of the trial court, to the effect that
the securities here in question were usurious.
Judgment affirmed. —By the Court.

Duluth Trust Company, as assignee of the B.
B. Richards Lumber Company, insolvent,
appellant, vs. Melvin J. Clark, respondent.
A payment by an insolvent debtor on a se-

cured debt may constitute an unlawful prefer-
ence under the insolvent law, where the se-
curity is inadequate. But It cannot bo an un-
lawful preference If the payment is made
out of the proceeds of the collateral security
itself.

Held, that there was no evidence in this
case that the payment, sought to be recovered
back, was made with any intent to give a
preference or that such payment could have
resulted in a preference. Order affirmed.

six. Ithas increased from $3,309,677 to

ardent patriotism; his upright, moral char-
acter and unflinching fidelity to the interests
committed to his care, have given him an
unquestioned title to our respect and affection.
Assuredly, there was no braver man or better
on our list of heroes.

Whereas, We remember, also, that In.civil
life he acquitted himself as honorably as
on the field of battle, and we refer with pride
to the honors conferred upon him by a
grateful state, in making him twice its chief
executive.

Whereas, To us. of the Seventh regiment,
Minnesota volunteer infantry, he stood in a
nearer and dearer relation, that of comrade,
tried and true, the one whom we delighted
most to honor, whose presence at our an-
nual reunions seemed a necessity and whose
absence tcday and henceforth creates a va-
cancy that can never be filled. Sadly we
miss the warm pressure of his hand in
brotherly greeting, the genial expression of
his face and his brotherly greetings as he
was permitted to look again upon the faces
of the men of his now decimated regiment.
We miss his intense enjoyment of these re-
unions and our hearts are proportionately
saddened as we look upon his vacant chair.
Whereupon,

Resolved, That we hereby express our deep
sense of the loss, by his departure, to the
state, whose interests he ever held deeply
at heart; to his immediate circle cf friends
and relatives, and last, to ourselves, as as-
sociated sc intimately with him in the de-
fense of the country, and in the long and
peaceful years that crowned the successful
struggle for the preservation of the Union.

Resolved. That we, his late comrades, will
hold his virtues in remembrance tiil we too
are called to take our places in the silent
halls of death, to await with him the reveille
of the Great Commander.
