VETERAXS OF THE FOIRTH.

Sixty Survivor* Talk Over Old Times
Asa) ».

Sixty veterans responded to the roll
call yesterday at the fifteenth annual
minion .f the Feurt.h Regiment Min-
nesota volunteer infantry.

Gen. John IX SanJoorn, president of
tke a?s<>ciaii'>n. presided. The fellow-
ing resolution was unanimously adopt-
ed, after the routine business had been
disposed of:

Kcsolvcd, That the Society of ih« Fourth

Minnesota Infantry Volunteers respectfully,
but urgently request the legislature of the
state of Minnesota to appropriate at its next
session as much money as may be necessary
to erect in the capitol grounds in St. Paul, a
suitable monument commemorative of the spe-
cial services and achievements of the Fourth
regiment, Minnesota Infantry volunteers, on
the sth day of October, A. D. 1864, at Altoona,
in the state of Georgia.

Resolved, That each member of this society
use his utmost influence to secure from the
legislature a proper appropriation for this
monument at Its nest session, and that a
,committee of five members of this society be
appointed who shail give special attention to
providing the means to erect a monument,
and to select a location for the same, and
adopt such plans for the construction thereof
as shall in the opinion of the committee moat
appropriately commemorate the event leading
to its erection.

There were three events of the civil
war, said the committee in a preamble
to the foregoing resolution, which were
determined by the conduct and ser-
vices of Minnesota troops, at great loss
and sacrifice, which affected the en-
tire field of military operation, and,

in the opinion of many, the entire fut-
ure of the government of the United
States, and which cannot fail to be a
source of exultation and pride to every

citizen of the state through all coming

time. These events and their subse-
quent results should never be lost
sight of by the present or by future
perpetuate that event in which the
Fourth regiment is most closely in-
terested is the object of the resolution.
The three events are:

First—The charge of the First Minnesota
infantry at Gettysburg.

Second— The stubborn fighting of the Second.
Minnesota at Chickamauga, and its victorious
charge upon the enemy's works at Missionary

IRidge, and.

The victorious defense of Altiona by

the Fourth Minnesota, on the sth day of Oc-
tober. 1S»!4. against the attack in overwhelm-
ing numbers by the rebel army in its efforts
to destroy the supplies at that point of the
armies of the Tennessee. Cumberland and
Ohio. s& as to render it impossible to make
the march to the sea. and again cut the Con-
federacy in twain on a line east of the Mis-
sissippi.

ABOI'T AMEX IXSANE.

Meeting of the State forreftlons and

Charities* Board,

The state board of corrections and
charities held a special meeting yester-
day, at which it was decided to make
the Polk county jail a district jail.
Plans for the lock-ups at Pine City,
Lewiston, Kenyon and Goodhue, and
for the addition to the Steams county
jail were approved.

Secretary Hart told the board of
seme observations made on his recent
trip to Europe wfth some' insane al-
iens, Peter Gihli, from Fergus Falls,

and Thorvald Moe, from St. Peter.
Agent Gates, who has charge of the

work of deporting the alien insane, re-
ported on his recent trip East. Among

other things, he said:
Arrangements were made in Xew York for

sending over our pauper cases at reduced
rates. We can give the pauper an order for

jhis ticket and when he reaches the dock
jand present? the order he will be furnished
ja ticket and put on board, and the bill sent
|to us for payment. Ifwe deem it necessary,

lan agent will meet our paupers at train
iand see that they are on board. Inmany in-
stances this plan will save a trip to New-
York.
Icalled upon Dr. Senner, commissioner of

iImmigration, port of Xew York, and spent
two days in studying the workings of the
immigration office. Ifound the commission-
er, his assistant, Mr. McSweeney. and the

Iluspectors all desirous of enforcing strictly
the United States statutes governing immi-
gration. The preliminary examination and
registration is very searching and if there
is the least doubt about the immigrant's right
to land, the case is sent to the examining
ooard. Immigrants showing disease of such a
character as will likely make them a charge,
are excluded. The inspectors informed me
that mild forms of insanity cannot easily be
detected and that frequently such cases are
able to pass inspection and gain admittance.

