The cash wheat market was strong and ac-
tive, with a good demand for all grades. New
No. 1 northern sold as high as bc over De-
cember to arrive, and old No. 1 northern at
13¢c over December. Low grades sold much
better than yesterday. In fact, anything in
the form of wheat appears to be needed.
Elevator people are practically out of the
market,. Millers and m:ners are taking every-
thing in sight. Sales were made as per state-
ment below. Receipts here were 178 cars
and 37 cars shipped out.

The market was strong and active, owing
to a good cash demand reported from all
quarters. The government report due tomor-
row is expected to be bullish, causing a good
deal of evening up of trades.

The extreme
heat and the prevalence of hot and dry winds
since September 1 have arrested the normal
development of the corn crop, and material-
ly reduced the possible yield. Judging by
personal observations, and later reports from
all sections, the director does not hesitate
to say that the condition of corn at this date,
Sept. 9, is not above 60 per cent of the
normal, and that the yield of sound merchan-
table corn will not exceed 20 bu per acre, or
a total of about 160,000,000 bu. There will
be, in excess of this, a considerable amount
of immatured corn of variable condition, and
value as forage for stock.
