The most marvelous dream of
the .age is being realized in the quiet
looking graystone power house that
stands a mile or two above the falls.
Three enormous dynamos, each weigh-
ing many tons and whirling at the rate

as a manufacturing town, came into
being because it was possible to de-
velep 11,845 horsepower from the water-
falls within its bounds; that the total
| water horsepower available at Minne-
apolis, rTenowned wherever men eat
bread because of its gigantic flouring
mills, is only 25,000; that Buffalo, now
a city of nearly 400,000 inhabitants and
ranking fifth or sixth among the cities
of the United States, uses less than
50,000 horsepower, and that all the
manufactories in New York state, in-
cluding those of the great aggregation
of cities at the mouth of the Hudson,
are operated by less than 550,000 horse-
. power. In other words, there are now
planned enough hydraulic and electric
installations at Niagara falls to fur-
nish power for a city so vast in extent
that London, New York, Paris and
(‘hig-agn would be only villages in com-
arison.

Some there be who predict that such
a city, greater than any the world has
vet seen, wil grow up in the immediate
vicinity of the cataract. Others be-
lieve that the power will be trans-
mitted miles away to cities already in
existence. It matters little which of
these are right. The electrical develop-
ment of Niagara's power is certain to
bring about an entirely unprecedented
and vhenomenal state of things, for
beyond a doubt it is now possible to
make power here cheaper than any-
where else on earth. When I inquired
at the power house today concerning
the cost of power production, I was
told that it can be furnished to cus-
tomers who will transmit it themselves
fer $20 a horsepcwer per annum. It is
delivered at the Buffalo line 365 days
in the year for $36 a horsepower, and
there is no doubt whtever that it can
eventually be furnished in Buffalo for
half what it costs to make steam
power.

THE MATTER OF TRANSMISSION.
The most wonderful thing about this

ner in which the current is trans-
mitted. It is only ten or fifteen years
ago that Niagara's electrical develcp-
ment was first seriously considered.
At that time it was declared, and by
men who certainly ought to have
krown what they were talking about,
that it would never be possible to
transmit the current any great dis-
tance. There was not enough copper
in the world, they said, to mak: a
cable big enough to earry a heavy cur-
rent economically to New York, and it
would strain the mightiest capitalists
to buy enough of the metal to trans-
mit 100,000 horsepower as far as Buf-
falo. Moreover, they contended, even
if enough copper were to be had it
would not be possibl2 to keep so strong
a current on the cable. It would make
its resistless way through the thickes:
and strongest insulation and be dissi-
pated. Worse yet, having burst its
bonds it would inevitably find its way
Lack to the powerhoure along the lices
of least resistence, and thus the entire
territory roundabout wculd be sur-
charged with life destroying electrie-
ity.

plan had been discovered. A sampie
story of this sort had it that Tesla
ha@ found a way to do the trick by
filling a flexible tube with a mineral
fluid of his own discovery that would
carry an unlimited number of volts,
of any amperage whatsoever, over
enormous distances with no loss what-
ever. Mr, Tesla denied this particular
story in a talk with the writer, adding,
however, that when the right time
came a way would be found.

NIAGARA POWER IN BUFFALO.

And so it was. Wheén the right time
came, a way and an extremely simple
one, was found. At the present time
an alternating current of 2,200 volts, of
sufficient amperage to furnish 1,000
ho_rsepower. is being constantly trans-
m:itted to Ruffalo, twenty-six miles
away, for use by the Buffalo Street
Railway company over thres bare
ca.bles, each consisting of nineteen
wires so twisted together as to form
a copper rope about five-eighths of an
inch in diameter. These cables are
strung on poles, and no insulation
whatever is used excepting simple por-
celain pole insulators differing little in
form from the ordinary glass ones in
use by the telephone and telegraph
lines. At the Buffalo boundary, where
the cables are put under ground, heavy
gutta percha insulation is used. It is
not of extraordinary thickness, how-
ever, and, although there is a slight
loss of current, it i so small that the
railway company finds it cheaper to
use power developed more than a score
of miles away than to make its own
power directly on the ground.

