PERSONAL TAX CASES.

Sheriff Wagener's Staff Concludes
tlie Service of a Host of Cita-

tions to) Appear.

Michael Gahan, a member of the
common council of South St. Paul, is

defendant in a suit brought against

him yesterday in the district court by

Michael Barry for libel. Plaintiff
asks for $5,000 damages, alleging in
his complaint that his reputation and
good name had been injured to that
extent by false, malicious and slander-
ous statements which defendant is
charged with having- made against

him at a meeting of the South St. Paul
council.

About May 19, 1897, plaintiff was a

candidate for the office of street com-

missioner of South St. Paul and the
appointment lay with the mayor, sub-
ject to the confirmation of the cou,n-
cil. Barry received the appointment,

but at a meeting on the evening of

the date mentioned above the council
refused to confirm the appointment,

and Barry did not get the Job.
The complaint alleges that at this

meeting defendant made a speech
against Barry's confirmation, in which
he is alleged in the complaint to hav<^
said of plaintiff: "He is a perjurer,
and if you give him anything you

(members of the council) are no better

than he." Petitioner further claims
"that said office of street commission-
er aforesaid is a lucrative and honor-
able public office, and that by reason
of the speaking, publishing and utter-
Ingof said wards plaintiffwas deprived

of all prospects of success in his candi-
dacy .for said office, and was, more-
over, injured in his good name and
reputation."

PERSONAL TAX CITATIONS.

Sheriff Wagener's Deputies Have
Been Busy Serving Them.

Sheriff Wagener's force of deputies
completed yesterday the serving of ci-
tations on persons who are delinquent
in the payment of their personal tax
assessment. These citations require
them to appear at the next regular
term of the district court and show
cause why judgment for the taxes
should not be entered against them.

There were originally 2,744 of these
citations, including those against the
stockholders of defunct banks and of
this latter class there were about 400.
Service has been made on about 70 per
cent of all the delinquents either by
personal service or through other legal
methods, and the other 30 per cent of
t'ht; number could not be located. It
was difficult to make the service in
many cases from the fact that the re-
vised list of delinquents which the as-
sessor had made up contained the
names of many deceased persons, some
of whom had been dead as long ago as
five years, and the names of non-resi-
dents

—
people who had moved away

from the county after their personal
taxes became delinquent. In some in-
stances where deaths had intervened
the estates had for several years been
distributed among heirs.

In the spring of1897, when the sheriff
received the tax warrants from the
county auditor, there had been paid

into his office for delinquent taxes of
18% something like $2,725, but from
January 1, of this year to the present
time less than $200 have been received
for the satisfaction of citations. Fol-
lowing is the delinquent personal tax
of the city as made up by the county
treasurer:

MARY DUPUIS DISCHARGED.

State Didn't Make a Case in Judge
Orr's Opinion.

Mary Dupuis, charged with killing
her little babe, was discharged yester-
day by Judge Orr, who held that the
state had failed to make out a suffi-
ciently strong case to warrant holding
the woman to the grand jury. In fact,
the court saw that from the evidence,
he had formed the belief that the child
was dead when placed in the river, and
that the mother simply took this means
of ridding herself of the body. As to
the infant having been purposely
strangled to death before being thrown
in the water, the court held that there
was little material evidence to lead to
this conclusion.

The effect of the decision produced
little change in the dejected demeanor
which had characterized the accused
throughout her successive hearings and
imprisonment. She came into court
with a downcast look and never once
raised her eyes during the court's re-
marks. When she was declared to be
at liberty the woman remained impas-
sive in her seat until her attorney,
M. J. Costello, lead her from the court
room.

Under the ministrations of Attorney
Costello, however, the girl cheered up
perceptibly outside the court room,
though she had very little to say. She
declared, though, her intention of im-
mediately going to Montreal, Canada,
where she said she would enter a con-
vent, having decided to thus spend the
remainder of her life in atonement,
which she felt she should undergo, de-

.spite the decision of the court freeing
her of the charge of murder.

AND AUTHORITIES BELIEVE HE

MAY BE ONE OF THE
ROBBERS

IN THE HOLD-UP AT GLYNDON.

