PRANK J. ROBERTS FOUND IN AN

UNCONSCIOUS CONDITION FROM
ITS EFFECT

WORK FOR THREE DOCTORS.

AFTER SEVERAL HOURS' LABOR
THEY MANAGED TO PULL HIM

THROUGH.

HAS NOT BEEN IN GOOD HEALTH,

Wliick Is the Reason Wlij- He Is
Thought to HflvcIntended

Suicide.

Frank J. Roberts, a packer in the
employ of Farvvell, Ozmun, Kirk &Co.,

swallowed a big dose of laudanum yes-

terday, it is believed, with suicidal in-
tent. That Mr. Roberts did not ac-
complish his purpose was due to the
incessant attention and labor of three
physicians, who worked over him from
shortly after 1 p. m. until midnight.

Mr. Roberts took the laudanum after

he had reported for duty yesterday
morning-. He was employed as a pack-

er and was at work on the second floor
of the building. About 9 o'clock in the
morning he complained of not feeling

well and said he thought he would go

up Stan's and lie down for a while.
Some of his fellow workmen, who no-
ticed that Roberts looked haggard,

and who thought that he had taken
something not good for him, suggested
that it would be better for him to go

home, where he could be taken care
of. But Roberts, knowing what he was
about to do, went upstairs to the
sixth floor.

That was the last seen of Roberts
by anybody until shortly after
1 o'clock in the afternoon,

when one of the employes on

the sixth floor saw him stretched out
on a pile of gunny sacks, apparently
asleep. But on approaching close to
him, the workman noticed the discol-
ored condition of Robert's face and at
once notified the people downstairs.

Physicians were summoned immedi-
ately, Drs. Louis Benepe and T. H.
Johnson responding first. Dr.Renz ar-
rived later, and the three physicians
worked over the unconscious man for
hours.

They found on the floor beside Rob-
erts two empty vials, one an ounce and
the other a half ounce vial, that had
recently contained laudanum.

Shortly before 5 p. m. the physicians
deemed itbest to have Roberts remov-
ed to a hospital, and accordingly the
city ambulance was summoned and
the unconscious man conveyed to Be-
thesda hospital, whore the physicians

continued the work of restoration.
About 6 p. m- Roberts first evinced

signs of consciousness. Three hours
later the physicians got him up and
on his feet and began the walking
process. At midnight he was consider-
ed out of danger.

Mr. Roberts is a man about forty-
five years old, who lives with his wi£e

,and sixteen-year-old daughter at 410 1.;-
South Robert street. Hehas been inths
employ of Farwell, Ozmun, Kirk & Co. j
for three years. Mr. Kirk, when seen
yesterday, said that the only motive
he could ascribe for the attempt of
Roberts' to kill himself was illhealth,
from which he had been suffering for
some time. It was- also possible that

| Mr. Roberts had worried over financial

Iaffairs. Mr. Kirk said that Roberts
was not a dissipated man and that he
attended faithfully to his work. Of
late he had complained of being un-
able to sleep.

CITY MISSION WORK.

Reports of That and the 15ninsoy
('onnty Bil>le Society.

The annual meeting of the city mis-
sion committee and the executive com-
mittee of the Ramsey County Bible

Isociety, was held in the office of H.
jKnox Taylor. There was a fullmeeting• of both committees and very interest-
Iing reports were presented, the most
| important being that of the city mis-
sionary, Rev. E. R. Irmscher. who has
now been in the work in St. Paul for |
fourteen years. A brief summary of|
the report shows:

Helpers have been secured from the various
churches in the city and the good work j
pressed forward as earnestly as possible. The
object before us is the relief of suffering, j
the rescuing of the fallen, the sympathy that j
tends to stimulate to great exertion on the

I part of those discouraged and depressed by
loss-es, want of work, sickness or deaths.

The jail has been regularly visited more
than once a week, and some have been start-
ed on the right way and encouraged to give
up their former course of living. The num-
ber of boys found in the .iail

—
boys between

S and 12 years
—

was alarming. Carelessness
and indifference on the part of parents was
found to be the cause in most cases. But
something must be dono. Parents should be
compelled to keep their cl.-ildren off the streets
after dark.

The hospitals are also visited with more or
less regularity and those who are without
friends or relatives aie cared for and com-
forted. This part of the city mission work
should also be extended. Our city pastors ar«
kept too busy with the sick and suffering
of their own large congregations to do much
of this outside work, and yet what is more
beneficial than a visit to the sick? One hun-
dred and thirty-seven of such visits have
been made during the year.

Twenty-five cases of great distress have
been brought to notice by our house to house
calls, and fifteen others referri-i *r> rt-
Paul Society for the Relief of the Poor and
to the Associated Charities.

