Tribune. A few days ago a traveling man
who s a base ball fan climbed on the train
with the Colts and engaged Jimmy Ryan in
conversation.

““Who do ycu think I saw the other day?”
he. queried.

“Dinno,”” sa&id Ryan.

“‘Queer thing!"’ eentinued the tourist.

1 was preparing to go to bed, when sud-
denly there came a series of war whoops
up the street. A man came tearing down
on horseback, whipping the animal to a dead
run and wheoping like a Commanche. Just
as he got to where we wera standing he
pulled two revoivers and, still whooping,
emptied them into the air., I was scared
to death, but no one ¢lse paid any atten-
tion. When the danger was over I crawled
out from under a cellar door and said: “Who
is that? What's the trouble?” ‘O, that's
nothing,’” said one of the gang. ‘It’s only
Elmer Foster going home.’”

Perhaps the fickle fans have forgotten
Foster. He was never regarded as one of
the great men of base ball, yet, nevertheless,

he was one of the best men that ever wors.

a spike. His penchant for devilment in its
most horrible forms put him out of the
business. His pranks almost drove Jim
Mutrie to drink when he was with New
York, and Anson’'s hair almost grew white
while Eimer held down the center garden
with Chicago. Ameong‘*ball players he will
never be forgotten. He was one of the
freakiest cf all the originals that have fig-
ured in the national game.

Elmer retired from base ball by invitation
in ’92, and has since been amecng the miss-
ing. He was found up at Ashland, Wis., a
few years ago, but lost again. When he
went to Ashland he rented a room in the
tower of the town hall and lived there.
He seemed never to sleep, and every night,
when the bell tolled the hour, no matter
what hour, Elmer would stick his head out
of the window and bawl, “And all's well.”
Finally a committee of citizens gave him a
purse if he would leave town. He accepted,
and the whole village escorted him to the
train to see him on.

When in the game he had more ‘“ginger"
than anybody. On and off the field, ge kept

things moving at a merry clip. His favorite
way of leaving the dining room was a hop,
skip and a jump and a hurdle flight over a
couple of tables. People who remember the
Colts training at Denver in the spring of
'92 will not soon forget Foster. The team
put up at a hotel that was a little behind
the times, and whose operators managed
things in the easiest, quietest way possible.
Elmer immediately took charge of the hos-
telry, and proceeded to enliven things.

The bar was presided over by a gent with
the euphonious ‘title of Hank, who instantly
fell in love with Foster. Elmer spent much
of his time in the bar, and always seated
himself at a table within reach of the ice-
box. His purpose was plain. The barkeeper
kept his ales and beers on draft from the
wood with plain wooden spigots. Elmer
would engage Hank in conversation, and at
one-minute intervals would draw a glass of
ale. The other boys dropped onto the racket,
and in a week were disposing of about a
keg of ale a day. Finally Hank caught the
prestidigitateur at his work of refilling the
glasses, and the fun stopped.

On the trains Foster made life miserable
for porters, conductors and brakemen with
his endless jokes. His finish came with the
Chicago club very quietly. Anson had
warned him that his release would be wait-
ing if he drank again. One day in Pitts-
burg Foster, Harry Luby and a couple more
were lined against the bar drinking. In the
mirror Foster saw Anson looking like Ajax
defying the. Chicago City Railway company.
He turned and called out: ‘Dear captain,
won’t you join us in a little drink?” :

“No!"” roared Anson. “You are suspended.”

“And now that T am suspended, dear cap-
tain,”” went on the unrufiied Foster, ‘“‘won’t
you take a little drink with me?”’

Anson still refused. Foster went out and
told the boys, and Ryan said: “I'm darned
sorry, Elmer. You were awfully good com-
pany, if you couldn’t play ball.”

SPRINGFIELD, IH., Oct. 1.—In a
race that was witnessed by at least
65,000 people, Star Pointer, on the Illi-
nois state fair grounds, this afternoon,
not only maintained his reputation as
the king of pacers, by beating Joe
Patchen, but he also lowered the
world’s record, in a race, by half a sec-
ond, making a mile in 2:001%, -the rec-
ord in a race having been 2:01, which
Star -Pointer made on Saturday, Sept.
18, at Indianapolis, when he defeated
Joe Patchen. Star Pointer was greeted
with tremendous cheers by the assem-
bled thousands as he passed under the
wire in the third heat, and the an-
nouncement of the lowering of the
world’s pacing. record in a race was
received with tumultuous applause.
The record of 1837 for stallions was
also broken by William Penn in the
first heat of the free-for-all trot, he
making the mile in 2:073.

The great race between the two fast-
est pacers in the world had the result
of bringing on the fair grounds the
largest crowd ever assembled there,
It is estimated that there were 65,000
people on the grounds, the largest
number ever known at a state fair in
Hlinois. " In the grand stand not even
standing 1oom was obtainable. Thou-
sands of people lined ;the race track
on both sides for fully one-third of its
length. The track was'in splendid con-
dition, and there was fast time and
sensational finishes in several races.

When the two great pacers made
their appearance, they were greeted
with cheers. On the first heat they
got a nice start, Patchen having the
pole, but, after going a few hundred
feet, Star Pointer broké badly, and be-
fore he recovered Joe Patchen was
about an eighth of a mile ahead of
him. Patchen finished the heat in a
jog in 2:14, amid 'cheérs, with Star
Pointer 200 to 300 feet behind. The first
quarter was made in 3301/;; the half in
1:0214; three-quarters,” 1:36%, and the
mile 1n 2:14.

Star Pointer was giyen the pole in
the second heat, and the two horses
started even, but Joe Patchen soon
broke and lost a dozen or more lengths,
He gained on Pginter toward the
three-quarters and rapidly overhauled
him, McCleary holding his horse back.
Down the home stretch it was a pretty
fight between the {wo, but Pointer
maintained his lead and passed under
the wire half a length ahead. Pointer
made the first quarter in :30; half, 1:03;
three-guarters in 1:36%, and the mile
in 2:05, the last quarter being made
in :29%%.

The third heat was a wildly-exciting
one, and was a race for blood from
the start. After three ineffectual at-
tempts, the horses got off together.
Pointer soon took the ‘lead, and in the
first quarter he was' 'one and a half
lengths in the lead.” The black pulled
up some toward the half, and, when
that point was reached, Pointer was
but three-fourths of a length ahead,
Then Patchen lost and gained again
and at the three-quarters was not
quite one length behind.

PRAIRIES BLAZING.

Threatening Fires in Wisconsin, In-
diana and Illineis.

KENOSHA, Wis, Oct. 1.—Kenosha
county is in danger of being burned
out unless rain falls soon. Extensive
prairie fires have been raging fer the
past two days in the towa of Somers,
L.arge cuantities of hay and cther ma-
terials have been burned, while acres
of grass, corn, stubble and fences have
been destroyed.

Huntington, Ind,, Oct. 1.—Forest fires
in the south part of this township are
decing great damage.

A
fire has been raging fiercely for three
days in the forests, and there appears
no way of checking it. Crowds of
farmers are cut with plows tearing up
the ground around farm houses and
buildings to brevent the fires from
reaching and destroying them. The
dense smoke that raises from the for-
est fires is almost unbearable.
