CHAMPAGMZED

Milk Preserved nml Made More Pal-
a table.

M. Cassius has patented a process,
says Cosmos, for the sterilization of all
fermentible liquids by means of com-
pressed oxygen, says the Philadelphia
Record. To sterilize liquids, such as
wine, milk, beer, liqueurs, etc., is suf-
fices to subject these liquids in a closed
vessel to a current of gaseous oxygen,
proportioning the volume of gas to the
quality and quantity of liquid to be
sterilized. All liquids thus treated can
be preserved indefinitely.

The inventor applies this process to
milk, which, according to him, can thus
be kept fresh indefinitely. Ifthe re-
sults correspond with the inventor's
hopes, the discovery is a valuable ono,
for hitherto the preservation of pure
milk is a problem that has been solv-
ed very imperfectly.

In any case the process enables us
to prepare a very healthful and agree-
able drink, "champagnized" milk.

The milk to be champagnized must
first be skimmed to prevent the forma-
tion of clots during the process. Then
the necessary sweetening is added and
the desired flavor, and the whole is
placed in a closed vessel. The ster-
ilization is then accomplished by
means of a current of oxygen gas, and
then the champagnizatLon by the intro-
duction into the vessel of the necessary
amount of carbonic acid gas. The
drink thus prepared is extremely re-
freshing, healthful and of an exquisite
flavor, and adds to these advantages
that of keeping fresh indefinitely.

Bees In Letter Box.
An unusual sight was witnessed at Cran-brook, in Kent, Eng.-i the other day. Aswarm of bees settled , on a post letter box,

and soon afterward a second swarm lo-
cated themselves /inside the box, the wholecolony following the. queen through the
aperture provided for letters. Every pre-

swarm upon the, arrival of the rural post-
man to clear the letters; but, owing to
the awkward position, of the winged vis-itors, it was found Impossible to hive the
bees until night." when they were smoked
and safely housed. Owing to this unusual
incident the letters posted before the bees
took possession of the pillar box were de-
layed for several .hours.— Philadelphia Record.

TONE.

THE PRICE LEVEL RAISED.

BEARS RAID SPECIAL. SHAKES.

Tendency of the Market to Ignore

Pressure the First Sign of Re-
cnperation.

NEW YORK, Oct. I.—The bulls today made
their first aggressive stand in over two wesks,
and, after a heavy decline in the earlier part

of the day, came forward to the support of
the market, checked the decline and brought
the closing prices very generally above last
night's level. There was nothing in the news
of the day that could be counted more favor-
able than that of the preceding day or two,
and) a sharp stiffening in the rates for call
money during the afternoon might be called
a distinctly unfavorable factor. But it had
no effect in preventing the recovery and the
close at practically the highest point of the
day. Either this was because the 5 per cent
rate which was asked was considered arti-
ficial and manipulative, or because confidence
was felt that it would result in the prompt
importation of gold to relieve any probable
itringency. A further low-ering of %c in the
actual rate for demand sterling to $4.84% en-
couraged this view, and the probability of
early engagement of gold for import was free-
ly talked all day.

The market was surprisingly irregular,
prices of some stocks moving up and down
by wide jumps, apparently entirely independ-

ent of any general tendency in the market.
In the early trading the raids of the bears
on special stocks in each group were success-
ful in depressing the particular group and
the whole list by sympathy. Chicago Gas
continued under heavy pressure and moved
over a range of nearly 3 points. Omaha was
selected in the granger group and was sold
down at one time nearly 2 points. Missouri
Pacific was the weak spot in the Southwest-
erns, and was forced down 1%. The tenden-
cy of the list to move independently of the
stocks under pressure was the first evidence
of recuperation. Soon afterwards sustained
buying on a large scale became evident, and
a heavy covering movement by the bears
followed. Buying orders by the eommissrion
houses also added to the strength of the mar-
ket, and outside customers who had sold short
joined in the covering movement.

There was a marked change in the whole
tone of the speculation, the market becoming
dull wehnever the bears succeeded in checking
the advance, 'and business showing a lively
increase whenever the course of prices turned
upwards. The railroad earnings reported dur-
ing the day continued to show an increase,
Northern Pacific reporting an increase for the
third week in September of $176,770. A strik-
ing resuX of the recent sharp decline in the
price of silver was shown in the August state-
ment of the Mexican Central. While the
gross earnings showed an increase of $166,-
--338, the net earnings showed a decrease of
$135,478. This was due, the officials of the
railroad explain, to increased expenses caused
by the higher rates of exchange on the United
States in purchase of material and in other
outlay.

London was a buyer in this market again
today. Some of the stocks which showed
weakness early in the day failed to recover
entirely, but showed net gains, as a rule,
ranging from a fraction of 2 per cent or over.
Consolidated gas, after falling 4 points, rose
13% and receded 4%. Prices of quite a num-
ber of stocks fell at one period of the reaction
2 pointe or over from the eariy high point.

GROWTH OF NAILS.

Those on tlie 3lid«lle Fingers Are
the MoNt Rapid.

Fingernails, like hair, grow faster in
summer than in winter. The nails of
two fingers never grow with the same
degree of rapidity, says the New York
Journal.

The nail of the middle finger grows

with the greatest rapidity and that oC
the thumb the least. Ithas been com-
puted that the average growth of the
finger-nail is 1-32 of an inch per week,

or a little more than an inch and a
half per year. The growth, however,
depends to a great extent upon the
rate of nutrition, and during periods
of sickness or of abstinence It is rf-

tarded.
Authorities differ with regard to tho

equality of growth on both hands,
some holding that the nails of Iht-
right hand grow last.r than those .T
the left, but others can perceive Dv
difference between them. According n>
the rate of growth stated, ttn> averap
time taken for each fingernail to grew
its full length is about lour and a half
months, and at this rate a man >:
seventy would have renewed his nails
186 times. Taking the length of each
nail at half an inch, he would have
grown seven feet eight inches of nail
on each finger, and on all his fingers

and thumbs an aggregate length of
seventy-seven feet six inches.
