FIT THEM TO VOTE

MEETING TO ARRANGE PLANS TO
SECURE THE NATURALIZATION
©F VOTERS

ENTITLED TO SECOND PAPERS

COMMITFTEES APPOINTED TO COPY
THE POLL LISTS AND REPORT
LATER.

SEVERAL SPEECHES MADE ALSO.

An Adiourned Meeting, to Be Held
Friday Night—3iuch Enterest in

the Weork.

Nearly 200 persons attended the meet-
ing called for last evening at the hall
at Third and Minnesota streets, to con-
sider the best plan for getting out
those of the voters who need their na-
turalization papers. The audience was
a representative one, and included a
number of those identified with the
Demoecratic party with a sprinkling of
Republicans of the silver persuasion.
John L. Townley called the meeting to
order and explained that it had been
called at the request of a number of
Democrats who were interested in get-
ting out the vote and allowing all who
were entitled, but were shut out by the
change in the election law by reason
of not having their second papers, the
opportunity to cast a vote next spring
for the betterment of the city govern-
ment. 1t was a duty that could not, or
should net be slighted, and in the inter-
ests of the eity, those who had not se-
cured proper naturalization papers
should be aided in securing them. In
one precincet of the Sixth ward, Mr.
Townley said over 100 persons had been
found who would have to secure their
naturalization papers, and the same
thing was probably the case in other
precinets.

W. P. Murray was selected as chair-
man of the meeting and James Mead
as secretary. It was suggested that
meetings be held in the several wards
and precincts and the voters who need-
ed naturalization papers looked after in
that way.

Mr. Townley said Clerk of Courts
Rogers had kindly consented to allow
a clerk to occupy a desk in "his office
and would render all the assistance in
his power to assist in the naturaliza-
tion of voters.

F. L. McGhee favored ward and pre-
cinct meetings and suggested that
while the work of naturalization coculd
be best accomplished by this means the
voters could also be advised as to the
need for a change in the city govern-
nment.

Chairman Murray said the question
of politics should not be considered in
cennection with the naturalization.
Both Democrats and Republicans were
interested in getting all the persons in
the city entitled to vote naturalized,
and after this had been dene it would
then be time enough to consider the
political side of the case,

J. C. Michaels favored the appoint-
ment of a committee consisting of the
chairmen of the city and county Dem-
ceratic committees and like officials
from the Populists together with the
president of the bimetallic league who
would be given authority to appoint
ward and orecinet committeemen to
attend to the naturalization of voters.
R. W. Bell should also, Mr. Michaels
said, be invited, or, rather,. pliaced on
the committee,

John Welsh, who had copied the poll
books of the Fourth ward, stated that
835 men who voted at the last election
in the ward would have to be natural-
ized to enable them to vote next spring.
After some discussion the following
gentlemen volunteered their services to
copy the poll lists in the several wards
and present to an adjourned meeting to
be held next Friday night, the names
of those voters who would have to be
naturalized.

A committee consisting of J. C.
Michaels and John© Townley, of the
Democratic city and county commit-
tees; W. H. Zeigler, of the Populist
ecommittee; O. S. Pine, president of the
bimetallic league; J. M. Hawthorne, of
the Silver Republican club, and R. W.
Bell was appointed to aet as a central
committee to arrange for the natural-
ization of voters in the various wards.
This committee will, as soon as the
poll lists have been copied, appoint
ward and precinct commiitteemen to
push forward the work. Short speech-
es were made by Judge Willis and J.
M. Hawtherne, who favored the idea
of making the silver cause a featurs
of the campaign next spring.

Pierce Butler suggested that not
much attention should be paid to the
unnaturalized voters of the First ward,
as his experience had been that nine-
teen out of every twenty voters in the
ward would probably vote for the par-
ty now in power, and it would be a
waste of time
who would do this. The city, he said,
was neither Republican nor Democratic
by very much of a majority,
was simply a question of the men nom-
inated. If the Demoecrats put up gocd
men they would certainly win, as the
Republicans were badly demoralized.
Louis Nash and John H. Ives followed
in short speeches advising harmony.

WOMEN NATIVES ARE FEARFUL

-
That Annexatioh for Them Will

Mean a Form of Serious So%
cial "Pegradation.

A party of lawmakers arrived in St.
Paul yesterday morning and registered
at the Ryan. They were Congressmen
J. A. Tawney, of Winona; Joseph Can-
non, of Illinois; A. 8. Berry, of Ken-
tucky, and H. C. Loudenslager, of
New Jersey. Messrs. Cannon and Ber-
ry left on an early train for Chicago,
but Congressmen Tawney and Louden-
slager spent the day in the city, seeing
the sights. Senator Morgan was with
the party on its recent junket to the
Sandwich islands, but decided to re-
main there with his two daughters for
a week longer.

Mr. Tawney is outspoken in favor of
annexation of the islands to the Unit-
ed States, from a commereial stand-
point as well as to afford a naval and
coaling station in the Paecifiec, which
last he considers to be an absolute ne-
cessity.

