BIOGRAPHY OF LORD TENNYSON.

Literary London Engaged Ju»( Bow

in a Discussion of the Recent-
ly iNNurd 'Work.

LONDON, Oct. 10.— There is no indi-
cation of an Improvement in the engin-

eering strike, and the embittered, de-
termined struggle between the employ-

ers and the engineers, of whom 70.000
are now idle, continues with almost a
certainty of bringing about a general

Btrike throughout the ship-building

establishments of the pountry, involv-
ing another 20.000 men. No one in au-
thority has the smallest hope of a set-

tlement being arrived at this side of

Christmas, since the employers' fed-
eration has declined the mediation of

the board of trade and has refused to

confer with the men. The strike has
already entailed the loss of $3,750,000

and is calculated to reach $10,000,000 by

Christmas.
The railroad employes threaten to

add to the chaos. They are to hold a
great conference at Birmingham in a
few days and will formulate demands
which the companies say it is impossi-

ble for them to grant, and in the event
of the latters' refusal a general strike
of 150.000 railroad workers, which will
probably mean the idling of 1,500,000
others, will follow.

The Liberal newspapers, headed by
the Daily Chronicle and the Westmin-
ster Gazette, are advocating war to the
death and have opened subscription
lists, urging a levy upon all unions in
support of the striking engineers and
to befriend trade unionism, whose very*
existence, they say, is at stake.

In the meanwhile the entire naval
programme is disjointed. Work on a
dozen warships is at a standstill, and
several others, which ought to have
been launched during the past week
are still on the stocks, and must re-
main there for an indefinite period. The
engineers have sent a manifesto to the
public appealing for funds and saying
they are going to fight to the finish.

Anthony Hope, the novelist, is among
the passengers who sailed for the Unit-
ed States on the American line steamer
Paris today. The creator of "The Pris-
oner of Zenda" goes on no new mis-
sion, but to follow in the footsteps of
the many English writers who have
acquired American dollars by plat-
form readings.

W. S. Gilbert, after so many years
of distinguished success as a comic
opera librettist, with Sir Arthur Sulli-
van, returned to serious play writing
only to score a failure. His new -com-
edy, the "Fortune Hunter," which was
tried upon the Birmingham public, has

fallen flat. The critics are unanimous
in their verdict that the play lacks the
elements of strength and popularity,
and that no amount of carpentering,
tinkering or revisit*: could infuse life.
Into it. This, after Mr. Gilbert nad an-
nounced, seemingly wimout' thought of
the possibility of failure, that he had
resolved to forswear comic opera for
more important work. Now it is being

recalled that he promised his public

after the disastrous "Brantingham

Hall" had met an unhappy fate ten
years ago. that he would never repeat

the offense.
TENNYSON'S BIOGRAPHY.

The biography of the late Lord Ten-
nyson, the poet laureate, which is at-
tracting so much attention just now,
is contained in two thick volumes full
of interest, and repeatedly emphasizes
the poet's regard for the United States
and his earnest desire that the parent
country and its offshot shall ever
dwell in unity. Writing to Longfel-

low. Tennyson says: "We English and
Americans should all be brothers as
none other among nations can be. and
some of us, come what may, will al-
ways be so, Itrust."

Tennyson's biographer writes that
Emerson, Whittier, Walt Whitman,
Lowell and Oliver Wendell Holmes
were counted among his friends, and
that, through them, he kept alive a j
spirit of kinship with their country-
men. Americans, the biographer fur-
ther says, not only loaded him with I
appreciation, but also loaded him with
pipes. Writing to the Duke of Argyll

in 1867, Tennyson said: "Iam sorry I
did not see the Marquis of Lome, but
I'll call for the Calumet sent me by
Longfellow. It is odd that Americans
always send me pipes and tobacco, as
ifIcare for nothing else in the world,
and their tobacco is not my tobacco,
nor are their pipes my pipes, birdseye
and cutty being more to my fancy
than the costlier things. But, how-
ever, Ido not mean to undervalue
Longfellow's gift."

Letters to and from the queen are
full of interest. They occasionally
touch upon politics, but are more fre-
quently personal. Writing to Tenny-
son regarding the peerage conferred
upon him, the queen said it was "a
mark of my recognition of the great
service you have rendered to litera- I
ture, which has so great an influence |
upon the world at large." Her majes-
ty added: "How Iwish you could
suggest means for crushing the horri- j
ble publications whose object is to
promulgate scandal and calumny,
which they invent themselves."

