GRUBER DRAWS TWO
THE EX-DETECTIVE INDICTED ON

TWO CHARGES BY THE GRAND
JURY.

SIXTEEN TRUE BILLS FOUND.

KIKE "HO BILLS" RETURNED, IN-
CLUDING THE CASE OF SALOON-

KEEPER BROWN.

CITIZENSHIP LEAGUE QUESTION.

Transfer of Saloon License Not
Regarded as an Indictable

Offense.

The grand jury brought its present
investigation of crime to a close yester-
day afternoon by returning sixteen in-
dictments and nine "no bills." Eight

of these indictments were made public,
the parties being under arrest. Of the
remaining eight, which are supposed
to be secret, two indictments were re-
turned against ex-Detective Henry

Gruber. One of them charges Gruber
with the larceny of the $180 missing
out of the $700 in Ge«rge Roebuck'~s
belt. The other indictment, it is un-
derstood, charges the ex-detective with
receiving stolen money. A bench war-
rant for Gruber^ arrest was issued to
the sheriff at 5 p. m.

Another of the secret indictments i.s
against Harry Burns, who is charged

with having committed perjury. Burns'
case is similar to that of Robert Bell,
the county jail prisoner, indicted the
day before. The perjury was commit-
ted, it is alleged, in the trial of a civil
suit in the district court last June,
brought against the St. Paul &Duluch
railroad,' to recover damages for caus-
ing the.death of Roman Kranc. Burns
is charged with having falsely sworn
that he witnessed the accident, which
occurred in Minneapolis, whereas, so
the indictment alleges, he was in Eau
Claire at the time the accident oc-
curred. Burns is still at large.

After presenting its report the 'grand
jury adjourned until 10 a. m. today,
when it will probably begin its inves-
tigation of the various county offices !
and institutions, as is customary with
all grand juries. This work accom-
plished, the body willdoubtless adjourn
until December, or perhaps to some
time next month, in the discretion of
the court.

"The complaint in this case was
made by the Christian Citizenship
league, because Brown was selling
liciuor under a license transferred to
him by a party who formerly kept a
place on Mississippi street. Brown is
now conducting a saloon on East Sev-

enth street and the grand jury was
satisfied that he could not be indicted
for selling liquor without a license."

ORGANIZATION.

PLAN OF WORK DISCUSSED.

COMMITTEE TO SELECI^.PERMA-
NENT OFFICERS TO REPORT

FRIDAY NIGHT.

RILES OF ORDER TO HE DRAWN.

Commission WillProbably Do Much
of Its Work at Evening Ses-

Ntons When Started.

The first, and in all probability the
shortest, session of the charter com-
mission was held yesterday afternoon
in the council chamber. The members
of the commission were only about
twenty minutes transacting business,

and after the appointment of a com-
mittee on permanent organization, ad-
journed until tomorrow evening at 8
o'clock.

Present when the meeting was called
to order were: H. J: Horn, W. P. Mur-
ray, Pierce Butler, W. H. Lightner,

Greenleaf Clark, J. F. Krieger, George

S. Innis, H. C. McNair, J. W. Lusk.
W. P. Clough, A. H. Lindeke and A.
L. Alness. The absentees were W. B.
Dean, J. J. Parker and John D.
O'Brien.

Col. Clough nominated H. J. Horn
as chairman pro tern, and W. H.
Lightner as secretary pro tern, and

there being no objection both the gen-

tlemen were duly declared elected.
Chairman Horn stated that the meet-
ing was simply a preliminary one, and
suggested that after a permanent or-

ganization had been formed it would
probably be advisable to appoint com-

mittees. Mr. Innis moved that a com-
mittee of three be appointed to report

a permanent organization at the next
meeting. This was carried, but at the
suggestion of Col. Clough the chair-
man was made ex-officio a member of

the committee. The chair announced
that Messrs. Innis, Murray and Clough

would constitute the committee on per-
manent organization.

