DENIES THERE ARE ANY CHANGES.

Reifuses to Give Out Its Contents
# Until It Has Been Delivered by
Chief Goss.

Mayor Doran was busy yesterday
afternoon preparing an order which
will be read to the police department
today. A consultation between the
mayor and Supt. Weber, of the Pinker-
ton agency, started the report. that
some changes were to be made in the
police force and that there was likeli-
hood that the Pinkerton superinten-
dent would be tendered the position of
chief of detectives. The report, how-
ever, according to the mayor, was with-
out any foundation, and, although his
honor did not state the particular ob-
ject of the conference with the Pink-
erton agent, he did say that it was not
in any way connected with any change
in the officials at the head of the police
department.

The order which the mayor will pro-
mulgate to the department this morn-
ing does not relate to or make any
changes in the officers of the force, but,
as the mayor expressed it, simply sets
ferth his views as to the manner in
which the department should be con-
ducted. The substance of the order
the mayor said he had been consider-
ing for some time, but for several rea-
sons had not acted in the matter. The
order was to have been read to the
force dat roll call last evening, but as
the mayor was desirous of having
Chief Goss served with a copy, and
that official could not be located, his
honor refused to give out the order for
publication.

A committee from the grand jury
visited the mayor yesterday afternoon,
but the visit was simply one of cour-
tesy, and as one of the grand jurors
stated had nothing to do with the con-
dition of affairs in the police depart-
ment, which had been brought to the
attention of the grand jury.

The mayor was particularly interest-
ed, or appeared to be, in the arrest of
ex-Detective Gruber, who has been in-
dicted by the grand jury for his action
in connection with the Roebuck rob-
bery. Statements had been made by
Gruber, the mayor said, which reflect-
ed on the police department, and he
was very sorry to hear the report that
Gruber had skipped. He hoped, how-
ever, that the report was unfounded
and that “that scalawag Gruber,” as
the mayor calls him, would be appre-
hended in order that the charges or

statements made could be judicially
investigated.
Supt. Weber, of the Pinkerton

agency, seen last evening, said there
was nothing to the report that he had
been tendered the position of chief of
detectives by Mayor Doran. Mr.
Weber said he had been with the Pink-
ertons for the past twenty years and
saw no reason why he should make any
change. So far as he knew or was ad-
vised, the mayor had no intention of
making any change in the heads of the
police department. As to the possibil-
ity of a change in the personnel of the
detective force, Mr. Weber declined to
discuss the matter, saying he Kknew
nothing about it.

In the course of conversation Mr.
Weber said eighteen months ago he
might have accented the position of
chief of police, but only at that time
with the understanding that he was to
have exclusive charge of the depart-
nient and be chief in fact as well as in
name.

GOV. CLOUGH AT HOME,

Entertained a Lot of Minneapolis
Lawyers Yesterday.

For a large part of yesterday, Gov.
Clough’s reception room at the state
house looked like the approach to a
Republican convention in Hennepin
county. It was a scene similar to the
congregating of a flock of crows
around a sickly looking lamb in a pas-
ture. It is pretty generally understoed
in Minneapolis that at least one, and
pcssibly three of the judges in the
fourth judicial district may resign. It
is conceded that Judge Russell will
hang out his shingle as a private at-
torney shortly, and the expectation is
that Judge Jamison will have space
left on the same shingle for his name
to be added later—if indeed, he does
not make a hustle to have the letters

M. C. put after his name and the symm,

bol D-e-n-n-i-s after that of Hon. Loren
Fletcher. They do say, too, that Judge
Simpson, although young and ambit-
icus, is finding the duties of the bench
too confining for his physical well be-
ing and his resignation is considered
a not very remote possibility.

So the Minneapolis lawyers are hov-
ering about the governor's office like a
lot of vultures. As yet, as a matter of
fact, Gov. Clough has no more judge-
ships to give away over there than he
has foreign consulates, but the disciple
of Blackstone is not blind to the truth
of the old saying about the early bird
and his matutinal repast a la reptile,
So he gets on the ground early. Henry
J. Gjertsen, who has been a candidate
for the bench ever since the fourth ju-
dicial district was raised to a six star
galaxy, has friends urging him for the
place. Judge Andreas Holt, who now
dispenses justice in the ten, twenty or
thirty continuous performance branch,
sometimes known as the police court,
is also mentioned for elevation, he and

Gjertsen alike having a Scandinavian-

ancestry which might be of advantage
to them. John H. Steele, formerly judge
of probate, would also like to swing in
on the district bench. He would be a
sop to the silverites. E. J. McMahon,
who has been rooting for the
party for a long - time without
apparent reward, also has some
backing. There are at least a
dozen Republican lawyers over there
avowedly after it. But Judge Johnson,
while the novice of the bench, so to
speak, is not backward about coming
forward with the intimation te . the
governor that perhaps it would be
politic to appoint a Democrat. You see
Judge Johnson was just thrown in to
fill an unexpired term, and he feels
that it might be handy to come before
the people next fall with a strong play
