It sold at the lowest point
in months and carried wheat and oats with
it, changing from December to May and gen-
eral iquidation by disgusted longs resulting
in a decline of 1%@1%c for December. Wheat
declined 3%@7c, bullish foreign mews steady-

ing the market to a certain extent. Oats
closed %c lower. Provisions were helped by
an improved cash demand and closed 2%@
71%c¢ higher.

About all the strength the wheat market
showed today was confined to the first rew_'
minutes’ trading. December started at 913%
@91%ec, with one cr iwo gales as high as
92c, as compared with yesterday's closing
price of 913c, and for about half an hour
the price held at about that figure. Open-
ing influences affecting wheat were the high-
er cables and the revised estimate by the
Hungarian minister of agriculture regarding
the world’s wheat and rye production. Liver-
pool, before the opening, here had advance_d |
S4@1%d over yesterday's prices, while Paris
was unchanged to 15 centimes higher. The
Hungarian figures made the world’s wheat
production for this year 203,000,000 bu less
than last. The world’s rye crop this year
was estimated as 40,000,000 bu short of last
year, The Northwestern receipts showed a
rather marked falling off. The total at Du-
luth and Minneapolis was 781 cars, against
1,046 a week ago and 837 a year ago. Chicago
receipts were also very ligt, 165 cars. The
effect of all this was off-set in a measure
by the Cincinnati Price Current, which said
{hat ralns had so improved the outlgok that
an enlarged area was practically assured.

Although the opening was strong, there
were quite a number of holders who were
willing to take their profits and selling of
this sort was sufficient to start the market |
in the opposite direction. Very bad reports
concerning the Russian wheat production
came in while the market was weakest, but
its effect was not noticeable. Broomhall’s
special correspondent said the Caucasus prov-
ince would not export over 24,000,000 bu of
wheat, against 48,000,000 bu last year. Very
little life was shown after the opening flurry.
Ralizing sales by longs, coupled with the
weakness in corn, made a combination which
the markst could not overcome, and there
was a steady drift downward. The decline
was .not rapid, as the trade was too light to
warrant much movement. The early selling
by the longs simply supplied the more ur-
gent of the shorts, after which the market
was left largely to its own resources. The

exportg for the day were equal to 595,000 bu.
Primary market receipts were 1,081,000 bu,
against 1,038,000 bu a year ago. December
gradually settled down to 903%@90%c, ~ and
closed. at 90%e@90%¢c bid.

(Corn developed great weakness almost from
the start. An attempt was made by the hold- |
ers of the December future to change their |
property to May. In doing so the difference
between the two months widened out to 4dc |
per bu. December declined 1c per bu dur-
ing the first hour. Large quantities of corn
were thrown on the market as the session
advanced, much of which was credited to
New York longs. To add to the weakness,
there was apparently no short interest, and
at times It was very hard to dispose of offer-
ings. Cash demand showed a slight improve-
ment. Receipts were 099 cars. Clearances
were small—94,000 bu. The Price Current sald
offerings of new corn will be early. De-
cember ranged from 28c to 26%%@26%c, clos-
ing 1% @13c lower at 26%c bid.

Oats suffered with corn. There was no
trade of importance and the market was en-
tirely a sympathetic one. There was some
selling of oats against purchases of corn.
Receipts were light—296 cars. Charters were
for 265,000 bu. December ranger from 19%c
to 18%ec, closing #%c lower at 183c bid.

Considering the weakness of corn, pro-
visions showed considerable strength. The
market started strong, with some outside
support and on the better cash demand. There
was a period of weakness, due to the de-
cline in grain, then quiet, but steady, buy-
ing by shorts started prices upward again
and kept the market firm for the remainder
of the session. At the close December pork
was 2lec higher at $7.75; December lard 2lac
higher at $4.27%, and December ribs 5@7%c
higher at $4.52%.@4.55. Estimated receipts for
Friday: Wheat, 210 cars; corn, 825 cars;

MISSAL OF CHARLES IX.

Historie Volume Which Fell Into a
Bookseller's Hands.

There is an old story that Charles
IX., the reigning monarch of France
at the time of the St. Bartholomew
massacre, received from a mysterious
source the present of a missal. This
missal he used at mass In the chapel
of the Louvre. Next day he was dead,
for the leaves of the said missal were
poisoned. And as Charles I1X. had the
habit of wetting his fingers with saliva
to aid in the turning of the leaves of a
book, he fell a vietim of this unkingly
and, indeed, ungentlemanly vice.

Now it is claimed that this missal
has been preserved. The further as-
sertion has been made that it was sold
only a week ago by Bookseller Luys-
ter, of Nassau street, to a prominent
New Yorker. Mr. Luyster admits this.
But he will not reveal the name of the
prominent New Yorker. He represents
him to be a man of such shrinking
modesty that he does not care to come
before the public even in this vicarious
sort, says the New York Herald.

“What does the gentleman intend to
do with his purchase?” I asked. X

“T am not sure. But I think he will
eventually present it to some New
York library.”

“Will it not be a dangerous thing to
have around?”’

“Oh, no! Not now. Time has elimi-
nated all the poisonous elements from
those pages This I know to be so, for
my customer told me he has submitted
the volume to an expert chemist, who
informs him that there is no poison in
its vellum pages."”

The missal, I further learned, is a
small quarto manuscript illuminated
with horders and miniatures by Hesdin
and Beauneveu, artists employed by
the Duc de Berri. It was executed by
them at his order, for Cardinal Pietro
Ascagni about 1420. The cardinal’s
books came to France; the king gave
some of them to Diane de Poitiers.
Diane de Poitiers gave several to the
Prince of Conde and to the Duke of
Guise. Nothing seems clearer to the
old chroniclers than that the missal
made for Pietro Ascagni, the cardinal,
came to Charles, the king, through
friends of Henry de Guise.

Its binding, by Nicolas Eve, is of
maroon colored morocco, on the cover
of which is the initial C, of Charles,
which served also for Catherine de
Medici, and a skull over cross bhones,
stamped many times. There can be
no error among . book-lovers about the
age of a missal. the artists of it, its
value at the time when it was exe-
cuted, and its binding. Missals cannot
easily be imitated—the art of their
gold, their blue and vermillion colors,
none knows nowadays. Bindings may
be imitated—they cannot be repro-
duced.

It was the famous John Cronin, of
Brooklyn, who was the first American
to come into possession of this book.
As he imitated Charles IX. in his hab-
it of wetting leaves as he turned them,
he was desperately afraid of his ac-
quisition.

He wrapped it in tissue paper and
enveloped this in a silk handkerchief.
He touched the book with infinite pre-
cautions, and after he had touched it
washed his hands. When these were
less black than usual, his friends would
say: “You have been reading the mis-
sal of Charles IX.”

Cronin only smiled good naturedly at
the remark. Careful as he was with
it, he could not avoid soiling the mis-
sal of Charles IX. It was at the sale
of Cronin’s library after his death an
imperfact book, spotted in its most im-
portant miniatures. This fact may di-
minish the regret of the sentimental at
the test which proved it to be poisoned
