FACES THREE PRISONERS IN
MINNEAPOLIS.

Judge Otis directed the Jury yesterday to
return a verdict for the defendant in the
personal injury suit of Michael King and
Coleman Griffin against the St. Paul City
Railway company. The plaintiffs were la-
borers in the employ of the street railway
company when they sustained the injuries
complained cf. The verdict for the defen-
dant was ordered inasmuch as the court
found that the accident was caused by the
negligence of the plaintiffs' fellow workmen.

In the personal injury suit of Mary Nulent-
zei-k against the city, brought to recover
$10,WH) damages for injuries sustained by the
plaintiff, who stumbled over a piece of ice
on the sidewalk of East Seventh street, the
jury returned a verdict for the city yester-
day.

WERE HIODEX CEHSXD MASKS.

Some Glyndon Citizens Sent for, mid
They Will Cosne ami Look at

tlie Trio.

Patrick Corcoran, conductor on the
Northern Pacific road, who had charge

of the passenger train which was held
up by train robbers near Moorhead,
Minn., Sept. 2G, visited Minneapolis last
evening. The police of the MillCity

arrested a trio of men Thursday, and

after the men had been given a short
"sweat box" examination the officers

cecided they might have been connect-

ed with the Northern Pacific robbery-

Conductor Corcoran was notified on his
arrival in St. Paul last evening to re-
port to the police station in Minneap-

olis and take a look at the men under
arrest for the purpose of identifying

them.
Seen after his return from Minneap-

olis, Mr. Corcoran explained that he
was unable to identify the men. The
short time he was under charge of the
robbers and the fact that both of those
who ordered him around with hutre re-
volvers were masked made it almost
impossible for him to recognize them
again, even ifhe saw them. There was
no doubt in his mind but that the three
fellows under arrest in Minneapolis

were tough characters, but he failed to
identify them as the parties who were
concerned in the train robbery. The
Minneapolis police and officials of the
Northern Pacific road have telegraph-

ed Glyndon, and this morning several
persons who noticed them who are sup-
posed to have been concerned in the
robbery about the town the day be-
fore willarrive in Minneapolis to have
a look at the trio.

The names of the three men are
George Vernon, E. F. Geary and James
Ward. The Minneapolis police, when
the arrest was made Thursday morn-
ing by Officers Peter Fox, Fleming and
Maloney, simply said it was on sus-
picion. The police found a loaded ro-
volver and a slung shot, which they
say the men hid under the sidewalk
on First avenue north.

The men claim that their intentions
were perfectly honest. They have been
stopping in Minneapolis for a week
past, and claim that they intend to
ship for the woods as soon as they can
secure employment. Ward says he
came here from Christy, N. D., a srtiall
town a short distance above Grand
Forks. He says he has been employed
there on a farm all> summer. Vernon
and Geary have been working in Yel-
lowstone park all summer and met
Ward on the way to Minneapolis. Ward
says he is a cook, and was looking for
a position as such in a lumber camp
when arrested.

The men deny emphatically that they
were the owners of the slung shot and
revolver, which the officers found.
They say that the man, who claims to
have seen them hide the weapons^vas
mistaken in their identity. They state
that, had they intended to follow tEe
occupation of highwaymen, they cer-
tainly had ample opportunity in the
week's time they have been here. As
to the clothes round in the hotel, they
say they just had a change, such as
any working man would have.

GUSTAV J. BORIT" DEAD.

Succnmbs to Brifrlat's Disease After
Long; Suffering-.

Gustav J. Borup, the pioneer freight
man in this Western country, died at
his home, 139 Pleasant avenue, yester-
day afternoon, of Bright's disease,
from which he has been suffering for
some time past. Mr. Borup, who is a
brother of Theodore Borup, of this city,
was fifty-six years old. He was in St.
Paul when the freight lines began
sending merchandise into this country
by rail, and he has represented the
Erie Dispatch in this city for the past
thirty years, until within a year or
two, when he resigned, owing to failing
health. He is survived by a wife and
several daughters. He was a brother
of Mrs. Gen. Simpson. The Borup fam-
ilyare members of St. Paul's Episcopal
church inlower town. The funeral will
be held tomorrow from the residence.

Mayor Doran's order to the officers

and members of the police department

the gist of which was given in the
Globe yesterday, was handed to Chief
Goss yesterday. Ihe chief, after a p3r-

usal of the order, which inthe language

of the mayor expresses "very freely

some views to which Ihave given much
thought," concludes that the order
would not be complete without he add-
ed a paragraph ar.d accordingly attach-
ed to the mayor's communication the
following:
Iherewith promulgate a very Important

communication received from his honor the
mayor, and you will have the same read to
all men under your charge, so they willknow
its contents. It willbe your duty to see that
the instructions contained therein are fully

carried out. Any violations of these orders
on the part of any member connected \yith

the department must be promptly reported to
me.

