CHICAGO, Oct. 15.—It was a day of action
and reaction in wheat, with the bulls having
the better of it in the end to the extent of
a 7%c advance. A feature of the day's news
was the renewal of drought reports, which,
coming so late in the season, had no small
influence in the closing strength. Covering
by shorts caused advances of about %c in
corn and oats. Provisions were dull, but
firm, and closed 5@12%c higher.

Wheat opened firm, December starting at
from 905ic to 907%ec, as compared with yes-

terday’s closing price of 901,@90%ec, with
buyers decidedly in the majority. Liverpool
opened at declines of only %@%d. New York

reported that the export engagemenis there
vesterday had aggregated 76,000 bu and at
out ports had rached 248,000 bu. This was
rather unexpected, as yesterday's reports in-
dicated a falling off from the phenomenal
fizures of the day before. Drought damage
reports, especially from Kansas, were once
more in evidence. Hot winds were reported
throughout ‘the Southwest, accompanied by
dust storms, stopping secding operations en-
tirely. These reports served to keep the
market firm during the early morning on a
narrow amount of trading, and the market
within an hour from the opening had ad-
vanced to 91%c for December.

The Northwest receipts were liberal at 1,072
cars, against 1,126 the corresponding day last
week, and 983 last year. Chicago receipts
were 182 cars. A prominent Northwest mill-
ing man was quoted as saying that he did

not believe there was enough wheat left in |

the Northwest to keep the mills running the
remainder of the year. It is estimated that
Duluth stocks during the current week have
increased 900,000 bu and Minneapolis 1,100,000
bu. This increase of 2,000,000 bu at the North-
west points is expected to be largely off-set
by good decreases here and at the seaboard,
and it is estimated that the visible supply
increase for the week will not exceed 1,750,000
bu, against 2,300,000 bu for the corresponding
week last year. Primary market receipts
for the day were 1,208,000 bu, against 1,030,000
bu for the corresponding day last year.

Extreme dullness prevailed in wheat during
the greater part of the forenoon. In this
interlm the trade became quite bearish, be-
ing largely influenced by the absence of gn-
eral buying on the part of the public. Di-
rectly before noon there was a sharp and
sudden break, December dropping from 9012
@9%03%e, to which price it had gradually de-
clined, to 9%0@90%ec. The rumor was current
that the Modern Milier, which issued a par-
ticularly bullish summary of the situation
last week, had greatly modified its views
since the recent rains. This was given as one
of the reasons of the sudden slump. When
the report came out its purport was seen to
be as fully bullish as a week ago, and the
reaction was sharp and sudden. New York
reported export engagements of 30 boat loads,
with more working. The day’s clearings were
equal to 657,000 bu. December was bringing
913%@9'%c at the close.

Corn started weak and at a 1@3%¢c decline
because of the decline in Liverpool and the
large local receipts—9) cars. The weakness
was extremely short-lived, as the large shorts
began buying freely, and it was evident that
the market had been largely oversold during
yesterday’'s decline. A large amount of
changing December contracts to May was
done during the day. Reports were current
of large cash sales at yesterday’'s decline.
Shorts were active bidders all day, and the
market was firm to the end. Cables were
36d lower. December ranged from 27¢ to
2515c, and closed 4c¢ higher at 267%c. The
market for oats, in its essential features, was
very similar to corn. It started weak
through sympathy with that market, but buy-
ing by shorts and the firmness of the cash
market turned the market in the opposite
direction and kept it that way. Trading at
no time was heavy. Receipts were 338 cars.
Cash business amounted to 100,000 bu. De-
cember ranged from 18%@18%c to 18 ¢, clos-
ing % @3sc higher at 183z@183ec.

In provisions continued good buying by
brokers representing English houses made a
strong market early, and was a feature
throughout. Outside of this buying there
was ittle of interest to the market. Hog
receipts were less than expected and yard
prices higher. There was a little selling by
local packers. At the close December pork
was 1_21:6 higher at $4.871%, December lard
be higher at $4.321%, and December ribs about
be _higher at $4.60.

The statistical position con-
tinues strong at every point, with no indica-
tions of any change in the near future.

/THE NET CHANGES IN STOCKS CON-
FINED LARGELY TO NARROW
FRACTIONS,

CONTEST OF PROFESSIONALS.

DURING THE MORNING HOUR THE
BEARS WERE IN THE AS-
\ CENDANT.

RESISTANCE AT LOWER LEVEL.

Shorts Compelled to Cover Before
the End, and Prices Were Bid
Up Agaln.

NEW YORK, Oct. 15.—Today’'s market was
a contest between professional traders, as has
been the case every day this week. The
bears were again successful during the morn-
ing, but they encountered resistance at the
lower level and were forced to cover heavily
before the closé of the day, so that prices
were brought back to within fractional limits
either way of last night's close. Chicago
Gas continued to absorb a very large share
of attention, and it was in this steck that
the bears suffered a keen reverse. They
succeeded in forcing down the prices at one
time 154, but the inside support for the stock
was very strong, and the advance drove the
_bears to cover, the stock closing with a net
gain of 23;. Sugar also, which was raided
down 33 during the morning, showed consid-
erable resistance, recovering at one time to
within a point of last night's close. Tobacco,
which sold ex. div. of 2 per cent, declined
at one time 3 points. These three stocks
were made the object of the bears’ most
urgent attacks and they worked a sympathetic
decline in the general list which extended
from a fraction to 2 points, the specialties
and the Southwestern Rallway’s stock leading
the decline.

The recovery in Chicago Gas was due to
reports of a working agreement with the
new competition threatened. Some favorable
effect was exercised on prices by th.e post-
ponement of the hearing before the supreme
court of the joint traffic case until January
next. Brokers were quite vigorous buyers for
London account, and took about 25,000 shares
of various stocks on balance. This also was
a favorable influence. A hardening tendency
in the exchange market was attributed to
the demand for remittances by tomorrow’s
steamer, but some disappointment was, nev-
ertheless, felt by dealers in stocks that no
engagement of gold for import was made.
This was partially off-set by the sentimental
effect of the actual arrival and deposit in the
assay office and in the clearing house vault
of further consignments of gold from Eng-
land last week. Money continued easy in
tone, and it Is believed that tomorrow’s
bank statement will reflect a falling off In
the demand in this center for funds. Aside
from the cases specified and those of Susque-
hanna & West preferred and Norfolk & West-
ern preferred, which lost over a point, net
changes were very narrow.

Bonds moved in sympathy with stocks,
and showed weakness throukhout. Total
sales,  $1,530,000. United States bonds were
unchanged.
