When the cases were cailed yester-
day forenoon the defendants, through
various attorneys, moved that the ap-
plication of County Treasurer Elmund
for personal judgment against the
stockholders of the suspended banks be
dismissed. The stockhoiders contended
that the remedy of the county treas-
urer was against the stock itseli—that
is, that the county could not proceed
against the bank stockholders as in-
dividuals and take personal judgment
against them for the amount of the
unpaid tax, but could only follow the
stock and sell it.

Judge Willis denied the motion of
the defendants, holding that, while the
county had the right to proceed as set
forth by the defendants, such remedy
was not exclusive.

The defendants were then compelled
to rely upon the issues of law set up
in their answers and go to trial there-
on. As all the cases are identical in
the principle, that of L. E. Shields, a
stockholder of the Bank of Minnesota,
was selected as the test case.

The answer, after stating the prelim-
inary facts, alleges that the assesa-
ment of the stockhoiders as individuais

was Improper arnd illegal. It recites
that it has been the custom of the
county assessor to assess the capital

stock of banks in bulk, and to levy the
tax thereon which tax is paid by the
banks, the banks deducting from the
dividends on their stock enough to pay
the tax levied. It is alleged that the
county assessor proceeded in the usual
manner in the cases of the suspendcd
banks, by assessing the banks for thz
amount of the stock of each, but that
after the assessor’s books had reached
the county auditor, that official pro-
ceeded to get after the. stockholders
individually, the banks having in the
meantime failed. Tt is claimed by the
defendants that the auditor made up
the assessments through the informa-
tion conveyved by explanatory notes in
the back of the assessor’'s book con-
taining the assessments of bank stock,
these notes giving the names of all the
stockholders in each bank and the
amount of stock owned by each.

The stockholders therefore contend
that the assessment of the stockholders

individually was illegally made. The
answer also maintains that the scle
remedy of the county is against the

WORK.

IN THE RECEIPT OF THE REPORTS
OF THE NASHVILLE CONFER-
ENCE.

MINNESOTA WAS / UNDER FIRE,

Her Farmers Eeing Subjected to an
Especially Séarching Inguiry
by Assemliled Ofiicials.

In the printed proceedings of the
thirteenth annual convention of the of-
ficials of state labor bureaus is con-
tained the following statements as to
Minnesota’s share in the work of the
world:

Mr. Powers announced that the Min-
nesota bureau would complete its in-
vestigation relating to taxation and
the collection of data relating to the
ownership of water, gas and electric
lighting plants. It has alsc-in contem-
rlation the coilection of wage statistics
for a number of industries. “We shall
cover two or three industries at the
start, and if we are successful and our
resources justify it, we shall extend
that work to a larger field.

“Our appropriations are substantial-
ly the same as they were two years
ago. The only modification is one
which affects our office, together with
all the other state departments, and
that relates to printing. There has
been a printing deficit of from $50,000)
to $100,000 annually in the state, and
the questicn has been a very diflcult
one for the legislature to handle, and
it has not been straightened out up to
the present time. The result of one
law which has been passed relating to
this subject is that we will be required
to pay certain bills for the printing of
blanks, ete., which-previously came out
of the general appropriation for state
printing. This, however, will lessen our
appropriation only $300, reducing our
resources to $12,200. ‘Qur reports will
rot be printed on time two years hence
on account of this condition of the
printing fund of the state. The condi-
tion of ihis appropriation is such-that
tHe printing commission has given no-
tice that it will print during the next
two years, or until the state legisla-
ture meets, no official report of the
state of Minnesota. So you will not
see our report until the legislature two
vears hence makes appropriation for
its printing.

“The Minnesota bureau is also a
bureau of factory inspection. The $12,-
200 covers both lines of work. One-
half of that sum is devoted to factory
inspection and the other half to sta-
tistical work. Our bureaus were at
first, as a rule, only statistical offices;
but as there was certain work in the
way of inspection to be done, and as
there were no offices to leok after it,
public opinion called upon the bureau
of statistics to take charge of the
work. This has been unwise, and it is
better to keep the two departments
separate; but this work of the enforce-
ment of \law has naturally devolved
tpon the bureaus in some of the states,
and we are obliged to handle it as hest
we may.” 2

Minnesota was also brought into the
proceedings of the convention by Dr.
Frederick W, Moore, of Vanderbilt uni-
versity, who, in discussing the “Maxr-
gin of Cultivation,” said:

rent or profit. If the value is less than tha
improvements, there is ne rent: there is a
loss, which is felt most acutely if the im-
provements were made with borrowed capita!
secured by a mortgage. How msany M nne-
sota farmers, even after crediting themselves
with wages and interest on fixed improve-
ments,though debiting themsalves with home-
grown supplies, have an ecomomic rent left?
1 ask not so much because the number is
probably small, as because there are not suf-
ficient statistical data for determining a
matter that would be interesting in itself and
would contribute to mere inteiligent man-
agement of farming business.

In reply to this, Mr. Powers, of Min-
nesota., is quoted as saying:

Listening to the statement that farming as
an element of success must bz judged by
the standards of the business worid, 1 re-
called the fact that in any given community
the probability of financial success, judged
by business standards. is substantially the
same for the farmer as for the business man;
out of a hundred farmers in Minnesota in a
given year there will be the same number
who go to the wall as there will be of a like
number of men fn the business world in that
state—showing that in the successful opera-
tion of farming the same general standard
of business eflicicney is required that- exists
in the commercial world.. We ought not to
held too closely to the notion that the farmer
must be trained in any special way apart
from the great body of our people. I am
ready to believe that the farmers of the
United States represent as high an average
of business sense as any other class, not
even excepting those engaged in mercantile
and manufacturing enterprises. I agree per-
fectly with Dr. Moore that there is a neces-
sity among our farmers for a higher knowl-
edge of the conditions which lead to success.
The same necessity exists in every line or
business tcday. Farming requires a higher
degree of intelligence than it did in our
fathers’ dayvs, as is the case in mercantils
pursuits and all other walks of life, because
the world is progressing.

