CITY'S RELIGIOUS CENSUS |

PRACTICALLY COMPLETED IN ONE
DAY AND PROMISES TO BE A
SUCCESS,

The great work of taking a religious
census of Minneapolis, undertaken by
the churches of the city, has been prac-
tically completed. A half-dozen dis-
tricts and a comparatively small num-
Ler of homes were missed, but these
will be taken care of tomorrow, and
the work will be dome except for the
matter of tabulation. Every denomi-
nation in the city has been represented
in the movement, and every one has
demonstrated that it-is earnestly en-
deavoring to reach every class and
condition of man in the city.

Nothing could more clearly show the
seriousness with which the church peo-
ple of the city look upon this effort
than the manner in which the work
was performed yesterday. Of seventy-
four chairmen of districts, every man
was on duty at the appointed “time,
and the dozen extras who were pro-
vided were put on visiting duty. The
visitors in some instances worked
against heavy difficulties, were met
coldly or with contempt, and though
often discouraged pushed the work
through to completion in almost every
district, as reports received late in the
afternoon and evening showed. In or-
der to finish up a number of districts,
work had to be done in the evening,
and after a day’'s hard work several
of the visitors, though tired, cheerfully
volunteered their services.

The committee did not feel that any
summary of results could be made last
evening, and, therefore, advised district
chairmen to hold cards until all of the
visiting in their districts had been
completed. The work of tabulation will
begin Monday and will be completed
as soon as possible. The cards will
then be distributed among the church-
es, and the real work for which the
census was but a preliminary will be=
gin. At the end of a year it will be
time enough to estimate the practical
results and approve or condemn.

One of the pleasant incidents of the
day was an exchange of telegrams
with the' Washington, D. C., commit-
tee, which took a census of their city
vesterday, too. Rev. Hugh Cork, after
the reports of the committees began
to come in, sent the following:

Jerome F. Johnson, Washington, D. C.—
Canvassing Minneapolis today. Workers very
enthusiastic. Reports most encouraging.
Wire us immediately your progress. News-
papers anxious for facts.

The following reply came back:

Hugh Cork, Minneapolis—Canvassing prov-
ing successful. Enthusiastic support from
workers and newspapers. Congratulations.

Something of the magnitude of the cnter-
prise can be seen from the number of peo-
ple employed, and from the time it took to
cover the ground. Many who expeciad to
get through by noon worked until almo:i
dark. One couple turned in nearly 2350 cards.
Sixty-five thousand cards were sent to the
districts, though, of .course, that many would
not be used. All kinds of receptions were
met with. One couple were met at the door
of a substantial house on Tenth street, and,
though ladies of stylish appearance, were 1e-
fused admittance by the servant until the
lady of the house could be called. At an-
other place the lady of the house hal ail
of the cards fllled out when the visitors ar-
rived. At another the woman of the house
said she hadn't time to answer their ques-
tions because—and she took more time in
explaining her reasons than would have taken
to fill out the cards. At another place there
were sixty boarders, and a card had to be
made for each. At others answers would not
be given. At others no one was at home
and second visits had to be made. It was a
big undertaking, but it was carried out with
success. A large number of the solicitor
visitors were mothers, who had in mind their
own boys and girls, perhaps, when they
volunteered. Women predominated in the
ranks, and the number of people from young
people’s societies was not nearly so large,
a fact which one pastor commented upon as
not reflecting great credit uvon such organ-
izations.

Arrangements were made at a late hour
of the afternoon for a rally of the visitors and
all who took part in the work or are inter-
ested in it for this afternoon at 3 o'clock at
Plymouth Congregational church. Experi-
ences met with, interesting incidents, pathetic
scenes and the general success of the work
will furnish topics for remark. Rev Hugh
Cork, J. B. Sutherland and other members
of the committee will be present. It is sure
to be an interesting meeting.

Hugh Cork, who has worked indefatigably
for the surcc of this effort, was seen yes-
terday, and ressed himself as well pleased
with the results, which, he believed, would
be of supreme importance to the churches of
the city if followed up with vigorous work,
church and Sunday school.

NEW ANAESTHETIC EUCAINE EX-
PERIMENTED WITH AT JAMES-
TOWN HOSPITAL.

NEW ULM MYSTERY CLEARED.

TRAMP AT OWATONNA CONFKFESSES
TO THE MURDER OF POLICE-
MAN WINKELMANN,

JAMESTOWN, N. D., Oct. 16 —A re-
cent experiment with eucaine, the new-
ly-discovered anaesthetic, at the statz
hospital for the insane in this city,
have been entirely successful. Hereto-
fore there has been no known method
of artificially producing an insensibility
entirely free from risks of death, and
deaths have occasionally occurred un-
der the administration of anaesthetic
vapors. With this latest discovery lo-
cal insensibility can be produced, leav-
ing the remainder of the body in its
normal state.

The new substance, which comes from
Germany, was recently obtained by Su-
perintendent Moore of the asylum and
a series of experiments entirely satis-
factory in results was obtained.

The severest test was the amputa-
tion, at the lower third, of the right leg
of 2 man sixty-eight vears old without
the use of either chloroform or ether,
followed by rapid and painless hesaling
of the stump. The disease which neccs-
sitated the removal of the leg was the
death of the bones of the foot, ankle
and the bones of the leg immediately

above the latter, causing inflammation |
and sloughing of the softer parts, fever |
and general prostration being attendant !

MURDER CONFESSED.

Owatonna Tramp Admits the Shoot=
ing of+Policeman Winkelmann.

NEW TULM, Minn, Oct. 16.—The
shieriff has been called to Owatonna by
a message that one of the prisoners in
the Owatonna jail had admitted that
hLe was the murderer of Policeman Al-
bert Winkelmann in this city, on the
morning of July 4, two years ago.

Enright's tale, told by Ives, corro-
borates the little evidence that was ad-
duced at the coroner’s inquest. Wink-
elmann was still living when found
early in the morning of the 4th, and
his last words were that he had been
shot by a tramp. He had also had
trcuble on the afternoon of the 3d with
a tramp, whose description tallies with
Enright. The county will take steps to
have both Enright and Ives brought
here for a hearing. -
