COST OF A KISS,

Judge Twohy May Revise the Scale
Under New Tariffs.

Some time ago Judge Twohy fixed
the penalty for stolen kisses at $25. In
that instance the aggrieved personage
was a married woman on the shady
side of thirty.

At Grotto street and Aurora avenue
Miss Koempel said MeIntyre seized her
about the waist and forcibly kissed her
several times. She screamed, when the
voung man finally desisted and walked
away.

The accused young man did not deny
kicsing the girl, but when arrested on
the first charge declared his innocence
of its serious accusations. As the evi-
dence of the girl corroborated his story
vesterday a consultation between the
~glrls' parents and the px‘ose(‘uting‘at-
torney resulted in the charge against
him being changed. MecIntyre was re-
leased on $25 bail until Judge Twohy
can determine the proportionate value
of purloined kisses.

In view of the extend-
ed publicity given to the troubles of
the concern, however, it has bgen de-
cided for the protection of poli f; hold-
ers and others concerned, to make an
exhaustive examination, not only of the
management, but of the plan on which
the association is designed to be con-
ducted, and to assist in this Mr. Dearth
has engaged D. P. Fackler, one of the
best known actuaries in the East.

Footpads were abroad again last
evening, when C. L. Gowdy, a carpsn-
ter from Jamestown, N. D., was held
up near the Third street bridge and
robbed of $20 in cash and a fur over-
coat. Gowdy was seized from behind
and subjected to the ‘“strong arm’ pro-
cess until he became unconscious, when
the thugs rifled his pockets.

When he
revived both the money and the coat
were missing. Gowdy said he had beenr

NOT A REGULAR GROWTH.

Miss Lawrence Addresses Teachers
on “Brain Building.”

Miss . Isabel Lawrence, for several
years teacher in methods and superin=
tendent of the model department of the
St. Cloud Normal school, addressed the
tea_chers of the St. Paul city schools at
their meeting yesterday, her’s being the
first of a series of addresses by prom-
inent educators which the teachers
have in contemplation. “Brain Build-
ing” was the terse topic which Miss
Lawrence presented. She said, among
other things:

Brains are being studied of late as brains
were never studied before., There is now an
accuracy and precision in our statements con-
cerning brain development and function which
but a short time ago was impossible. It would,
indeed, be strange, if all this research did not
affect the work of the teacher, since brain
building is the single purpose of all teaching.

There is a certain rhythm in brain growth
which produces periods of rapid advance and
periods of seeming rest. Every biologist will
tell you that no really vigorous and healthy
growth is ever harmonious. It is always lop-
sided, now accented here and now there.

This interferes with that conception of the
harmonious growth in all directions proceeding
without interruption from first grade through
the high school which seems tp be the ideal
on which our courses of study are construct-
ed. The only factors usually considered to
be resnonsible if the child doesn’t gain a
certain measureable per cent on her previdus
knowledge of every study, every day,.are
her idleness, the teacher’s incapacity or
neglect, or the fearful alternative that the
little one is not as bright as she shoild be.
Little Betsey is in the third grade. She
reads beautifully, and for a child has a
most sensible little brain full of ideas and
well-organized thoughts, but she fails if you
hurry her on the number work. She is
blamed both at home and at school.

If the brain is delicately constructed, the
scar will never be outgrown. Somebody should
know that brains grow differently—in different
individuals, that the energy has been used
up in a somewhat unusual development in
breadth through the language and reading
studies—that enough exercise in the right way
in arithmetic will soon result in clearer ideas
coming all at once, as it were.

There is a provision in a growing brain
which adapts it wonderfully to the formation
of new brain paths. Mechanically we know
that if an electric current were sent through
matter altering its structure, and if the en-
ergy had to be renewed before another cur-
rent could be sent, the time between the cur-
rents would be lost in establishing the
change. Not so with the brain path. It
takes a great amount of energy to form a
new one, and we cannot immediately repeat
the current. 'We are exhausted and must
rest, but wonderful to say, while we rest,
the growing brain replaces the worn-out
nerve elements with fresh ones, and actually
emphasizes our brain path for us. We learn
while we sleep. We know more in the morn-
ing than we knew the night before. Some-
times more than a night’s rest will pay.

Many a child after a long rest from a sub-
ject, comes back to it, knowing more than
he would, had he continued. There are
periods in every study, of very slow progress,
followed by rapid advance. Every teacher
has noticed such periodic work in learning to
read, to write, or in learning a new language.
It is a natural condition in brain building.

Sometimes a teacher receives a whole grade
who can do nothing better than recuperate,
and make permanent old brain paths. Next
year they will advance rapidly, as a result of
her ratient work—but it isn't always without
misgivings that she hears how much better
the class did for Miss — and are doing for
the next teacher,

Beside these perlodic changes, the growth of
brain has its relations to the growth of other
parts of the body, to general health and nu-
trition. The physical condition of the indi-
vidual frequently necessitates a rest perlod
for the brain. Puberty almost always pro-
duces such a condition. Keeping up to grade
may thus be interrupted or purchased at the
price of physical health or retarded brain de-
velopment in the future.

What remedy can there be? The remedy
will come with the advent of parents who
can watch brain growth without depending
on the monthly per cent card, who consider
grade promotion only incidental, and in the
advent of teachers whose brain-building is
carrled on with an intelligent appreciation
of the condition of the individual brains
affected, the advent of co-operation between
teacher and parent brought about by meet-
ings for the purpose of studying conditions
of brain growth, and individual children.

FIRST CREMATION HERE.

New Crematory at Forest Cemetery
in Actual Operation.

The first cremation of a human body ever
performed in St. Paul on a scientific plan
was had yesterday at the new crematory at
Farest cemetery on the Edgerton road. The
operation required ninety minutes and was
witnessed by officers of the health depart-
ments of St. Paul, Minneapolis and other
Northwestern cities.

The body incinerated was that of a citi-
zen of St. Paul, who died recently and who
was a lot owner in the cemetery. Prior to
the cremation, the body and the casket in
which it reposed weighed 188 pounds. After
the operation was over, the ashes of the
corpse weighed but three or four pounds,
and were purely the ashes of the corpse, the
remains of the casket having been blown
away by the patent process.

At 10 o'clock the body was removed from
the catacombs in which it had been depos-
jted and the casket was placed upon the
white enameled truck to be borne into the
chapel, where an opportunity is offered for
religious ceremony, if desired. At a signal,
an operative opened the glass doors into
the pure white chamber, from which the
body is to be sent to the consuming heat.
The floor is of marble mosaic and the walls
of spotless white enamel.

The truck bearing the casket was trundled
across this white reception chamber, and left
to stand for a moment in front of two white
enameled steel doors. The attendant reached
up and touched a beil, when the doors open,
and as they opened was seen a massive plate
of steel, six inches in thickness and. weighing
700 pounds, rising noiselessly, disclosing the
interior of the crematory.

The casket was placed upon the rollers and
shoved into the opening, the gate of steel as
noiselessly descended closing the aperture.
The white enameled gates closed from the
outside.

After the body was placed in the furnace,
the air fans were started and the casket 1;n-
mediately ignited from contact with the in-
tencely heated bricks. The casket was al-
lowed to burn itself away without the appli-
cation of the flames, the operation taking
from fifteen to twenty minutes. But when
the casket had been reduced to embers, the
hot vapor was turned on,
