The Money Market Easy, Which
Waw an Incentive to a Renewal

of Speculation.

NEW YORK, Oct. 18.—For the first time
in several weeks prices of stocks were at
no time during the day below the level of
those prevailing at the close the night be-
fore. There were occasional slight reactions
today with no better apparent cause than
sympathy with sugar, which was itself mar-
kedly strong and was turned backward at

j times only by profit-taking. Speculation
halted during the morning in expectation of
a decision by the supreme court at Wash-
ington in the Nebraska maximum freight
case. Although this decision is expected to
be in favor of the railroads and was looked
to to give an upward impetus to prices, the
announcement that the handing down of the
decision had been postponed was followed by
a decided increase in the activity of trading,
an activity attending a rise of prices, instead
of a decline for the first time in many weeks.
The strength of the Granger stocks and the
awakened interest and improvement in the
Vanderbilts were very notable. The vigorous
upward movement of this powerru'.ly influen-
tial group caused a striking advance through-
out the list, net gains in nearly all the ac-
tive stocks equalling at least a point and in
several special cases equalling or exceeding
two points.

A feature of the market quite as striking
as the strength of the railroad stocks was
the neglect of the Industrials, exespt Sugar,
as compared with the recent trading, and
even Sugar showed a falling off in activity
as the day progressed and the trading In the
railroad stocks developed greater animation.
Chicago Gas, which of late has entirely over-
shadowed the rest of the market, today fell
into innocuous desuetude and was no longer
available as an instrument for the. bears to
demoralize prices in the general list. Its
total range of prices was only a small frac-
tion and the small volume of transactions in
it looked almost like neglect. While Sugar
was quite active and moved somewhat ir-
regularly, within a range of nearly three
points, it showed sufficient strength to aid
the rest of the list by sympathy and closed
at a net gain of 2%c.

The money market was noticeably easy,
which was an additional incentive to a re-
newal of speculation. Outside banks also
continue bidders in this market for mercan-
tile paper and are thus releasing considerable
sums of money to the New York banks which
are available for loans in other departments.
The statements of railroad earnings for the
second week in October, which were received,
all showed continued marked increases over
the corresponding period of last year, the

They attribute th.ir
failure to the opposition of the bankers
and of the London Times.

The afternoon papers today echo th<:
opinions of the morning newspapers
in congratulating- the government upon
"finally disposing of the bi-metallic
scare," and expressing regret that it
should "ever even have seemed to re-
ceive support in high quarters." Hugh

C. Smith, governor of the Bank of Eng-
land, said today to a representative of
the Associated Press: "The bank is v
private company without any govern-

ment control and is not responsible to
the government, except in the terms of
its charter. The government cannot
issue any orders relative to the bank's
reserves. At the same time, the gov

ernment is the banks' best customer,
and, the court of governors being com-
posed of law-abiding citizens, whenever
the government makes a request, we do
our best to comply. The government
must be presumed to know what is
best for the country. The press has
ben filled with misstatements. The
government were asking if the ban«
were willingto renew its offer made at
the Paris monetary conference, in 1881, ';
regarding its reserve. Ireplied in the ,
same tenor as the memorandum which
the banks told the conference though

CASHIER CONVICTED.

Fonml Guilty otf Wrecking a llnnk-

injjConcern i.-i Kansas.

KANSAS CITY, Mo.', Oct. 18.—Cash-
ier George A. Taylor, of the Argentine
bank, which failed last year, owing !
thousands of dollars to depositors, was j
convicted in the criminal court in Ar- |
gt-ntine, Kan., today of wrecking the i

c< ncern. The trial has been proceeding
for a week. Taylor held considerable
paper of friends who at the critical i
rnom«nt were unable to come to his

rescue. Considerable excitement and
strong talk followed the close of the

bank whose depositors were mostly

poor people, and Taylor disappeared.
A reward for his arrest was offered,
but he finally surrendered. Sentence
has not yet been passed. The liabili-
ties of the bank when it failed were
found to be $198,000, and the assets
about $10,000 less. It was shown that

false statements of the bank's condi-

tion were sworn to by Taylor and that
his bank held $80,000 worth of worth-
less paper. Cashier Taylor comes from
one of the best families in Wyandolte
ccunty. His attorney will probably

ask for another trial.
