Futures were less radically weak,

showing only %®%fl decline. Aprivate cable-

gram said the market at Liverpool was de-

pressed by excessive supplies and lack "of de-

mand. This weaknes abroad was sufficient

to cause an easy feeling at the opening, De-

cember starting at 90?i@90%c, as compared

with yesterday's close of 91@91%c. An im-

pression prevailed that the death of Pullman

would cause the selling out of some wheat

which it was rumored he was "long of" at

the time of his death. This helped in the

opening weakness and the subsequent slight

decline. Trading all morning was scattered
and Inconsequential, and this fact made it

easy for news of an ordinary character to

Influence prices. Minneapolis and Duluth

receipts showed some tendency toward reduc-

ing the number of cars reported there today

being 1,190, against 1,267 last week and 1,537

on the corresponding day last year.

MARKET.

AN UNDERTONE OF STRENGTH.

CLOSE AT A LEVEL WELL AEOVE
THAT OF THE PREVIOUS

DAY.

LONDON WAS A GOOD BUYER.

Pullman Snares Affected for a Time
by tlie Death of the Company's

President.

NEW YORK, Oct. 19.—The undertone of
today's market was one of strength through-
out. The vclumpe of transactions was not
large and there were prolonged periods of
dullness, when trading was practically stag-
nant, but the operations of important Inter-
ests, which were prominent In the late bull
market were manifest. The tone of yester-
day's market had apparently determined large
professional operators to undertake a move-
ment for a rise today. The break in the
price of Pullman, due to the news of the
death of the head of the company, halted the
operations of this element for a time, but
the firmness of the general list In face of
the break in Pullman and of marked weak-
ness in Chicago Gas, and the strong pup-
port which was offered the Pullman stock
encouraged the bull operators to renew their
campaign in an aggressive way later in the
afternoon. The result was that the sLorts
were driven to cover and prices throughout
the list mounted strongly upward to a point
mater ally above last night's close.

The bears made the most of the sympathetic
effect produced by the opening weakness
in Pullman, but the moderate decline effect-
ed in the general list failed to bring any

heavy liquidation or to dislodge any great
amount of stop-loss orders. The manifest
firmness of prices discouraged them and their
rush to cover at the close was precipitate.
The strength of the market developed first
in the Vanderbilts. Michigan Central was
the sensational feature in the group with a
jump of 5% points, but nearly all of those
properties includingNorthwestern and Omaha
were quite buoyant and closed with net gains
of 1to 2 points.

Sugar and Chicago Gas ranged over nearly

three points and the covering of shorts in

these stocks, en the rise, was an Important
element in the strength cf the market. Deal-
ings in Pullman were on a very large scale
and over a rangp of 7% points. Inestimating
the significance of this movement, it is to
be considered that the stock jumped yes-
terday 3% points on a small transaction such
as often affects an investment stock. The
close tonight is only halt a point below
the prices ruling before yesterday.

All the news cf the day continued favor-
able, railroad earnings continuing to show
improvement. Louisville was a notable ex-
ception with a decrease in earnings of $7,700

for the second week in October, due to con-
tiDued Interruption by yellow fever quaran-
tine. The adjustment of passenger rates by
some of the Western railroad lines removing
a recent cause of apprehension. London con-
tinued to bo a good buyer in the New York
market, and in fact o3ercd the principal sup-
port during the early trading. The exchange

market showed a distinctively firmer tend-
ency, though the only announcement of goifl
