The plan of federation adopted by
the grand officers and committees of
the four brotherhoods of railroad em-
ployes, conductors, telegraphers, train-
men and firemen—was given to the
public for the first time last Satur-
day The following relative to strikes,
and of the most importance to organ-
ized labor, is given:

“‘Sec. 6. Each organization party to this
federation shall have regzularly established
local - and general grievance comm
becards of adjustment on each sj
railway &s provided in their Iav
chairman and secretary of each general com-
mittee or board of adjustment for the
together with the executives of the or
tions or their duly appointed assoctai2
flecers, shall constitute the federated bhoard
for that system of railway.

‘““Each organization shall Ekandle its »wn
grievances and those of its members under
its own laws up to such time as it has ex-
hausted its elforts, and in accordance with
its laws, ready to enter upon a strike, it
may cal!l upon the chairman of the executive
committce to convene the federated board.
The chairman of the executive comimittee will
notify each of the other executives. setting
the time and place of meeting, and ecach
executive officer will notify the chairman and

secretary of the general committee of his
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organization for that system to attend such
meeting of the federated board.

“When the federated board has been con-
vened the officer and the chairman and secre- |
tary of the committee of the aggrieved or-
ganization shall present a full and detailed
statement of the trouble from its incep-
tion and all steps taken, together with the
results reached. After hearing such stae-
ment the federated board will decide, by a
majority vote of its members, whether or
not they consider the complaint a just one,
and if they approve it they shall wait upon
the managing officers of the road, by com-
mittee or in body, and make reasonable
efforts to adjust the matter. el

“Jf no settlement acceptable to a majority
of the members of the federated board can
be reached the question of a strike shall be
considered. Each organization shall have
one vote on the question, and that vote shall
be determined by the three representatives
of that organization, the affirmative vote of
the executive officer and one other member
being necessary. If each organization votes
in favor of a strike, a strike on the part
of the members of all the organizations party
to the federation employed on that system
will be declared by the executives at an hour
fixed by them, and every member employed
on that system of railway shall promptly re-
spond therto.

“No member of any organization party to
this federation shall engage in any sirike
of railway employes which is not sanctioned
by this federation in accordance with this
section.””

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“Compulsory arbitration,” says Iron
and Industries, “if such a term can
be used, has uniformly been decried
in this country in labor disputes, but
during the short time the law has been
in operation in New Zealand it appears
to have worked well. Under the act
in question the colony is divided into
districts. A board of concliliation,
composed of an equal number of work-
men and employers, can be constitut-
ed in any district, and over this Is a
gpecial control tribunal which pos-
sesses appellate functions, and whose
decision is final. The arbitration court
is presided over by a judge of the su-
preme court of New Zealand, and he
is assisted by two assessors. One of
these assessors is chosen by the work-
men. The trade unions have power to
sue, and are liable to be themselves
sued, not only the union funds being
attachable, but the individual mem-
bers of it are responsible to the extent
of £10 each, should the common fund
fail to cover the liabilities. The penal-
ty for the non-observance of the award
No strike or lock-
out has occurred since the act has
been in operation.”

A new and important element has
been brought into the stationary en-
gincers’ difficully in London through
the official intervention of the board of
trade of that city.

CHICAGO, Oct. 23.—The bull sentiment
. which prevailed in wheat at the close last
night was apparent today, and despite the
efforts of the bears the cereal was strong
throughout the session, showing an advance
of %c for May and 7%c for December. Corn
was easler and held in place by the strength
of wheat. Oats followed oorn, and price
changes were of no consequence. Provisions
were weak. Pork was off 15¢, lard 7%@10c,
.and ribs 216@7%c. At the opening, commis-
sion houses had all the wheat buying orders
they could manage for half an hour and sell-
ing was confined chiefly to the people who
had good profits in long wheat, which they
were willing to accept. The elevator people
also had a little wheat to sell, presumably
against purchases of cash wheat in the coun-
try, at least that was supposed by the traders
in the pit, to be the basis of sales by Armour
& Co. and the Weare Commission company of
about 100,000 bu each. The sales referred to
were made at from 94@9%%c for December
delivery, and the price rose immediately
after to 945:@941.c above the closing and
highest price of the day before. Liverpool
_was up 1%d above yesterday’s closing prices
_because of the more material gain here.

The exports from both coasts this week
amounted to 5,220,000 bu; not any more than
-had been foreshadowed by the dally clear-
-ances, but showing the immense proportion
of the European shortage this country is
being called upon to make good. The do-
mestic receipts are diminishing, while the
exports keep on apace. Chicago recaipts were
139 cars, of which 13 were contract. The
receipts a year ago were 188 cars. Minneap-
olis and Duluth got 971 cars, against 1,176
the preceding Safurday. Argentina shipped
no wheat this week, against 96,000 bu a year

ago. The day’s clearances from Atlantic
ports were 433,000 bu, wheat and flour to-
gether.

The December future was the stronger to-
day, May getting from lc discount, as it was
vesterday, 13tc today. The advance referred
to above, when December rose to 943%, was
followed by a reaction to 93%c, but it quick-
ly recovered again to 94c, and later, on the
receipt of the Paris quotations, showing an
advance equal to 3%c per bu for the January
and Apr!l options, the early bullishness re-
vived, December rising to 9c and May to
93%c at the close.

Corn moved through sympathy with wheat.

L Car-lot receipts were not as large as anticipat-

ed, 533 cars being inspected in, and the out
inspection was moderate at 273,000 bu. De-
cember opened at from 207%@26%c. The low-
est and cloging price was 26%c. The greater
part of the trading in. oats was centered in
May and was greatly in. the way of profit
taking by thcse who bought yesterday. De-
cember opened at 18%,@18%c, touched 18%ec,
dropped off to 18%c and closed at 185@183%;c.
May ranged from 21%4c¢ to 2ilgc; was offered
at 21%c at the close. Hog products had a
sharp reaction irom the advance of yester-
day. December pork opened at $7.97%@$ and
sold off to $7.85. December lard started at
$4.421, and declined steadily to $4.35@4.37%a.
December ribs ranged from $4.57%:@4.60 down
to $4.57%.
