They left
Dawson City for the states in a small
steamer Aug. 28, and, after reaching
Fort Selkirk, prepared their outfits for
the long and arduous journey over the
Dalton trail. A week after leaving
the Yukon river they encountered an
ugly Alaskan blizzard. The trail was
covered with snow until they lost their
bearing. Their provisions ran out, and.
after groping for three days through
a blindingsnow storm, they were Anal-
ly rescued by Indians and taken to
Dalton trading post, where they ob-
tained the first real food they had had
for nearly four days. After resting
for two days, they resumed their
march to the Chilkoot pass and reach-
ed the end of their journey without
further mishap. All of the men were
very weak from their sufferings, and it
will be several days before they are
restored to their accustomed strength.

LAST OF FORT RANDALL.

Lands Are Opened for Settlement
by Homesteaders.

CHAMBERLAIN, S. D., Oct. 25.—
Long before daylight this morning,
scores of soldiers gathered outside the
United States land office and remained j
there constantly until the office opened /

for business at 9 o'clock.
The occasion was the opening of the

military reservation. For the past two
days intending homesteaders have been
arriving by train and team. In the j
line this morning, was a woman, who
had come over a hundred miles to se-
cure a quarter section of South Dakota
land. Many of those here to make en-
try today, have been squatters on the
land they desire, for several years, and
have extensive improvements made.
The claims of many of the squatters
conflict. Some tracts have two or three
claimants and contests will be neces-
sary to determine who has the most
right to such tracts. The Fort Ran-
dall reservation was established by ex-
ecutive order June 16, IS6O. A military
post was established there in 1854. The
post was abandoned and an executive
order of Oct. 20, 1893, placed the reser-
vation under control of the interior de-
partment for disposal under the home-
stead law. The reservation contains
a total of more than a hundred thou-
sand acres, a portion of which lies in
South Dakota, the remainder in Ne-
braska. That portion lying in this
state was opened to settlement today.

In the early days Fort Randall was
the handsomest and gayest of frontier
military posts, and played an impor-
tant figure in the early history of Da-
kota.

Even while he was a foreman, before he
was appointed deputy warden, Mr. Lemon
was a very brutal taskmaster, and Imade
up my mind fifteen years ago that he was
whollyunfit to have charge of convicts. Both
he and I had convicts under our charge,
but in the course of sixteen years Inever
had occasion to send a solitary one to the
dungeon; Mr. Lemon had one or more re-
ported every day for that punishment.
Ifa convict would happen to break a tool

by accident
—

and that willhappen to the best
of workmen

—
or if he did not do quite as

much work as Lemon thought he should, j
Lemon would report the unfortunate, and {
the fellow would be marched off to the dun- j
geon. Indeed, many times he never waited
to report the fellow, but would strike the
convict over the head or on the ba k of j
the neck with a club. He used a "table leg."

'

a wooden piece of a threshing machine about
a yard long and two and a half inches thick
in the middle and tapering at each end. I
frequently saw him hit convicts with that
ugly weapon, and also poke them in the
ribs with the point of it. Sometimes the
effects of the blows would be so severe that
the victim would be laid up in the hospital
for several days to recover. On one oc>?a-
s.on he struck a convict on the head with a
heavy iron bolt, knocking him senseless. In
none of these cases was there any provoca-
tion for the assault; Lemon just seemed to
delight in being cruel.

You probably wonder why the officials of the
prison at that time would allow anything
of the kind to be go.ng on. The reason was
that Lemon and his business associates liter-
ally ran the prison; they were the powers
there. None of the guards dared to say their
soul was their own or they would have been
obliged to walk the plank; the same thins
also held good with the citizen laborers.

The question 1 want to ask, though, is.
why, if Icould run a gang of convicts for
sixteen years and never find occasion to send
one man of them to the dungeon, that he,
as foreman of another shop and with the
same class of men, should find it ne.-essary to
have two to four in the solitary every day?
The answer is that there is not a spark of
humanity in the man; he used to do as he
pleased, and it pleased him to Inflict suffer-
ing.

After Lemon became deputy warden he
was even worse than before. Convicts fre-
quently told me that when he had them
handcuffed to the doors of the solitary he
would beat them on the head and shoulders
with his cane. Itell you the hundredth
part of the cruelty and disreputable methods
of the prison have never been told. The
guards do not dare to tell what they see or
they would be fired immediately, and the
convict who opens his mouth to complain of
the usage they receive signs his own death
warrant. Iconsider Mr. Wolfer personally
as a very nice man. but lie didn't know what
was going on inside of the prison; he left
all matters of discipline to Deputy Lemon,

and did not know what Lemon was doing.
It was Mr. Wolfer's business to know, but
Ithink he didn't—and that is all Iblame
him for.
Iwant to say further that if the truth was

known about the burning of the paint shop
at the prison a couple of men who are at
liberty would have been wearing the stripes
themselves.

