STOCKS SOLD DOWN

SHARI" NET LOSSES AFTER A
HIGHER PRICE LEVEL AT
MIDDAY.

DAY'S FLUCTUATIONS WIDE.

RANGE OF A POINT FOR NEARLY
ALL OF THE ACTIVE
SHARES.

A BEAR DRIVE ON UNION PACIFIC.

Forced Down to Within an Eighth
of the Low Point of Monday—
Bounds Firm, ’.

NEW YORK, Oct. 27.—The stock market
looked strong for a time today, and the level
of prices soon after noon rose a point or over
above last night's close in many stocks. But
a renewal of reports that the Spanish reply
to the representations of this government was
of a tenor that threatened trouble, caused the
market to sell off a point, as much below
last night's level as it had been above it in
the merning. This represented a very wide
range in the fluctuations, extending to 4 polnts
in Consolidated Gas and about 2 points or
over in Union Paclfic, Sugar, Pacific Mail,
and several other stocks, and over a point
for nearly all stocks. 4

Union Pacific continued to absorb a large
share of speculative interest, and fell during
the day to within 15 of the low point of Mon-
day, when the government’s announced in-
tention to postpone the foreclosure sale was
regarded as threatening a collapse of the
whole reorganization plan. The weakness of
the stock was due to a report that the in-
creased bid for the property would involve
taking a corresponding amount of the pro-
posed new securities, which would otherwise
have accrued to the treasury of the reorgan-
ized company. This would, of course, place
a corresponding proportion of fixed charges
ahead of the stock of the reorganized com-
pany. The suggestion also found currency
that the committee might decide to increase
the issue of first mortgage bonds above the
$75,000,000 proposed, notwithstanding the asser-
tion of the reorganization committee’'s an-
nouncement of Monday that no change in the
plan of reorganization is involved by their
determination to bid in the Union Pacific
main line for the full amount of the govern-
ment's claim. Whatever the foundation for
the rumor, it helped to depress the price of
the stock to about what it was before the
second §5 assessment was recently paid. Lon-
don was also a seller of the stock today in
this market, in contrast to its attitude of
yesterday.

Arbitrage brokers, in fact, sold most of the
internationals, while prices remained above
the London parity. Sterling exchange yielded
B3¢ in actual rate for demand bills and ¢ in
posted rates. There was said to be some liqui-
dation of exchange which has been recently
purchased for use as a collateral with a view
to léaving funds in Londcn at the rate of in-
terest prevailing there. i

The abatement of St. Paul net earnings
for September, showing an increase of over
$141,000, and rumors of the heavy increase
to be shown by the forthcoming Burlington
statement, were factors in stiffening the mar-
ket about noon. The speculation in Burling-
ton was the more arctive, rumor being free

to expand®the earnings in the absence of ac-
curate information. The stock rose at one
time 1'%, and there was over 40,000 shares
dealt in, against 43,000 in Union Pacific. These
two stocks absorbed one-third of the total
transactions.

Prices of railroad bonds were firm in early

dealings, but eased off in sympathy with
stocks at the close. Tctal sales, $1.400,000.
United States bonds were quiet and un-

changed.

ROYAL DUCHESS DEAD.

Queen of

the Future
Engzland.

RICHMOND, England, Oct. 27.—The
Duchess of Teck, cousin of Queen Vic-
toria, sister of the Duke of Cambridge,
and mother-in-law of the Duke of
York, died at the White Lodge here at
3 o'clock this morning. She was born
Nov. 27, 1833, and was married on June
12, 1866, to Prince Francis, Duke of
Teck (eldest son of Prince Alexander of
Wurtemburg), who was born Augp. 27,
1827,

The death of the Duchess of Teck
was entirely unexpected. It was sup-
posed that she had entirely recovered
from a compiaint which caused her
considerable suffering. During several
days past active preparatiors had been
on foot for the opening of a charity
bazar, at Richmond, the duchess hav-
ing promiszed to be present at the cere-
mony. The strects have been in pro-
cess of decoration and the bazar it-
self was approaching completion.

Evcrything possible was being done to |

make the bazar a memorable event
and to do honor in every way possible
to her royal highness.

Inquiries made today at the White
Lodge, the residence here of the Duke
and Duchess of Teck, show that it was
only when the duchess returned from
the north a few days ago that there
were slight symptoms of a recurrence
of the strangulated hernia, for which
she sustained an operation in
July last; but it was not expected that
any serious consequences would “ensue.
On Monday, however, the duchess be-
came ill, though even then no serious
symptoms were observed. But on Tues-
day she became worse and the London
specialists who had previously oper-
ated on her, were summondg to Rich-
mond. They held a consultation and
decided last evening that the life of
her royal highness could not be sus-
tained without another operation. This
was successfully performed, but the
duchess gradually sank and died at 3
o'clock this morning. The Duke of
Teck is prostrated at the death of his
wife. The Duchess of York was the
only member of the family present at
the death of the duchess, as until late
last night fatal consequences were not
expected. When the condition of her
royval highness grew more serious her
relatives were hastily summoned and
they have been arriving all the morn-
ing.

The Duke and Duchess of Teck had
four children, of whom the eldest, Prin-
cess Victoria Mary, born May 26, 1875,
is the Duchess of York. The Duchess
of Teck was the daughter of the Duke
of Cumberland, seventh son of George

III. She was eighty-five years of age.
Her husband, the Duke of
Teck, who served in the Aus-
trian army, was a captain dur-

ing the Austro-Ttalian campaign of
1859, was mentioned in dispatches for
gallant conduct, but resigned after the
campaign in 1866. Subsequently he
served with the British forces In
Egypt. in 1882, for which® he received
the Egyptian medal and the Khedive's
star; was mentioned in the dispatches
and was promoted to the rank of col-
onel, unattached. The duke is honor-
ary colonel of two British infantry
regiments and president of the Royal
Britannic Society of London.

An official statement has been issued
to the effect that the Duchess of Teck
died of cardiac failure, two hours after
the operation which was performed
upon her.
