fraud.
It is said that free coinage would

bring up the price of silver bullion to
the ratio of 16 to 1. There is not the
slightest ground for this opinion. Sil-
ver has gone down in prices precisely
as iron, tin, copper, or, indeed, the
price of all the metals except gold.
The development in minerology has
kept pace with the cheapening of near-
ly all the productions'" of skill known
to manufactures. ,Ey§n gold may de-
cline in relative value as the result
of the recent development of mines in
several parts of the eaa-th, but from its
superior value in th% smallest space
and being less effected by corrosion
than any other metal, it is now and
will continue to He the standard of
value in the chief nations of the world.
Silver willbe largely used in all coun-
tries for minor coins, and, if limited
in amount and redeemed at its coin-
age value, or made, a legal tender for
limited sums, it will be largely ab-
sorbed for minor transactions— but its
free coinage for all .who demand it
would at. once make ,it the sole coin
in circulation, prevent the coinage of
gold, and place our great and power-
ful country, in financial operations,
among the minor .and poorer nations
of the world. This is the issue that
will largely control the vote of Ohio
next week.

OTHER ISSUES.
Aside from this important measure

the people of Ohio should bear
in mind that one of the most
eminent citizens of the state is now
president of the United States. He is
especially entitled to your kind and
considerate favor and deserves praise
for careful selection and appointment
of officers of the United States. There
has been no abrupt haste in making
changes, and while from the nature
of things he could not appoint all who
applied for office, yet the changes he
did make met with and deserved the
approval of the Republican party. It
is impossible for any executive officer,
charged with the duty of appoint-
ments, to meet the wishes of all.

Itmay be that the benefits of
protection will be so apparent that the
South, now already a manufacturing
community, and the West, filled with
mineral resources of untold value, may
be converted to the policy of protect-
ing their nascent industries by tariff
laws. And it may be that the manu-
facturing industries of the East may
become so strong as to oppose duties
on raw materials, thus reversing their
positions. This would be a change of
position in these sections, but the Is-
sue would remain.

As for the ticket that is presented
by the Republican party, there ought
to be no division •«f opinion among
Republicans. Gov. Bushnell has proved
to be an able and excellent officer, has
performed his duties- to the entire sat-
isfaction of the people, has been hon-
est and faithful, and deserves your
hearty support.

GREAT NAVAL SCANDAL

Profound Sensation Caused' In Atn-
ens l»y the Disclosures.

ATHENS, Oct. 28.— A profound sen-
sation has been caused here by a naval
scandal of formidable dimensions. It
has just been ascertained that all the
cartridges fitted to the torpedoes dur-
ing the war between Greece and Tur-
key were not provided with percus-
sion caps and fulminating mercury.
Hence, if the torpedoes had been want-
ed, they would have been perfectly
harmless. The committee of investi-
gation, which was appointed to mi-

i quire into the matter, has already de-
cided that two officers. Rastopoulo
and Anastasia, must be tried by court
martial on the charge of culpable neg-
ligence.

The anti-dynastic newspapers are
making violent attacks upon Prince !
George, who was the commander of j
the torpedo flotilla. The prince, who j
was a great favorite with the masses
previous to the war, is deeply affected
by these attacks- The Asty observes
that the scandal surpasses anything
that could be "imagined, adding that
Prince George emerges from it with
diminished prestige.

BRINDISI, Italy, Oct. 28.—A dis-
patch from Athens, which the censor
there refused to allow the operators
to send, says that great excitement
l?revailed at the Greek capital on Mon-
day. Several hundred volunteers, the
message continues, invaded many of
the shops of that city and seized
clothing and food. The shopkeepers
resisted, some of them using arms in
so doing. This caused a panic, all the
shops in the town were hurriedly
closed, and, finally, the rioters were
dispersed by strong patrols of troops,
who succeeded in arresting the ring-
leaders. The rioters defended their
conduct on the ground that they were
cold and hungry.

FREE SILVER ISSUE DISCISSCD.

Faithfnl In Ohio Urged to Coune to

the Aid of the McKiuley

Administration.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 28.—For the
first time since the beginning of the
present campaign in Ohio, Secretary

Sherman has published his views in

the shape of the following letter ad-
dressed to the editor of the Cincinnati
Volksblatt:

