TRAIN WRECKED.

Attempt to Kill the Ruler eof
Salvador.

PANAMA, Oct. 29.—Private advices
received from Guatemala tell of an
alleged plot to kill President Rafaela
Guiterez, of Salvador, which had its
inception in La Libertad. It is sup-
posed, according to these advices, that
the chief conspirators were arrested
and thrown into prison, but later re-
leased under @ misapprehension. As a
result of this plot the train bearing
President Guiterez and his party from
San Salvador to Acajutla on Monday
was wrecked on a sharp curve as it
neared Sonsonate, The president es-
caped unhurt, but the engineer of the
train was killed and the fireman was
injured so badlv that both legs had to
be amputated.

JOE WHIPPED 600D

THE COLORED BOY BESTED BY
LAVIGNE IN TWELVE HOT
ROUNDS.

HE SET A TERRIFIC PACE.

FROM THE SOUND OF THE GONG
THE KID WAS
AT IT.

WALCOTT FINALLY LAID DOWN.

His Seconds Announced That He
Was Not Able to Go On—Big
Crowd.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal, Oct. 29—
George Lavigne whipped Joe Walcott
tonight, and whipped him thoroughly.
Some 10,000 people saw the fight under
the auspices of the Occidental club.
While the end was abrupt and unex-
pected at the moment, not one of the
great crowd thought the eventual end-
ing would prove unfavorable fo the
“Saginaw Kid.” He set a terrific
pace from the sound of the gong in the
first round until the end of the twelfth,
and had a good margin to the good
in every round. While Walcott stalled
off the sturdy Michigan man’'s rushes,
he could not stop Lavigne. At the
close of the ninth round, Joe was seen
to limp in going to his corner, and his
seconds gave their attention to his
legs. Walcott is subject to muscular
cramps in his lower limbs, and it was
this ailment which unfortunately at-
tacked the colored man tonight. How-
ever, this attack did not affect his
fighting in the early rounds of the
match, and only served to end the
fight in Lavigne's favor at an earlier
stage than was looked for, as it was
apparent, from the beginning of the
fifth round, that Lavigne's lead could
not be overcome. Lavigne fought for
the body, and it was these blows that
took the life out of the colored man.

On no similar occasion has such a
crowd ever assembled in ‘Mechanics’
pavilion, as that which poured into the
big building tonight to witness the
Lavigne-Walcott fight. ‘While the at-
tendance at the Corbett-Sharkey bout
and the Fitzsimmons-Sharkey fiasco
were something enormous, the crowd
came to see the big men in ring cos-
tume rather than with the hope of see-
ing a great contest. But tonight every
one came with the expectation of see-
ing a decisive encounter between the
two greatest fighters in the world at
their weight. The doors leading to the
gallery of the big building were thrown
open as early as 5:30 p. m., and as those
who held tickets admitting them to
that portion of the pavilion acted on
the rule of “first come, first served,”
the gallery seats immediately filled up.
The crowd upstairs, was a good natur-
ed one and settled down for the wait
which they knew they would have to
erdure. The seats on the main floor be-
gan filling at 7:30, and when the first
preliminary. was called an hour later,
every chair had its occupant, and men
and boys were perched upon the beams
of the great arched roof over-hanging
the ring.

The arrangements made by the Occi-
dental club for the comfort of the pub-
lir were most elaborate. A squad of
fifty policemen guarded the entrance
and kept back the surging crowd which
thronged the streets in the vicinity of
the pavilion. The ushers were attired
in Turkish costume, of the most fan-
tastic colors in erder that they might
be easily distinguished. A large force
of Pinkerton men supervised the seat-
ing of the spectators, and all who heid
the -proper credentials were placed in
their seats without confusion.

Betting on the fight was brisk all
day. Thousands of dollars were poured
into the pool rooms tonight, the great
bulk of which was placed on Lavigne.
Two days ago Walcott was the favor-
ite, with small bettings at 10 to 8.
At 8 o'clock tonight pools were selling
at 10 to 6%, with Lavigne favorite.

The evening's programme was late
in opening, but the preliminaries be-
tween local boxers were curtailed, and
at 9:50 Joe Walecott stepped into the
ring, wrapped in a long gray bath
robe. He was followed by Tom
O'Rourke, George Dixon and Joe Col-
ton. Walcott was warmly applauded,
but it was discounted by the roar of
applause which greeted George La-
vigne, as he followed the colored man
into the ring. Lavigne’'s seconds were
his brother, Billy Lavigne, Tim Mec-
Grath and Billy Armstrong.

IN THE RING.

When Lavigne and Wealcott dropped their
robes, their splendid condition was apparent.
The gong sounded at 9:55. Both came to the
center and sparred. Lavigne led first with
his left and clnched. Lavigne caught Wal-
cott on the head with a left hook, and a mo-
ment later got in a good left on the body.
Lavigne rushed and landed a hard left on the
body. Walcott stopped another rush with a
good stiff left on the face. Lavigne forced the
fighting and landed both right and left on the
jaw, staggering the colored man, who re-
peatedly clinched to avoid the terrific rushes
from Lavigne. The gong sounded in a hot
mix-up in the center of the ring, in which
the white man had all the best of it. He
drew blood from Walcott’s nose.

