CHICAGO, Oct. 29.—Had there been any de-
mand for spot wheat today it is probable that
the speculative market would have reache@ $1
pgain. As it was, December sold up to 98%ac,
but had declined to 96%c at the close, or
8¢ under yesterday's price. Shorts covered
very freely during the morning. l{vmrts. of
poor crop prospects abroad and light receipts
were influential in the early firmness. Corn
followed and closed 4@'ic lower. Oats were |
independently strong, and showed a 4¢ ad~!
vance at the close. Provisions suffered from
general selling and declined 7T1.@10c for ribs
to 30c for pork.

There was a little hesitation at the open-
Ing in wheat on account of the weakness at
Paris, as shown by the early cables. Wheat
was quoted 10 centimes lower and flour 20
@2 centimes lower. Outside of that the
news was all in favor of higher prices. The
result was that December, which left off ves-
terday at 97%c, started today at from 97'%
@97%c, and advanced to 98lac in the first
half hour's trading. Liverpool was 1d higher
to begin with, and advanced 1,d more dur-
ing the day, the latter rise doubtless because
of the additional advance here this forenoon.
The winter wheat country was still suffering |
from drought, and reports were quite unani- |
mous as to the ill effects of the dry weather.
Chicago got 140 cars, against 147 last year.
The number of cars of contract grade in
today's inspection was 16, and of these 6
were from local cleaning houses. The quan-
tity withdrawn from store was 212,.000 bE.l'
Minneapolis and Duluth together received 873
cars, against 1,116 a year ago. Duluth alone,
on the corresponding day of 1896, got 618
cars; today Duluth receipts were only 100.
New York reported liberal acceptances of
~able offers made to the continent last night,
and 200,000 bu were reported having been
bought for shipment to France early in the

Clearances from the Atlantic ports,
including some flour from New Orleans,
amounted to 525,000 bu.

After the advance to 98l%c the market com-
menced to decline. Holders took profits to |
p comsiderable extent, and the market vield- |
ed to the pressure of such sales. The de-
cline which the selling of this long wheat
started brought out short sellers, and the
market gradually grew very weak. The short
gellers were encouraged by working of an-
other 100,000 bu Duluth wheat for shipment
to Chicago and by the fact that offerings of
No. 2 Kansas hard continue to be pressed
from Kansas City in practically unlimlted
quantity at Ge under Chicago December price
laid down here.

GRANGERS ALL SCORED ADVANCES

Coaler Group Was Higher on =a
Rally and Union Pacific Made
a Recovery.

NEW YORK, Oct. 29.—The stock market
was apathetic and almost stagnant tcday,
brokers and operators apparent'y being taken
up with politics and the complications precipi-
tated into the approaching local contest by the
day’'s events. The recent and continuing
strength in the wheat market has also tended
to divert some shares of speculative activity
intc shat channel. Though trading was re-
stricted in volume, the market was quite
strong throughout and only once during the
day did prices sag a shade below last nigit's
level. Sugar gave some evidence of weak-
ness and it was a deciine of nearly 2 points
in this specialty which weakened the general
list. Consolidated Gas was also weak and
lost 2 points on the day. Otherwise there
was no stock which manifested special weak-
ness and Sugar recovered before the close.
The grangers were strong on the Burlington
statement for September showing an increase
for gross earnings of nearly $1,250,000 and an
increase in the surpius after charges of nearly
$650,000. Reports were current also of con-
tinued heavy earnings during the current
month., Nevertheless Omaha led the grangers
with a net gain of over a point. The South-
western stocks and some of the Southerns
were quite £t ong ¢n the b:lief that th2 yellow
fever outbreak would soon be ended by frost.
The coalers recovered during the day all the
losses which they suffered yesterday, their
net gains running between 1 and 2 points,
and in the case of Lackawanna extendng to
3 points.

