HONOLULU, Oct. 23 (via San Fran-
cisco, Oct. 30.)—Maj. S. A. Mulhauser,
who claims to hail from Cleveland, O.,

made a futile attempt at suicide on
the 22d by shooting himself through
the breast with a small caliber re-
volver. He will recover. Mulhauser's

mission in the islands seems to be en-
veloped in a great deal of mystery.

DES MOINES, TIo., Oct. 30.—The Iowa cam-
paign of 1897 is practically closed. The
chairmen of the respective committees have
issued their final estimates and claims. Chair-
man McMillan, for the Republicans, estimates
a majority of at least 42,000.  Chairman
Walsh, for the Democrats (free silver), claims
the state by 20,000 majority.

SOUTH DAKOTA JUDGES.

Populists Claim Four and Republi-
cans Six Out of Eight.

SIOUX FALLS, S. D., Oct. 30.—The elec-
tion in South Dakota next Tuesday is con-
fined to the selection of district judges, each
of the eight districts electing judges. No
state offices are to be voted for. There is
much interest in the result as forming a
basis of comparison with last year, when
Bryan carried the state by 200 majority, and
the Populists and Democrats, by fusion,
elected the governor, railroad commissioners
and legislature. in seven of the eight dis-
tricts there is fusion between the Populists
and the Democrats. Chairman Estabrook, of
the Populist state committee, said tonight
that the Populists would surely carry four
districts, would probably carry two more,
and conceded the First and Sixth districts to
the Republicans. Chairman J. 1. Elliott, of
the Republican state committee, says the Re-
publicans will probably carry five, and pos-
sibly six, of the eight districts.

BRYAN'S STATE.

Plurality Not Likely to
1,000 Either Way.,

LINCOLN, Neb., Oct. 30.—The campaign in
Nebraska, which virtually closed otnight, has
been the dullest and most uneventful since
years, when the Republican majority was so
reliable as te make a nomination on that
ticket equivalent to an election. Five tickets
are in the field, and conditions are much
the same as last year, with only popular in-
terest lacking. Compact fusion has begn
perfected by the silver forces, comprising
Democrats, Populists and Silver Republicans,
Their ticket is headed by Judge J. J. Sulli-
van, of Columbus, for justice of the supreme
court. Judge A. M. Ifost. also of Columbus,
the present chief justice, heads the Republi-
can ticket, and the fight is between these
two, with odls so close, based on conserva-
tive estimates, that the plurality either way

OHIO CAMPAIGN CLOSED,

Factional Fights Have Added to the
Intense Enmity,

CINCINNATI, 0., Oct. 80.—The campaign

in Ohio closed tonight with meetings in
every county. Some speakers addressed three
and four meetings today. Special trains were
used for Bryan, Hanna and Foraker. Tge
Republican state platform reaffirmed the St.
Louis platform and the party has made a
strong fight for the gold standard as well
as for the indorsement of the administra-
tion of President McKinley and Gov. Bush-
nell. The Democratic platform reaffirmed the
Chicago nlatform and the party has made
an aggressive fight for free silver. Factional
fights have added much to the intense enmity
that has characterized the canvas. In the
large cities the fighting has been between
the factions more than between the partles.
This is especially true of the contest in Cin-
cinnati, where neither the national nor state
issues nor any organization could hold party
lines together. The result in the state will
be materially affected by the local conditions.
In Cincinnati a crusade was tarted last
spring against George B. Cox, who was recog-
nized as the Republican boss, and the Cox
regime was then completely ousted from the
city government. A similar revotution is now
attempted to oust the Cox regime from couun-
ty affairs. For this purse the ‘‘Reform Re-
publicans’” have formed a fusion with the
Democrats, divided the nominations for coun-
ty offices. On the fusion ticket the ‘‘Reform
Republicans” have five of the fourteen can-
didates for members of the legislature. While
the fusion ticket is.pledged to free silver,
most of the ‘‘Reform Republicans’’ who are
supporting it favor the gold standard. Tbe
“Reform Republicans’’ say they are not so
much Interested in the national capital or
state house as they are in the court house.
The fusion in Cincinnati is in favor of
Democrats, who claing they will carry Hamil-
ton county, which inclues Cincinnati, and
thus secure control of the legislature for
the election of a United States senator. The
Republicans claim that they are sure of the
election of their state ticket and that they
will have a majority in the legislature with-
out Hamilton county, which they do not con-
cede to the Democratsor the fusionists. Ham
ilton county gave McKinley last November n
plurality of 19,740 over Bryan. Factional
fights have also been a feature of the cam.
paign in Cleveland, Toledo and othen cities,
and there is some facticnal distured™ e
throughout the state, especially on the legis-
lative tickets. S

JUST ONE JUDGE.

