WASHINGTON, Nov. 16.— The official
report >>r the correspondence in regard

to the bimetallic proposals of the Unit-
ed States monetary commission to the
government of Great Britain, together

with the report of the proceedings at
the conference of the British premier,

the secretary of state for India, the
first lord of the treasury and the chan-
cellor of thp exchequer with the French
ambassador and our commissioners, has
i ached this country. It fully confirms
th<> reports cabled to the Associated
Press on Oct. 21 and 22. The negotia-

tions fell through, notwithstanding the
expressed willingness of the French

rnment to open its mints, owing to
tli" rejection by the British govern-
ment <>f the proposition to again open
the Indian mints to the free coinage

of silver. None of the other proposi-
\u25a0, i.>!is were replied to because that one
of the must important concessions re-
quested of Great Britain could not be
acceded to. The government of Great
Britain in making her answer deferred
to the wishes of the government of In-
dia, to which the proposal was referred,

and the. reply of the government of

India. th-Mvfore, is the most important

communication in the correspondence.

It is a lengthy document, in which the
advantages pro and con to India are
argued, and a very strong case from
their standpoint is made out in favor

of the rejection of the proposal. The

in India, concurrently with the increase
of gold prices in Europe and America,
etc., are advanced, but the most potent
reason urged against the proposition
is that the burden of failure, if failure
should come from the experiment for
the re-establishment of bimetallism by

France and the United States, must in-
evitably fall on India.

Both the United States and France,
the reply argues, with their supply of
gold to a greater or less extent pro-
tect themselves if the experiment did
not succeed. In other words the In-
dian government as a prr-liminary
proposition, declared that it could not
risk the success of the suggested meas-
ure s. This definite and absolute re-
jection of the proposal was fully set
forth in the cable reports of the cor-
respondence, but the document con-
tains a reservation which would seem
to Indicate that if the scope of the
proposed experiment were sufficiently
broadened India might be willing,at
least to reconsider her refusal. That
paragraph in Lord Elgin's letter is as
fellows: "We note that the proposals
of the government of France and the
United States are subject to the pro-
viso that they are satisfied that they
will receive assistance from other pow-
ers in increasing the demands for sil-
ver. We believe that a limited in-
crease of the quantity of silver used
as currency willexercise a very trifling
influence, if any, in raising the gold
price of silver, and that the only as-
sistance from other powers which can
be of any real value would be the
addition of other countries to the
bimetallic union of France and the
United States. If,however, assurances
of really substantial co-operation
should be secured from other countries,
we shall be glad to learn the exact na-
ture of the assurance, and we shall
then consider whether the promised co-
operation changed the conditions of
the problem or adds materially to the
chances of success."

WASHINGTON, Nov. IG.—Assistant Secre-

tary of the Interior Davis made what la per-
haps the record of the department in handing
down 400 derisions in pension rases today.
One of the most important was in the claim
of Marshall Lawson, Tenth Tennessee cavalry,
allowing an Increase of $50. where the pen-
sion hureau had refused any larger pension
than $30 per month for epilepsy resulting
while in line of duty service.

Po-Ntul Treaty Signed.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 16.— The final act
on the part of this government in the ratifica-
tion of tlu> treaty adopted by the recent uni-
versal postal congress, was taken today when
President McKinley signed the formal con-
vention or treaty and Secretary of State Sher-
man had the government seal affixed. Post-
master General Gary had already signed it.
The treaty takes effect Jan. 1, 1599.

OLD CARVER CLAIM.

I.Mini Occupied by the City of St.
I'iinl Involved.

WASHINGTON, Nov. IC—An im-
mense claim embracing 7,000,000 acres
of land in the Northwest, and including
the cities of Minneapolis and St. Paul,
was brought before Commissioner Her-
mann, of the general land office, today,
and the assistance of the government
in securing official data was called for.
The claimants are C. B. Holloway, of
Holland, 0., and A. U. Gunn, of Mau-
mee, O. They are now making an ex-
amination of the general land office
records with a view to securing copies
of certified papers which they assert
will establish their title to the lands
claimed by them. Their ancestor,
through whom they claim title, was
Jonathan Carver, an Englishman, a
well-known explorer in the last cen-
tury. Carver lived among the Indians
of the Northwest, mostly in what is
now Minnesota and Wisconsin and was
adopted by some of the tribes, in-
cluding the Nawdanissia, who made
him chief and. for valuable services
rendered, it is claimed by the heirs,
presented him the vast tract. They
assert that this tribal act was ratified
both by KingGeorge 111. and the con-

i tinental congress. Gunn claims as
great grandson of Carver, and Hollo-
way's wife is the great granddaughter.

