ACTION TO SECURE THE CITY'S

SAVINGS BANK.

HIZI WOULD CONFESS JUDGMENT,

Mr. Markham Declined Judg-
ment foer One-Seventh When
He Wanted It All

But

Congressman F. C. Stevens, who is
one of the sureties on the bond of the
Minnesota Savings bank, given to the
city to secure its deposits in that insti-
tution, offered yesterday to confess
judgment in favor of the city for one-
geventh of the amount—S$10,000—for
which judgment is demanded against

him. The offer was made in Judge
Otis’ court room yesterday afternoon

as soon as the suit of the city against
the sureties on the bank’s bond came
on for trial. In other words, Mr. Ste-
vens, through his attorney, J. M. Haw-
thorne, filed an answer, in which, after
setting up the same defense as the
other six sureties, to wit, that the
city's deposit of $10,000 was illegal, be-
cause it exceeded the assessed valua-
tion of the bank’s capital stock, which
was $2,633, he (Stevens) offered to al-
low judgment to be entered against
him in favor of the city for one-sev-
enth of the amount ($10,000) demanded
against him, with the costs and dis-
bursements. But Mr. Stevens, in his
answer. named as a condition on which
the tender of judgment was made that
it his oifer should be accepted, he
should thereupan pe discharged from
all other and, fu.ihaer liability on said
bond. ’

Corporation Attorney Markham re-
fused to either accept or reject the
offer. As the city demands judgment
against all the sureties on the bond
for the entire $10,000, the reason for
the refusal of Mr. Markham to accept
the offer of Stevens was evident. Mr.
Markham intimated to Mr. Hawthorne,
however, that the city might be willing
to accept from Mr, Stevens a tender
in cash of one-seventh of the whole
amount.

Owner of Several Orchards on a
Business Trinp Here.

W. J. Baird, of St. Louis, one of
the largest apple growers and shippers
in Missouri, is in the city on a business
vigit to his Northwestern agents, De
Camp & Beyer. Mr. Baird owns sev-

ty, and contro!s the crop of several
more. In speaking of the business to
a Gt10be reporter, he said:

*There was a general failure, or, at
least, a shortage of the apple crop in
some usually prolific sections of the
country, and as we had a fair crop in
Missouri, the state was crowded with
buyers from all over the East and
Neorth. Why, one man came from Ber-
lin to buy for exportation to Germany.
There are thousands upon thousands
of barrels of apples stored in Missouri
and other points, awaiting an advance
in price—just as the Northern farmer
holds on to his wheat. I have been
shipping mostly to the Northwest, as
I find this an excellent market. I ship
about 40,000 barrels of an average year,
but this vear, owing to the shortage, it
wiil not be over 30,000 barrels.”

“That's just a few apples,”
mented the reporter.

“Yes, that's about as much as any of
them do down that way, with one ex-
ception. That is Conrad Schopp, of St.
Lcuis, who is in a class by himself. A
month ago he told me he had already
bought over 200,000 barrels, and I sup-
pose he will bring it up to half a mill-
ior before the season is over. The
shipning, to thic point, at least, will be
over by Dec. 1.

Were you
working extra time?’ ‘‘Yes, sir. Working
extra time at that time.”

“A. J. Ryan was one of the men that com-
plained to you?” “Not at that time.”

‘“‘When did he complain to you?” ‘‘In 1894,
I think it was the summer, fall or winter.”

“When did Underhill?” “I told you those
four complained in that time of the year.”

“ they complain twice to you?” *‘No,
Those men did not.”

KEPT HIS DATES STRAIGHT.

*You say sometime, the year ago last sum-
mer, in June or July?’

““Was it, in your judgment, necessary to
terribly beat, bruise or pound a prisoner?”’

"llas_ any case, during your experience in
the prison, come under your examination,
personally, where it was necessary, in your
judgment, to beat, bruise, or terribly
pound a prisoner for any offence committed
there. If you have seen any there?’ *‘I don’t
know that I have.”

