MOODY O‘N THE BIBLE

THE EVA‘;\"GEI;IS’I‘ ADDRESSES A
LARGE AUDIENCE AT THE
PEOPLE’S CHURCH.

SPEAKS TWICE AGAIN TODAY.

DELIVERS A CHARACTERISTIC AD-
DRESS ON THE NECESSITY OF
NEW LIFE.

SAYS SATAN IS BUSY ALL THE TIME

People May Belong to Church and
Say Their Prayers, but Still
Not Be Christians.

The People’s church was the scene of
another rousing evangelistic meeting
last evening conducted.by the eminent
churchman and evangelist, Dwight L.
Moody. The distinguished clergyman
has been before, the public of both con-
tinents for nearly two score years,
and, owing to his advancing years and
long service in the evangelistic field, it
is thought this will be his last visit
to Minnesota.

Mr. Moody has traversed the length
and breadth of the United States for
nearly thirty-five years, in company
with such.men.as John B. Goff, Sankey,
Spurgeon and other evangelists of na-
tional repute, Mr. Moody has prob-
ably conyerted more.people than any
other evangelist now living, as in point
of years he has been longer in the serv-
ice than any of those now alive. Mr.
Moody has written many books of a re-
ligious nature, and has during his life-
time made a fortune, but he is a
broad-gauged -man and has. diverted his
resources into channels where it would
do the most good. Mr. Moody, in spite
of his years, is a man of great activ-
ity, being actively engaged all the
time.

Mr. Moody will leave tonight for Chi-
cago after addressing two meetings at
the House of Hope church, at 10 a. m.
and 3 p. m. Mr. Moody does not look
at all like a minisfer, On seeing him
in the pulpit for the first time one has
the impression of a wel-to-do business
man. Mr. Moody’s success in the work
of his choice is largely due to his earn-
estness. In addressing an audience of
several thousand he seldom soars into
the realms of oratory, but talks to the
assemblage in the most unconventional
manner, more like a talk before a Sun-
day school, but Mr. Moody says point-
ed things -which tell, and has a fund
of amusing incidents and stories—good
stories. /

It does not take much advertising t
get a big crowd out to hear “Moody,”
as his name is a household word in
this country, and long before the hour
of service arrived last evening every
seat in the large auditorium was taken,
and by 8 o’clock a good many people
were standing up in the back of the
hall. A characteristic audience greeted
Mr. Moody; it was not wholly made up
of Presbyterians, Methodists, etc., but
was a mixture of all, every denomina-
tion in the city seemingly being rep-
resented last evening. During the
course of the address the audience was
kept betwixt tears and laughter. Mr.
Moody spoke on “The Bible.” He said
in part:

Some people are like the Indian who
got lost in the woods, and, when asked
about his adventure, declared that it
was the w:gwam that was lost, and not
himself. There are some people who
think they are always right, and, be-
cause they are born in a Christian
country, and go to church regularly
every Sunday. Some of the biggest
villains who ever went unhung were
born in a Christian country. I want
to point the way to God tonight and
tear down some of the scaffolding of
skepticism. A man thinks because he
goes to church on Sunday that he is
a Christian, while another thinks even
because he has joined the church he
is a Christian, but I ‘tell you a man
to become a Christian’ must be born
again. A man may says his prayers
and not pray. Satan is the first one to
come to church. .He comes to catch
you asleep. He was in this church
before the church was completed, and
he has passed in and out of that door
many times.” It doés To 'good to make
new resolutions unless yeou are born
again with a new purpose in life. If
the resolutions made by.this audience
during their lives could be put on
parchment; it ~would “take fourteen
horses to haul it. I once made a reso-
lution and sfgned it with my own
blood, and in less than_ twenty-four
hours I had broken the resolution. You
must be born again. Some people are
laboring under the impression that
they are so good that they cannot be
converted and bern again.’ The king-
dom of heaven cannot bg attained by

purchase, educating yourself into it
or subscribing to some creed. You
must be born again. Some people are
good; they never did anything wrong;
that i{s the way they look at thelr lives.
Have you ladies husbands who never
did anything wrong? If you have, I
pity you. If every one in this audi-
ence had their sins pasted on thelr
foreheads, they would put on their
hats and get out of the meetlng as
quick as possible. In the case of the
elder brother, who would not recognize
his prodigal brother who had strayed
from home and spent his substance
in riotous living, he was too good to
have anything to d» with his repent-
ent brother, as he says: -“This, thy
son,” and does not call him his broth-
er. When such people as the é€lder
brother get into heaven, they will ‘be
given a little harp all by themsélves
in a remote corner of heaven, as they
would refuse to recognize Mary Mag-
dalene, who had devils cast out of her,
and the thief who was crucified on the
cross and forgiven by the dying Sa-
vior, as they had never had anything
to do with such people here on earth
and were not going to associate with
them in heaven. The elder brother
made himself miserable by his pride
and conceit, and the prodical man
led away by his appetite and: lusts.
If you have a bad fountain, you can-
not make a pure siream of it unless
you get at the heart of the source. of
the spring; so God works in us through
our hearts. If you plant a watch, you
would not get a harvest of little
watches. Why? because there is no
life there. If you nave a4 crab apple
tree that brings forth bad fruit, you
will not pick off the apples and water

the tree. You will ingraft new life
;pfto the tree. So it is in the human
ife.

