Former insurance commissioners have not
required the company to pay for an acci-
dent license, agreeing to the company's claims
that its license to do a life business was
sufficient to entitle it to do both. Com-
missioner Fricke, however, rulcd differently,
holding that if the company did an accident
business it must pay a license therefor. The
question was tested in the courts, and
though the company secured the decision in
the circuit court, the supreme court reversed
it and decided that the company must pay
for an accident license. The decision, how-
ever, only related to present and future busi-
ness and did not cover the question whether
the company was liable for the amount of
license which should have been paid in the
past. Commissioner Fricke, supported by the
opinion of the attorney general, ruled that
the company must do this, and threatened to
revoke the license unless the back payments
were made. The company brought suit for an
injunction to restrain the insurance commis-
sloner from revoking its license and this
brought the whole matter into court. The
case was argued before Judge Siebecker two
or three weeks ago and his decision, which
sustains the position taken by the attorney
general and the commissioner, has just been
announced.

ATHENS, Nov. 22.—In the boule to-
day the government was defeated on
the quesion of appointing a committee
of inquiry into certain incidents of the
war. There is considerable excitement
over the defeat. It is believed that the
cabinet will recommend a dissolution
of the chamber only as a last resource,
but the various political leaders, who
have been interviewed on the subject,

powerless to deal with the situation.
The decision of King George is await-
ed with anxiety.

LOSS THREE MILLIONS.

Federal Court
Technically in His Favor.

TOPEKA, Kan.,, Nov. 22.—At the
opening of the United States federa
court this afternoon, Eugene Ware, at-
torney for the New York Life Insur-
ance company, sprang a surprise by
announcing to the court that he had
received instructions to dismiss all the
New York Life company’'s cases
brought against Insurance Commis-
sioner McNall,

In the circuit court today, Mr. Mc-
Nall won a technical victory in the
decision wherein Judge Foster refuses
to allow the injunction from the Trav-
elers’ Insurance company, of Hartford,
Conn., asking that the commissioner be
restrained from examining the com-
pany’s books. Judge Foster, however,
is severe in condemning the action in
certain examinations already made
which the court says were superficlal
in character and charges for the same
were extortionate, as shown by the evi-
dence in this case. “The conduct of
some of these examinations,’” says the
court, “has been so Indefensible and
repugnant to the mind of every right
thinking man that it is AiTicult to give
the insurance commissi = r credit for
an honest purpose in his proposed ex-
amination.” The court goes on to say
that the rules must be applied, how-
ever, on the presumption that honest
men will make these examinations
from honest motives. The court also
says that there is some reason to sus-
pect that the proposed examination is
based on the presumption of good faith
as the company has listed certain real
estate in Kansas largely In excess of
its real value, and furthermore that
the statements of the company do not
show what interest has been defaulted
on the company's loans.
