ADVANCE IN STERLING EXCHANGE.

Many Millions of American Money

Out at Interest on the Conti-
nent and in London.

NEW YORK, Nov. 23.—Today's market for
stocks was the reversal of yesterday's, and
represented nothing but the operations of
room traders, outside a few stocks. The list
generally shows small net gains on the cover-
ing of short contracts made yesterday. There
was a continuance of the strength shown yes-
terday in the Northern Pacific stocks, espe-
cially the preferred, which rose -% by the
close of the day. Metropolitan and the Rub-
ber stocks also displayed strength, all gain-
ing over a point. The strength of the Rub-
ber stocks was due to rumors of the pro-
posed absorption of a competing company.
Consolidated Gas was notably weak all day

on the doubt which is persistently kept alive
concerning the prospects of the merging

of local gas companies. It showed an ex-
treme decline of 6% points, but recovered
part of this. Brooklyn Union Gas lost a
point in sympathy. The stocks of the Amer-
ican Spirits company showed weakness on
the reports of the demoralized condition of
the trade. The common stocks fell during

the final hour to a point 2% per cent below

last night's close, and the preferred 3% per

cent. Both stocks rallied, but very feebly.

The coalers also inclined to weakness, though
they showed some recovery from the lowest.
There was some selling of Union Pacific,
probably indued by the call for payment for

the third 5 per cent assessment tomorrow, but

the decline did not exceed % and was re-
covered before the close. Leather preferred

was weak end lost over a point on disap-
pointment that the divedend declared was
limited to 1per cent. There was some little
selling of St. Paul and Northern Pacific pre-

ferred for London account, but without per-
ceptible effect on this market.

A feature of the day was a further rise
of % in the actual rates for sterling exchange.

This Ib in face of a continued very heavy

outward movement of merchandise and of
selling of securities here for London account
of insignificant proportions. The week's ex-
ports of merchandise from New York ex-
ceeded those of last week by $2,564,C00 in

value and are almost as much in excess of

year. The dullness and firmness of the ex-
change market are undoubtedly due to the
lending of money abroad In preference to

drawing on it by exchange bills. A Chicago

bank official is authority for the statement

to persons in the United States, but left to
draw the higher rate of interest in England

During the days when the story of j
Charles M. Charnley's shortage was
being exploited in the papers, and ever
since, young Charnley had remained
in this city and borne the brunt of the
recrimination, notoriety and disgrace.

Plan to Give the Sliver Leader Ab-

solute Control.
CHICAGO, Nov. 23.

Washington special says: From mem-
bers of the Democratic national com-
mittee, who are now in the city, it is
learned that a plan is on foot to in-
augurate a new departure next time,
in the methods of nominating a candi-
date for the presidency. The scheme
is briefly this: The Democratic state
conventions will be held as usual in I
1900, for the purpose of electing dele- ,
gates to the national convention and
doing the usual part toward keeping
up the machinery of the party. The
convention will order the delegates

to meet at once, and instruct the na-
tional committee to readopt the Chi-
cago platform in its entirety, and with-
out changing it in the minutest par-
ticular. The delegates will further bs
instructed to direct the national com-
mittee to cast the votes of the state
delegations for Mr. Bryan, and to au-
thorize that gentleman to name his
own running mate. Unanimous assent
to this scheme is not expected, but an
overwhelming majority is anticipated,
and the result willbe that there willbe
no national Democratic convention.
This proceeding is yet three years' dis-
tant, and many things may happen in
three years, but there is no question

about the intention of the Bryanites

to force the renomination of the Ne-
braskan in the manner that has been
outlined above.

APPEAL TO RUSSIA.

Czar Asked to Drive the Germans

Oat of China.

NEW YORK, Nov. 23.— According to
a Washington dispatch to the Herald,

China has appealed to Russia to oust
Germany from her territory, as the re-
sult of occupation by a German force
of a part of the Shan Tung peninsula.
As the Russian legation in Pekin is in
charge of the secretary. Count Cas.sini,

the minister having been transferred to
Washington, as the diplomatic repre-
sentative of Russia, the. negotiations on
the subject are being conducted in St.
Petersburg. Itis hoped by the Chinese,

that the influence exerted by Russia,

which prevented the rehabilitation of
the Turkish navy, will be exercised
upon Germany with equal success in
the matter of her withdrawal from Chi-
nese territory. Notwithstanding the
efforts of the Chinese government to
get Germany to name a date when she
would withdraw her forcis, the German
government has taken no ster; in the
matter and the fear is expressed in
Eastern and European diplomatic cir-
cles that her occupation, if not of a
permanent character now, is simply a
preliminary to such an end.

LONDON, Nov. 23.— According to a
special dispatch from Berlin, received
here today, the German government

considers that the land occupied by the
forces of Germany of Kian Chou bay,
Shan Tung peninsula. China, is insuffi-
cient for a naval station, and proposes
to enlarge its holdings there, "diploma-
tically,ifpossible."
