with only 508,000 bu the corresponding day
of 1896.

The market was very tame and required
constant prodding by the bull crowd to make
it assume an appearance of being alive,
Near the close it was urged into a little
activity by buying orders from the clique at
91%c for May, at which price there was a
profit of %c in a large number of the calls
bought yesterday, and the selling against
these privileges prevented a further advance.
The closing was 913,@91%¢c for May.

Corn was almost without interest, prices
keeping within 4c range. The feeling was
rather easy, though final flgures showed but
little change. Setling December and replac-
ing it with May constituted most of the
business. Receipts were 322 cars. A
strengthening feature was the enormous lo-
cal shipments, 943,000 bu. Cables were %d
Jower. May ranged from 2916@29%c to 20%@
261s¢c and closed a shade lower at 2915c. A
very quiet session was passed in oats.
Scarcely any interest was taken in the mar-
ket, and fluctuations kept within }gc. There
was moderate selling of December, and buy-
ing May at 1l4c difference. A good cash
business was reported, 240,000 bu sold for
shipment, Receipts were 224 cars. May
ranged from 223c to 22c and closed a shade
higher at 221gc.

Speculative trading in provisions was very
dull, so dull in fact that fluctuations were
confined to 2lsc. Large receipts of hogs
encouraged a little seliing early in the day,
chiefly on behalf of packers, but the slight
decline occasioned was eventually recovered.
Demand for cash products was quite active.
At the close January pork was unchanged

There
were no signs of weakness, however, from
the start.

December wheat opened at 89%c, against
RIS @891.c vesterday, advanced to 901 @903%c,
declined to 90c¢ and firmed up to 90%c by
noon. May wheat opened at 89c, against 88%%
@88%¢c yesterday, advanced slowly to 89%@

to 8914@89%c by noon. The cash wheat mar-
ket was decidedly better today for all grades.
Millers were early in the field. They had to
provide for tomorrow’s grinding. The most
important feature was the advance in the
price for low grades, No. 3 going at 2¢ over
yesterday. Receipts here were 510 cars; ship-
ments, 86 cars. )

RAILWAY SHARES DOWN ON AC-
~COUNT OF THE PASSENGER
TROUBLE WEST,

GENERAL LIST LEVEL DEPRESSED

Bonds Shared in the Dullness, and
the Net Changes Were Slight
and Irregular,

NEW YORK, Nov. 24.—Today’s stock trans-
actions were confined for the most part to
the closing up of contracts in anticipation of
tomorrow’s holiday. The course of prices in-
dicated that few of these contracts were for
short accounts. The stocks that showed the
greatest weakness indicate that there was
selling to realize on the very desultory buy-
ing of the last few days. Even so firmly
held a stock as Northern Pacific preferred
did not fully escape this tendency and closed
at a fractional loss. Metropolitan Street Rail-
way also, which has advanced very ag-
gressively for several days past, reacted 3
points, and rallled rather feebly. Manhattan
lost 1% of its extreme advance, though it
saves a fractional net gain.

Consolidated Gas was
dealt In at a price below last night’s close
all day, but it fluctuated very feverishly. Its
extreme decline was 5! points, but it rallied
over a point from that. The settlement in
progress on the London exchange was watched
with some interest, but none of the day's
weakness can be attributed to it, as quota-
tions were advanced in that market, and
there was buying in this market for the
London accoumt. Probably some depression
was caused by the character of the rate war
which is in progress on some of the Western
lines. The general news of the day was with-
out influence on the market.
