SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 4. —The

press that the secretary of the Tsung
ILiYamen has presented a striking me-
| morial to the throne In connection with

the advisability of establishing a gold
. coin in China. It is asserted In all

seriousness that the emperor has given
his sanction to the proposition, but the
China Gazette, commenting upon the
subject, says that, seeing how little
gold there is inChina, the prospects of
its being carried out are very slight.

BARRIOS THREATENED;

Another Iprist kk Im Impending; Sn

Guatemala.
SAN FRANCISCO, Dec, 4.—The lat-

est mail from Guatemala conveys the
information that President Barrios is
threatened with ar-oth r uprising. Ad- ;

vices have been received al the capi.al
of the Central American republic, to
the effect that conspirators are at
work in the northern part of the c un-
try. close to the Mexican border, and
are being aided l>y political enemies of
X rrios in the eastern departments of
th>- government. Behind the move-
ment is said to be Gen. Castillo, who
participated in the recent uprising.
Ht had gathered his feres in Silva'or
ar.d then crossed the border, an act
which nearly involved the two neigh-
boring republics in serious troub'e. Cas-
tillo was routed and fled to Honduras.

IBarrios is not greatly disturbed by the
report, for he believes his recent vic-
tories will not encourage any serious
uprising, at least for a time. He is
reported, however, to be In an ugly
mood and is dealing out terrible pun-
ishment to a number of prisoners
whom he gathered in the late uprising
and has since kept confined in the gov-

| ernment p-enitentiary in the city of
Guatemala. Flogging has been re-
vived and the last is being used on
about 200 prisoners, most of whom are
whipped every day. The revival of the
lash in Guatemala was a great sur- j
prise to the people, for President Bar- j
rir>s had always heretofore regarded

i such punishment in a most unfavor-
able light.

GREATEST OF ALLIRON POOLS

Only the Bk.il*of Valuation Now He-
me.! mm to Be Fixed.

CLEVELAND, 0., Dec. 4.—The pro-
posed immense combination of wire,

wire nail and steel rod interests, ov« r-
shadowing anything of the kind ever
before planned, has advanced to the
point where the concerns interested
have decided to go in, and all that re-
mains to be done is to reach an agree-

ment on the value of the different mills.
Daily conferences are being held in
New York, and Cleveland manufactur-
ers are in constant communication
with the seat of activity. The Cleve-
land concerns interested are American
Wire works, the H. P. Nail company,

the Consolidated Wire and Steel com-
pany, the Cleveland Rolling Mill com-
pany, and probably the Johnson com-
pany. The Pittsburg interests are the
Parkin works, the Beaver Falls works,

the Pittsburg Wire company and the
Oliver Snyder company. The last nam-
ed carries with it the Oliver Interests
in the immense Carnegie acquisitions.

Besides rod and wire mills, the new
combination includes steel mills, blast
furnaces and iron mines. Mines are
owned by the Cleveland Rolling Mill
company and by the Oliver-Carnegie
inte~ests. It is the plan that all the
interests involved lose their Identity
and go out of business, and that there-
be simply the one great company. The
statement is made that John W. Gates,
the originator of the scheme, will not
be the general manager as was at first
suggested, but that this office will be
occupied by W. P. Snyder, of Pitts-
burg. The further statement is made
by Cleveland iron men who are inter-
ested that the control of the big com-
pany willrest in the hands of J. Pier-
pont Morgan and his associates, they
having arranged to obtain that control
by purchase.

President McKinley, in his forthcom-
ing message to congress, will not dis-
cuss in a significant way the recent
monetary negotiations of the Wolcott

bimetallic commission, but will refer
to them in only a casual way. The
chief Interest In the financial part of
his message will attach to a recom-
mendation that gold shall be paid only

for Kreenbacks and ,that green backs
shall be paid for gold. The president

does not believe that congress will re-

tire the notes, and itis his opinion that
where there is a constam. surplus of
receipts over expenditures and an ex-
change of gold and notes, there is no
longt-r any menace to the country. He
does not contemplate the retirement of
treasury notes, but only a change of
classifications, for the reason that, if
retired, there would always be a talk

of contraction of the currency, and he
does believe that if gold and green-

backs are made Interchangeable and
kept in a class by themselves no dan-
ger need be apprehended from that
source.

GERMANY WILL BOMBARD.

Sharp MeaMnreH PromlHed if It Is

XeeeHsary to Coerce Ilayti.

BERLIN, Dec. 4.—The semi-official
Post says today: "Should Hayti re-
fuse the German demands (for an in-
demnity on account of the alleged il-
legal arrest and impriconment of Herr
I.ueders, a German subject, at Port au
Prince) sharp measures will follow. We
shall first bombard the coast forts,
and, if they are persistent, we shall
bombard the city and the government
buildings."

BERLIN, Dec. 4.—The German rein-
forcements which will soon be sent to
Kiao Chou bay consist of four com-
panies of marines, consisting cf 23 of-
ficers and 1,200 men; a company of
naval artillery numbering 200 men and
several pieces of field artillery and a
number of machine guns.

SHARP ENGAGEMENT.
A Spanish Victory According to. the

Official Aceonnt*.
HAVANA. Dec. 4.—According to an

announcement issued from Spanish

headquarters this afternoon, the Span-
ish forces belonging to the Manilla di-
vision, have had a sharp engagetfu r.t

with the insurgents at Paledra, prov-
ince of Santiago de G»ba. with the re-
sult that they captured all the positions
of the enemy and compelled the m-
-urgents to retreat with numerous levi-

"twelve soldiers were killed, and Maj.

Matorell and Slball,
chaplain attached to the Basa bat-
talion, and thirty-eight soldiers were
wounded."

The official account says 500 insur-
gents defended the positions; that
many articles of clothing were cap-
tured at the plantations; that the sweet
potatoes were destroyed, and that
many explosive bullets were found.
While the troops were burying Maj.
Seisdedos, Senor Canakjas was fired
at. The Spanish columns wen; under
fire throughout the night of the 29th,
but the official report gives the loss of
only one major and two guerillas kill-I,
one major, one captain and eighteen
men wounded. Decorations have been
requested for "brilliant" action. The
loss of the insurgents is not known.

"No bodies were found on the field
of battle."

What Senor Canalejas witnessed may
account for the cabled report from Ma-
drid that at yesterday's cabinet coun-
cil, at which the queen regent presided,
Premier Sagasta reported that "the
military operations In the province of
Pinar del Rio show it to be an im-
portant center of the rebellion, not-
withstanding that Gen. Weyler de-
clared it pacified."

Another official announcement tells
of a "sharp skirmish" in Eastern Cuba,
where Gen. Pando, the chief of military
operations on the isl md. who was false-
ly reported killed a few days ago, is
personally conducting a campaign
against Gen. Gomez. The Spanish loss-
es are said to have been slight.

A "heavy engagement" is reported at
Guiza, near Bayamo, Santiago prov-
ince. The insurgents under Lieut Gen.
Garcia, are said to have taken the
town, after "heroic resistance" by the
Spanish garrison of 180 men. The In-
surgents had four cannon. Large Span-
ish forces have been sent from Man-
zanillo to Guiza.
