HALE AND ELKES "DARK HORSES"

Doth of Them Have Lots of Speed
Left, and May Yet Show

the Way.

NEW YORK. Dec. 9.—Hales record
for 1896 willlook ridiculous when this
year's figures in full are placed up
against it. In this contest Hale has
outstripped his own figures and was 24
miles ahead of them at ninety-two

hours. Last year he had 1,300 miles to
his credit and tonight he had covered
1,330. Stephane, the French rider from
whom so much was expected, was of-
ficially declared out of the race tonight.

He had not been on the track since this
morning. He was thoroughly exhaust-
ed. Miller seems to be absolutely tire-
]i ss when on the wheel. He is fast ap-
proaching the automatic stage. His
eyes are straight ahead and were it
not for his occasional great spurts he
would seem to be lost to all conscious-
ness. Hale a*nd Elkes a.r» looming up
as "dark horses." They are the freshest
men on the track, with the advantage

in favor of the Glens Falls youth, who
still cuts a pace that the rest of the
bunch find it hard to keep up with.
He has had over twenty hours sleep
Since the race started and lots of speed
is left in him yet. Hale astonished the
throng when, along about 8:30 p. m., he
\u25a0began to spurt. He looked as ifhe had
just gone into the race and rode along
for a while at exhibition speed. He is
-showing great form. Gus Burgland,

3lillor's trainer, says that the leader is
continually improving as the hours roll
by.

August Lehr, champion of Germany,

Who arrived on the steamship Tfave to-
day and who willparticipate in apecial
races in tho garden, visited the hall to-
night, and speaking about the con-
test, said: "Ithink this is the greatest
race Iever saw and feel sure that it is
the greatest one in the world."

To offset the criticism made in some
quarters that the track is not correct,
Charles W. Ashinger, the builder, has
made an affidavit that the track meas-
ures nine laps to the mile, eighteen

inches from the pole.

Miller was 229
miles ahead of the record for ninety-seven
hours.

There was another set of match races to-
\u25a0nij;ht. The first, a pursuit race, was be-
tween Hay Duer, of Buffalo, and W. E.
Mosber, of the Riverside Wheelmen. It was
won in 2 miles 14Vi> laps by Duor. Time,
5:46 3-5. The next was a milo between Jean
Gougoltz, of Trance, and C. S. WeUs, of
California. Tho first heat was won in 2:35 3-5
by Gougoltz. Wells fell off Just after passing
the wire.

Miller loft the track at 9 o'clock with 1,533
miles 1lap to his credtt.

The second heat between Gougoltz and
Wells was won by the former In 2:37 4-5.

Miller returned to the track after a rest
of fifteen minutes.

Jimmle Michael rode five miles, exhibition,
paced, in 10:10.

Police Inspector Brooks, with several police
surgeons, visited the garden tonight and
made a thorough inspection. They said that
they found no cause for complaint, and that
interference would be unwarranted.

E. C. Bald gave a mile exhibition, paced.
Time. 1:54 4-5.

.Miller was compelled to leave tho track at
10 o'clock. Ho returned in twenty minutes.

Pierce returned to the track at 10 p. m.,
after an absence of an hour. Miller and
Waller indulged in a spurt at 10:45 o'clock,
with Beacom making the pace. Rice was
close bihind, with Julius well up. Schinneer
crowded the bunch with Enterman, Johnson,
Kinz and Gray following. Golden was doing
a little, too. Gannon, Hale and Elkes were
off the track at that time.

There were two falls during the early
morning hours. Pierce, who has been par-
ticularly unfortunate in that respect, fell at
the Fourth avenue end of the track about 2
o'clock. Moore ascended so high on the
Madison avenue bank about 9 o'clock that
he slipped down to the curb. He was Injur-
ed. Schinneer also had troubles this morn-
ing. First he had to dismount to have his
wheel repaired. Then at 0:30 he fell off and
hurt his knee, forcing him off for twenty

minutes. He fell again at 7:15, but remount-
ed and was off again. At 10:50 o'clock there
was a bad collision on the Twenty-sixth street
side of the garden. Rice was setting the
pace with Schinneer and Rivierre sprinting
behind. Schinneer and Rivierre started to
pass the leader. Schinneer's wheel swerved
towards the outside and collided with Ri-
vierre and both riders fell. Enterman, Pierce,
Mc-ore and King were riding behind in a
close bunch and neither could clear the fal-
len men. Pierces wheel struck Schinneer
and he fell, carrying the others with him.
All of the riders were pretty badly shaken
up but not badly hurt.

