
was thoroughly aroused from his for-
mer stupor, and for a time set a hot
pace for his competitors.

Rivierre began to show signs of dis-
tress about 6 o'clock. A little bit later
a nasty fall somewhat dazed him.
Wrhen he resumed riding, a couple of
men in one of the boxes began to guy
the Frenchman, and he became angry.
After making two or three laps, Ri-
vierre dismounted and started to climb
into the ]>ox. The trainers pulled him
away and put him on his wheel. The
two men quickly disappeared. At 6:45
Miller left the track for a rest. Early
in the evening the plucky leader was
presented with a handsome gold watch
and chain by some unknown admirer.
The doner refused to give his name
and address, and, as there was no in-
scription on the watch, nothing can be
learned of the giver's identity.

The police authorities tonight insisted
upon another examination tcing made
of the men by the police surgeons. The
result was a report by the surgeons
which, so far as statistics go, showed
a very satisfactory conJition of affairs,
except in the case of Rivierre. Official-
ly, this report "goes" as it were, but it
gives not the faintest idea of whit the
real condition and appeara-ioe cf the
majority of the riders are. They are
all strong enough to go on for their
pedaling until midnight tomorrow,
and it is not likely that there will be
any further withdrawals, unless for
cause of accident or unless another of
the ambitious riders becomes insane.

There were a number of exhibition
races throughout the evening. A. A.
Chase, the English middle-distance
champion, rode a three-mile ex-
hibition in 6-26M-. Eddie Bald
rede a one-mile exhibition paced
by Gougoltz and Lamberjack in
1:44. Taylore, the French champion,
rode two miles in 4:14, and Jimmy
Michael broke the track record for five
miles, going the distance in 9.55. In
the match race between Teddy Good-
man, of New York, and 13. D. Stevens,
of Buffalo, one mile, Goodman won
both heats. Best time, 2:31.

WATKINS ON BUNTING.

He Thinks the Rules Out;lit to Be
Modified.

President W. H. Watkins, of the Pittsburg
club, expresses his view on the famous little
bunt as follows: "Ido not believe that the
patrons of the game would like to see the
bunt abolished. It would not be fair; nor
would it be progressive to prevent it. There
Is the finest (juality of skill and patience
needed to be a successful bunter, and by all
means we must do noting to retard the
development of these qualities among our
players. The national game has becomesimply what it is, one of the finest games
In the world, by its exponents becoming
more skillful. But Ithink that the bunt
was carried too far last year for the en-
joyment of the spectators. Whenever a game
was anywhere close, and one side got the
first man up to first base all right, the next
man was sure to bunt. This was so much
the rule that It became wearisome. Probably
two or three teams did not do this at alltimes, and these teams were Baltimore andBoston, for they relied on tb.9 good hitting
of their players and the hit and run game.
And it is worthy of note that in the vast ma-
jority of Instances the man for whom the
bunt was made did not score and there was a
general howl all round. Now, what I think
would be a better plan than the one at pres-
ent is to not allow a bunt when there is a
man on first and no one cut, and to per-
mit a batter to bunt when there is a man on
second, and another en first and no one out,
or even a man on second only. This would
retain the bunt, and at the same time only
permit itat times when it was most interest-
ing to the spectators. By this change there
would not be near as much bunting as there
was last year, for as Ihave said, it became
tiresome last season among tr-ams that,
strange to say, were not at all noted for
bunting. If a batter were prohibited from
bunting when there was a man oa first base
and no man out, the batter would try all
the harder to get the runner to second by
some other plan: the batter would be com-
pelled to try aud hit the ball hard and safe,
and it may be the batter and the runner
would try the hit and run plan. This would
be more interesting for the spectators than
at present. Iwould like to see this change
effected, for it certainly could not do any
harm, and it would in all probability do lots
of good."

