CHICAGO, Dee. 10.—After considerable ef-
fort, tite bull eliqm- in the wheat market
succeeded today in closing the lid on the
boiling December shorts nnd getting tlie
price down to a point that does not so openly
iii\:;t-all the contract wheat in the country

to Chicago. December clost-d at $1.'3, a de-
cline for the day of 4c, while May shewed
about lc decline at the close. Corn and oats
were g iverned by the change in wheat, but
showed very little change at the clovso. Pro-
visions also closed substantially unchanged.

Wheat, at the opening, was a very unacr am
quantity. It was generally conceded that it
was to the Interest of the bull clique to al-
low thep rice to settle down to a point where
It would be less attractive fjr country hhlders
to send all their wheat of contract grade to
Chicago, but because this was so palpable
many others expected an opposite course and
the result was a nervous market. There was
some disappointment over the poor response,
of Liverpool to the advance here, which had
some effect on opening prices. The early

course of December was downward, but vi ry

soon It bscame strong again and took only

two skips in recovering from $1.06\4 to $1.08.
Itopened at $1.07, or the same figures as at
the close the day before. Itsoon bscame evi-
dent that tbe price went up not because of
any manipulation by the clique, but in spite

of their efforts to keep it down. They tried
It again later In the session, and had more
success, December selling on that occasion
at $1.05. May waa largaly influenced by the
course of December. It opened *&c lower at
92%@92Vic. Trade was very quiet for the
first 40 minutes during which May kept with-
in the range of 92>4c and Dl%c. At the end
of that time some few buying orders came
in together, the cro-wd In the meantime hav-
ing got "short and a rapid rise to 93% coc-
curred In consequence. The bull turn thus
given to/ the market did not last long. It
worked downwai-d after that notwithstanding
some rather bullish Items of legitimate niar-
kc t information. Tlie ordinary market new3

was principally of a bullish character, but
because New York exporters did not report
an active demand for export, the encourage-
ment from elsewhere was forgotten a minute
after received. Liverpool advices conflrmsd
those of the day before regarding heavy
rains in Argentina. There will be practi-
cally no wheat to thin trom 'his year's Aus-

tralian crop a:id San Francisco reporied the
purchase for shipment to Capetown, South
Africa, of three cargoes of wheat, giving eor-

aCfon to the news of a continuation of
last year s dear h lv Australia. The North-
western receipts wire liberal, but smaller
than la;rt weeks— 6iS cars today, 759 a week
ago and 637 cars the corresponding day of
1896. Liverpool expects 5,000,000 bu of Chi-
cago clique wheat to be sent there and
wius feeling easy about supplies in conse-
quence. That market closed %c lower for
futures, but IM-d higher for No. 1 northern
eprlng, spot. The Atlantic port clearances in
wheat and flour, inclusive of 80,000 bbls of the
latter from Newport News, were equal to
925,000 bu. Continental markets showed
moderate strength and slightly higber pries.
The market became quite weak toward the
end. Reports that wheat was being started
for Chicago from all over the West ou ac-
count of the high prices prevailing here were
circulated and made it very easy for the
clique to keep the price down. December
got do-wn to $1.03 and closed at that price,
while May declined to 91%@

Trading in corn was unimportant through-
out. Up to the late decline In wheat, how-
ever, the market held firm and at a slight
advance, but this was lost when wheat sold
off. Scalpers had the market to themselves
for the greater [>art of the time and even
they were not disposed to do much. There
was a little covering by s*horts in the morn-
ing. The market was entirely a sympa-
tic-!Ie one, no important independent features
developing. Receipts were 441 cars; clear-
ances, 317,ii00 bu. May ranged from 28%®2Dc
to 28%c, closing %c lower at the latter price.
The aggregate business In oats was quite
heavy and the tone of the market distinctly
firm though closing unchanged. Outsiders
and local shorts were both good buyers dur-
ing the session and prices advanced boib for
December and May. During the afternoon
realizing was moro pronounced, esix-cially
during -the decline in wheat. Cash demand
was very dull. Receipts were 379 cars. May
ranged from 22%@22%c to 22%@22%c and
closed at 22'^c.

MINNEAPOLIS Dec. 10.— The trader!** were
greatly disappointed this morning on the
tone of foreign cables. Livenjool's first ad-

vices said that their wheat market had opened
higher, but that the advance was soon lost.
London reported very dull markets, with sell-
ers asking 6d per quarter for cargoes off
coast and that cargoes on passage were being
held at 6d per quarter higher. English coun-
try markets were steady and French coun-
try markets firm. Chicago reported that the
"crowd"— that ls, the majority of active trad-
ers—felt nervous and unsettled with many
strong parties enlisted on the bear side,
also that the feverish rise of yesterday was
due more to fright on the part of shorts than
anything else. The news of the day was
mixed In character. Cables above mentioned
were bearish, but there were other advices.
Reports from Australia stated that there
would be practically no surplus for export,
and that the Argentine was In much the same
condition. The latter we place no credence
In, for the dispatch looks like one made to
order.

