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WASHINGTON WAS KILLED!
Some Unpublished Facts about His

BRIGHT SIDE OF ALASKA LIFE.

Chnrlt-M Kliik Pictures the Klondike
in Roseate Hue.

Charles Kingwho, as the representa-

tive of the Northern Pacific company,
has spent some time at Dyea collecting
information as to the best means of
reaching the Alaskan gold fields, is in
St. Paul, and brings from that section
some Interesting facts, some of which
have not been clearly understood.

• In the first place, Mr. King, although

he has been no further than Dyea,
scouts the idea that there ls to be any
Starvation at Dawson, although he ad-
mits that owing to the difficulty in
getting in provisions at this season,

the folks there will have to husband
their resources. He laughs at some of
the wild tales of peril told by some of
the correspondents, many of them, he
adds, have allowed their fancies free
rein. To avoid great discomfort, Mr.
King says, no gold seeker should go
to Klondike without a good constition.
a pretty good outfit of necessaries and
from $400 to $500 in money. The story
about the perils of the passes, both
of which he has been over, he states
are greatiy exaggerated. There have,
he urges, been comparatively few-
deaths, and those from carelessness or
foolhardiness, while the tale of the
trails being lined withcarcases of dead
horses is a fairy story'- Men unac-
customed to the care of horses, start
out with poor animals which are
worked without limit and poorly fed.
With the same treatment they would
not survive even in St. Paul. Mr. King
expects that a movement will begin
about the end of January, when the
trip can be made to advantage via the
Dyea trail. The distance is made by
steamer some 1.000 miles from the
sound ports to Dyea, then there is a
thirty-two mile journey from Dyea to
the head of Lake Bennett over the
trail, where boats are taken down Lake
"Lindeiman to a portage between Lin-
derman and Bennett, a distance of five
or six miles, after which it is an easy
matter to finish the trip down the Yu-
kon river with the stream some 500
miles to Dawson. This portage is at

Miles ccnyon and White Horse rapids,
and is some three miles. Mr. King
figures conservatively that the time
from the Pacific coast to DawsOn
should amount to from seventeen to
twenty-one days in all.

Speaking of the three projected cable
tramways, he says two are under con-
struction to be completed in February,
and that while they willnot materially
shorten up the time, they will greatly
lessen the expense of the tripand faclb
itate the progress of travelers who
now pack their stuff on their backs.
The charge for packing over the Chil-
koot pass last year was from forty to
fifty cents per pound, while it is un-
derstood that the new plan will reduce
this expense possibly to fifteen cents.
Passengers thus relieved of their bur-
den may make the trip themselves on
foot with much more ease and safety.
He himself has crossed the pass in fif-
teen hours actual walking time, and
he adds with no more danger than
walking on Summit avenue. Mr. King
says the tales of rioting at Dawson are
fables, and with the Canadian police
present, not to be credited.

IS SUICIDE INCREASING?

Local si alist les Show Some Startling

FIR-nres.
The advance sheets of the report of

the health department for this year
show among other Interesting items
that the number of suicides has in-
creased over 50 per cent as compared
with the year 1896. In 1896 the num-
ber of deaths from suicide were eigh-
teen; this year up to date the number
is thirty. This number does not in-
clude the three persons who ended
their lives by the "high bridge" route,
as the records of the health depart-
ment only give those cases In which
death certificates have been issued.
The records show that in 1894 there
were twenty deaths by suicide; in 1895,
twenty-four; in 1896, eighteen, and up
to the present date this year, thirty.

ARGUE TO DISMISS
WILL, BE THE PROCEDURE THIS

AFTERNOON IN THE BICKEL
TRIAL.

PROSECUTION IS CLOSING.

BELIEVED THAT THE FORENOON
WILL BE SUFFICIENT FOR ITS

PURPOSES.

ADMISSIONS BY THE DEFENSE

Materially Shorten the Time Re-
quired for the Trial of the Bank-

ing Cause Celebre.

