The city of Duluth has already" is-
sued $1,106,000 worth of l-onds and with
the proceeds thereof has built a pump-
ing station and Intake pipe out into
Lake Superior at Lakewood, and also
has laid a forty-two-inch force r_aln

from the lake to the present reservoir,
which is located on the hill in the ssst
end of the town. The present proposi-
tion which is to be submitted to the
people is for the sale of the plant, for
which it is proposed to issue bonds in
the sum of $1,250,000. This amount is
for the purchase of the present plant,
franchises and other property of the
company, and If successful the city
will turn into the reservoir by its own
pumping station and through its "own
new main a large quantity of pure
Lake Superior water. If the people
decide not to purchase the present
plant, the plan is to parallel the pres-
ent system without unnecessary delay.
Mr, Richardson, by virtue of his ex-
tended experience In the matter of
water bond elections, has undoubtedly

decided what the people will do in this
case, but gracefully declines to express
an opinion. Other folks say the bonds
will be voted and the plant purchased.

TO SECURE] UNIFORMITY

County Financial Statements Will
AllBe Alike.

Heretofore there has been a vant of uni-
formity in the form of county financial state-
ments made in January, and frequent appeals
nave been made to the attorney general and
state expert printer for opinions and Instruc-
tions regarding the same. These statements
&re the most Important made by counties,
and axe kept cm file by the publlo ex-
aminer and \u25a0secretary of corrections and chari-
ties. In order to secure uniformity and con-
form with the requirements of the statutes,
the state expert printer, Mr. Whitney, has
prepared, under direction of the public ex-
aminer and state auditor, a sample form
of financial statement, with a circular letter
containing the law and opinions of the at-
torney general, and furnished the same to
each county auditor of the state. The form
of statement le approved and recommended
by the public examiner, state auditor and at-
torney general, and it is expected that here-
after there will he the same uniformity ln
county financial statements that there Is In
county delinquent tax lists.

FILLS BOTH Of THE^i

CRUSHED IN AN ELEVATOR.

THE CAR DROPS FIVE STORIES
AND IS SMASHED TO SPLIN-

TERS.

HAD PASSED TWO INSPECTIONS.

Only a.Few Days Ago Was Examined
by Expert, nnd Pronounced

Safe.

A double death-dealing elevator ac-
cident occurred at the warerooms of

Robinson & Straus, 213-219 East
Fourth street, shortly after 2 o'clock
yesterday afternoon, ln which E. J.
Mumm, a traveling salesman in the

I employ of the firm, was Instantly kill-
Ied, and William Schuler, the elevator
i boy, so badly injured that he died at

St. Joseph's hospital an hour later.
j The elevator, with its living freight,
| dropped five stories, from the top of
I the building to the basement, a dis-

tance cf nearly 100 feet. With a crash
It struck the bottom of the shaft,
shattering the car to splinters and
mangling the unfortunate passengers.

| The crash and grinding of timbers was
j heard throughout the building, and

when the employes rushed to the base-
ment a sickening sight met their gaze.

I Cables and ropes were entangled about
j the demolished elevator, and In the

wreckage lay the crushed bodies of the
! accident's victims. Mumm was lying

i ju.t off of the car, and a hurried ex-
! amination showed that he had been

instantly killed. His head was crush-
ed.

In turning toward the elevator to

learn Schuler's fate, the horror of the
accident appalled those who had rush-
ed to the scene. Protruding from a
crossbeam at the side of the shaft was

the dead boy's dismembered arm, torn
off about two inches below the shoul-
der. Beneath the broken boards Schu-
ler was found crushed and torn, but
still breathing and conscious. He was

carried to a sofa, where ln terrible
agony he awaited the arrival of phy-

sicians who had been hurriedly sum-
moned. Drs. Whitcomb, Hoyt and
O'Brien soon reached the store, but a
glance at Schuler's mutilated body

told that the boy had not long to live.
His father, Carl Schuler, an insurance
agent with offices in the Washburn
building, was notified of the accident
and hurried to the side of his dying
boy. While the physicians staunched
the flow of blood, the suffering youth
spoke feebly to his agonized father
several times and then lapsed into mer-
ciful unconsciousness. He was remov-
ed to St. Joseph's hospital, where an
examination showed that, in addition
to the severed arm, young Schuler's
neck was broken and the right side
crushed. He died at 3:30 o'clock. Cor-
oner Nelson visited the scene of the
accident, and will today hold an in-
quest over the remains of the dead.

