Holland vs. School Dis-
trict No. 110, which haa attracted attention
all over the state, came up. Miss Anna
Holland is a resident of Winona county, and
holds a second grade certificate granted by
the superintendent of that county. She wasengaged by the trustees of District Xo. 110, of
Olmsted county, and fulfilled the duties as
teacher for a full term of four months. When
the school board discovered that she did not
possess a certificate from the Olmsted county
superintendent they refused h°r compensation
for her services. Judge Snow dismltaed the
case, holding that a certificate granted In
Winona county Is not h gaily a certilie-ite to
teach in any oth<r county. This ease Is lookedupon as a test ease.