After studying the immigration office at
Xew York, igave a few days to the study
of the management of alien and non-resident
paupers in the state of Xew York. Imet
Dr. Charles F. Hoyt. superintendent of state
and alien poor for the state of New York,
and spent some time with him in the per-
formance of his regular duties.
Ialso spent a few days in Boston. Ivisited

the office of Hon. S. C. Wrlhtingtou, who
has charge of the deportation of aliens and
non-resident paupers and insane.

Mr. Gates also submitted his quarterly re-
port. He said the probate judges had quite
generally complied with the request sent out
that they notify the board of ali cases aris-
ing within the province of the law for de-
portation. In the Fergus Falls and St. Pete-
hospitals, seventeen aliens had been found,
of whom five had been deported.

It will thus be seen that the general aver-

age cost of each insane person to the state
[ is at the fewest calculation, $679.

This item is calculated in New York and
Massachusetts at $1,500. It is evident that our
figures are too small fcr these reasons. Our
institutions are not old enough tc give us the
real eNpectancy of hospital life. They have
not been running long enough for those who
entered young to have died off. We have
many patients received from other states
who hare served terms in other hospitals.
iCne 17 years). Third, many of those dis-
charged we are not through with. They will
return again from time to time, and many of
them willdie in the hospital.

Calculating upon the first basis the amount
ultimately saved to the state by deportations
already made would be $6,790, but basing the
calculations upon the !ast amount, and the
ultimate saving to the state would be $10,520.
The total appropriation for the time this work
has been in progress is $1,250. We have one
patient now in th* hospital at BVrgus Falls
who was recently confined in the hospital at

! Jamestown. N. D. Iwculd suggest a visit

There have been a few cases of alien pau-

law. We have not handled those cases here-

icases for deportation under the- t'nlted States
law, calling attention of the various munici-

!palittes and charitable organizations to this
law. to the end that it be enforced and ail
dependent aliens may be returned to their
foreign homes.

John D. Breck, of 606 Carroll street,
manager of the St. Paul Stained Glass
company, saved his four-year-old son
from a watery grave last evening at
the foot of Sibley street. Mr. Breck,
accompanied by his wife and son, were
about to board one of the boats for the
purpose of viewing the fireworks. In
order to reach the craft it was neces-
sary to cross a plank. Mrs. Breck cross-
ed the plank safely, but the little boy
fell from the board into the water be-
tween the two boats. The instant the
child fell and almost before he had
touched the water his father leaped

after him. The water at this point is
about twelve feet deep, and as the two
boats were close together, it was
thoug-ht for a moment that both Jlr.
Breck and his son would be drowned.

IS A PREFERRED CLAIM.

JudKi' I.ewi« DeeitlON Vnainst an A»-
xiKiK'e'.s KuliiiK.

Judge Lewis filed an order yesterday which
decides the novel question of law submitted
the other day in the matter of the assignment
of the Standard Brass and Electric company
to J. W. Jagger. The question arose on the
appeal of Charles L. Robbins from the action
of Assignee Jagger In disallowing Mr. Rob-
bins' claim of $53.Gi for labor performed, as a
preferred claim, and allowing it only as an
ordinary claim against the insolvent company.
The assignee demurred to the appeal, basing
his demurrer on the contention that Robbins'
claim was not preferred inasmuch as he had
sued the company after being discharged from
its employ, and obtained a judgment against
it and entered such judgment at once. Rob-
bins also levied an execution upon the pro-
perty of the company, but the company made
an assignment at this stage and the levy
was discharged. It was argued on befialf of
the assignee that the judgment obtained by
Robbins was not a preferred claim having
been reduced to judgment.

Judge Lewis held the other way and over-
ruled the demurrer of the assignee with $10
costs. In a memorandum accompanying the
order. Judge Lewis declares that the mere
conversion of a claim tor labor into a judg-
ment does not deprive jthe claim of its pref-
erential character. The court also rules that

.Mr. Robbius, tbe claimant, is entitled to
recover the costs of making the levy under
his judgment, but tbe costs for the entry of
judgment are not allowed as a preferred
claim.