In a few months the Buffalo Street
Railway company will take 2 000 addl-
tional horsenower, or 3,000 in all
Twelve hundred and fifty horsepower
has been contracted for by one great
new elevator now being erected in
Buffalo, and 600 more will be taken by
another. A little later the Buffalo
Electric Lighting company will receive
3,000, and it will not be long after the
contracts for these deliveries have
been executed before the Buffalo Gen-
eral Electric company, which handles
Niagara power, will be ready to de-

QUEER BELIGIOUS SECT. .

Had Only One Member Four Ycars
Ago, but Now Hss a Hundred.

JEFFERSONVILLE, Ind., Sept. 11.—
That peculiar sect which lays claim
to no distinet sectarian name nor d4og-
ma, founded in this country abeut
four years ago by John Weber, is grow-
ing steadily, if slowly, and numbers
among its membership some of the best
people hereabouts. There are now
nearly 100 of this religious body in
Clark county. They refuse to adopt
any name but that of Christians and
they will not lay down any other guid-
ance for their actions than the New
Testament. There is no paid ministry.
They do not specially observe the Sun-
day except in so far as they consider
it necessary to avoid giving offense to
others who do not believe as they do;
their theory being to live as near void
of offense as possible.

liver power in almost unlimited quan-
tities, either in big lots or in singie
horsepower, to any who may desire to
use it. .

Upon this contingency, now safely
counted as a certainty, Buffalonians
are building the wildest hopes of un-
precedented growth for their city, and
he would be a daring man who should
declare these hopes unlikely of ful-
fillment. At the same time new fac-
tories of all sorts are being put up at
Niagara Falls and at Echota, the new
town establishment by the Niagara
Falls Power company. Echota, by the
way, has long sinece ceased to be a pro-
spective entity. Already it bas miles
of well paved streets and smoothly
laid sidewalks. There are blocks of
dwellings, schools and churhes are in
process of erection, there is a fine
hotel, and before long Echota will
have to be reckoned with among the
cities of the Empire state.

EXTENSIONS OF THE POWER.

The present power plant is the em-
bodiment of the original plans. It con-
tains three 5,000 horsepower turbines
and corresponding dynamos. so that
its total possible output is 15,000 horse-
power, but contracts have already been
let for 26,745 horsepower, and it is to
fill these that the plant is being extend-
ed. This extension wiil provide seven
more wheels and seven more dynamos,
each developing 5,000 horsepower, or
25.000 in all. The total output, when
all are running, will be 50,000 horse-
power. The present tunnel, however,
has a capacity of 190,000 horsepower.
This will be utilized as the demand
comes, and it is expected that it will
come about as fast as the installations
can be made.  According to the com-
pany’s present charter another tun-
nel, with a capacity of 150,000 horse-
power, may be put in, and as shown by
the table above, the Canadian com-
pany has authority from the Dominion
government to develop and use 350,000
horsepower more. It should be under-
steod that while the American and
Canadian companies are distinct and
separate organizations, yet the stock
in both is held by the same group of
capitalists. 3

There is another corporation at Ni-
agara falls concerning which not much
has been heard of late, although it is
destined to play an important part in
cataract’s development. This is
the Niagara Falls Hydraulic and Man-
ufacturing company. It is now using
7,525 horsepower direct from water
wheels, 5,105 horsepower electrically de-
veloped and 360 horsepower from the
main shaft of its electric installation,
or 12,990 altogether. As shown above,
its eventual capacity will be 150,000
hcrsepower, and this amount will un- |
doubtedly be developed as soon as the
market is ready for it. At present,
while all the water in its canal is used,
comparatively low heads only are uti-
lized, and most of the water is allowed
to waste away in a dozen or more pic-
turesque cascades over the rocks of
what is known as “the money making
cliff.” This cliff will not be so pretty
when the possibilities of the hydraulie
canal have been fully realized, but
there will be a motable increase in
prefits for its owner.