AT ANY RATE HE ANSWERS TIIE

DESCRIPTION SOUGHT FOR

BY OFFICERS.

FOREST POSTOFFICE ROBBERY.

He Was Arrested for That When
He Broke Jail at Peorla Two

Years Ago.

A telegram received yesterday at the
office of United States Marshal O'Con-
nor from the authorities of Crookston,
Minn., announced the arrest at that
place of a fugitive postofflce robber,

Thomas Noonan, alias "Peggy" Nolan.
Special Agent J. D. Farrell, of the post-

office department, left last night for
Crookston. He willreturn the prisoner
to Peoria, 111., where he will be tried
for implication in the robbery of the
pcstofflce in Forest, 111., where his gang
secured about $400 in money and
stamps.

Noonan is said to be one of the most
dangerous crooks in this section of the
country. In1893, it is said, he was the
leader of the worst gang of postoffice
robbers that ever infested the middle
states. With two of his pals he burg-

larized the Forest office, but the trio
were apprehended several weeks later
in the southern part of the state and
taken to Peoria, where they were
lodged in the county jail to await the
action of the federal grand jury. Noo-
nan broke jailon the night of April 28,
1895, and nothing more was seen of him
until he turned up at Crookston, al-
though he was frequently heard from.

His other pals did not get away when
he made his break for liberty, and in
due time they were sent to the peni-
tt-ntiary at Joliet.

The authorities are more than usual-
ly interested in the arrest of Noonan,
as it is believed, from the coincidence
of descriptions, that he is one of the
men who held up the Northern Pacific
passenger train at Glyndon, Minn., last
Saturday night. Crookston would have
bc-en directly on the route of such a
fugitive to the Canadian line, and it
is probable that before he is returned
to Illinois for trial, Noonan, or Nolan,
will be confronted by some of the
townspeople at Glyndon, who had ob-
served the suspicious-looking indivi-
duals loitering about the depot during

the day or two previous to the hold-
up.

RIGHTS OF ASSIGNEES

Are Involved In a Case Now on
Trial.

The suit of the Security Trust com-
pany of St. Paul, as assignee of the D.
D. Merrill company, against Dodd,
Meade & Co., will be submitted in the
United States circuit court of appeals
this morning. Arguments were begun
yesterday afternoon. This case was
brought up on an appeal from the fed-
eral circuit court for the district of
Minnesota. The Merrill company for-
merly owned personal property in Mas-
sachusetts. Dodd, Meade & Co., a New
York concern, took possession of the
property under an attachment, and the
assignee company sued for conversion.
The question involved in whether the
assignment ofa company under the in-
solvent laws of Minnesota will pass
the title of property in another state
to the assignee as against the rights
of creditors in a third state. The lower
court's decision was that it would not,
nor for the defendant.

WORKS BOTH WAYS.

Jndge Twohy Says Police Will Be
Protected, Too.

Henry Spencer, who was- arrested un-
der the name of Harry Simpson, for al-
leged interference with the police dur-
ing the difficulty with the Salvation
Army at Sixth and Robert streets,
Tuesday night, was discharged in the
municipal court yesterday. Spencer,
who is the proprietor of a restaurant,
on Robert street, near Sixth street,

was charged with kicking Officer Jack
Hennessey. He denied the accusation,
and several witnesses for the prosecu-
tion could not swear positively that he
had seen the alleged act. Officer Hen-
nessey was quite certain Spencer was
the right person, but the court was
of the opinion that there was a chance
for a mistake, and ordered the prison-
er's release. In disposing of the case,
however, Judge Twohy said that there
seemed to be a growing tendency on
the part of the citizens to interfere
with the police, which could not be
tolerated any more than the extremes
to which some policemen had recently
gone.

I SARGENT IS FREED.

He Was Only Seen With the Alleged

Flini-Flaniiner.