The Bible work is connected necessarily
with this work of city missions, and more
than 2CO copies have been distributed. If it
were proper to make public such things, it
would be touching and interesting to mention
some of the actual occurrences in the work
of the year as presented to the committee.
How much good is sometimes accomplished by
a little effort and sympathy! Five thousand
dollars would not measure the good that our
missions have done to the city in the past
year, yet they have received less than §700
in cash.

PIETRO WAS SKITTISH.

Son Of Sicily T+led Escape From
the Police.

Pietro Marcelli, a swarthy son of
Sicily, "or perhaps Italian," was sun-
ning himself in/-Smith park yesterday
forenoon when .Detectives

#
Daly and

Murnane rudely interrupted his vision
of the old country. They took hold of
Pietro by each arm and told him that
he must go with them to the police sta-
tion. Pietro remonstrated and insisted,
implored or begged t4iem not to arrest
him. Then he made a break for lib-
erty, but the detectives quickly over-
hauled him. TChe detectives then
boarded c cable car ;with their prison-
er. The car had gone scarcely a block
when "the flat-footed Sicilian," as Ser-
geant Frank Horn designated him,
made another attempt to escape, but
again the detectives were too quick
for him.

After arriving at the central station,
Pietro was duly tabbed, and the of-
ficers preceeded to search his cloth-
ing, as is customary. They found a
purse containing 90 cents. But in this
case the search was carried further
than usual, as it included not only
Pietro's clothing, but *Pietro himself.
For Pietro is wanted in Missoula,
Mont., for the larceny of several hun-
dred dollars. So the officers took Pietro
upstairs and stripped him of his cloth-
ing. When one of them pulled off
Pietro's left storking, the sum of $75
in bills of various denominations was
found concealed in the heel.

But this was not all. When Pietro
was obliged to remove his under nether
garments, the officers observed that
Pietros left knee was partially sur-
rounded by a leather bag or impro-
vised wallet made of boot legs and
wora next to the skin on the under
side of the knee. Upon examining the
leather receptical, which consisted of
two pieces of a boot leg sewed togeth-
er on three sides with common twine
and buckled at one side, this leather
contrivance, when opened, was found
to contain exactly $500 in cash. The
money was put up in four small en-
velopes, three of which contained $100
each in $10 bills, while the fourth en-
velop contained $200 in $20 bills.

THE WEST SIDE ORGANIZATION
HOLDS A MEETING FCLL OF

SPIRIT.

FEEL THE DISCOURTESY SHOWN.

Would Like to Know What Com-
mander Wood and tlie St. (loud

Jurist Really Meant.

Gettysburg post held a meeting last
night that was largely attended and
full of ginger. The members felt that
they had a grievance against Depart-
ment Commander Wood and a few-
others, in the way in which the JLi
Hung Chang matter had been success-
fully pigeonholed at the Buffalo en-
campment, and they wanted to express
themselves on the subject. And ac-
cording to report they did. They ex-
pect to do so again, if not before, at
least at the next state encampment.

There is a little sentiment in the case,
and a little local pride, either of which
is regarded as sufficient, by the mem-
bers of Gettysburg post, to^have the
matter thoroughly explained to the
Minnesota G. A. R. men.

At the meeting last night Judge E.
H. Wood, adjutant of the post, read a
letter from Judge Searle, of St. Cloud,
in answer to;the interview with Judge
Wood published in the Globe last
week. The communication read as fol-
lows:
Iam advised that when the papers inquestion were delivered to Commander Woodsby yourself that it was then understood be-tween yourself and the commander that, as
Iwas somewhat familiar with the subject
having been on the special committee having
this matter in charge at the last state en-campment, Iwas to be named as a mem-
ber of the committee on resolutions at the
Buffalo encampment, and, if so, the papers iv
the matter were to be turned over to me to
present to such committee.
Iwas named as a member of that com-

mittee, and the papers were delivered to me
to present to the committee; if, therefore, I
am correctly advised as to such understand-
ing between yourself and Commander Wood,
the commander simply carried out that un-
derstanding and is in no sense responsible or
in fault for what happened afterwards; and
further, Iwill say, that as between the
commander and myself. Iwill assume the
responsibility and blame, if any.

Now, so far as Iam concerned, Idid as
requested, took charge of the papers and
presented the samr- to the committee on reso-
lutions, stating their substance and asked
that the committee take such action as
seemed proper. The committee, after dis-
cussing the subject, refused to take any
action, except as Iunderstood it was referred
to the committee on rules and regulations.
As soon ;is the committee on resolutions
adjourned Iendeavored to find the commit-
tee on rules and regulations and lay the
matter before them, but was unable to find
them, or discover what action they had
taken.