In speaking of the trip, he said that
it had been a hard one because they
were going continually from the time
they left San Francisce, Sept. 8, until
they returned. They were shown all
around the islands, and every point of
interest, and besides were tendered a
series of receptions and banquets which
kept them busgy. While the gentlemen
who escorted them about the islands
were all annexationists, they were
careful to See ithat the members of
the party n';et and had ampie oppor-
tunity to c'gnverse with the royalists
as well. B

The luau, 6r native feast, which they
atterided was prepared for their bene-
fit by royafist’ women, and at that
gathering the annexation was discuss-
ed freely im common with other sub-
jects regarding ‘the islands. The ut-
most freedom of discussion and the
greatest godd'r‘;’ature prevailed every-
where. (S

Mr, Tawney Stated that the strongest
opposition to annexation, especially
such as was found among the most in-
telligent class of natives, came from
the women, whe feared the loss of
their social positions. These women
were well éducated, refined and in ev-
ery way qualified to hold high social
positions, but they feared that as soon
as the islands were annexed te the
United States, ‘all natives, without re-
gard to their mental attainments or
culture, would be treated as savages,
and would only rank as the Indians
do in this country. Under present con-
ditions they mingled freely with whites,
and they were very proud of their so-
cial position. The thought that they
might lose this, if anmexafion took
place, filled them with dismay.

Mr. Tawney says the natives have
little or nothing to do with the admin-
istration of thwe islands at present. All
of those in poweér are of ‘American or
English birth, and conseguently, it
would be difiicult for any one going
there for a short time only to get right
down to the inside facts regarding the
prevailing sentiment regarding annex-
ation, of his own accord, but the visit-
ing delegation was afforded every op-
portunity to hear beth sides of the
case, and they learned as much as any
one could learn in go short a time.

He caid there was nothing apparent
on the islands to indicate that Japan
proposed to resist annexation. The
adult Japanese on the island were
mostly there under contract as labor-
ers. The Japanese government had re-
moved its war vessel, and everything
now looked quiet.

In one of the schools the delegation
saw studying together as harmonious-
ly as the children of any schoel in this
country, Chinese, Japanese, Amer-
icans, natives and half-breed Hawai-
ians, Germans, Portuguese, English
and children of almost every other na-
tionality. They were all studying in
English, the language taught in the
sehools. The teacher was asked which

| of the pupils were the brightest and
' made the most rapid progress, and she

pointed out the Japanese,

Near the village of Hana, on the
Island of Maua, Mr. Tawney met a
native lad of less than ten years, going
home from school with a bundle of
books uander his arm. He stopped the
lad and asked him what books he had.
The boy handed out a third reader
published by an American firm, and
used in the schools of this country by
boys much older, What was more to
the point, the boy could read intelli-
gently from the beok. Many native
boys were seen in the school at this
place, and fhey were handsome, well
built lads, such as parents of any na-
fionality might be proud of.

Mr. Tawney declares it very difficult
for any one who has net visited the
islands to obtain an adequate idea of
their resources.

WILLIAM F. BICKEL AND HIS AT-
TCRYEYS, M'DONALD & BARN-
ARD, HAVE DISAGREED.

MATTER CAUSES SURPRISE,

IYT VIEW OF THE SUCCESS THE
FIRM HAD WIPH FORVWER
INDICTWENTS,

SEIFFHER GIVES ANY REASON,
Stevens Drafts Indictment to Be
Nolled, But There May Be

Others.

William F. Bickel and his attorneys
have had a misunderstanding, and the
result is that, if Mr. Bickel has any
more indictments to fight, he will be
defended by some other firm than that
of McDonald & Barnard. The fact that
they have had a disagreement has
caused a good deal of talk and seme
wonderment. Mr. Bickel has not men-
tioned the cause of the split, neither
has either member of the firm; which
leaves the people to guess what is back
of it and who will defend Mr. Bickel
should he again need the assistance of
an attorney. The incident is more sur-
prising in view of the suecess Me-
Denald & Barnard have had in han-
dling the affairs of Mr. Bickle up to
this time, and the further fact that
they are supposed to be familiar with
every detail of Mr. Bickel's business.

Tt is regarded as a certainty that
Bickel will have for the third time to
stand before a petit jury. One indict-
ment still hangs over him, that charg-
ing him with the larceny of the
Stevens drafts. But Mr. Bickel will
not be tried on this indictment for sev-
eral reasons known to the county at-
torney. Consequently this indictment
will be nolled.

But an indietment on the Nusser
notes is looked for, and court house
habitues wonder who will handle the
case. ‘

Thus far, Mr. Bickel may be said to
have defied the indictments found
against him. Five of them have been
quashed, one was nolled and one dis-
missed after the state had put in iis
testimony. On the next indictment the
county attorney succeeded in getting

er. Bickel's ease to the jury, only to
secure a verdict of not guilty.

Mr. Bickel says he has engaged coun-
gel to look after his interests, but he
has not disclosed the names of his
lawyers. W. H. McDonald, who has
just returned to St. Paul after an ab-
senee of five weeks in Montana, says
that he does not know what attorney
Mr. Bickel has retained to defend him,
and declines to say why his firm does
not expect to do so.