After a visit to Queen Victoria, Ten-
nyson wrote to her: "During our con-
versation Ifelt a touch of that true \
friendship which binds human beings j
together, whether they be kings or I
cobblers."
Ithas just leaked out that at New- \u25a0

market last week Mrs. Langtry won a \
social triumph under interesting cir- j
cumstances. The Prince of Wales, ac-
cording to the report, noticing her ab-
sence from the jockey club enclosure,
asked for an explanation from the i
stewards. Upon this being forthcom-ing, the prince dismissed it as being
quite inadequate, in view of Mrs.Langtry's position as a horse owner
and as a generous supporter of the
turf. The upshot was, still according
to the story, that Mrs. Langtry was in
vited to resume her usage of the en-
closure, but Mrs. Langtry, it appears
was angry at the manner in which
the invitation was conveyed to her,
and she refused to re-enter the enclos-ure unless personally invited by one of
the stewards. This, it would seem,
was finally done.

The fall season of grand opera at
Ccvent garden, which the old Carl
Rosa company gives each year, was
beg-un Monday under unusually favor-
able auspices. Several singers of the
first-class have been specially engaged
for the London season, and the manage-
ment is negotiating for the services of
others. One of the stars whose appear-
ance is looked forward to with interest,
Is the Chevalier Scovel, whose engage-
ment was announced by the Associated
Press before it became known in Lon-
don. He willmake his debut in London
as Tristan, with a compatriot, Alice
Ksty, singing Isolde. The proportion ofWagner in the season's bill is muchlarger than ever before. The season,
it is believed, will prove a successfulone, though from the standpoint of so-
ciety not a brilliant one, because of

the absence of the fashionable world-
from London.

Monday night gave London its first
opportunity to hear "La Boheme," Puc-
cmni's new opera, which has made a
fine impression on the continent. This
was followed during the week by Tann-
hauser, Faust, Carmen and Romeo and
Juliet. The principals in the casts, in-
cluding Messrs. Salvi, Maggi, Homer
Linn. Baron Berthald, Ludwig, Lloyd,
d'Aubigne, Alexander Bevan, G. W.
Ferguson and Misses Bessie Macdonald,
Alice Esty, Mille Clitzka and Marie
Duma. Mr. d'Aubigne, who comes
from a well-known Virginia family,
but has adopted the French spelling of
his name for stage purposes. He has
been studying abroad since his last ap-
pearance with the Metropolitan Opera
company in New York, and his style

shows marked advance.
Theatrical managers are complaining

of bad business and casting about to
discover the reasons therefor. Several
of the best houses, which are present-
in•-: playa with all the elements neces-
sary for popularity under ordinary con-
ditions, play to half-empty rows, or to
paper, and some have even taken to
offering gift inducements to draw the
people. The general verdict is that the
increase in number of suburban thea-
ters is drawing business away from the
center of the city.

Adele Ritchie's starring attempt in
"The Wizard of the Nile," has ended
disastrously and the theater, the
SLaftsbury, has been closed. The man-
agement admits that "The Wizard of
the Nile" was not a paying venture.

TRANS-SIBERIAN ROAD.

Five Hundred Miles of It Have Been
Completed.

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 10.—Admiral
E. Alexeiff, of the Russian navy, has
arrived on the China from the Orient,
en route to St. Petersburg. The ad-
miral says that 500 miles of the trans-
Siberian railroad has been completed
from Vladivostock eastward to Khaba-
rovka. He insists that the original

route has not been abandoned in favor
of a shorter route through Manchuria
to Vladivostock. Current reports

DISTILLKRDROWNED.

His Own Life Taken by a Chicago)

Liquor Mnn.
CHICAGO, Oct. 10.—ThomasA. Dillon

president of Cavanagh & Co., distillers
and wholesale liquor dealers, jumped

into the lake from the wall on the
shore at the foot of Ontario street
and was drowned.. Early this
morning Mr. Dillon left his residence,
354 Erie street, and walked to the lake
shore where he stood for hours, noticed
by several persons, looking into the
water. Charles Closs was attracted by

the despondent attitude and hearing
of the man and watched him for an
hour. He finally started toward Mr.
Dillon, but when he got within a few
ftet of the wall Dillon placed his hands
on the top and leaped over into the
lake. The water is deep at that point,
and it was over an hour before the
body was recovered. Mr. Dillon was
f<rty-seven years old. Despondency
over continued ill health is said to
have been the cause for the suicide.
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PRISON REFORM.

It Will Be Strongly Recommended
by Got. Atkinson.

ATLANTA,Ga., Oct. 10.—Gov. Atkin-
son has made public that portion of
his message to the general assembly
which meets on the 27th inst., in which
he discusses the question of the state's
convicts on the expiration of the pres-
ent lease. The governor recommends
the appointment of a prison committee
of three persons, in whom shall be vest-
ed the power to locate and prepare a
penitentiary, with separate quarters
for boys, men and women. The equip-

jment of the penitentiary should be suf-
ficient to accommodate the boys, wor-n en, men, not classed as able-bodied and
|such able-bodied as may be needed to
jcarry on the work in which they may
ibe engaged by the prison committee
IThe labor of the other able-bodied con-
victs should be hired out for the term
of five years. This last recommenda-
tion, the governor explains, is intended

Ito relieve the taxpayers of the state of
enormous outlay that would be needed
to care for and keep employed the 2,224
convicts which thestate now has.