Mr.Innis had provided himself with a
copy of a Minneapolis paper containing

the proceedings of the first meeting of

the charter commission in that city,and
suggested that perhaps the best thing

to do would be to follow the action of
the Mill City commission. Mr. Mur-
ray thought to appoint a committee to

formulate a plan of business would be
the correct move. To carry out his
idea he moved, with the understand-
ing that he be not appointed as a
member, that a committee of three be

appointed to prepare rules of order and
formulate a plan of business. The mo-
tion*was carried, but the chair was di-
rected not to announce the appoint-

ment of the committee until after the
permanent organization.

Mr. Innis, after consulting the rec-
ords of the first meeting of the Min-
neapolis commission, said the action
taken in that city had been to have a
fiveor six weeks' discussion on various
subjects before the subcommittees were
appointed.

Several of the members were doubt-
ful about so much time being neq.es-
sary for discussion before the subcom-
mittees were appointed.

Mr. Krieger was of the opinion that
there should be the fullest discussion,

particularly as to the questions of mu-
nicipal ownership of lighting plants,
public contracts and da^- labor, and
the park system. His idea was that
questions of a general public nature
should be discussed fully before refer-
ence to subcommittees.

Mr. Innis said such questions as to
whether the mayor or the council
should have control of the various de-
partments as to whether there should
be a single or a double council, should
be decided first by the commission be-
fore the matters were referred to sub-
committees.

Mr. Lusk rose to say that a commit-
tee on permanent organization had
been appointed, and as soon as this
had been done a committee to report
rules and outline a plan of procedure

would be appointed. He saw no rea-
son under the circumstances why an
adjournment should not be taken until
some future date.

Mr. Clough favored evening sessions
of the commission, as a majority of
the members were engaged in busi-
ness during the day and it would not
be convenient for day meetings.

Mr. Krieger called attention to the
fact that there was no provision in the
law for the payment of the salary of
the secretary or clerk of the commis-
sion. He thought it advisable that
some of the commission go before the
council and ascertain what expense
the council would stand.

Chairman Horn stated that from a
conversation with Assistant Corpora-
tion Attorney Phillips he learned the/
the council would provide for the clerk
or stenographer out of the contingent
fund. Mr. Lightner advised that this
matter be laid over until after the
permanent organization had been ef-
fected.

Mr. Lindeke wanted the hour for
meeting made 7:30, instead of 8 o'clock,
as he had notice that whenever a meet-
ing was to be held at 8 o'clock the par-
ticipants did not appear until 8:15.
The hour, however, was not changed,
but the members were requested to be
on hand at 8 o'clock sharp.

For the past eighteen months Rev.
George H. Gamble, pastor of the Heb-
ron Baptist church, has acted as secre-
tary, and largely through his efforts
the institution, in name, has been
maintained, as a nucleus for an or-
ganization for which an attempt will
now be made. Mr. Gamble is confident
of success and has the promise of some
support.

The plan contemplates the opening of
a gymnasium, bath, evening school and
other features for the members, in fact,

to maintain just such an association
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as is kept up and loyally supported In
many smaller cities than this.

The attendance at the meeting was
something out of the ordinary, over
100 members being present. Frank
Robert%r., the retiring president, pre-
sented his report, which showed that
the year had been the most successful
in the history of the association. The
officers of the association had worked
in the utmost harmony, and every

member had joined in endeavoring to
advance the interests of the organiza-

tion. Sixty-five members joined dur-
ing the year, and the new members
comprised an addition which brought
to the society more than the mere
numbers they represented.

But in no case
shall any application be considered by the
board of directors unless it is shown beyond
any doubt that the applicant claiming first
residence after January, 1861, has had a
continuous residence in Ramsey county thirty
yeai*s prior to date of making application for
membership to this association.

An amendment to the by-laws di-
rects the president to appoint a degree
team consisting of ten members and
also ten substitutes, whose duty it
shall .be to perform the duties in con-
nection with the initiation of new
members.

The election of ofiicers was held un-
der the Australian system, and when
the result was announced Frank Ro-
bert, the retiring president, was ten-
dered a vote of thanks for his efficient
services. The new officers will be in-
stalled at the next meeting of the so-
ciety.