The introduction, as it might be call-

ed and the order from the mayor was
read last evening at the 6 o'clock 101l
call at the central and four substations.
The mayor's order was as follows:

As you "and your department are aware., the
various cities throughout the country have
been experiencing much trouble from the
criminal classes. Numerous burglaries and
hold-ups have been reported from many

citits while St. Paul has felt just pride in its
immunityuntil recently, when it appears our
city is experiencing some difficulties which,

while annoying and often exaggerated out o£
all semblance of fact, are to be looked for at
times and duly guarded against by all pos-
sible effort on the part of the men under
vcur charge.'

How to successfully cope with some present
evils, and with what is believed to be an aid-

ed attempt to foil police effort, is the P/OQJlem
all good citizens feel we are confronted wita,

and to which every member of the depart-

ment will be expected to address his .best
endeavor.

In tliis connection Iwish to express very

free!* .some views to which Ihave given

much thought.
The theory adopted by detective agencies

seems to be 'chat in order to successfully cope

with the criminal class a sort of connection
must be established with them, in other
wo:>is, you must set a criminal to catch a
criminal. The wisdom of this theory, as ap-
plied to general detective agencies, Iwill not

question. Its application to city police de-

partments is a matter for us to consider. My

conclusion is that it is not a necessity, io

permit the consorting of criminals in any one
resort more than another is compromising

and demoralizing in the extreme. Wherever
found, they should be promptly and relent-
lessly pursued and apprehended.

No policy can be successful which is partial

in its operation. St. Paul possesses proper
talent and sufficient self-assertion to protect

itself
'

Business judgment In such matters at

once commends itself to popular approval,
which becomes a very potent factor in secur-
ing success.

Temporising with violence and lawlessness
or evil doers willmeet with popular disfavor
and insure certain failure.

Compounding with robbery must in no case
be permitted and any attempt thereto, it de-
tected, will insure certain expulsion from the
force of any officer who permits it. It is in-
tolerable, and such participant will be hand-
ed over to the grand jury.
If there are any haunts where criminals

a-v wont to congregate, officers may visit
the %. for the purpose of cleaning out and
utterly eradicating the practice, but they Will
not be forgiven for loitering therein.

The duty of officers willbe defined to bo, to
hunt down criminals, arrest them without
fear or favor, exercising every known precau-
tion against incursions of burglars, safe-blow-
ers, confidence men and all that class of
men who prey upon society, and by making

an example of evil doers, deter the traveling
fraternity and their local abettors from such
attempts as are likely to be made at this time
of the year, but especially in a year preceding

a municipal election.
The general idea contained herein willbe

promulgated by you to all branches of the
police department, pnd copies in full, fur-
nished to all heads of departments or sta-

This idea is to be construed to mean that
every man must be held to strict accountabil-
ity for impartially carrying out the orders of
the liiief of police.

Mayor Doran was greatly pleased
yesterday at the receipt of a letter from
a well-known St. Paul Republican, in

which wag enclosed a clipping from a
Minneapolis paper calling attention to

the numerous robberies which have oc-
curred in that city. The fact that St.
Paul was not the only city suffering

from incompetent police officials was
to the mind of the mayor something to
be thankful for, at least from a politi-
cal point of view.

Three Men Arrested Wearing Clotu-

The detectives have in custody three
men, who are supposed to have been

concerned in the numerous burglaries

which have recently been committed in

the city. Harry Wright and James
McCarthy occupy cells at the central
station, and James" Smith, another of
the trio, is locked up at the Rondo

street station, as told in the Globe
yesterday. The prisoners at the cen-
tral station, were put through a severe,
examination yesterday, and, nlthougT:
the detectives refuse to say anything
for publication, it is understood that
sufficient information has been securei
to connect all three with at least cn.e
burglary. Some weeks ago Cornfeldt's
tailor shop at 477 Wabasha stroet was
burglarized for the fifth ame in the
last two years, and a wagon load of
cloth and clothing carried off. Nick
Conzen was arrested for jomplicityin
the robbery, and. despite his assertion
that he was innocent, was bound over
and recently indicted ay the grand
jury. McCarthy and Wright were vi-?-

ited yesterday at the station by Mr.
Cornfeldt, proprietor of the tailor shop,
who identified the trousers worn by the
twain as part of the property taken
from his store. Smith, who is locked
up at the Rondo street station, also
had on a suit of clothes which Corn-
feldt identified as being made from a
piece of the cloth which was stolen
from his place of business. The detec-
tives are looking for two other men,
who, it is claimed, were accomplices

of the trio now under arrest, in the
burglary of Cornfeldfs place and other
tricks.