There is one other factor on which we need
statistical information—the profit in a given
crop or series of crops. It is very difficult
to estimate the value of the by-products of
farming, either incidentally or in relation
to the other factors of farming. Many of our
estimates of the cost of raising a given crop
and the profit of farming, Involve the possi-
bility of an error resulting from the inabil-
ity to secure exact stalements as to the
value of the by-prcducts of the farms. The
incidents to the work of the farmer while he
is raising certain of these crops may be-
come an immense eiement of error in our
statistics of them. In my own work the
problem which I find most difficult is to find
practically, through the statistical method,
whether or not farming pays. It cannot be
shown from the individual crops, bezcause
these so relate one to the other that they can-
not in a given year or a series of years of
one crop, two crops, or three crops, be meas-
ured in any way of which I can conceive. If
I can be shown how to do it I would like to
undertake the work of estimating the success
of farming. "

tcwnships, to Interview each farmer, and
find out how much capital he had when he
started in farming and how much he has
accumulated today, and thus, by contrasting
what the farmer possesses now with what/ he
had ten years ago or when he started inm,
ascertain the general profit and loss of farm-
ing. In this way we do take account of the
principal and also the by-products of farm-
ing, so far as both affect the final and only
vital result, the gain or lcss, the success or
fa.lure of the farmer, individuvally and col-
lectively. Of course incidentally to this line
of investigation we should ascertain, if pos-
sible, the number of men who have failed in
farming and the losses suffered by them.
The method here outlined in brief is not a
perfect one; ne.ther is it free from criticism.
It does not measure the loss of gain from
individual crops, or even from agriculture
as a whole, since it involves with other data,
and that to a great and vital degree, the data
which arise from the personal element in
farming—the individual thrift of thr.ftless-
ness, of energy or sloth of the tiller of the
soil. But, if there is any other way of esti-
mating the value of the by-products of the
farb, how is it to be brought about.

Twenty years ago the money with which
to handle the Minnesota wheat crops had to
come from the East. Now the bankers and
grain men depend largely for the money
on the little banks of Southern M .nnesota,
which have deposits of the farmers. In other
words, the great grain crop of the Red river
valley is today handled, not by tha money
of the banker, but by the farmer of Southern
Minnesota. ve must not make the great
success of cortain farmers on one side or
the failure of certain farmers on the other
the rule by which to jule all. I can find
on our Western farms plenty of failures with
plenty of successes; but when any one comes
here and says that there is greater depres-
sion among the agricultural c.asses of
America than ameng other classes, I can find
no evidence of it. I do find that American
agriculture shows a higher average trend,
or at least as high an average trend, as
manufactures,

Take this question of tenancy which has
been referred to here and which is constantly
being referred to in the discussions on this
subject. It is this very feature which has
glven to American farm:ng that masure of
independence which it enjoys today. In
1850 on the farms of the United States there
were nearly as many men as slaves, laborers,
and tenants as there are today as tenants sad
laborers. This whole problem has arisen
frcm leaving the slaves out of the quest.on.
In this is overlcoked the great progress of
American agriculture. In 1850 hal{ the men
in America, living by agr.culture, were either
slaves or worked for wages. Tenants, as
compared with farm owners, are increasing,
but the number of farm owners in the last
ten years has increased more than that of
tenants. The increase of tenants, therefore,
is at the expense of farm laborers and slaves,
not of farm owners.

CLIFTON ON THE STAND.

Explains Certaln Discrepancies in
the Reports on Stock,

Frank Clifton resumed the stand yes-
terday in the trial of the case of the
Minnesota Packing and Provision com-
i pany, before Judge Briil. Continuing
under the direct examination, by Mr.
Squires, Mr. Clifton explained how the
losses of the Minnesota company had
been occasioned by poor markets and
the accumulation of unsaleable meats.
The inventories prior to the receiver-
ship had been estimates, whicn ac-
counted for the discrepancies that ap-
peared when they were compared with
the inventories made since the appoint-
ment of Receiver Merriam, which in-
ventories were based on actual weights.

““ ‘If any real or personal property shall be
omitted in the assessment of any year or
| years, and the property shall thereby escape
taxation, when such omission shall be dis-
covered the county auditor shall enter such
property on the assessment and tax books
i for the year or years omitted, and he shall

| assess the same, and extend all arrearage of
| taxes properly accruing against said property,
| with 7 per cent interest thereon from the time
| said taxes would have become delinquent,
! and the same shall be extended against such
i property on the tax list for the current year.
“If any tax on any property liable to taxa-
!tlon is prevented from being collected for
| any year or years, by reason of any erroneous
| proceedings or other cause, the amount of
. such tax which such property should have
! paid shall be added to the tax on such prop-
erty for the current year.’

| ‘““The above clearly defines the county au:
| ditor’s authority, and our supreme court has
sustained it in several decisions.

“It is my desire to emphasize the law, and
it is your duty to place all property, omitted,
upon the assessment rolls.

“This applies to both real and personal
property, and this shculd be done when- it is
discovered. Should you know of such omit-
ted property, personally, or shouil it be
brought to your notice,
duty to investigate and assess the same at a
figure which you deem right, and add to it the
current year’s taxes, for the year or years it
has been escaping taxation.”