MANKATO MAX'S STORY.

He Was Formerly a Guard at the
Prison.

The Mankato Review of yesterday
published the following:

"I believe every word published in the
St. Paul Globe regarding the state of
affairs in the state prison at Stillwater. It
anything, the G1o b c's story was notstrong
enough."

This ls the remark made to a reporter
for the Review today by A. B. Ewing, the
groceryman at Second and Jackson streets.
Mr. Ewing was a guard in the penitentiary
from April 17, 1894, until March, 1895. Mr.
Ewing talked with the Review man th's
morning and related some of hi6experiences
while in the prison. He s'a'ed that Deputy
Warden Lemon is a man of most ungov-

ernable temper, and was in the habit of
knocking men around with a cane for no
cause at all.

CASES OF BRUTALITY.
"Ican remen-ber," said Mr.Ewing,"one day
Ihad charg* of a gang of convict* who were
in a room piling bales of leather ;nd clear-
ing a s;iace where other articles were io be
placed. Several of the convicts were Ri<-k and
should really have been in he hospital.
Deputy Warden Lemon came into the room
and, without anything being said, stru k
an old man named Rose over the head sev-
eral times with a heavy cane. Rose was
so sick he could hardly stand up, and the
only rr-ason why Lemon assaulted him whs
because he was not wrrking as hard as
Lemon though: h" should. Two or three
of the other convicts were treated in a
similar manner. One of these h.-d a sore
hand and was unable to lifi 'he bales of
leather, which weighed about 200 pounds.

HAHN KNOCKED INTO INSENSIBILITY.

"I was ii»< :c th" day Harm was knocked
on the head by Lemon. Idid not see him
do this, but i heard some of the guards
tell of the pffnir after it was over. Hahn
was held down on the floor by Assistant
Deputy Warden Glennon aud a guprd, while
Deputy Waiden Lemon p-.unded Hahn over
the head. 1 ahn was pound? d in o insensi-
bility and then taktn to the hospital on a
stretcher. ,

"Another case of bruality wsa when Guard
Mike Colligan, now assistant deputy warden,
kicked a new convict down the stairs, sim-
ply because he got Into the wrong line.

"If there is an investigation of the prison
management Ihope it will be thorough. It
was common talk among the guards that
both Warden Wolfer and Deputy Warden
Lemon had provisions carried from the prison
to their residences. Ido not know whether
this was according to Hoyle. It may be
the state allowed them the privilege of us-
ing provisions purchased for the peniten-
tiary.

GUARDS MUST BE SECRETIVE.
"Whenever a new guard is employed he

is taken into the warden's office and in-
formed in a very emphatic manner that he is
to tell of nothing he sees going on in the
prison. ,But there are favorites among the
guards and prisoners. Some of them make
it a practice of running to the officials and
tell them everything. Many a guard has
thrown up his position in that prison on
account of the horrible scenes he is com-
pelled to witness. Of course, there are un-
ruly convicts, who have to be disciplined,
but the means resorted to are, in my opinion,
worst than those practiced by barbarians.
"Isee that the Pioneer Press attempts to

make out that ex-Guard O'Meara is insane
and is not telling the truth. Now, Iwant
to say that Mr. O'Meara is one of the squar-
est men on earth, and would not tell a lie."

Bart Martin, who has been on a visit to
his father, W. J. Martin, departed for Min-
neapolis this morning, where he is a member
of the police force. Mr. Martin was for
several years a guard in the penitentiary,
and if he would do so could tell of a good
deal that has transpired within its walls.
Mr. Martin, however, declines to be inter-
viewed.

resident of Ellsworth, Wis., but for
the period of sixteen years, commenc-
ing in 1876. he was employed as fore-
man of the erecting shop of the
thresher company in the Stillwater
prison.

Sunday morning Louis K.Hull. Dr. Hunter,
iCounty Surveyor Abbott and Frank H. Wji/ls-
| worth drove over the various roads which
;have been suggested, and made as complete

an investigation of each one as possible.
!They looked over the old Manitoba roadbed
| from near the Peavey fountain and via the
iboulevard to Minnetonka Mills. They also
j drove for several miles over the new Superior
avenue boulevard, but the latter route was
given up on account of the great amount of
sand and the lack of good surface for ihe
path. The Sixth avenue north route was also

Iexamined, and when the committee returned

Inspectors Stavlo and Morrisey, ac-
companied by Assistant County Attor-
ney Jones, searched Moschik's home
on Reaney street, St. Paul, and made
some important discoveries. A most j
damaging bit of evidence was the dis- |
covery of the pocket knife, which j
Lemke said Moschik had taken from!
him. This was found outside the door !
of the house where the officers had a j
light with their prisoner. There is no
question about its being the property
of Lemke, as it answers the descrip-
tion in every particular. Itis a three- j
bladed affair, bone handled and with j
the letters "C. S." on one of the blades.