Department of State, Washington,
Oct. 26, 1897.—T0 L. Markbrait, Esq.,
Cincinnati, 0.-My Dear Sir: Your
note of the 23rd instant in which you
request my view of the coming elec-
tion in Qhio and in Hamilton county
Id received. Ihave carefully observed
the progress of the canvass with in-
creasing interest as it advanced and
can hardly express, in language, my
appreciation of its importance. My

chief regret is that Icould not per-
sonally participate in it,as, by a usage

observed from the days of Jefferson to
this time, the secretary of state is pre-
cluded from actively sharing in politi-

cal discussion other than on foreign

affairs.
Ilook upon the pending canvass in

Ohio as a retrial of the issues involved
in the election of 1896. State is.^.ies, if
any, do not seem to be the subject of
debate. Naturally the first issue now
is whether the administration of Will-
iam McKinley, thus far, is approved
by the people of Ohio. Upon this ques-
tion there ought not to be any differ-
ence of opinion. His prompt calling
together the congress of the United
States to provide requisite revenue for
the support of the government and his
recommendation of the prompt repeal
of the feeble and indefensible tariff
law, known as the Wilson-Gorman
law, has met with general approval.
The revival of all industries and the

commencement of prosperity in all
parts of the United States was the

natural and necessary result of the
action of the president and a Repub-
lican congress.

TARIFF LEGISLATION."
Tariff laws have been the subject of

discussion from the days of Washing-
ton to the days of McKinley. From
the time Ientered congress in 1855, to
this hour, Ihave at every election
heard, both in and out of congress, of
the respective merits of a revenue tar-
iff and a protective tariff, and upon
these questions the two great parties
have taken opposite sides. The Morrill
tariff passed in March, 1861, is the text
of the policy of protection to our
American industries, and though
greatly changed from time to time to
meet new conditions it still forms the
ground work of the policy of t'la Re-
l.v'.Vican party in respect to the tariff.

This act was passed at a period of
development with light taxes and in-
creasing population. The average year-
ly expenses of the national govern-

ment from 1840 to.1860, including the
expenses of the Mexican war, were
about $50,000,000. The civil war
changed a-11 this. Its cost has been
stated as over six thousand million
dollars. To meet this enormous de-

mand tl;e duties on imported goods

were greatly increased and internal
taxes in almost every form were
levied on domestic products and upon
the income of individuals and corpo-
rations. The ascertained national debt
at the close of the war was $2,740,000,-

--000. but this was greatly enlarged by

claims afterwards presented and by

the most liberal pensions ever provid-

ed by law. In the face of these obliga-

tions and expenditures, the interest of

the debt every year from 1866 to 1893,

and a portion of the principal of the
public debt, was paid, thus reducing it
to $961,431,766 on the Ist of July, 1893.

In 1890 congress passed what is

known as the McKinley tariff act,

which was a careful revision of all ex-
isting revenue laws. It largely re-
duced internal taxes and carefully re-
vised the tariff laws then in force. If

it had remained on the statute book to

this time the policy of protection and
debt paying would have largely re-
duced the public debt and prevented
the severe stringency that followed
its repeal. It is the declared puipose

of the Republican party to restore and
maintain the policy embodied in the
McKinley tariff, and this end was kept

in mind in framing the recent tariff
art known as the Dingley tariff. It is

unfortunate that the beneficial provis-
ions of the latter act cannot be in full
operation for a year or more, owing to
excessive importations under the Wil-

son-Gorman act, but Iconfidently be-
lieve that, within a year, under the
present law. the revenue of the gov-

ernment will be ample to pay not only

current expenditures, but. a large sum
ytarly in reduction of the public debt.
To secure this desirable result, the Re-
publican party must be sustained, not
only in Ohio, but in the United States.

SILVER PROBLEM.
Another question of public policy of

equal importance to the tariff is what
is known as the free coinage of silver,

without regard to its market value or
the action of the great commercial na-
tions of the world. Silver and gold
have, since the framing of the consti-
tution, been the standard coins of our
country—but the relative market value
of each has changed from time to time.
The coinage ratio of the dollar is the
ounce of gold as the equivalent of six-
t< en ounces of silver. In the coinage

of parts of dollars the ratio of silver
to gold is about fourteen ounces of sil-
ver to one of gold, but the legal ten-
der of such minor coins is limited to
$10. Within the past twenty years the
market price of silver bullion has been
reduced more than one-half, so that
one ounce of gold is now equal in value
to thirty-nine ounces of silver. Not-
withstanding this wide diversity of
the market value of the two money
metals, the United States and all the
leading commercial nations of the
world have maintained their silver
coins without change. This was done
and could only be done by limitingthe
use of the cheaper metals and by coin-
ing only on government account.
Itis proposed as the cardinal

principle of scattered parties that the
holder of any silver bullion, without re-
gard to its market value, may present
it to the mint and have it coined into
dollars and made a legal tender for
all debts, public or private. At pres-
ent the silver in a dollar is worth
about 41 cents. It would seem that
this bold and transparent proposition
of repudiation of more than one-half
of debts, public and private, in the
United States would shock the public
sentiment of honest people and secure
its prompt rejection. But, strange as
it may seem, itis defended by so many