In the second round Lavigne rushed Wal-
cott into a corner and tried with his right,
but was stopped by a stiff left on the face.
Lavigne had the better of the round, doing
all the forcing. The pace was terrific.

In the third round Lavigne missed a right
and left for the face and clinched. A mo-
ment later he put in two in the face and a
hard left on the body. The “Kid” put in
twe hard rights en the body in succession and
got a hard left on the face. Lavigne rushed,
but Joe ducked and George went over his
head Lavigne forced Waleott about the ring,
but the latter did some fast work to keep out
of harm's way.

In the fourth round Lavigne opened up with
a right hook, but was neatly stopped by a
straight left. The Kid put a straight left on
Walcott’s nose and rushed him to the ropes
and landed hard on Walcott’'s nose. Walcotf
smiled and then forced the pace and landed
a leit on the head, but Lavigne rushed him
to the ring post and Walcott slipped to the
floor. Walcott ducked two left swings clev-
erly and stopped a hot left with both hands
on Lavigne’s neck. Walcott made a better
showing in this round. .

In the fifth and sixth rounds Lavigne had
matters pretty much in his own hands. In
the former he put a hard left on the jaw and
rushed Joe to the corner” George put in a
terrific right on the body and another on
the jaw. Joe stopped his man with a left on
the face. Lavigne, fighting for the body,
drove his right over the heart and took a
left on the head. Then he backed away and
the men came together like two bulls in the
center of the ring.

WITH A RUSH.

The sixth began with a rush by Lavigne
which Walcott stopped with his left. Lavigne
rushed and they clinched, when the “Kid”
played a tatoo on Joe's ribs. Walcott stopped
another rush with his left, but Lavigne put a
terrific right on Joe's head, and a moment
later put a trio of hot ones over Walcoit's
heart. Walcott seemed unable to avoid them.
Lavigne staggered Joe with a right swing on
the jaw. Walcotit landed a left on the head.
After a clinch they exchanged lefts on the
tiead and Lavigne planted his right over Joe's
heart just as the gong rang.

The fighting in the seveRth was the fastest
seen here for many a day. Lavigne rushed
Walcott to the ropes and uppercut him with
his left on the face. Lavigne hooked his
right on Joe’s jaw and the colored man stag-
gered and clinched. Lavigne went after his
man and hammered him with right and left
on the jaw and head. Whe colored feliow
was greatly distressed, giving ground and
clinching to avoid the rushes. . Lavigne sent
Joe to his haunches against the ropes. Joe
was tired and ciinched repeatedly.

Before the seconds were out of the ring in
the eighth Lavigne planted a straight ieft on
Joe's mouth and followed it up with a series
of well-directed body blows. Joe clinched at
every opportunity. Lavigne rushed Walcott
to his corner, and after landing over his
heart, had him groggy in a corper. Joe
wrestled desperately to save himself, and de-

The blood streamed down over Wal-
cott’s face from a cut on the forehead, re-
ceived in a hot rally. Walcott seemed tired
and clinched in every exehange. In going to
his corner he was I;n__stead in his walk.

Walcott came - ‘limping for the tenth
.round, but his gait. was feceived with a yeil
of derision. Lavigne landed right and left
on the jaw and on the heart several times
without return. Walcott landed his left on
the “Kid’s’’ sore head, but was hotly en-
countered with a terrific right on the jaw. In
a clinch Lavigne landed hie right on Wal-
cott’s jaw. Joe led with his left and Lavigne
slipped to the floor, but Waleott was stag-
gered shortly afterward by a hot right on the
jaw. Walcott limped badly on going to his
corner and his seconds rubbed his legs with
Hnament.

After a slow beginning in the eleventh
round, Lavigne forced Walcott and landed
with left and right without a return.

Walcott was not anxious to leave his corner
for the twelfth and asked for a draw. but the
““Kid" rushed at him like a tiger. Upon find-
ing that he had to fight, Joe did it with a
will, but Lavigne landed a hot one under the
heart, which subdued him. Walcott clug
to the kid at every opportunity until parted
by the referee. Walcott led with his right,
but seemed to lack steam. = Lavigne rushed
him to the ropes and led frequently with-
out returns, Joe being apparently unable to
either ward off the blows or return them. He
again limped to his corner and a few seconds
later O'Rourke called Referee Graney over to
one side and sald that bis man could go no
further.

The crowd was unable to realize that Wal-
cott had given up the fight for some seconds,
but a scene of indeseribable confusion en-
sued upon its realization that the fight was
over. Walcott's backers gave vent to their
feelings in hooting and groans, which, how-
ever, were completely drowned by the yells
of those who had pinned their faith on the
Saginaw Kid.

A crowd surged into the ring, but Walcott
was speedily carried out by O’Rourke and Joe
Colton. After receiving the congratulations
of a host of friends Lavigne smilingly jumped
through the ropes, and, followed by his sec-
onds, went to the dressing room.