Union Pacific rallied somewhat from its
recent losses, the buying being encouraged
by London’s example and by a rumor that
a large short interest had been created In
London in connection with plans for an op-
position syndicate to bid at the foreclosure
sale. London was a buyer of various other
stocks also in this market. The exchange
market held about steady at the recent de-
cline and the money market continued easy,
although with leaders inclined to hold back
pending the completion of the arrangements
gor the payment of the government’'s claim
on Union Pacific and of its returned obli-
gations on maturing bonds. The total sales
today of all stocks were only about 175,000
shares, which is a lower figure than has been
shown for many months. Sugar, Burlington,
St. Pau! and Unon Pacific absorbed consider-
ably over a half of this total.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.—President McKin-
ley today issued his first Thanksgiving Day
proclamation, as follows:

In remembrance of God's goodness to us
during the past year, which has been so
abundant, *‘let us offer unto Him our thanks-
giving and pay our vows unto the most high.’”
Under His watchful providence indutry has
prospered, the conditions of labor have been
improved, the rewards of the husbandman
have been inereased and the comforts of our
homes multiplied. His mighty hand has pre-
served peace and protected the natlon. Re-
spect for law and order has been strength-

ened, love of free institutions cherished and |
all sections of our beloved country bhrought !

into closer bonds of fraternal
generous co-operation.

® For these great benefits it is our duty to
praise the Lord in a spirit of humility and
gratitude and to offer up to Him our most
earnest supplications. That we may ac-
knowledge our obligation as a people to Him
who has so graciously granted us the bless-
ings of free government and material pros-
perity, I, William McKinley, president of
ihe United States, do hereby designate and
set apart Thursday, the 25th day of Novem-
ber, for npational thanksgiving and prayer,
which all of the people are invited to ob-
serve with appropriate religious services in
their respective places of worship.

On this day of rejoicing and domestic re-
union let our prayers ascend to the Giver
of every gcod and perfect gift for the con-
tinuance of His love and favor to us, that
our hearts may be filled with charity and
good will, and that we may be ever worthy
of His beneficent concern.

In witness whereof 1 have /hereunto set my
hand and caused the seal of the United
States to be affixed.

Done at the city of Washingion, this 29th
day of October, in the year of our Lord
one thousand eight hundred and ninety-sev-
en, and of the independence of the United
States the one hudred and twenty-second.

The Verdict of the Bay Conference
Sustained.

CHICAGO, Oct. 29.—Rev. Charles O.
Brown, D. D., still stands suspended
from the ministry. Bay conference
was, declared by the mutual council |
of the Congregational church to be jus- |
tified in its action in suspending him.
At the same time, the finding of the
council vindicates him of the original
serious charge, and urges that the con-
ference and the ministers strive to ad-
just their differences. The vital point
of the finding reads as follows:

““We find that while Bay conference in its
action fell into irregularities of procedure,
we are still led upon the whole (o justify
said action of Bay conierence in suspnndiug‘
Rev. 0. Brown, D. D., on the ground
of charges seriously affecting his ministerial
standing.”’

This clause read ‘“on the ground of
unministerial conduct,” when the res-
olution was adopted about midnight
last night. The council then went into
executive session again, and the friends
of Dr. Brown—notably Dr. Wallace--
fought for a milder wording. The dis-
cussion lasted into the afternoon, and
then the change in wording was made.
The verdict is a victory for the Bay
conference, with a “palliative’” for Mr,
Brown. >

His disposition at the present time
is a strange one. He is suspended
from the Bay conference on the Pacific
coast. This finding has been justi-
fled by the appellate body. His min-
isterial standing is affected. Still he
may remain as pastor of the Green
Street church, Chicago, as long as the
church cares to have him. He may
remain a member of the Chicago as-
sociation as long as the association
cares to welcome him into the fold.
No steps were ordered taken to notify
the Chicago association of the action
today, and it will remain officially ig-
norant of it until somebody cares to
bring the matter to its attention. Mr.
Brown proposes to keep right on with
his work in the Green Street church
until he is forced to drop it.