Colorade
None the Less.

DENVER, Col., Oct. 30.—One judge of the
supreme court of the state of Colorado is
to be elected next Tuesday. There are
three candidates for supreme judge—Charles
D. Hayt, Administration Republican-Silver
Republican; Wm. H. Gabert, Populist and
Democrat; Nathan L. Griest, Socialist-Labor.

Contest in Interesting

VIRGINIA CAMPAIGN.

The Demeoerats Will Elect State Offi-
cers and Legisiature.

RICHMOND, Va., Oct. 30.—The cam-
paign in Virginia practically closed to-
night. Governor, lieutenant governor,
attorney general and half of the sen-
ate and a full lower house are to be
elected. The legislature will elect a
successor in the United States senate
to succeed Senator J. D. Daniel. The
canvas has Dbeen apathetic on both
sides, but the Democrats will, with the
hold-over senators, have good majori-
ties in both houses, and will elect their
state ticket. The Republicans have a
full state ticket in the field, which will
be rpetty well supported despite the
recent factional fight in the party in
the state and they also run candidates
in a number of legislative districts,
The Populists have a candidate in the
field for lieutenant governor and this,
it is thought, may draw some votes
from the Democratic candidate for the
same office, but not enough to en-
danger his election.

PENNSYLVANIA PROSPECTS.

Republicans Expect to Roll Up a Big
Majority.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 30.—The
campaign was practically closed to-
night with mass meetings here and at
various points in the state. This is
an off year for Pennsylvania. The
only state officers to be voted for are
state treasurer and auditor general.
There has not been a partticularly
active canvas on the part of the two
leading parties, but the campaign has
been enlivened in a measure by “the
active work of the independent Re-
publican and Prohibition ecandidates
for state treasurer, Milliam R. Thomp-
son and Rev. Dr. S. C. Swallow, re-
spectively. Notwithstanding the dis-
affection among the Republicans the
belief is general that Pennsylvania
will roll up a big Republican majority.

DOSED WITH SUGAR

TARIFF PROBLEM CALLED RE-
PEATEDLY TO THE GERMAN
ENVOY'S ATTENTION.

RECIPROCITY IS IN VIEW.

DR. HELLEBEN INSTRUCTED IN A
GENERAL WAY TO OPEN NE-

GOTIATIONS,
NEW AMBASSADOR ABOUT TO SAIL.

Unusual Marks of Distinction Show-
ered Upon Him by the Empe-
ror—Berlin News.

BERLIN, Oct. 30.—The new German
ambassador to the United States, Dr.
von Helleben, recently Prussian min-
ister to Wurtemberg, and formerly
(1892-93) German minister to the Unit-
ed States, left Berlin on Wednesday
last to spend a fortnight on his family
estate previous to his departure for
America on board the North German
Lloyd steamer Wilhelm der Ggosse, on
Nov. 9. He has received several un-
usual marks of distinction and confi-
dence from the emperor during the
week, and the king of Wurtemburg has
conferred his highest decoration upon
him, the grand cross of the Order of
the Crown. Before Dr. von Helleben
left this city he was interviewed by the
correspondent of the Associated Press,
as his mission is of special importance,
in view of several questions in which
the two countries are involved, nota-
bly the tariff and the Samoan question.
In the course of this conversation, the
rewly appointed ambassador said:

“I wonder I am not ill. T have been
so dosed with sugar in Berlin—I mean,
of course, the remonstrance of our
sugar men against the unfavorable
sugar import provisions of the Ding-
ley tariff and explanations and tech-
nical discussions on that topic, that T
have had to listen to at the various
ministries. The sugar question, T am
sure, is what interests most and vital-
ly strikes us the hardest in the new
tariff, and against that breach of our
existing treaty with the United States
vigorous protests will, of course, be
renewed. As yet, it is too early to tell
exactly in which branches of industry
the Dingley tariff most affects German
export. Another three months must
elapse before that can be determined,
but I am quite certain that many of
its provisions hit us hard. These ques-
tions I consider, and so does my gov-
ernment, as being of the first impor-
tance. The Samoan and other ques-
tions are comparatively secondary. It
is fortunate that the United States is
represented here by so able and well-
meaning a man as Mr. White. In go-
ing to America I go to a field I know
by previous experience with the best
of intentions, and by that I mean the
intentions of my government as well.”

‘RECIPROCITY TREATIES.

As to what his instructions were re-
garding the conclusion of reciprocity
treaties with the United States, Dr.
von Helleben would not give a direct
answer, but he intimated that in a
general way he was instructed to open
negotiations. He said he was personal-
ly acquainted with both John A. Kas-
son, the new special commissioner on
recfproclty treaties, appointed by Pres-
ident McKinley, and with Mr. Kas-
son’s secretary, Chapman Coleman, for
many years secretary of the United
States legation in Berlin. The new
ambassador is in vigorous health and
is prepared to enter upon a hard siege
for the country’s sake at Washington.