LARGE WHEAT STOCKS CARRIED.

Heavy Exports PosKible, Even With
a Poor Crop Showing: for the

Current Season.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 16.—The agri-
cultural department has issued its
monthly review of the foreign crop

situation. Much attention is devoted
to the grain crop of Russia, especially
wheat, on account of its magnitude, as
a factor in the European supply. The
review says that all accounts agree In
representing the wheat crop as defi-
cient, but, as to the extent o£ the de-
ficiency, much diffeience of opinion ex-
ists. After quoting many dispatches
painting the crop situation in various
provinces in very black colors, and the
statements of our consul at Odessa
that this year's crop has proved a fail-
ure, the review calls attention to the
fact that since harvest Russia has ex-
ported grain "very freely."

"The exports of wheat from Aug. 1
to Oct. 23," says the review, "amount-
ed to 4,152,840 quarters against 2,855,-
--040 quarters, and 3,383,780 quarters dur-
ing the corresponding period in 1896
and 1895 respectively. These very
large exports have led commercial
papers to withhold their credence from
the more pessimistic of the reports

which have been published. That the
crop was deficient was admitted, but

that the failure was so serious, as
such reports implied, few of the grain

dealers of Western Europe believe.

Recently, however, some change of at-
titude is becoming apparent. Stocks
in the ports are not increasing in the
manner usual for this time of year,
and the opinion is freely expressed
that, after this month, Russia can be
relied on for only very moderate ship-
ments.

"It is generally understood that Rus-
sia had large stocks of wheat left over
from the crop of the preceding year,
and this fact, coupled with the good
prices which have prevailed, may ac-
count for the large exports which have
taken place even though the crop fail-
ure in large parts of Russia has been
extremely serious."

The review says the estimates of the
Russian crop are so uncertain that
their reproduction would be of doubtful
utility.

The preliminary official figures for
France show a reduction of 20 per cent
below 18%, and 17 per cent below the
average for ten years. As for five
years France and Russia produced 26
per cent of th« world's crop, the re-
view says a heavy shortage in both
countries would, therefore, be sufficient
in itself to produce a very sensible ef-
fect on the world's supply, independent

of the short crops in Austria- Hungary,

the Danubian and Balkan countries
and elsewhere, and the shortness of the
last crop in India, Australia and Ar-
gentina.

In Germany rye which is the prin-
cipal bread grain in that country has
been officially estimated at 4 per cent
less than last year's crop. The various |

estimates for Austria-Hungary are j
more or less conflicting, but there is no
doubt as to there being a heavy deficit
in the wheat crop.

The wheat crop of the United King-
dom is estimated at 50,660,000 bushels.

The preliminary estimate of the Ital-
ian wheat crop makes it 85,131,000 bush-
els against 144,722,700 bushels last year.
The Roumanian wheat crop is esti-
mated at 37,134.720 bushels. The Bul-
garian wheat crop is estimated at 40
per cent, rye at 35 to 40 per cent, and
barley at 25 per cent less than last
year. The wheat crop of Turkey has
been estimated at 50,000,000 imperial
bushels.

As regards crops now growing in the
Southern hemisphere, the news con-
tinues to be favorable on the whole.
InArgentina drought, which for a time,
in some provinces threatened serious
injury, seems to have been generally

broken and danger of any serious loss
from such a source seems now, in the
advanced state of the crop, to have
passed.

The Indian wheat crop has been
sown under favorable conditions and
th-? same is in general true of the
winter grain crops of Europe and both
in India and in Europe the weather
seems, in the main, to have been very
favorable to the growth of the seed.