ONLY IN SELF-DEFENSE.

“In_your judgment, it is not necessary to
pound a prisoner anyhow?” “There may be,
of course, some cases where a man is a dan-
gerous one, where a guard or an officer
would have to use some severe means in or-
der to protect themselves.”

‘“‘But, with the exception of such cases, you
know of no other cases where beating or
pounding is necessary?”’ ‘‘No, sir.”

‘“Have you at any time during the last
six or seven years, while you were there as
a.guard, seen Deputy Lemon strike, beat or
kick a prisoner? We are referring now to a
man named Tressler; do you now recall, Mr,
Austin, of any case that came under your
personal observation, that you saw, where
Lemon kicked, beat or bruised a prisoner
subsequent to 1891?”"

On the Death of the Late S. J. R.

MceMillan.

The state bar assoclation met yester-
day afternoon in the supreme court
chamber to take suitable action on the
recent death of Samuel J. R. McMillan,
one of the early justices of the state
supreme court. The committee ap-
pointed at the meeting shortly after
Mr. McMillan’s death reported the fol-
lowing memorial, which was unani-
mously adopted:

The members of the bar of the state re-
spectfully offer the court for preservation in
its records this memorial of their respect and
affection for the Hon. Samuel J. R. McMillan,
who for many yvears filled the offices of asso-
ciate justice and chief justice of this court
with an integrity, learning and abllity that
were never brought into question, and with a
kindly courtesy which has rendered his mem-
ory dear to all who knew him,

As a district judge and as associate and
chief justice of this court, and as a senator
of the United States for twelve years, he il-
lustrated In those various stations all the
virtues of a just judge, of a wise and patriot-
fo stateeman, and of a sincere and consistent
Christian,

In his death our profession has lost a most
distinguished member, and the community in
which he lived, and our state which he gerved
so long and well, one of their most eminent
and upright and beloved citizens.

In our own deep sorrow for the death of our
beloved friend and brother, we tender to his
family our sincere condolence in thelr great
bereavement.

Brief addresses appropriate to the
occasion were made by Justices Col-
lins and Mitchell, Chief Justice Start,
ex-Justice George B. Young, Judge
Thomas Wilson, of Winona; Gen. John
B. Sanborn, and H. J. Horn.

Chief Justice Start, in closing, said:
Your memorial happily expresses the
sentiments of the court with reference
to the life, character and public serv-
ices of Judge McMillan. As judge,
chief justice and senator in the con-
gress of the United States, he rendered

AID FOR SCHOOLS.

Countles Have a Chance to Make
Reports.

The state department of public in-
struction is sending to the various
county superintendents in the state
blanks for return to the department as
required by law before the $50 ald can
be granted under the state law. The
return must show whether the dis-
trict is “common,” “independent,” or
“special;” that is not located in any
incorporated village or city; the num-
ber of months of school in the twelve
months ending July 31 last; the grade
of certificate held by the principal or
teacher; condition of school and cut-
buildings; provisions as to text books
in vogue; size of gchool library, if any;
number and character of dictionaries
and other apparatus for the #chool
room; enrollment; rate of special school
tax for current year; average dally
attendance and the superintendent’s
opinion of the general character of the
work of the school. The law is ap-
pended as follows:

Districts receiving aid shall not be located
in any incorporated village or city, and must
be common school districts.

There shall have been maintained during
the school year next preceding that for which
ald 1s granted at least eight months’ school.

The teachers muast hold a first grade county
certificate, or some form of professional state
certificate.

Such schools shall have suitable school
buildings, outhouses, a library and such oth-
er apparatus as s necessary for doing effl-
cient work.

Applications are to be made to the county
superintendent, who will forward to the state
superintendent such of them as are indorsed
and recommended by him. The state superin-
tendent apportions $50 to each school that has
fully complied with the law; but not more
than one-fifth of the districts in a county
can be aided in any one year.