I have become sick and tired of hear-
ing about culture. If I had a field and
I plowed it every day in the week ex-
cept Sundey. One day I would plough
it sideways, the next day lenghtways
and then roll it over with a roller, and
afterwards farrow it, and keep. this
up all summer, my neighbor would
ask me what I had been plowing that
field every day since April for, and
what I expected to raise, and I would
tell him I did not expect to raise any-
thing, but that I believed in a high
state of culture., This is very poor
basis In life.

Mr. Moody also addressed a large
audience in the afternoon.

The finding Of the broken glass and
the plumb stone {s part of the evidence
held to show that the woman, in com-
pany with some one else, doubtless ate
lunch on the hillside and in this con-
nection the story told by Mrs. Flan-
drake of the man who drove rapidly
by her house at Lake Vadnais, after
having a short time before passed In
company with an auburned haired
woman, assumes more significant im-
portance. The.authorities believe that
if this man can be found the mystery
will be solved.

The identification of the walst worn
by the dead woman by Mrs. Eleanor
Hartley, of 12 Sixth street south, Min-
neapolis, Sunday afternoon, as told in
the Globe of yesterday, was shown
in a peculiar light by subsequent de-
velopments, Mrs. Hartley was posi-
tive that the walist was one-formerly
worn by an acquaintance of hers nam-
ed Mrs. Albert Seidenbender. She also
identified the tooth with the amalgam
filling as one of Mrs. Seidenbender’s.
Mrs. Hartley further said her acquaint-
ance was in life also known as Julia
Beam. From this statement rises the
as
Julla Beam died at the Stillwater pen-
itentlary Oct. 22, this year, having tak-
en her life by swallowing poison which
she concorted from the sulphur ends
of matches. The woman was sent to
the penitentiary from Minneapolis for
shoplifting and this accounts for Mrs.
Hartley not having seen her.

The authorities are now working on
a number of clues which have de-
véloped sincé the ‘skeleton was found
and the information which has ‘been
athered from different sources.

MANCHESTER MARTYRS.

Story of the Hvent of Which This
Is the Anniversary.

This is the anniversary.ef the Man-
chester martyrs so-called by Irishmen
and their friends the' world over, who
understand the case and commemorate
As the years roll around the
story of the sad affair is told in brief
in the following lines and contributed
by a patriotic Irishman in the employ
of this paper: -Thirty years have pass-
ed away since on the morning of Nov.
23, 1867, in the city of Manchester, Eng-
land, three Irishmen, William P. Allen,
Michael Larkin and Michael O’Brien,
pald with their lives the penalty of a
deed of desperate daring in the cause
of Jreland. In 1865 and for some years
after the British empire found itself
face to face with another development
of Irish determination to overthrow its
rule in Ireland. This movement be-
came a powerful one, aided as it was
by a large section of the Irish race in
America; thousands of whom had, in
the Civil war, became skilled soldiers,
and longed for the opportunity of strik-
ing a blow for their native land. Among
‘the Irish-Americans who went to Ire-
land in 1867 to take part in that “ris-
ing,” which had been planned and con-
fidently expected to come in the fol-
lowing spring, were Col. Thomas J.
Kelly and Capt. Deasy. The rising
was attempted, but the attempt was
crushed. England had in Ireland an
armed force of 40,000 men. With such
a force with 'the might of an empire
behind it, success for the brave Irish-
men was impessible. The result was
that hundreds of Irishmen were arrest-
ed on mere suspicion in Ireland and
England. Among them Kelly and
Deasy, who were arrested in Manches-
ter on Sept.i18,-1867. They were placed
in the dock and charged with *“high
treason.” °“They were, of course, re-
manded for’ trial, and it was while re-
moving thém ffrom the police court to
thegjail that the daring rescue took
place for which Allen, Larkin and
O’'Brien were executed on Nov. 23.

HAMLINE ISN'T' SATISFIED.

Additional Representation
on the Hospital Staff,

Dr. Charles Smith having been giv-
en a place on the staff of the city hos-
pital as a representative from Ham-
line university, the faculty is now de-
sirous of having a representative from
the surgery department added to the
staff from the institution. Dr. Bridg-
man, president of Hamline university,
when seen yesterday, stated that the
institution, of which he was presi-
dent, was a St. Paul college, and, as
there was a medical department in
connection with the institution, the
students, as well as the faculty, were
desirous of having the privileges of
the city hospital extended to Hamline. |
It was necessary that the students
at Hamline should have the benefits
of eclinies at the hospital, and he felt
assured that the matter would be sat-
isfactorily arranged. The only objec- |
tion as far as could be learned, was
that the holdings of clinies in surgery
by the students of Hamline college
would interfere with clinics held by
students of the state university. As
the students from Hamline wotld only
take up one day each week, it is pre-
dicted that the request of President
Bridgman will be granted.