At 3 o'clock the crowd trad increased to
fully 5.000. Pierce came back to the track
at 5:30 o'clock and signalized his return by
dong come livelysprinting.

Arthur Zimmerman, paced by the "black
and white" tandem team, made a third of a
mile exhibition in :39 4-5. Jimmy Michael,
paced by tandems and triplets, rode a five-
mile exhibition. No time was taken. Edouard
Taylore, the French middle-distance cham-
pion, who is to race Michael, also rode an
exhiblton. paced by Gougoltz and Lamber-
jack. Eddie Bald, followed the "black and

\u25a0white" tandem team for a couple miles In
an exhibition.

C.OOD ROADS CAMPAIGN.

Minnesota L.A. "W. Proiposes to Pnsh
It Vigorously.

If the plans of their newly elected officers
are followed out with any degree of faith-
fulness the members cf Minnesota division,
L. A. W., will take steps the coming season
which will put this state in the line with
some of the older and more eastern sister
states in the matter of generally improved
highways. These officers met* yesterday
afternoon. They are Albert B. Ovitt and F.
L. Hoxsie, of St. Paul, chief consul and vice
consul, respectively, and Charles E. Bond,
of Minneapolis, secretary and treasurer. It
was an annual meeting, and the subject of
improved roadways through and over the
state was the one most discussed.
It was conceded that if the farmers and

others in the rural parts of the state could be
made to realize the advantage of good, sci-
entifically built thoroughfares, constructed
with the aid of intelligent surveyors, they,
as well as the army of bicyclists, would be
the gainers, and the road building not be
any more costly than at present. It was
decided soon to name a press committee of
five to study up the needs of the people of
the state, the methods of improved road-
making, and to generally agitate the mat-
ter in the columns of the state papers, both
city and country. In this way, it is thought,
wonders can be acomplished in the bettering
of country roads which may be used alike by
the farmer and the enthusiastic "biker."

To co-operate with such a committee a leg-
islative committee of either five or nine
members will also be named, whose duty it
shall be to post themselves on the needs of
the different sections of the state, and apply
some of the information to tbo lawmaking
power. With the backing of the L. A. W.
it is believed that the solons can be per-
suaded that the interests of the agriculturist
and wheelman are not so unlike as some of
the legislators seemed to think last winter.

The nlan was broached and will be exe-
cuted, of collecting data for a map, to be
published at the beginning of the wheeling
season, which will show the paths and roads
between the principal cities and towns in
Minnesota, with notes and useful information
for wheelmen and wheelwomen. These will
be placed in the hands ot the members of
tho league.

Secretary Bond reported an Increase of
something like sixty in the membership, as
against last year. President Ovitt an-
nounced that A. B. Choate, of Minneapolis,
had been selected as a representative of this
state at the annual assembly of the L. A.
V,'., which will be held at St. Louis, in Feb-
ruary. Mr. Choate has also been named
one of the government committee to look
into and report on the subject of the best
material for the permanent improvement of
highways.

WILL IXDIAXAPOLISGET ITT

It begins to look as though the Hoosler3
would have a fight on their hands before
they secured the '98 meet.

When President Potter was In Indianapolis
three weeks ago he said that the only draw-
backs to Indianapoils were the facts that
that city had no first-class wheelmen's or-
ganization, and that Indiana, particularly In-
dianapolis, had such a small membership in
the L. A. W. But since President Potter's
visit, over 100 members have been added to
tho league and applications are being received
at the rate of 35 a week.

Indianapolis now has a L. A. W. bicycle
club. The organization was completed this
week and has 200 members. Every applicant
must be a member of the league and it ls
thought that there will be 500 names on the
membership rolls by Jan. 1. An option on a
centrally located club house has been se-
cured and by the middle of December the
new club will be housed. In the event of
Indianapolis securing the meet, tho members
of the big committees willbe drawn from the
L. A. W. club and the club house will be
tho league headquarters.

Tho selection of D. M. Perry as chairman
and Evans Woollen as secretary of the execu-
tive committer of the '98 club meet is a
very popular one. in Indianapolis. Mr. Parry
is a business man and prominently identified
with the board of trade and Commercial club.
Mr. Woollen was secretary of the provisional
committee, and met thousands of wheelmen
in Philadelphia last summer.