J. Earle Wage*, one of the pr'n ipal owners
of the Washington cluib. wants the bunt Irt
abolished. "I claim that the other teams in
the league," said Mr. Wagner, "esperrially
the weaker teams of the second division, labor
under a handicap in their games with the
Baltimore^. Fcr In Hanlcn's te m are at least
seven men who can drop the ball near the
plate and beat it out to first base. But there
are no more than two players per team on
an average, outside of Baltimore, who have
mastered the knack of scientific bunting. It
is all well enough for Ed. Hanlon to say that
the players cf other teams should perfect
themselves tn the bunt by practicing it, but
Hanlon knows as well a.3 Ithat bunting
Is a peculiarly rare talent, and that good
bunters are a rarity on the market. The
best argument against the bunt is that the
public favors its abolition and the rules
committee must remember that the public is
first to be served. Iwill make a strong play
against this bunting rule at the spring meet-
ing and will have more support than Mr.
Hanlon realizes."

MILLER RETAINS THE LEAD.

CLOSE IP TO HALES RECORD,
WITH TWENTY-FOUR HOURS

TO SPARK.

RIVIERRE IS OUT OE HIS MIND.

Frenchman Compelled to Leave tlie
Track for Good

—
Three Leaden*

in Good Condition.

NEW YORK. Dec. 11.—Miller equal-
led the 142-hour record of 1,910 miles, S
laps at 1:37 a. m.

NEW YORK, Dec. 10.—The great six-
day bicycle race at Madison Square
garden has narrowed itself down to fif-
teen riders. Miller still retains a lead
ol* nearly 100 miles over Rice, the
Wilkesbarre miner. At midnight he
was something like 235 miles ahead of
the world's record, and, with twenty-
four hours to spare, he had covered a
distance up to within a few miles of
the great record established by Hale
last year of 1,900 miles. The great sur-
prise of the night was the retirement
of Rivierre, the Frenchman. He is be-
lieved to be actually out of his mind,
is in a pitiable physical condition, and
is now under the care of physicians.
Like most of the others in the race,
Rivierre has given evidence during the
contest of having partly lost his mind.
The awful strain after the first day of
riding had, in a measure, mentally un-
balanced him, and th'»s afternoon he
leaped from fhis wheel and made an
assault on an Imaginary foe in one of
the boxes, swearing and jabbering in
his native tongue. His trainers rushed
Jp him and put him on his wheel, but
after making a few more laps he re-
peated the performance with even more
insane rage than he had at first dem-
onstrated. The result was that Ri-
vierre had to be taken from the track
to return no more. Another man who
has quit the list is Moore. Moore had
a terrible fall during the afternoon.
While going at a high rate of speed he
crashed into the rail and cut himself
badly. He was carried off the track
almost unconscious. The shock was
too great for his debilitated condition,
and Moore will be seen no more in the
present race.

But Miller, that wonderful specimen
Of physical development, still plods
along. He has ground out more miles
In a given time on a wheel than any
man has before. He has subsisted
under the most telling strain with less
sleep than was thought possible for
any man and with it all an examina-
tion of him tonight by the police sur-
geons disclosed the fact that his con-
dition was normal, and with the ex-
ception of muscular soreness and a
slight deadness of the limbs, he was
In excellent condition and would be
able to continue to the end without
much danger of collapse.

Rice, who is second man in the con-
test, though nearly a hundred miles be-
hind the leader, is standing by his
colors with dogged determination. It
was said during the day that he had
asked to be taken off, but the manner
in which he has been riding through
the night "shows that though he might
have requested this, it is not the spirit
of his wishes. He is in to stay to the
end and his trainers think that he will
be much nearer the Chicago man at
the end of the next two hours than he
is at present. At all events he got rid
of a dangerous rival when Rivierre left
the track. For hours it had been nip
and tuck with these two, at one time
the one leading and at another time the
other. Rice's physical condition is. also
announced to be good.