December wheat opened at 9214 cbeing %c
under yesterday, advanced to 92%c. and de-
clined to 92% cby noon. May wheat opened
at 90c. being Mc under yesterday's close, sold
at 89%e, gained %c, lost %c. jumped from
89% cto 91c between 10:14 a. m. and 10:15 a.
m., slowed off and gradually sank to 90c by
noon. The demand for cash wheat was good
today, and especially good for No. 1 north-
ern. Some of it sold at 4c over the May
price, and really fine samples at 5%c over.
In this connection it was said that a broker,
and perhaps brokers, bought freely at the
top prices for wheat to arrive either In De-
cember or January. This was deemed as
rather extraordinary, and the consensus of
opinion was that this wheat was being bought
fcr the bull clique in Chicago. Whether
right or wrong tho action is peculiar and
lends color to the supposition. Other grades
were about the same as yesterday. Receipts
here were 581 cars; shipments. 109 cars.

The market during the noon hour resem-
bled a fever patient recovering from a siege
of high temperature, limp and tractable, with
evident weakness. There was nothing en-
couraging from outside sources to be added
to the story of the morning. December wheat
closed at 91}4e; May at 89%©59%c.

BEARS READY FOR A RAID.

THE GENERAL LIST -WEAKENED
BY FREE OFFERINGS TO RE-

ALIZE PROFITS.

LOSSES FOR MOST PART FRACTIONS

Covering; of Shorts at the Close Re-
duced the Net Declines for

the Day.

NEW YORK,. Dec. 10.—Today's market was
a renewal of the contest between the reac-
tionists and the combined Interests which
have embarked on a bull campaign. The
bears were encouraged by the stress under
which the bulls labored yesterday in trying

to sustain values at weak, points, and they
were prepared for vigorous measures to
break the market. Although they had the.
advantage at the outset of quotations trom
London, the earliest deals here^ showed ad-
vances, Sugar leading. But that stock, to-
gether with Manhattan and the coalers, was
soon weakened by liberal offerings to realize
and the reaction soon attacked the whole list.
There were very heavy dealings in Northern
Paciflc preferred, which has been sharply ad-
vanced recently on rumors of a liberal divi-
dend to be declared today. The action on
the dividend was timed for about the hour
of the closing of the market, and the street
was kept busy all day with contradictory
rumors on the subject. One of these had It
that action on the dividend would be posty-
poned altogether and the resulting decline in
the stock uncovered stop-loss orders. Cov-
ering of shorts in the final dealings and
early information of the decision of the di-
rectors to disburse the first dividend of 1
per cent caused a rally of nearly a point in
the stock, but left a net loss of a sharp frac-
tion.

The bears made vigorous attacks on all
of the stocks of the local corporations which
have been recently advanced, the transit
companies on talk that the underground

transit plan was about to fall and the gas
companies on alleged assurances of political
favoritism. These stocks al reacted over 1
point, and up to 3 points. The stocks of the
transit companies recovered partly on the
postponement of a decision on the under-
ground plan. The break in this group, how-
ever, broke the market and precipitated de-
clines all through the list. Many leading
stocks lost 1 per cent or over, and some as
much as 2 per cent. The covering of shorts
at the close and at the rally In local transit
stocks reduced net losses In most cases to

fractions.
The stocks of Southern and Southwestern

railroads were comparatively firm and show
the smallest losses. Union Pacific showed a
tendency to rally, though it weakened some-
what later upon a denial of the story that
the reorganization committee had offered the
government the full amount of principal of
its claim for settlement of the Kansas Pa-
cific controversy. Business through commis-
sion houses showed alarge falling off today,
and sales for London account continued on
quite a large scale. The general news of the
day and statements of railroad earnings, which
were favorable, were disregarded, and the
course of the market was due almost entire-
ly to the contest between professional trad-
ers.

The feature of the bond market was the de-
cline of 4 points in the Kansa Pacific consols,
due to the apprehension that the possible
purchase of the property by the government
may debar the holders from a share in the
Union Pacific reorganization plan. The de-
mand for high grade bonds continued good,
and a number of gains from 1 to 2 per cent
was shown. The speculative bonds reacted
somewhat in sympathy with stocks. Total
sales, $3,150,000.