At last the beginnig of the end of the
Bickel trial is in sight. The state prac-
tically rested last night. Court there-
upon adjourned until 9 o'clock this fore-
noon, in order to give the county at-
torney an opportunity to put in such
further testimony as he may have over-
looked during the past two weeks. At
noon today the state will undoubtedly

have completed its case, and the jury
willbe excused until Monday forenoon.
In the meantime the defense willmove
to dismiss the case, and this after-
noon will be devoted by Mr. Butler
and the county attorney to arguing

the former's motion to dismiss.
Yesterday's session was as tedious

as ever. H. M. Temple, the expert ac-
countant, resumed the witness stand in
the morning. The entire forenoon was
spent in showing him a vast number
of exhibits of checks and accounts,

which he was asked to identify with
personal identification. One by one
they were handed to him, and as to
each one he was asked when and
where he had seen them. Few spec-
tators were in the court room, and
even the attorneys, of whom there have
been many in the court, were conspicu-

ous by their absence.
After Mr. Temple had testified that

when he first saw the checks drawn by

W. F. Bickel they were pinned to vari-
ous memorandum slips, Receiver Shee-

han was recalled to testify that none of

the bank's papers contained in a cer-
tain box had been disturbed or touch-
ed from the time they came Into the
possession of the receivers, until they
were turned over to the expert account-
ant for examination.

The county attorney then proceeded
to introduce in evidence all of the
Bickel checks and their accompanying
slips, Mr. Butler objecting without
avail.

During the latter part of the after-
noon the county attorney finished in-
troducing the various checks and mem-
orandum slips, which Mr. Temple iden-
tified. Then, turning his attention to
the thirteen notes which the indict-
ment charges the defendant with steal-
ing, the county attorney offered to
prove that all but two of them, the
Behnke note for $500, made by August
F. Behnke and William Bickel, the de-
fendant's father, and the Marleau note
for $75. were not paid.

Mr. Behnke took the stand and testi-
fied that he paid the $500 to the re-
ceivers of the Minnesota Savings bank
last May. Receiver Sheehan testified
that the Marleau note was also paid
to the receivers at about the same
time.

Mr.Butler objected to state's offering
In evidence the various promissory
notes mentioned, but the court over-

Iruled the objection. The defense noted
j an exception and then decided upon a
Icourse of action that has saved- time.
In response to the offer of the county
attorney to prove that none of the
notes had been paid up to Jan. 16, when

j the defendant took them from the
bank, Mr. Butler said that, while ob-
jecting to the course of action pursued
by the county attorney, yet, inasmuch j
as the court was going to allow proof
of the nature indicated by the state I
to be submitted, the defense would,
in order to save time, admit that the
notes were not paid by the makers
or indorsers piior to the failure of the
bank. This obviated the necessity of
the state calling the makers and in-
dorsers of the various notes to testify

j that they were not paid.
At this point County Attorney An-

derson announced that he had no
farther testimony to offer then and
there, but that he would like to be giv-
en a little time to look over the ground

IIn order to be sure he had not over-
jlooked anything Important. Accordin<r-[ ly, the arrangement already set forthwas finally agreed upon, Mr. Butler
announcing that he would have a few
words to say to the court in the after-
noon after the jury had gone.

SUPREME COURT DECISIONS.

Several Cases Were Passed UpOft
Yesterday.

The supreme court is keeping well up v.-ith
its work, and yesterday handed down lour
decisions.
In the case of Matts Hclman, respondeat

vs. E. A. Kemp et al.. appellants, the four*:
holds that it is not the absolute dutj ot
the servant upon entering his work to ascer-
tain the dangers and risks connected there-with; the measure of his duty is ordinary
care.
Itis also held that a foreman in charge cf

work is a vice principal. In this case ilol-
man was employed by Kemp and others, con-
tractors on the Duluth & Iron Range rail-road, as a driller, and was ordered to do
some blasting. He did not know how to
lay the explosives, and in handling them
there was a premature explosion, in which
he lost an eye and suffered other injuries.
The jury in the district court awarded him$2,000, which is sustained by the supreme
court.

The syllabus is:
Matts Holman, respondent, vs. Ernst A.

Kemp, et al., appellants.
1. Evidence held to support the verdict.
2. It is not tbe absolute duty of the ser-

vant upon entering upon his work to ascer-
tain the dangers and risks connected there-
with. The measure of his duty is ordinary
care.

3. Held, following Carlson vs. N. W. Tel
Co., 63 Minn.. 428. that the trial court did
not err in its instructions as to when a fore-man in charge of work will be regarded aa
a vice principal.