The direct cause of the accident Is
unknown, but It is thought that the
car was detached from the cable by
striking against the top of the shaft,

the theory being that Schuler lost con-
trol of the elevator at the fifth floor
and that it crashed against the upper
cross-beams, jerking the cable from its
fastenings or breaking itoff flush with ;
the iron socket into which it was
soldered. No break could be found in
the cable showing, it is believed, that
the trouble must have been at the end
attached to the car. The elevator,

.however, is said to have been ln a safe
condition and was but last Monday in-
spected by an agent of the Casualty

Insurance company, of St. Louis, from
which Robinson & Straus only yester-
day received a $10,000 policy. Some
minor defects were remarked upon it
in the report of the inspection, but in
general the elevator was pronounced
without danger, and Its carrying ca-
pacity placed at 2,000 pounds.. The re-
pairs found to be necessary as append-
ed to the policy were as follows:

Center weight strikes in basement. Ropes
shortened. Stop on h__id rope on change
cable on low side must be raised so that
when rope is pulled the break will set. One
nut off bolt on break strap. The lever on
dogs under car broken. Must have a new
lever and a hole must be cut for same. Oil
must be kePt on gear.

Robinson & Straus have been in their
present quarters but a short time and
yesterday afternoon carpenters were at
work on the elevator in the basement,
constructing the sides of a new cay.

When the elevator was needed the car-
penters stopped work and it came back
to the bottom of the shaft. Mr. Mumm
was to go out on a trip through the
southern part of the state tonight,
and shortly after 2 o'clock, while con-
versing with several other traveling-
men in the basement, expressed a de-
sire to go up to the fifth floor where
the sample trunks are kept. He and
Schuler got on the elevator and the
boy started the machinery. The ele-
vator evidently worked all right go-
ing up, as It was seen to pass the sec-
ond floor, but within,.perhaps, two
minutes' shot back through space with
a fearful velocity gathered from a drop
presumably down the entire length of
the shaft. Men at work on the dif-
ferent floors saw it descend, but be-
fore realizing the horror, were startled
by the thunderous crash ln the base-
ment. Not a word or cry was heard
from the ill-fated passengers. Doubt-
less they, too, failed to comprehend the
awfulness of their position before death
came, though from the fact that
Schuler's arm was torn off on the side
where the stop rope of the elevator
runs, it is thought likely that he was
reaching for the rope ln a wild effort
to stop the car.

G. W. Flanegan, the firm's shipping
clerk, has a desk within fifteen feet of
the elevator shaft and was at his place
when, "the car fell. He says that know-
ing that Mumm and Schuler had short-
ly before gone up on the elevator, the
noise of the terrific impact and sight
of the shattered car, almost stunned

him. Boards and splinters flew in every
direction, and on running to the shaft,
Flanagan was horrified to find Mumm's
body quivering in the throes cf death,
with the back of the head crushed. The
dead man lay upon h.s back with is
feet away from the elevator. His
clothing was not ln any way disarrang-
ed or torn, nor any part of the trunk
apparently mutilated. He probably
stood close to the front of the car ln
the awful decent, and when the char.h
came was doubtless thrown with ter-
rific force on the spot where his body
lay. Young Schuler's condition was
pitiable. Instant death had been a more
merciful fate. He was tenderly carried
from the wreckage and placed on the*
sofa. Tears filled the eyes of the
youth's a-ssociates, by all of- whom he
was well liked, and when his father,
with blanched face, stooped over the
dying boy with words of endearment,
the scene was such that those who wit-
nessed it say will never be forgotten.

Mr. Mumm came to St. Paul from
Keokuk, 10., to enter the employ of
Robinson & Straus, five years ago. He
stood hlgtf. in th,e, eatlgijatlon, of his em-
ployers and naS many friend^ through-
out the southern part of the state,
where he traveled for the firm. He
was thirty-six years old and leaves a
wife and one child.a girlof eight years,
livingat 750 Hollyavenue.