Little evidence to substantiate th*
charge of swindling against Samuel
Sargent could be brought in the police
court yesterday, and the young man
was discharged. Sargent was accused
of "shcrt-changing" the bartender at
Rossberg's saloon, at Rice street and
University avenue, to the extent of $5.
Two men were in the deal, and yester-
day no testimony was obtainable
against Sargent further than that he-
was said to have been seen in com-
pany with the alleged swindler, who, it
was claimed by the defense, had done
the actual crooked work.

LET HODGINS GO.

Cash Bail Not the Thing In State
Cases. {

The charge of disposing of mort-
gaged property against George Hod-
gins was yesterday ordered stricken
from the records of the municipal
court. Hodgins was arrested for the
alleged sale of a horse upon which
there was a chattel mortgage. He was
released on $200 bail, furnished by his
son, George F. Hodgins, and failed to
appear for trial.

This was the case in which the ques-
tion of accepting cash bail in state
cases was raised. When Hodgins failed
to appear the county attorney moved
for the forfeiture of the $200 bail, but
Attorney Donnelly, acting for George

F. Hodgins, entered an objection, on
the ground that in state cases, the
clerk of the court could not accept cash
bail. After consideration, Judge On-
upheld this claim, and ordered the
money returned to Hodgins Jr., at the
same time instructing the police court
clerk in the future to accept no cash
security in state cases.

There
are a number ofi sufth cases, although
County Attorney Anderson does not
expect to secure indictments in every
one.

books, involvingisloo,ooo, and the other
charging him wtth making a false re-
port to the bank examiner of the in-
stitution's condition. William Dawson
is charged in one case with grand
larceny in the first degree, the instance
being where he Is alleged to have ad-
vanced to the St. Paul Plow company,
insolvent, $97,000 of the bank's funds.
The Dawsons are also indicted jointly,

in which case they are charged with
extracting $281,223.01 from the bank,

and the younger Dawson is under still
another indictment, in which it is al-
leged that he committed grand laxceny
in the first degree by taking $29,000 of
the bank's funds. Attorney W. W. Er-
win willlook after the defense of these
ex-bankers, and it is understood that
he will be assisted by an array of
prominent criminal lawyers. Mr. lrwin
called on County Attorney Anderson
yesterday afternoon and asked him if
any more cases against the Dawsons
would be brought to the attention of
the next grand jury. The county at-
torney said he thought not. No new
matters of a criminal nature in con-
nection with the failure of the Bank
of Minnesota had been brought to his
attention, and he thought the state had
sufficient material with which to work
without crowding the prosecution of
the ex-bankers.

The case of grand larceny in the first
degree against Abraham Wolfberg will
be called, butt as the alleged swindler
is supposed to be in Russia, his case
will go over. Walfberg swindled a
number of Hebrews

'
residing on the

West side out of about $2,500 and dis-
appeared.

Other old cases are those against

Peter Larsen, assault in the second de-
gree; Louis Zschau, grand larceny in
the first degree; Adolph Schneider, as-
sault in the second degree; William
Patton, indecent assault, and William
Bickel, a trustee of the defunct Minne-
sota Savings bank, misappropriation of
funds.

The cases against J. F. Baker and A.
S. Kittson, trustees of the insolvent
Minnesota Savings bank, charged with
grand larceny in the second and first
degrees respectively, are on the docket.
Mr.Kittson is accused of misappropri-
ating $12,194.55 of the bank's funds.
William F. Bickel, vice president of
the same bank, probably willbe tried
for grand larceny in the first degree
for the alleged misappropriation of
$5,983.67 of the institution's money.

POLICE COURT NOTES.

Mattle Beck, John and Bert Seeger were
each sentenced to the workhouse yesterday
for thirty days on the charge of disorderly
conduct. The trio was arrested at the Beck
home on the West side flats, where the police
were attracted by their boisterous conduct
Wednesday night.

Pearl Smith and Myrtle Howard, the color-
ed women accused of holding up James Fitz-
gerald in Smith park and relieving him of
$25, were arraigned in the municipal court
yesterday, on the charge of highway rob-
bery. The prisoners were not ready for trial
and secured continuance until tomorrow.