A3 Iunderstood the papers were to be
delivered to the national encampment for
action and that for this purpose Iwas to
present the same to the committee on reso-
lutions as Idid. As Iunderstood, my duty
and responsibiliy in regard to the matter then
ceased. Iwas not responsible for the ac-
tion c£ the committee on resolutions. They
did what seemed to them proper and d'd
not intend to. p.nd in fact did not reflect
in any way upon the action of the depart-
ment of Minnesota or any person connected
y.ith the subject. Id fact the voice of the
individuals of the committee seemed to in-
dorse the action of the Minnesota department,
although as a committee they tojk no action
except as above stated.

It seems to me that your criticism in your
purported interview is frot justified by the
facts. Iwill state further that Ihave not
seen or heard from Commander Wood in re-
lation to this matter and that my advice
as to the understanding br-tween yourself and
him above referred to came from" other sour-
ces.
Iv.-ill write to Maj. Warner, who was chair-

man of the committee on resolutions. and as-
sist you in any wayIcan in obtaining a
return of the papers, if that is your -wish.

The members of Gettysburg post
couldn't o.uite hear the explanation
and Judge Searle will be asked to come
again. According to the statements
m&de at the meeting last night there
was no chance for Commander "Wood
nor Judge Sesrle to misunderstand
what was asked in the name of the de-
partment of Minnesota. The docu-
ments were all carefully prepared with
the endorsements of Mrs. Gen. Grant,
Bishop Newmann, President McKinley
and his secretary, John Sherman, and
others. Commander in Chief Clarkson
had indorsed the movement when the
encampment was held in St. Paul. All
that remained for Commander Wood,
or ifhe didn't know how to do it, for
Judge Searle to do, was to ask the en-
campment at Buffalo for the appoint-
ment of a special committee to which
the subject could be referred. It was
not a question of rules. That had been
attended to. Nor was it for the com-
mittee on resolutions. But between
Commander Woods and Judge Searle
it got a reference where it did not be-
long. Judge Wocds has received a let-
ter from ex-Commander Clarkson say-
ing that the matter was not presented
while he occupied the chair, but he
was frequently out of the chair. Gen.
Mullen, the senior vice commander,
has written that the matter was not
presented while he was in the chair.
What Gettysburg post would like to
know is when the subject was present-
ed, if at all.

The result of last night's meeting
was that Adjt.Wood was instructed to
reply to Judge SSarle's explanation,
which it holds doesn't explain, giving
him the correspondence received from
Commander Clarkson, Senior Vive
Commander Mullen and the official
stenographer of the national encamp-
ment for him to explain again. The
post claims that Judge Searle's letter
doesn't explain in any satisfactory
way the discourtesy received from
State Commander Wood nor the im-
proper reference of the papers sent to
the encampment.

Sperry D. Brower Dies at His Home

Sperry D. Brower, father of Mrs. T.
M. Newson, widow of the veteran edi-
tor and late consul at Malaga, died
yesterday at the home of his daughter
in the Seville, aged eighty-nine years.

Mr. Brower was widely known in
New York state previous to his re-
moval to this city several years ago to
spend his declining days.

NO MORE JOKING GOES.

William McHale "Will I-et the Other
Man Do It.

William McHale willnot attempt jokes on
strangers again. That was his quiet de-
claration yesterday. The other night he and
Stanley Gordon were at Washington and Hill
streets, near the Wntral police station, when
McHale thought he would have some fun
with William Page, a colored man. who is the
business manager of a little lunch stand at
that spot.

"I'llmake him believe that Iwant him,"
said McHale, and walking up to Page re-
marked "Hello; you're the man I've been
looking for for two years."

Page reckoned not, but McHale insisted,
and said "Come along here." Page began
to yell, and McHate threw him down. The
yells attracted the officers at the central sta-
tion and they ran out and arrested McHale
and Gordon. Page made it good by saying
he had been robbed of fifteen cents. So the
men were charged with attempted robbery,
and McHales bail fixed at $1,000. When the
police learned later the actual facts in the
case and that McHale has a business of his
own, the absurdity of charging him with
attempting to rob a man of fifteen cents
dawned on them. But no matter how ridic-
ulous an arrest turns out afterwards, the
police have to try and "make seine charge
stick." In this case the most they could
to was to change the charge to disorderly

conduct. That was done, the two men ad-
mitted it and paid a fine of $5 each. But it
has put an end to any disposition McHale
may have had to have fun with a stranger
in a strange city, full of policemen with
strange notions about law and order.