CAME FROM MINNEAPOLIS.

Gibson, Alleged Swindler. Worked
in (Ik- Twin Cities.

CHICAGO, Oct. 10.—Emmett C. Gib-
son, who is under arrest in New York
on charges of extensive swindling, for-
merly had offices In the Rookery build-
ing in Chicago.

"Gibson came here from Minneapolis
in 1594," said an attorney who has an
office in that building. "He pretended
to be a broker of stocks and bonds.
His specialty, Ibelieve, was selling
municipal bonds of cities in Arkansas.
He was one of the best talkers and
mest plausible men Iever met. While
in Minneapolis he claimed to be in the
real estate and loan business. He had
luxurious offices fitted up there, and I
understand made much money from
people who he induced to invest the!r
funds with him, and who never, as far
as Ihave heard, saw any of their funds
again. In some way be became ac-
quainted with a domestic in the family
of a client of mine in Minneapolis and
induced her to give him about $600,
which he was going to invest for her.
The girlcould get no satisfaction from
him, and finally came to Chicago to

see me. There was no trouble in ob- |
taining judgment against Gibson, and |
he carried the case to the appellate
court. When he came to file his bond
it was signed by a man who scheduled
sufficient property, but it was heavily

mortgaged, and soon after the filing of

the bond it was sold for taxes. The
girl dropped her case and never got a
cent out of it."

NEW YORK, Oct. 9.—The bears renewed

their raid on the stock market to such good
account today that few stocks escaped with
less than a point net loss. The course of
the market yesterday, in the face of extra-
ordinary dullness, had led many to sup-
pose that the bear campaign had come to an
end and that the market would probably sink
into inanition for a time. The usual and
week covering of short contracts was ex-
pected to stiffen prices slightly. Quite the
contrary occurred. Prices did Improve a
fraction in the first hour on a very light
volume of dealings. Weakness then devel-
oped In Chicago Gas and checked the rise.
The room traders soon afterwards detected
selling by houses with Washington connec-
tions and bears seized upon this as proof
of Inside information of a mysterious some-
thing impending in Washington that might
play havoc with values when It becomes
known. What the mysterious something was
was not disclosed. The stock market Is
peculiarly sensitive to intimations from
Washington at this time, owing to a con-
viction in many minds that it is only a
question of time when the Cuban question
shall lead to a rupture with Spain. Much
stress is laid also by traders in stock upon
the pending decision of the supreme court
upon the Nebraska maximum freight rate
case and the case against the Joint Traffic
association. The market was evidently un-
protected by supporting orders and the ag-
gressive short selling by the bears led to a
rapid decline on light transactions. Only

two stocks in the list show sales as high
as 10,000 shares. These are Chicago Gas and
Burlington. Chicago Gas, Omaha, Manhat-
tan, Missouri Pacific and Burlington were
conspicuous in the decline. Consolidated Gas
fluctuated in its characteristic way, breaking
9V2 points at one time, but ending with a
recovery of 3 points. (There were slight re-
coveries in some stocks just at the close, but
most stocks closed at the lowest, the pre-
vailing tone being very weak.

Probably a superficial view of the weekly
statement of the New York clearing house
banks had something to do with today's sell-
ing movement of stocks. The professional
trader usually accepts a decrease in the sur-
plus reserve as a specific admonition to sell.
Today's decrease is $2,064,900 in that item,
and was, in fact, something of a surprise in
view of the rather strenuous efforts by the
banks in the last two weeks to prevent a
further shrinkage in their surplus. But the
small decrease in loans reported this week,
$262,300, indicates that the banking author-
ities view with equanimity the decline in
their reserve surplus, confident in the
strengthening force of the $6,350,000 in gold
now in transit to New York from England
and France. The gold arrivals of the week
are reflected in an increase in specie of
$1 583 400, but are more than offset by the
decrease in legal tenders of $3,302,300. The
demand for legal tenders is very keen and

the best efforts of the banks and the United
States treasury are not equal to fully pro-
vidinga supply. The New York sub-treasury

has been obliged to refuse to supply legal
tenders in return for gold except for tele-
graphic transfer of currency to other sub-
treasury points.

Prices in bonds were relatively firm, some
small gains being shown. Transactions were
light compared with recent averages. Total
sales, $8,000,000. Government bonds are %
to % higher, the latter the new 4s coup. This
issue sold during the week at 1.26%, a new
high record.