Perhaps one of yesterday's best finds j
was the unearthing in the house of the j
shirt, necktie and shoes worn by Mo- i

schik on the fatal day. These had I
been hidden and are regarded by the
officers as an important clue. The I
shirt gives every indication of having J
been recently washed. No blood j
stains are to be found on it.

Another important step taken was
the securing of affidavits from Mo-
schik's sister and brother-in-law, H.
V. Wenzel. In these it is stated that
Moschik left home about 10 o'clock j
Friday morning. Wenzel states that
he returned to the house about 7
o'clock that evening and that during
the evening and until bed time, they
played cards. When the officers went
to the house Moschik seemed greatly
excited. He took the watch, which
Lemke afterwards identified as his
property, and handed it over to Wen-
zi 1, saying: "Take this watch and keep

it. They will take it from me and it
will do me ro good to have it found j
on me. Both affidavits are alike, i
Shortly after the arr st. Wenzel and I
his wife sfid Moschik had been home
all day. The affidavits were taken in
case the witnesses should change their
stories before the time of trial.

Great stress is laid by the "State upon
Lemke's statement that Moschik in-
quired how much money he had and
afterwards asked him to go out to
Camden Plr.ce. ThK it is claimed,
clearly shows what Moschik's inten-
tion was.

The remains of the murdered man
were taken to Stillwater yesterday aft-
ernoon. They were rccomp; ni d by th3

sorrowing pn rents and Rev. Ferdinand
F.bert. who came to help the mourn-
ing relatives to make arrangements for
the funeral. The interment will occur
at Stillwater.

NOT YET ARRAIGNED.
Moschik still occupies cell 14 at the

central police station. He was not ar-
raigned as was expected, but he will
be taken before the court today. The
reason of the delay was that it was de-
sired to first secure the verdict of the
coroner's jury, which was rendered
late yesterday afternoon.

The prisoner's demeanor is the same
as it has been since the first. In spite

of the incriminating evidence, which
is daily being secured against him, he
keeps in good spirits, his only source
of complaint being his close cell at
the station. Moschik talks in a jolly
manner to those who are allowed to see
him. and does not seem to realizfie that
it will be almost impossible to clear
himself from the very grave charge

on which he is held. Still, he main-
tains his innocence. Last night he re-
iterated his fawner statements that he
vi as not the murderer of John Lemke.
Said he:

-
Iam not guilty. However, Icannot say

anything about the case just now. Iam not
going to be tried in a prison cell, or by the
newspapers, or even in the police court. Every
man is entitled to a trial by jury, and then
Ishall tell my story. Iintend to tell them
the God's truth, but until that time Iam not
going to discuss the matter. After the trial
you willnet only think Iam not guilty, out
you will know it. Any man guilty of such a
brutal crime, that is if Lemke was shot in
the back as he said he was, should be made
to cut out his own heart and eat it. Ihave
30 cents, and when Iget before the judge,
continued the prisoner, with a smile in an-
ticipation of his joke, Ithink Ishall ask
him if that won't be sufficient to bail me
out.

REPORT FOT RftY

COUNTRY.

HE URGES MILITARY RULE.

STRONG HAND WILL BE NEEDED
TO ENFORCE THE LAW

EFFECTUALLY.

SOME SHOW OF AJR.MS WAS MADE.

Tlie People Along the Yukon With-
out Food or Money n Serious

Factor.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25.—The war
department has just received a most
interesting report from Capt. Ray of
the condition of affairs in the gold re-
gion, as he has found them from St.
Michael's to Fort Yukon, supplemented
by the accounts of the most reliable
persons he could communicate with as
to the state of affairs in the Klondike
and neighborhood. The officer, who
was sent especially for the purpose of
making recommendations for the bet-
terment of affairs there, has some rad-
ical suggestions to make. Among them
he urges the division of Alaska into
two districts, the Southern district to
remain under the present jurisdiction,

while the Northern district, including
the gold region, is to be placed under
a form of military government until
congress can make other provisions.
The place selected by the captain for
a military post is near Rapid City,
about 250 miles below Dawson.