In the meanwhile, the German gov-
ernment has continued to ignore the
announcement made by the TUnited
States embassy that the latter is
ready to open negotiations on the sub-
ject of reciprocity and neither has the
government replied to the protest of
the United States embassy against the
exclusion from Germany of American
live cattle and fresh beef. The em-
bassy, In fact, expected no direct
answer to either of theSe representa-
tions, but it believes Dr. von Helleben
will carry with him the answers,

At the request of the foreign office,
Consul General Goldschmidt has fur-
nished complete figures regarding the
exports to the United States during the
past two trimestres. In regard to the
demand of the German bicycle manu-
facturers for an increased duty on
American wheels, the correspondent
of the Associated Press here under-
stands that a movement is on foot to
comply with it Hitherto American
wheels have been admitted into Ger-
many under the tariff schedule govern-
ing imports of iron and steel, whereas,
in the near future they will be, under

a reclassification, graded as vehicles,
on which duty may be put as high as
150 marks.

In connection with the Bavarian
diets motien to terminate the most
favored clause of the treaty with the
United States, it is pointed out that
the bundesrath alone has the power
to settle the question, and it is added
that report credits the bundesrath
with favoring the abrogation; but thus
far Prussia opposes it in spite of
strong Agrarian pressure, while Sax-
ony and Bavaria and some of the
smaller states favor the abrogation.

LIBERALS OBJECT.

The Liberal and commercial news=
papers declare such a step would be
deplorable and refer to the renewed
demands of the United States for tha
withdrawal of the prohibition against
imiportation of American beef as be-
ing a piece of impudence.

The court of last resort has declared
the Prussian government’s ‘recent ac-
tion in dissolving meetings at which
the Polish language was used to be
unconstitutional and illegel.

The national congress of German
journalists and writers at Leipsic, has
petitioned the reichstag to change the
existing laws so as to prohibit the
present mode of punishing press of-
fenders. by treating editors, as com-
mon malefactors on a par with thieves
and murderers, keeping them in chains
in dungeons and giving them the
same fare as common criminals. A
series of instances in which editors
have recently been shockingly and in-
humanly treated in prison accom-
panies the petition.

Winter army manceuvers on a large
scale have been planned by the em-

peror. The entire guard corps, under
the personal leadership of his ma-
jesty, will go out.

Emperor William, for some time

past, has been greatly incensed at the
unfavorable comments made in the
American and British newspapers
upon his personal charaecteristics, and
he has now instructed the chief of his
literary bureau not to submit to him
any clippings of this character.

Augustin Daly spent the past week
in Berlin, witnessing the performance
of Blumont Hall’'s new farce comedy,
“Hans Hucksbein,” adopted for Mr.
Daly under the name of “The Lady of
Ostende,” which is to be presented for
the first time in New York during the
month of December.

The emperor has started for the
Eulenburg estate, at Liebenburg,
where he is to meet Count Phillip von
Kulenburg, the German ambassador
to Austria-Hungary.

MONEY SUPPLY LARGER,

But Under the Control of Only a Few
Banlks.

what the totals usually indicate. The

heavy increases in the loan and de-
posit items reflect, actually, transac-

tions which have involved only one or
largest banks. The loan
increase of $5,025,100 for the week is
covered by the expansion reported by
three banks, leaving the totals of the
other clearing house institutions
practically unchanged. What the in-
crease will be is rather difficult to de-
termine, but it is perhaps connected
with the loans on sterling bills in this
market, aided by domestic inquiry for
funds. The increase in the deposits of
one bank alone has been 38,061,100,
which is of itself larger than the ag-
gregate change for the week, or to put
the matter in another way, the de-
posits of the remaining banks have
fallen off since Oect. 23. The expansion
in loans accounts for part of the de-
posit increase, but the banks, despite
the heavier reserve called for, through
the swelling deposits, hold in idle cash
$1,367,100 more than reported for the
previous week. One bank gained in
cash $4,658,200, or $1,322,600 more than

“the aggregate Increase reported. The

only inference is that sixty-four banks
have less cash in their vaults than
was the case last week,

Reduced to basic factors, the state-
ment shows that the banks have made
no great change during the past six
days. The supply of money is larger
than reported on hand a week ago,
but under the control of a very few
banks. The principal event in the
money market for some days past has
been the revival of eurrency transfers
to St. Louis, but that rates for lecens
will harden tc any extent seems for
the moment rather improbable.