HAYTIAN IMBROGLIO

Amicably Settled Through the Medi-
ation of America.

KINGSTON. Jamaica, Nov. B.—The
thri atened rupture between Germany

and Hayti has so far been amicably
settled, thanks to the mediation of
the United States minister, W. F. Pow-
ell, though it is still understood that
Germany intends to make a naval
demonstration in Haytian waters.

Following is the Haytian side of the
dispute: The dispute arose out of the
imprisonment of Herr Emile Lueders,
the son of a German, who married a
Haytian woman. Up to a short time
ago, Lueders was a Haytian citizen,
but, it is added, having been concern-
ed in various little affrays, among
which are mentioned four duels, he
pi (mingly deemed it wise to change
his nationality, and reg:stered his name
at the German consulate.

A further appeal
was pending, when the German minis-
ter interfered without invitation, and
it is claimed, forced his way into the
private apartments of Tiresias Simon
Sam, the president of the Haytian re-
public, and in a rude and peremptory
manner demanded the release of Lued-
ers with an apology to the German
government, an indemnity of $1,000 a
day for the time he had been in the
prison, the immediate trial of the police
who arrested him, and the dismissal of
the judges who sentenced him. If the
prisoner were not released within
twenty-four hours the indemnity was
to be $25,000 for every day afterward.

Acting entirely upon his own voli-
tion, Mr. Powell, the United States
minister, addressed letters to the Hay-
tian minister for foreign affairs re-
questing that Mr. Lueders be released.

The Haytian minister then, as an act
of courtesy to the United States, re-
leased Mr. Lueders, but at the same
time officially expelled him from the
country. He left at once for Berlin,
where he laid his case before the Ger-
man government.

ATLANTIC STORM-SWEPT.

French Liner La Ciancogue Roughly

ToMMed by the Waves,

NEW YORK, Nov. 16.— The big

French liner La Gascogne, upon reach-
ing this port, brought ample evidence
of the severe storm that prevailed
upon the ocean last week. A less
staunch ship might have had a sadder
tale to relate. The storm began with
all its fury. Commander Baudelon said,

on the vessel's first clay out. From
Nov. 7 until Sandy Hook lightship
was sighted, there was a succession
of west and southwesterly gales with
tremendous seas. Not a moment dur-
ing the trip was a passenger safe on
deck, and few there were who ventured
beyond the securely barred iron doors.
The uninitiated among the passengers

suffered greatly, keeping to their rooms
all the way across. Towering waves
boarded the big steamer almost con-
tinuously. All the openings were
boarded up as far as possible, and port
holes could not be opened for a mo-
ment.

The climax, but by no moans the end
of the storm, came on Thursday morn-
ing. Eight bells in the morning watch
had just been sounded. The sea had
been running phenomenally high, and
the vessel was pitching and laboring
badly. Suddenly there was a shock
that felt as if the ship had struck
another giantess of the sea. The next
instant there was a deluge of water
pouring into the dining saloon, sending

the thoroughly alarmed passengers
scurrying cut into the companionways.

The vessel had been struck by a huge

mass of water, which buried her bows
and whole forward section under water,
stopping her progress for the time.

That wonderful history was written
carefully to be published: after the doc-
tor's death.

Paris who have as many treasures
given them by the crowned heads.
He had a beautiful set of dinner
plates, each of which was painted by

Racinet and the gift of Queen Victoria.
With all his honors he was a humble,

broad-minded Christian man, a m»
ber of the Episcopal church at Paris.
"While Ihave no knowledge of the de-
tails of the plans which he may have
incorporated in hie will.Iknow it was
his desire to use his fortune for the
welfare of his fellow men, the honor of
his country and the glory of God. I
know nothing further of the proposed

side. According to the chief officer,
there were at least 6,000 tons of water
in the miniature tidal wave.

The water from the great wave
swept the entire ship, running down
the decks like' a mill race.

Other steamships which reached here
report hard fighting with the waves.
Among them was the Hamburg-Ameri-
can liner California. There were 155
immigrants in the steerage, and the
officers had a lively time trying to al-
lay their fears and navigate the vessel
at the same time. They had to be