HAVE JUMPED FROM THE

ALTHOUGH POLICE DOUBT IT.

OVERCOAT FOUND WITH A NOTE
MAKING A FEW PECULIAR
REQUESTS.

THREATENED TO KILL HIMSELF.

Wife of the Suspected Suicide
- Thinks There Is No Doubt About
the Tragedy.

A fifth suicide yielded to the awful
fascination of a l1€éap from the high
bridge yesterday afternoon when C. J.
G. D’Albani took the terrible plunge of
nearly 200 feet to the cold water be-
low. No one could be found who had
seefl P'.:Uba.nl jump from the bridge,
but a cap and overcoat were found
near the spot whencé Amos and Ber-
genkreuger made the plunge geveral
weeks ago. In the pocket of thé coat
Wwas the following letter, on which is
based the presumption that D’Albani
committed suicide:

Pci the Public:

I tried to live, but I simply cculd not.
AS a suicide and the cause of the same. .\‘:)-
body is to blame than myself. When my
body is found and identified please nodly my
wife by somebody talking German. I re-
spectfully ask the people of St. Paul of some
g00d German family would not take care ot
my wife. She bought, with my mutual agree-
ment, about $98 worth of furniture from the
New England store. Payable on that bill is
ygt $19, and next payment due 2d of January,
1898. I hope that seme good friend protect
my wife. Leaving no money, I don’'t want
axz?’ of my relatives or my wife to look at
my body. I want to be buried as a pauper.
To have cared for my wife is my only wish

The coat and hat were found by
Charles Petzold, living near James and
Griggs street, and L. E. Larson, living
at 692 Armstrong street. This was the
first known of the suicide. An ex-
amination of the coat disclosed the
letter in the pocket. Detective Mc-
Kinley, of the Ducas street station, en-
deavored to find some one who had
witnessed D"Albani’s leap, but the only
re'sult of his search was the story of
William Wilder, a porter employed at
Sand's saloon. Wilder said he was
driving north on the bridge when a
boy going in the opposite direction
called to him, “Did you see that man
jump?”  Wilder turned around, but
could see nothing but the coat and hat

lying near the railing. The boy’s
name eould not be learned,
The letter explains the cause of

D’Albani’s action. He was a native of
}{olland, having come to this country
eight years ago. On the same boat
with him was @& Miss Holtte, whom
ke shortly afterward marrled. D’Albani
was fommerly employed in the audit-
4ng department of the Northern Pa-
cl_ﬂc railroad. Last Wednesday he left
is position. His wife says that he

| self and that Wednesday afternoon he

came home with a revolver which
had purchased. When he arose y
terday marning Mrs. D'Albani says

him to use it. She paid little attention
to the threat, however, and shortly
afterward D’Albani left the house. He
probabty Epent “the time wandering
around until shortly before 2 o'clock In
the afterncon, when the coat was found
on the bridge. Mrs. D’Albani says her
husband was a heavy drinker and that
thls was the cause of their poverty,
and his dissatisfaction with life. She
says she is left penniless. D’Albani
lived at 1134 Edgerton street, in a large
house, only part of which, however,
was oecupied by himself and wife. The
suicide obtained some notoriety a year
ago, when he served a fifteen days sen-
tence in'the workhouse for drunken-
ness and disorderly conduct. During
his term of imprisonment one of his
fingers was maimed by a stocking knit-
ting machine with which he worked.
He threatened to sue the city for dam-
ages and petitioned the council to set-
tle with him for the erippled finger.
The suicide has a brother, Peter D'Al-
bani, iving in this city at 222 Pennsyl-
vania avenue. The dead man is said
to come of a well-to-do Holland family,
his father being a government printer.

J. B. Hartsinck, vice consul for the
Netherlands, was notified of D’Albani’s
death, at his office, 805 New York Life
building. He said that he only knew
D’Albani through the latter requesting
him to address a letter to his family

in Holland. A reply had come back,
Mr. Hartsinck says, practically dis-
owning the dead man. Mr. Hartsinck
knows nothing of D’'Albani beyond

what was learned through the business
transaction. He will notify D'Albani’s
parents of his death.

The police are somewhat suspicious
of D’Albani’'s letter and do not wholly
credit the suicide theory. It is pointed

out that a man about to kill himself
would have little concern in the last
payment on an installment purchase

of furniture and also that the request
in the communication asking that none
of the relatives view his body when
found is unusual. As no eye witness
to the tragedy can be found the author-
ities say that it could be quite simple
for a man who desired to disappear to
leave the coat and hat on the bridge
with the letter and don other apparel
which he might have carried with him.
Mrs. D’Albani, however,is firmly of the
opinion that her husband killed him-
self.