MRS. PITZ OPPOSED.

THIRTYMILES PACED.

Terms of the Race Between Chase

and 3liehnel.

NEW YORK. Dec. 9.—The terms for an
Indoor bicvele race between Jimmy Michael
and tho English crack, A. A. Chase, wero
agreed upon today. Under the articles
binding the men to race, and signed by their
respective managers, the rivals willmeet in
a single race or a series of threo races, If
the latter plan proves feasible, at thirty
miles paced, tbe first race to take place
not later than Jan. 10 next. Their plan for
the trial of speed was not named, but it is
almost certain that it will be New York.
In case of a series of races It is the idea
of Michael's manager that the first and third
races should be in New York, and the sec-
ond either in Boston, Philadelphia or Chi-
cago.

SOITH ST. PALL STOCKMEN VIC-

TIMIZEDBY A VERY SLICK
YOt'XG MAN.

FILLED IN A BEARER CHECK,

WHICH HE HAD OBTAINED POS-
SESSION OF, FOR THE SUM

OF .-.-,<>o.

POLICE ARE NOW SEARCHIXG

For the Fellow Wlione Xame Ap-
pears on the Hack, of the

Paper.

Thuett Bros., live stock dealers, at
South St. Paul, were tne victims of a
clever $500 robbery Wednesday morn-
ing, when a blank check on the Bank
ot South St. Paul, bearing the firm's
signature, was stolen, filled in to the
above amount, and cashed at the Ger-
mania bank in this city. The theft and
the successful collection of the §500 cre-
ated a mild sensation when discovered
yesterday and the matter was at once
placed in the hands of the police. No
arrests have been made, but the devel-
opments implicate the son of an emi-
nently respectable and well-known
family.

Itis the opinion of those conversant
with the facts In the case that the rob-
bery was the result of well-laid plans
by those familiar with the business
methods of Thuett Bros. It is the cus-
tom of the firm to keep at its South
St. Paul office, blank checks signed and
ready to be filled in with the amount
of purchases. Both members of the
firm spend a great deal of their time
about the stockyards, and thi3 practice
is observed to expedite matters in cases
of hurried payments or to make pur-
chases after banking hours. Wednes-
day several blanks in the check book
were signed as usual and the book left
lying on the counter inside of a wire
railing. Sometime between 9 and 11:30
o'clock one of these blank checks was
taken from the book. The culprit doubt-
less at once came to the city, as the
check calling for $500 was presented
for collection to Teller Funk, of the
Germania bank, shortly after 12 o'clock.
The person tendering the check was a
well-dressed young man, about twenty-
three or twenty-four years of age,
smooth, rather full face, dark hair, med-
ium height and weighing about 140
pounds. It read in the blank space
"Pay to bearer $500." On the back was
the indorsement or what purported to
be the indorsement of the young man
for whom the police are searching.

Teller Funk recognized the signature
of Thuett Bros, readily as the firm car-
ries an account at the Germania bank.
The young man presenting the check
was perfectly self-possessed and noth-ing wrong was suspected, but Mr.Funk
referred the check to Cashier Kerst.
Mr.Kerst placed his O. K.on the check
and the young man was paid the $500.
The check was sent by post with
others Wednesday evening to the South
St. Paul bank, and yesterday morning
when the amount was accredited to
that payed out of Thuett Bros.' ac-
count, the theft was discovered. The
firm had no record of issuing the checknor of any business transaction with
the person whose name was indorsedupon the instrument. Its account with
the South St. Paul bank was $500 less
than shown by checks issued against
the deposit and the firm at once de-
clared that the blank check had been
stolen and filled in to the amount of
the shortage.

How the check was stolen is a mys-tery. Itis said that a person unfamil-iar with the business of Thuett Bros
could hardly have accomplished so
clever a job, yet the young man whosename appears on the back of the check
is not known to have ever visited theSouth St. Paul offices. On the otherhand it is said that suspicion does not
attach to any of the firm's employes
One of the firm, however, declared lastevening to a reporter for the Globe
that the check had been stolen beyond
a possible doubt, but declined to dis-cuss the matter at any length.

The question as to who is the loserby the transastion as between ThuettBros., and the Germania bank, is an
unsettled question, though an official
of the bank said, in speaking of the
affair last evening, that no one couldpossibly be expected to bear the loss
but Thuett Bros.