Close up to Rice and third man, now
that the Frenchman is gone, is Schin-
neer, a fellow townsman of Miller,
though he has had several nasty tum-
bles during the race. Schinneer has
never for a moment lost any of his
pluck or determination. He has a lead
of ninety miles on Hale, the former
champion, and, barring accidents, will
undoubtedly finish third man.

Hale, with plenty of sleep, compara-
tively speaking, has the best appear-
ance of any man on the circle. He has
really taken things leisurely, but never-
theless, at the present writing, is near-
ly forty miles ahead of his old record
of last year. This is about what his
schedule called for, but when the
schedule was made up no account was
tr.ken of such marvelous speed as has
been maintained throughout the race,
after Waller had set the pace. Those
who expected Hale to move up in the
last day or two are apt to be disap-
pointed, for he is two full centuries be-
hind the plucky leader. Of the others,
.Waller has proved himself the strong-
est hearted. He did a lot of sprinting
tonight and he has a strong following
among the spectators. Enterman, the
youthful Brooklyn rider, has returned
and is making his miles with clock-like
regularity.

At 4:30 p. m. Police Inspector Brooks,
•with Capt. Sheehan, of the Tenderloin
precinct, and Police Surgeons Palmer,
Johnson and Nesbit, entered the gar-
den. They advanced to the stands oc-
cupied by the riders and their train-
ers and ordered the bicycle riders to
dismount, one at a time, and submit
to a physical examination. One after
another of the riders climbed off their
wheels. They were at once handed
over to the surgeons of the police de-
partment. The pulse and heart were
examined, and the temperature taken.
All of the riders, except Enterman,
passed examination, and were allowed
to continue in the race. The doctors
ordered Enterman to take a rest. Rice
was subjected to a very close inspec-
tion, but, after a lengthy consultation,
he was allowed to continue. Rice's
actions immediately after the exam-
ination would lead one to believe that
he had been given a stimulant. He

the room before his emotions overcome
him. But the tears were not to be re-
strained and his cheeks were wet be-
fore he could step across to the door
leading to the jailpassage, while his
huge frame shook with emotion as he
walked away.

ONE ON BROWN.

Monument to a -Man Who Never Re-

fused or Paid for a Drink.

"When Ireturned from abroad two

says the New York Sun. "One of tbe
institutions of that club is a man whom
we may call Brown. Brown has been

on the club rolls for twenty years, and
during that time no one ever saw him
buy a drink or refuse one. Moreover,

he was always at your elbow when
you ordered a drink. Imissed Brown,

and asked one of the members what
bad become of him."

'Why,' he exclaimed, 'you are way

behind the times. Brown died two
months ago, poor fellow. The club
buried him decently and erected a
monument over his grave.'"

'I am sorry to hear that.' Ireplied,
'for Brown was not a bad fellow. What
kind of monument did you give him?'"

*Iwill show you a photograph ot
it,' said my friend, and he did. The
photograph portrayed a tall shaft, on
which was inscribed the words: 'Here
is one on me, boys. Thomas Brown.'

"As a matter of fact. Brown wasn't
dead. He had been dropped for non-
payment of dues, and the photograph
was made from a drawing that now
hangs in the club."

Clothes Made of Ropes.

An experiment i3being made by a large
woolen manufacturer in the North of Eng-
land which is likely to have a considerable
effect ou the price of clothes. Tons of old
rope and cordage are bought up at the dock-
yards for a song when the ships are fresh
rigged, and this, after being soaked In water,
is unraveled, and, after undergoing further
treatment, woven up into a kind of rough
cloth, which is subsequently dyed brown,
gray, black and so on. The special advan-
tages are that the goods are exceedingly
strong, wear well, keep their color and are
cheaper than shoddy.

RAILPOOL REVIVED.