4. Certain rulings on the trial as to the
admission of evidence held to be correct.
Order affirmed. —Start, J.

In the case of J. H. Hintermister. respond-
ent, vs. J. H. Brady et al., appellants, the
decision of the lower court is reversed. The
action went into the district court on an
appeal from the probate court, admitting
the will of the late James Brady to pro-
bate. The order was made April 27 last,
aud the case was to have been tried at the
May term of court, but failed to get on the
calendar, and the appeal was dismissed. Thesyllabus is as follows:

Section 4571, G. S. 1894. relating to ap-
peals from probate court, to the effect that
if the case is not placed on the calendar
on or before the first day of the term at
which the cause is noticed for trial, the ap-
peal shall be dismissed, construed and held
that the district court may, for cause shown,
relieve the appellant from his default in not
complying with the statute. Held, further,
that the respondent's attorney in this case,
by his words and acts, waived the so plac-
ing of the case on the calendar, and that
the trial court erred in dismissing the appeal.
Order reversed.

A per curiam decision was handed down
in the case of the Commercial Bank against
The Azotine Company, and Philip Reilly, ap-
pellant, against The Anchor Investment Com-
pany et al., Interveners, affirming the decis-
ion of the lower court, anfl holding that
Reilly was liable with the others on the
judgment obtained by the Commercial bank-
In the case of Leigh B. Smith, respond-

ent, vs. Albert H. Petrie, appellant, the
order of the lower court is affirmed. The
grounds are thus stated in the syllabus:

1. To prove a judgment of a Justice of the
peace from another state it is only necessary
to give in evidence an exemplification thereof,
in accordance with the provisions of section

2. Held, following State ex rel. vs. Myers,
72 N. W. 969, that the entry by the Justice In
his docket of the verdict of the jury, with
costs as taxed, is In legal effect a judgment.

In the application of the Forest Cemetery
Association, the Forest Cemetery Associa-
tion, respondent, vs. William Constans et al.,
appellants, the court holds that an order
appointing a committee in proceedings to
condemn land for the purposes of enlarg-

nig a cemetery, under the provisions of G. S.
1894, section 3096, is not appealable. The
appeal is therefore dismissed.

A war-
rant was issued yesterday for the ar-
rest of D. H. Graham, who is charged
with being the party who obtained the
money. Both drafts were drawn on the
First National bank of Denver, Col.,
and were returned protested. Graham
ls described as about fifty years of
age, tall and well dressed, and is re^
ported as making his headquarters In
Minneapolis. A detective visited Min-
neapolis last evening In search of
Graham.

WAS LOCKED UP THREE DAIS.

Why Adolph Aszman Asks for $5,000

Adolph Aszman, the young man who
was arrested at the Instance of Joseph
J. Hurley on the charge of stealing $15
from the latter's safe, and who was
afterwards discharged by the municipal
court, has brought suit against Hut ley
to recover $5,000 damages for alleged
malicious prosecution and false im-
prisonment. Aszman was obliged to
spend three days in the county jailbe-
fore his trial, so he alleges.

Hnssey's Drank* Seem Hahit.

Patrick Hussey was tried before Judge
Twohy and a jury in the police court yes-
terday on a charge of drunkenness. The jury
were out ten minutes and returned a verdict
of guilty. The court officials claim that the
records of the court show that Hussey has
been arraigned fifteen times in the past
three years for the same offense. Sentence
was suspended until Monday. Messrs. Walsh
and Cormican, who appeared for Hussey,
state that the case will be appealed to the
supreme court.

It was
decided to hold Smith to the grand jury,-,and
after the prisoner had signed a personal bond
for his appearance he was released.

Pr«-"»ate Conrt Appealed From.
Mathias Ross, the administrator of the es-

tate of Lorenz Remmetter, has appealed to
the district court from the order of the pro-
bate court allowing a portion of the claim
of Margaret Sauter against the estate. The
claimant performed the duties of a house-
keeper for Lorenz Remmetter from January,
IS9I, until January. 1896. Her claim amount-
ed to $5,043, and the probate court allowed
her $1,979.

Three Alleged Desertions.
Judge Otis granted two divorces yester-

day. Thomas Gould Jr. obtained a decree
dissolving the bonds of matrimony between
him and Henrietta J. Gould on account of
desertion, and Julia Garvin secured a divorce
from John Garvin oa the same ground.

Judge Willis granted a decree to Albin
Bernin from Hulda' Bernin, who, he testi-
fied, deserted him a few weeks after their
marriage.

Shonld Hate Had Gates.

The suit of William Jackson, by his guard-
ian, Louis Jackson, against the St. Paul City
Railway company for damages for personal
injuries, resulted yesterday afternoon in a
verdict for $700 for the plaintiff. William
Jackson, the eight-year-old son of Louis
Jackson, was injured by falling from the
rear platform of a Randolph street car, which
was not protected by gates.

THE CHECK DEAL.