Young Schuler was seventeen years
old, and had been employed by Robin-

BuildingInspector Kingsley visited

the scene of the accident shortly after
4 o'clock. It was nearly dark at the
time and he made no examination of the
elevator, but willmake an investigation

this morning-. Asked as to the proba-
ble cause of the accident, Mr. Kings-
ley said itwas one of those unavoidable
affairs where it was hard to say just
what was the cause. He understood
that the elevator had been inspected by
an agent for an insurance company,
Dec. 10. The agent had forwarded his
report to the company at Chicago, and
yesterday the firm received a letter sug-
gesting some minor changes in the ele-
\ator. The letter was turned over lo
the person employed by tha firm and
the work of making the dhanges was
inaugurated at once. There was noth-
ing. Mr. Kingsley said, in the changes

recommended by the insurance company
which would account for the accident.

James Silk, elevator inspector in the
building inspector's office, said the ele-
vator had not been ln use for a couple of
years until recently. When It was
started up after Dec. 1, itwas inspected
by him and everything was apparently
in good condition. The cable, a new
one, was all right and he could give r.o
cause of the accident.

CHUISTMAs SHOPPERS.

St. Paul Has a Larse Xnmber of

Visitoirs.

The weather prediction for snow had
the effect of stirring up those of the
Christmas shoppers who had been led
Into procrastinating in the matter of
purchasing by the prospect of a green
Christmas, and the result was appre-
ciable in the local shops and retail es-
tablishments in St. Paul. The fact
that the express companies report a
large increase in their shipments to
local points is an unerring sign that
the purchasers are not by any means
all home people.

The hotels are furnishing accommo-
dations for more than the usual num-
ber of people att this season of the
year, and all indications are that the
efforts of the St. Paul retailers to at-
tract their out of town patronage by
a thoroughly honest statement of the
advantage of coming to St. Paul to see
the displays have been entirely suc-
cessful. The crowds were larger yes-
terday than before and all the balance
of the week it is expected the
local stores will be filled with both
St. Paul and out of town buyers.

JURY HAS LITTLE TROUBLE IN
FINDINGA VERDICT OF NOT

GUILTY.

MR. ANDERSON IS SURPRISED.

HE WILL MAKE ONE MORE EF-
FORT TO SECURE A CONVIC-

TION

ON LARCENY OF MISSING NOTES.

Tbe Other Indictment to Be Nolled—
Jiejct Trial Will Be in

January.

Once more has a jury of William F.
Bickel's peers declared him "not
guilty." The verdict came in yesterday
morning and was announced imme-
diately after the opening of court at 10
a. m. It pleased, though it did not
surprise, Mr. Bickel. Itcreated exactly
opposite emotions in the bosom of
County Attorney Anderson, who was
both displeased and surprised.

The juryreached en agreement a few
minutes after 6 o'clock in the morning.
At that time the eleventh ballot was
taken. Each one of the twelve pieces
of paper bore the inscription, "Not
guilty."

There was at no time any controversy
or extended discussion in the jury
room. A ballot was taken every hour
or so, but without any preliminary
arguments. The first ballot, which was
taken right after the jury returned
from dinner Tuesday night, stood ten to
two for acquittal. An hour later, the
second ballot stood eleven to one for the
defendant. Subsequent ballots varied
between eleven to one and ten to two,
the former result being the prevailing
one.

Shortly before 11 p. m. the Jury voted
on the question of agreeing at once or
remaining out all night. The majority
favored the latter action. During the
morning hours, between midnight and 6
a. m., an occasional ballot was taken.
All resulted in a vote of eleven to one
for acquittal, until on the eleventh bal-
lot, as already stated, the twelfth
man voted with the other eleven to ac-
quit Mr. Bickel.

After the reading of the verdict and
j the adjournment of court, Mr. Bickel
shcok hands with the Jurors.

The trial has cost the county con-
siderable money, between $1,000 and $1,-
--100, so Judge Lewis estimated in speak-
ing of the matter yesterday. The trial
began on Monday, Nov. 22. Three whole
days were spent in getting the

Ijury, and the trial proper occupied after
j that fifteen days, not counting the
j Sundays and Saturdays intervening,
except last Saturday, when court was
in session.