O. Gadbois and Zis Gadbois, arrested on the
charge of assault and battery, preferred by
George Beck, as the result of a saloon row
on the West side last Sunday night, were
discharged in the municipal court yesterday.
Beck was arrested at the time and claimed
that Gadbois had attacked him.

John Coyne, accused of stealing $10 and two
gold rings from the saloon of Henry O'Connor
at Third and Commercial streets, last Satur-
day night, waived examination before Judge
Orr yesterday and was held to the grand
Jury in $1,000 bail.

CITY COUNCIL FURNISHES

THE MONEY NECESSARY TO PRE-
PARE THE CASE FOR A

HEARING.

SEVERAL IMPORTANT CAUSES

Are on Cleric Reese's Tab for the
October Term of the Hifirh

Court.

The action commenced by Attorney

General Childs against the Duluth Gas
and Water company to revoke the
charter of the defendant will be tried
at this term of the supreme court, or
at least a referee will be appointed to
take the testimony. There was con-
siderable doubt about the matter, as
the Duluth officials evidenced an apathy
in providing funds to carry on the case,

and owing to the nature of the action
and the expert testimony required, a
goodly sum is needed. The attorney
general received word from the city
attorney of Duluth yesterday, however,

that the city had appropriated $1,500 to
carry on the prosecution.

The state applied to have the de-
fendant's charter revoked, alleging

gross negligence on the part of the
company in providing for its city water
supply; that owing to imperfect supply
pipes the drinking water of the Du-
luthians was contaminated withsewer
refuse, and that this caused an epi-
demic of typhoid fever.

The attorney general's office is well
supplied with work at this term.
Among the other actions up on appeals
are the cases against offenders for sell-
ing liquor without licenses

—
Joseph Ar-

bes, of Dodge county; Martin P. Holt,

of Grant county, and John Corcoran,

of Le Sueur county.

The other actions in which the state
is interested are:"

State ex rel, James C. Haas vs. Fred C.
Barrows, for a writ of mandamus to show
cause why the defendant, who is state oil
inspector, did not retain Haas as deputy of
Goodhue county, the latter claiming that he
was competent and should be given the
preference as he was an old soldier. The
Hennepin county district court gave an order
favoring Haas.

State vs. F. R. Rose, the latter having been
convicted In the Ramsey county district court
of forgery.

In the matter of the claim of the state
against the Northern Trust company, in-
solvent, an appeal from Judge Elliott, of
Hennepin county. The state's claim is for
money on deposit. $1,900, in the Bank of Red-
wood Falls, which failed.

State vs. Peter J. Borgstrom, the ex-regis-
ter of deeds of St. Louis county, convicted of
misappropriating public money.

The action brought by the attorney gen-
eral against the Duluth Boom company, to
revoke the latter's charter by reason on non-
use of same.

The appeal of the Wisconsin, Minnesota &
Pacific railway and the Willmar & Sioux Falls
railway from the decision requiring them to
provide a transfer at Hanley—the celebrated
"Hanley Falls V" case.

The appeal from the action of the Crow
Wing county commissioners, a piece of land
having been detached from Cass county and
annexed to Crow Wing county.

Aside from these there are several
tax appeal cases, and an effort willal-
so be made to get the Aitkin county-

tax case, the action relative to the tax-
ation of unimproved railroad lands, on
the calendar at this term.

Clerk Reese reports that there are
282 cases on the calendar, a very re-
spectable showing. The term opens
next Tuesday.

SUNDAY SCHOOL INSTITUTE.

Tenth Annual Held by Diocese of

Minnesota.

The church Sunday school of the dio-
cese of Minnesota held its tenth an-
nual institute at St. Clement's church
yesterday. Bishop Gilbert delivered
the address of welcome. Following
this, there was a short business ses-
sion, over which Bishop Gilbert, as
president of the association, presided.