Capt. Ray makes some interesting

statements in his report to illustrate
the condition of affairs among the gold
seekers, and because his reports are
strictly official they ar^ entitled to
weight. He favors the enlistment of
twenty Indian scouts, who, he says,

would be valuable as guides, boatmen
and hunters and would secure the
friendship of the natives. Circle City,

the other point considered for a post,
is, as a post, practically abandoned
now, he says, and its reoccupation ex-
tremely doubtful. He says there is no
reason why horses cannot be success-
fully employed for transportation, but
he also suggests that 100 reindeer be
sent for winter use. Of the settlements
within ,the territory, but few can be
called permanent, and new interests
will necessitate many change* Several
settlements have already passed away
when new mines were discovered. The
city of Weare was represented by four
spruce logs crossed for a foundation for
a cabin. The captain says it is a cen-
tral location and practically the head of
navigation for river boats drawing

more than five feet of water. Forty

Mile and Hirch Creek were abandoned
when gold was discovered on the Klon-
dike.

Speaking of mining operations, Capt.
Ra,y says the dense growth of forest
and moss makes prospecting and de-
velopment slow. Miners agree to hav-
ing discovered valuable lodes of low-
grade ore, but the present high price
of provisions bais the working of pla-
cers or ledges ihat do not pay more
than an ounce per man per day. Up
to the time the boats failed to pass
the bar at Fort Yukon, he estimates
that from the boundary to the sea
there were about 1,200 people, not in-
cluding those stranded at St. Michaels.

NEW ROUTES.
The captain discussers several new

routes, and says he is reliably informed
that that from Cook iniet via the head
of Copper river will be the shortest
and most practicable route for rail-
road communication with the open
sea. Up to the present time the laws
in the -country have not been enforced,
nor dots there exist any means for
enforcing them. All disputes are set-
tled by miners' meetings. As part of
his scheme for military government of
the Northern territory, he suggests
that a court be established at the cap-
ital; the appointment of a commission
of miners to settle disputes as to title,

jand the passage by congress of a code
!of laws for the territory, just as for
the district of Columbia. He recom-
mends that the government construct
a strong river steamer of 150 tons to
use for the relief of people in distress.

Eli Gage, who had just arrived from
Dawson, reported that the supplies
and stores at that place were very low
and nothing had been delivered there
by either company since Aug. IS, except
one barge load of liquor and boots.
In a supplemental report, Capt. Ray
notes the arrival of the transportation
company's steamer Weare with a car-
go of 200 tons of provisions. The cap-
tain says she is the last boat for this
season. The other company expects
more boats. When navigation closes,
he says there will be 600 tons of pro-
visions at Fort Yukon, and he will
do what he can to assist in forwarding
supplies and to protect the caches from
raids. There were 130 people at Fort
Yukon, and much dissatisfaction over
the transportation company's failure
to forward them to their destinations
was expressed.

Writing on the 16th, Capt. Ray says:
"There have been many threats and
some show of arms today, but Ibelieve
it will be settled without violence, as
Eli Weare has just arrived and made
favorable concessions. There are sev-
eral people here without food and
money. Iunderstand the steamers will
carry the most of them down to St.
Michaels, but this element willbecome
a serious factor after navigation closes
and they continue to come down the
river."

KLONDIKE FEVER.

MysterlonM and Fatal Malady- Ras-
ing: at Dawson.

VICTORIA, B. C Oct. 25.—Miners
who came down on the steamer Faral-
lon from Dyea, and who left Dawson
City about forty days ago, say fivedays
before they left Hansen, one of the
managers of the Alaska Commercial
company, arrived in a canoe and told
of the abandonment of efforts to get
food up the river. Fully 400 miners
at once made preparations to start
out over the trailSj but the citizens'
committee refused to allow them suf-
ficient provisions for the journey, so,
save those who had already started,
all will have to remain and share in
the privations at Dawson.

Charles Fries, of Tacoma, who came
out with Butt Woods and Archie
Burns, says that, besides the famine, a
mysterious disease has broken out
which is carrying off an average of
five men daily. Twenty-four hours
after the victim is he turns
black from the waist to the throat,

and two days later, in a majority of
cases, is dead.

On its way out over the Dalton
trail, which in many places runs along
the Yukon's banks, "the party met many
boats bound down. About 300 boats
are now going down Jhe river with
from four to seven men in each boat.
The Fries party was, the last to leave
Dawson. At Five Finger Rapids they

fell in with the partr headed by Kay
Stuart, of New York, which left six
days before, and, reaching Dalton's
boat, they caught up with the party
made up of John Fry, F. L. and J.
Trippe and C. Holden, of New York,
with an Indian guide.