"The check," said he, "was as regu-larly drawn as any instrument pre-
sented for collection at our bank. The
signature of Thuett Bros., is genuine
and there could be no question aboutcashing the firm's check for any
amount. Thuett Bros., carry an ac-
count with the Germania bank, and
their check for $10,000 would be hon-
ored without question. This being the
case Itis fortunate that the person who
presented the check did not fillit out
for a larger sum, as he could have re-
oeived any amount, as easily as $500.
Wo know that Thuett Bros., do a great
deal of business with strangers and
with the genuine signature on thecheck, there was no reason for ques-
tioning its correctness. We had no
way of knowing that the young man
was not one with whom Thuett Bros.,
transacted business and had issued the
check in payment of a business obli-
gation."

One of the victimized firm Is of a
somewhat different opinion from the
bank official. He says that a check on I
another bank made payable to "bear-
er" and presented by a stranger might
have been investigated. He does not
say positively that the Germania bank
was lax in its methods or that his firm
is not sole loser, but says as yet the
legal aspect of this phase of the matter
is not known.

BUYER OF OLD CAR HORSES.

When They Are Not Really Used Up
They Torn Ont Well.

There is often a query in the minds of tho
officials of such street railways as are still
operated by horse-power as to what becomesof the horses which are worn out annually
by the hard usuage they endure and sgld fora nominal figure, says the New York Tribune.
The number of such horses, though constant-ly decreasing as electricity becomes more
universally substituted for a motive power, is
still la tho thousands. Many are sold for
their hides and others to tallow and soap
men, or to meet even less noble ends. But
it remained for a Manhattan Islander to dis-
cover along this line that the ability to con-
vert one *.ollar Into two without recourse to
the populistic method Is not confined to tho
inhabitants of his own borough.

An official of one of the local street rail-ways was cycling with a party of friends
through the interior of the state, purpose-
ly avoidins the lines of railroads, with a
view of seeing what there was new to be seen.
They had halted during the heat of the day
at a farmhouse, six miles from the nearest
railroad, in a locality wheoe such capers as
are read Come but once a week. While en-
joying that delight of every urban cyclist, a
cool draught from a country well, they fell
into conversation with tbe head of the house
and the owner of the farm. The average New
York farmer no longer looks upon a cyclist
as a stranger from a far jcountry, for the
column in his weekly paper devoted to tho
wheel has made him more or less familiar
with those vital issues of t*he day

—
the ques-

tions of "makes" and "gears"
—

and he will
often end a conversation by proposing to
show his ability to ride, a proposition which
it is not always expedient for the owner of
the wheel to entertain.

While they were conyerslng the atention of
an official was attracted to a team of horses
standing harnessed In the .dooryard. There
was something about their rugged and homely
physiques which seemed strangely familiar.
They were elephantine as compared with the
other horses he had abser^ed in the neigh-
borhood. Stepping up, to tjhem for a closer
inspection, ho stooped down, and there,
branded on their forehoofs ;were tho familiar
initials of his own company.

The farmer had observed his look of sur-
prise and was prepared when he exclaimed:
How In the name of goodness did those horse
ever come out here?"

"Recognize them, do you?" replied th
owner.
"Ishould say Idid," exclaimed the offlcla

and we have 500 more there with that brand o
them down in the city."

"Well," replied the farmer, "those oh
horses of yours are about tho only thing
have been able to make a cent out of in th
last few years. Ihave a nephew down In th
city who knows the difference between
horse that is played out for good and on
that only needs rest. He buys me about tw
dozen of your horses every spring, and you
know he doesn't have to pay much for them—
about $10 to $20. He buys them that are all
sound, except their feet—perhaps It's corns
or cracked hoofs, caused hy too many months'
trav-fcng on the stone streets without a let-
up, lour folks can't afford to feed them until
they get well, so you sell them for what you
can get."

Treading on the solft ground, thel
feet get well again, and they are sound as
dollar. You wouldn't know them for th
same animals. Then Isell them at a goo-
margin.

"There is always a good demand for them
They make the best kind of horses for haul-
ing from the cheese factories to the railroads
or from the station to the villages. No horses
around here can touch them on tho straight
draw. The 'stage men' like them, for they
can travel all day without getting tired. They
aren't so good about farm work, as they are
apt to be a little slow. But In plowing, Ifyou
run on a snag either the gang or the harness
or the plow has to give in; the horse never
does."