The Territory Divided Among tl»«
Rig Concerns.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Dec. 10.— A
meeting of the representatives of near-
ly all the steel companies In the United
States was held today in New York
city at which the harmonizi^y of their
interests and the division c? territory
are said to have been the chief sub-
ject of discussion. Among those pres-
ent were Presidents Stackhouse, of the
Cambria Iron company; Linderman, of
the Bethelehem Iron company; Felton,
of the Pennsylvania & Maryland St3el
company and Secretary Kennedy, of
the Bessemer Steel company. None of
those from this city who were present
at the meeting would discuss the mat-
ter, but It was stated, on what Is con-
sidered reliable authority, that the two
above mentioned subjects were dis-
cussed and decided upon. In relation
to the division of territory, it is believ-
ed that the district east of the Alle-
ghenles was given to the Pennsylvania
& Maryland Steel company, the Lack-
awanna company and the Bethlehem
Iron company. Itds also said that un-
der the new arrangement many feat-
ures of the old steel rail pool are In-
corporated. Another important ques-
tion said to have been settled was that
of a percentage allotn^ent to each of
the companies with a penalty for in-
fraction thereof. ,

SEWER PIPE DEAL OFF.

Effort to Bring: About a Pool a Fail-
ure.

CLEVELAND, 0., Dec. 10.—This
year's attempt to^ join all the sewer
pipe manufacturers into one company
has failed. A meeting witb forty-three
concerns represented was held in
Cleveland this week, at which the con-
summation of the plan was expected.
But five of the most important of the
interest withdrew, declining to sur-
render their property to the control of a
corporation in which the predominance
of power was held by some one else.
These companies were the Summit and
Buckeye, of Akron, Ohio; the National,
of Barberton, Ohio, and two on the
Ohio river. The total amount of prop-

J erty that would have been involved in
| the deal was $8,000,000 or $9,000,000, and
Iof this the unwilling concerns repre-
I sented about $1,500,000. The others

Ipromise to bring these five into line
! for next year and about a fortnight

NEW WIRE POOL.

NEW YORK, Dec. 10.—The Repre-
sentative of the steel wire and nail
manufacturing firms of the United
States who have for months been ne-
gotiating to form a steel wire and nail
pool, are nearing a conclusion of their
work. It Is said that about twenty of
the largest steel wire and nail manu-
facturers will enter the pool and that
the capital involved will exceed $60.-
--000,000. The legal formalities for form-
ing the pool will probably not be com-
pleted until after the hblidays.
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PACIFIC SALE POSTPONEMENT.

Steps Looking to It Taken by the
Attorney General.

, WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.— Attorney
General McKenna has taken stepj look-
ing to the postponement of the sale of
the Kansas Pacific road. As soon as
he received a copy of yesterday's senate
resolution he telegraphed its substanc-i
to Special Counsel ex-Gov. Hoadley, at
New York, with a request that he
prepare at once a motion asking for a
postponement for sixty days or until
about Feb. 15. The attorney general
also telegraphed the president a synop-
sis of the resolution. Up to noon today
Mr. McKenna had heard nothing of the
reported decision of the reorganization
committee, as stated by a New York
newspaper, to offer the government a
guarantee bid of $6,303,000. the amount
of the principal of the government's
claim, nor would the attorney general
say, la speaking of the matter today,
what would be done in case such an
offer was made before the motion for
a postponement was filed. There is
no reasonable doubt that this offer, If
ithad been made prior to the adoption
of the senate resolution, would have
been accepted. It may be, it is said,
that the president would consider him-
self bound in courtesy to the senate to
ask for a postponement irrespective of
any offer that might now be made, as
it seems probable he might ascertain
the views of the leaders in congress
upon the acceptanc3 of a bid of $6,303,-
--000, should itbe made, and act accord-
ingly.