IS SAID TO HAVE CONFESSED

THAT G. R. VAN AUKEN PUT UP
THE JOB AND CASHED THE

CHECK.

LATTER HAS NOT BEEN FOUND.

Police Are Looking for Him,But Be-
lieve That He Has Left

the City.

Robert Hemp, nineteen years old, em-
ployed as a bookkeeper for Thuett
Bros., live' stock dealers of South St.
Paul, was arrested yesterday by De-
tective Campbell on a charge of
forgery in the second degree. The
story of the disappearance of a $500
check signed in blank from the office
of the firm and its being cashed by a
well dressed young man at the Ger-
mania bank on Wednesday last was
told in the Globe yesterday. Hemp,
after his arrest, is said to have made
a full confession as to the connection
he had with the stolen check. The
story of the confession as related by
Assistant County Attorney Zollman is
that Hemp took the check intend-
ing to transact some business and
while it was in his pocket began to
drink freely. Meeting G. R. Van Auken,
he showed the check and Van Auken
suggested that it would be an easy
matter to raise a little money on the
paper. The result was that Van Auken
took the check and agreed to fill it
out for $500, get it cashed and meet.
Hemp Wednesday night at a saloon
on East Seventh, and divide the money
equally between them. Hemp was on
hand at the time and place agreed
upon, but Van Auken failed to show
up. The warrant also calls for
the arrest of Van Auken, but
as he has not been seen since
drawing the money from the Germanla
bank, the police think he has left the
city. Hemp has been employed by the
firm for several years and has enjoyed
the full confidence of his employers. It
has been the practice of the firm to
leave with him checks signed in blank,
and both members of the firm stated
last evening that Hemp's connection
with the affair has been a great sur-
prise to them.

Hemp, seen at the police station last
evening, said he had made no confes-
sion, except that he had told the mn
for which he worked, all the facts. H(
said Van Auken had occupied his roomTuesday night, and Wednesday morn-
ing had left the room while he was
still in bed, taking his coat, vest andhat. In the pocket of the vest, Hemrsays, was the check, and he supposes
that Van Auken must have either fill-ed it out or had some one do it for
him and then drawn the money. Th;s
Hemp says, is all the confession hemade and the firm was told these factsThursday.

DEFECTS IN LOCK-UPS.
Secretary Hart Makes Some Very

Sweeping CriticiNinN.
The Improvement Bulletin this weeksays:
The editor has received a communi-

cation from H. H. Hart, the energetic
secretary of the Minnesota Board ofCharities and Corrections, touching
upon the topic of the architecture andconstruction of jails and lock-ups. Wethink, perhaps, he is too sweeping in
his reflections upon architects and con-tractors, but in general his attitudeseems to be a fair and reasonable one
There appears to have been some fric-tion between the state board and archi-tects, officials and others. Thereshould be, on the contrary, a spirit of
mutual respect, and a common pinpose
to secure the erection of suitable build-ings for this purpose. The state de-partment, devoting its investigations
and energies to the subject, ought tobe in position to give architects and of-ficials valuable suggestions, and these
should be welcomed and 'given due-weight. Here is what Secretary Hart
has to say:

Dear Sir: Please accept thanks for a copy
of your issue of Nov. 13. with its excellentarticle on the matter of jail architecture.

The great trouble that we have found in
this matter is that very few architects have
had any experience in building jails. Usual-
ly county commissioners do one of two things-
they employ an architect who has had no ex-
perience to prepare their plans, and as a re-
sult they get a building with an imposing
exterior, but badly arranged, poorly lighted
badly ventilated, and often insecure. By the
time the architect has built his first jailand
discovered its defects, he ls prepared for asecond, but is not likely to have a second op-
portunity. Tbe other plan is to allow some of
the firms which make a business of building
jails to prepare the plans. Such firms are ac-
custonifd to donate the plans provided the
contract is awarded to them. Th!s plan works
in two ways. The arehite.-t usually tries to
plan the building so that there will be a
large profit for his firm, and, also, so that it
will be easier for his firm to bid on it than
any other. The sheriff's residence and the
superstructure of the jailare Invariably let to
subcontractors, whose only interest is to do
the job as cheaply as they can, as they know
the credit or discredit will go to the chief con-
tractor who is a resident of another state.

We have several architects in this state who
have built good jails, and many others who
can build them if they have the requisite in-
formation. Itis the practice of this office to
furnish the counties and architects, without
expense, any information in our power which
will assist them in securing satisfactory plans,
and we invite correspondence from such peo-
ple.