And still the county attorney is not
through with Mr. Bickel, at least he
said so yesterday.

"There are two indictments yet hang-
ing over Bickel," said Mr. Anderson,
though one of them, that charging tho
larceny of certain moneys, including
the F. C. Stevens drafts, was practical-
ly covered by the indictment upon
which we have just tried him, ard will
therefore be nolled in all probability.
The other indictment is that charging
Bickel with the larceny of the three
promissory notes, executed by St. Au-
bin and Guion to Nusser, from Nusser.
The notes were for $1,333 each."

"Will you try Mr. Bickel on this last
indictment?"

"We will," assented Mr. Anderson.
"When?"
"Oh, next January. The present term

of court willclose on Friday, day after
tomorrow, when the jury panel will be
discharged. The next term of the
criminal court will begin in January,
and Mr. Bickel will be tried at that
term. Iexpect to call the case of
William Dawson Sr. for trial next
month, before we place Bickel on trial
again. As Iunderstand it, Judge Otis
willpreside at this trial. Judge Willis
will probably be the regular presid-
ing judge in the criminal court during
the ensuing three months, as Iam in-
formed that it is his turn."

Asked whether the state intended to
bring William Bickel Sr. back from
California and try him on the indict-
ment charging him with overdrawing

his account in the Minnesota Savings
bank, of which he was an officer, Mr.
Anderson said that he had no such in-
tention. He did not believe that he
could convict Mr. Bickel of the offense
charged, and therefore would not put

the county to useless expense.

TO TEST THE LAW OF '93.

Another Suit Involving tlie Question
of Salaries.

Another action has been Instituted by
Dunoid Simard to test the constitutionality
of the law of 1595. regulating the salaries of
county officials. The defendants ln this suit
are County Auditor Sullivan and Gates A.
Johnson Jr.. the county surveyor. The com-
plaint sets forth the resolution of the board
of county commissioners authorizing the
county auditor to draw monthly warrants for
$208.33 ln favor of the county surveyor. It
alleges that the resolution Is without force
or effect and asks that the county auditor
be restrained from issuing and the county
surveyor from receiving monthly warrants
under the terms of the resolution.

FINALLY THE WORKHOUSE.

J. D. McDonald Tells a Hard Lack
Story.

J. D. McDonald was given a hearing be-
fore Judge Orr yesterday, on the charge of
contempt of court, and sentenced to the
workhouse for thirty days. McDonald for-
merly conducted a blacksmith shop at 20
East Fairfield avenue and was arrested on
the charge of disorderly conduct at the in-
stance of his wife. During the progress of
the trial In the police court McDonald fell
Into the hands of a lawyer whom he claims
Induced him to mortgage all of his tools and
Btock in his shop in payment for legal ser-
vice and then denuded the shop of its con-
tents, wholly wiping out McDonald's busi-
ness. He claims the lawyer represented that
he was In danger of going to the state prison
for the offense with which he was charged,
-.hen as a matter of fact, nothing but a
misdemeanor was charged against him. The
case was continued several times and when
McDonald failed to appear last week, an or-
der was issued for his arrest for contempt
of court. He claims that he thought the
case was settled. Judge Orr, however, did
not credit the excuse and imposed penalty.

Another Street Rall.vay Case.
Clara McDermott has begun an action

against the St. Paul City Railway company to
recover $2,500 damages for personal injuries.
The plaintiff was a passenger on a Fort Snel-
ling ear that came Into collision with an-
other car on West Seventh street at the inter-
section of Tusoarora avenue, and claims to
have been seriously injured.

Sues the City for Damages.

Maria Cross has brought suit against the
city to recover $1,000 alleged damages to her
property. The camplaint alleges that the
plaintiff's house and premises adjoining the
Lincoln school have been Injured by the
water running from the waste pipes attached
to the school building.

Verdict for the Defendant.
After remaining out all night, the Jury in

the personal Injury suit of Maggie Kennedy
against the St Paul Olty Railway oompany
returned a verdict for the defendant yester-
day. The plaintiff was struck by ah Inter-
urban car while orosslng Wabasha street near
College avenue. She sued to recover $15,000.