Hector Baxter, of St. Marks' church,
Minneapolis, read a paper on the "Ele-
ments of Success in the Development
of the Sunday School." He empha-
si7ed that the primary element to the
success of the Sunday school was the
attitude of the rector toward it, that
an enthusiastic rector could do much
toward enthusing both teachers and
school. Next in order came the teach-
ers, who wieM a powerful influence
upon the members of their classes.
The teachers should be to the child a
model, an ideal, and they should take
a personal interest in each of their
pirpils. "Another good thing," said
Mr. Baxter, "is the proper use of the
daily newspaper. Children should be
taught that it is important to know of
current events— for these they must
look to the daily press. They are apt,
too, to look to the newspaer for infor-
mation about various Sunday schools
and if the papers show a certain Sun-
day school as being a live one, that is
the one they are going to." He espec-
ially emphasized the importance of vis-
iting and knowing the children at their
homes.

Rev. T. P. Thurston, of Winona,
spoke on the same subject, and espec-
ially advocated the holding of regular

teacher's meetings.
Following the papers, there was a

discussion of the methods among the
teachers, about 300 of whom were pres-
ent. One question, which seemed es-
pecially to interest those present, was,
"What shall be done with the Sunday
school offerings?" The general senti-
ment seemed to be that none of the
money given by the children should be
used in support of the school itself, but
that all of it should be given to mis-
sion work.

Rev. J. J. Faude, pastor of Gethsem-
ane church, of Minneapolis, delivered
an address on "The Call and Training

of Teachers." As a preface to his re-
marks, he said that he thought a Sun-
day school should support itself and
that after that, its first duty was done,

it should also give to missions. He
said, too, that personal interest might
easily be carried to excess; that a child
should not be given too many induce-
ments, in the way of gifts, parties and
superficial personal attentions, to at-
tend Sunday school; that these things
might tend to keep the pupil in a state
of unrest; that a desire might be cre-
ated to belong to the class receiving

the most attentions of this kind, and
that in that way the real work of the
school might be lost sight of.

"Whatever machinery the pastor
may use," said the speaker, "this is
still his work, and the best superin-
tendent in the world willnot make up
entirely for the absence of the shep-

herd of the flock. The important ele-
ment in a teacher is earnestness and
a yearning for souls. Personal beauty,
winning smiles and a plasant manner
may be but affectation, and at best are
of but small account in comparison
with a real desire to teach and help.
There is no infallible rule to be ap-
plied to the adaptability of teachers.
It is a commonly- accepted idea that
persons of wide experience with chil-
dren make the best teachers of infant
classes, but that rule does not always
apply, for one of the most successful
infant-class teachers in the United
States is an old bachelor. Enthusiasm
for persons is one of the strongest ele-
ments of success. People who are cap-
able of strong and lasting friendships
make the best Sunday school teach-
ers."

of St. Clement's church in the guild

hall.
In the afternoon an address on the

"Church Catechism" was delivered by
Rev. D. W. Rhodes. Rev. G. H. Muel-
ler spoke on "Systems of Lessons;"
Rev. C. E. Slattery on "Bible Classes."
The afternoon session closed with a
demonstration of primary instruction
by Mrs. John Ogden and Miss Kate
Sleppy.

The closing session was held in the
evening. There were three addresses,

all of them fullof vigor and freighted

with helpful suggestion. Prof. F. J.
E. Woodbridge addressed the assembly
upon the "Aim of the Sunday School,"
the burden of his thought being that
religion cannot be taught but must be
infused, rather, by the spiritual life
and vigor of teacher and parent; that it
is necessary to teach the catechism,
the creed and the church history, but
that when all this has been done the
children may yet lack the true religious
teaching. Another point which Prof.
Woodbridge emphasized was that the
children should be taught to love and
support the church as the home of the
religious life.

The Rev. T. B. Webb, rector of St.
Paul's church, of Minneapolis, follow-
ed up this thought of Prof Woodbridge,
urging the benefits of systematic giving
by weekly pledges and offerings. He
explained the advantage of this method
by citing the increase which had al-
ways attended its introduction; not
only so but the reflex Influence upon
the giver was wholesome.

Bishop Gilbert closed the meeting

with a few earnest remarks upon the
success of the Sunday echool institute,
stating that it had been more largely
attended, was more spirited and gave

evidence of greater preparation than
those of preceding years.