The attorney general today expressed
no doubt that a postponement would be
granted by the court upon the showing
the government would ba able to make.
In addition to the fery potent reason
that the senate, representing the people
of the whole country, had requested
this action, there was another, he said,
of little less importance. Other respon-
sible parties, outside of the reorganiza-
tion committee, were just now taking
an interest in the Kansas Pacific road
with a view, no doubt, to becoming
bidders if their investigations warrant-
ed such a step. Who these parties were
the attorney general was not at Hberty
to state, but, allthlngs considered, he
thought the reasons for a postpone-
ment were ample. In the meantime the
preparations for presenting the ques-
tion to the court, should the reor-
ganization committee, who are under-
stood to be the owners of a large share
of the first mortgage bonds, object to
the delay, will be proceeded with. Ex-
Gov. Hoadley was requested by the
attorney general to confer with the i
committee today on this point, and re-
port to him any conclusions reached.

GAGE CURRENCY PLAN.

Several Special Hills May He Pre-
pared by the Secretary.

WASHINGTON, De*'. 10.—It was
stated in reliable quarters about the
house of representatives today that
Secretary Gage had made his purpose j
known not to embody his financial
views in one comprehensive bill, but
to cover special subjects in a number
of special bills, some of which would
go before the house committee on
banking and currency and others be-
fore the committee on ways and means.
The banking and currency committee
formally invited the secretary to pre-
sent a bill covering all the phases of
financial reform suggested In his re-
cent recommendation to congress, and
the desire of members of the commit-
tee was to treat the subject as an en-
tirety. For that reason there was con-
siderable comment when It was stated
that Mr. Gage would divide the sub-
ject into several bills, some of which
would go before the ways and means
committee. Itwas this last feature
which occasioned the liveliest comment,
owing to the sharp contest between
the ways and means committee and
the banking and currency committee,
respectively, to control legislation de-
signed to bring about currency reform.
This feeling found expression on the
floor of the house the second day of
the session, and after a spirited ex-
change between Mr. Dingley and Mr. i
Walker, tbe chairmen of the two com- i
mittees, the matter was compromised, j
The Walker committee felt that it had
carried the day and at its initial meet- I

ing on Wednesday the formal invita-
tion was extended to Secretary Gage
to present a bill based on his recom-
mendations to congress. Mr. Hill, ofConnecticut, was designated by Chair-
man Walker to submit the request to
the secretary. As a result of this in-
terview it became generally under-
stood about the house that the secre-
tary would not comply with the re-
quest for a general bill of financial
reform, but would draft several dis-
tinct bills.

STANDS BY THE TREATY.

Senator Davis at Present Has No
Idea of Abandoning It.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.-The dele-
gation of Hawaiian natives who are
here in opposition to the annexation
treaty called upon several senators at
the capitol today to urge their views.
They have attempted no canvass of the
senate, but say they have received con-
siderable encouragement. Senator
Davis, chairman of the committee on
foreign relations, declines to divulge his
plans, but his friends In the senate say-
that he will be governed in his action
largely by circumstances and that he
expects to get the treaty up within th-
next ten days. He now has no purpose
of abandoning the plan of considering
the treaty as such and attempting to
secure the same result by legislation.

The delegation of Hawaiians called
at the state department today and were
admitted to an interview with Secre-
tary Sherman. There were four in the
party, Hon. James Kaull, president of
the Hawaiian Patriotic league; Jose
Hekeluhe, K. C, secretary and general
of Liliuokalani and commissioner of the
league; Hon. David Kalanokalina,
president of the Hawaiian Association
Hui Kalalana, and William Auld, sec-
retary and commlsFioner of the Ha-
waiian association. The inteivi w last-
ed only a few minutes. They presented
the secretary a memorial represented
to be in behalf of 20,000 native Hawaii-
ans. protesting against annexation, or
at least soliciting a secret plebiscite of
the Hawaiian population before such a
course was determined upon by the
United States.

GROVER IN "WASHINGTON.

Ex-President on Hlm Way Snath on

a 11iiiitiiik Trip.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.—Former

President Grover Cleveland arrived in
