EXPLANATION OF TRANSACTION

As Given by the Colonel in His An-

During the course of the Bickel trial,
frequent mention was made of the
“Kiefer note.” But that was all the in-
that the spectators of the
trial ever gleaned concerning that
piece of paper, They did not learn that
it was a promissory note for $500 signed
by Col. A. R. Kiefer and William Bick-
el, dated May 29, 1896, and made pay-
able to the Minnesota Savings bank
four months from date, Neither did
they know that there is a suit pending
to recover the face of the note, in
which Receivers Dickson and Sheehan,
of the Minnesota Savings bank, are
the plaintiffs, and A, R. Kiefer and
William Bickel Sr., are the defendants.
But such an action was begun by the
receivers several months ago, the com-
plaint being duly filed in the office of
the clerk of courts. It was at once
pigeon-holed, however, and the news-
paper reporters did not see f{t.

The complaint alleges that on May
29, 18%6, A. R. Kiefer and William
Bickel executed and delivered to the
Minnesota Savings bank their joint and
several promissory note for $500, pay-
able four months after date, and that
on the maturity of the note, payment
of it was demanded and refused by the
aefendants.

Col. Kiefer, through his attorney, E.
P. Sanborn, answered the complaint,
though the answer is not on file in the
district court. Col. Kiefer admits that
he signed the note set forth, but says
he did so at the request of William
Bickel and without any consideration
whatever, and that thereafter, before
the delivery of the note to the Minne
sota Savings bank, ‘“one William F
Jickel, under the name ‘W. F. Bickel,’

The answer declares that the Min-
nesota Savings bank never pald to any
one any consideration whatever for the
note, and that neither the defendant
Kiefer nor William Bickel Sr. ever re-
ceived any consideration for the note
in question.

the Red river valley drainage com-
mission, and which consists of W. R.
Hoag, of the state university, as en-

the ditches in good shape, generally,
and the recommendations that he had
made for the betterment of conditions
locally in a few cases had been gen-
erally complied with.

PHELPS WON FIRST FALL.

Justice Blackwell Decldes Agalinst
the Game Wardens.

The suit of Harry W, Phelps, of Min-
neapolls, against the Northern Pacific
Express compeny, Fred Coffin and
Samuel F. Fullerton, was decided by
Justice of Peace Blackwell yesterday
in the Washburn building.

The complaint charged the defen-
dants with the conversion of three
bucks, one doe and a saddle of venison
and asked $76 damages. :

The plaintiff testified that he killed
the deer Nov. 1, nine miles back of
Aitken. He billed the property by
the Northern Pacific Express company
and rode on the same train that carried
it into Minneapolis.

H. C. Hanke, of Minneapolis, said he
saw Phelps on the train at Staples and
at Elk river. The defense claimed that
all game was the property of the state
where it was shown that the gamé
laws and the laws regarding shipment
had been violated, and that the proper-
ty in question came into Minneapolls
in charge of the express company, and
was not accompanied. Under section
14 of the game law, the state was Jus-
tified in making the seizure.

Station Agent Roche said about 11
a. m. he received a telephone message
telling him to deliver the property to
the Tilton Produce company. Shortly
efter Coffin came in, and made the
seizure In the name of the state, no
one having claimed it. The latter tag-
ged the stuff to Executive Agent Ful-
lerton, at St. Paul, rebilling the same.

Game Warden Coffin said he was at
the depot when the traln came in. He
saw thirteen carcasses of venison un-
loaded. Parties present claimed eight
of these, leaving five which were billed
to Phelps. No one came to get them.
About noon the seizure was made. He
did not hear of Phelps till 4:30, when
the latter came down to the depot just
as the train was pulling out for St.
Paul, and demanded his property.
Ccffin informed him that the property
had passed out of his possession. Sev-
eral days afterwards Coffin told Phelps
that if he wanted to replevin he would
show him where the property was.

Justice Blackwell made a lengthy
oral decislon giving a verdict to the
plaintiff in the sum of $67.50. He plac-
ed the value of the ten-pronged buck’s
head at $15.

An appeal will be taken by the state
game and fish commission.

Willlam A. Hazel Has a Row in a

As the result of an effort to secure service
at Bridges’ restaurant in the Market house
basement yesterday, Willlam A. Hazel, a col-
ored window designer, with offices In the
German-American Bank building, was arrest-
ed on the charge of disorderly conduct, and
now threatens to Institute a damage suit
against the restaurant proprietor under the

civil rights law. When arraigned in the
police court Hazel was released upon h's
own recognizance, and the hearing of the

case set for Tuesday.

The trouble arose when Hazel entered the
restaurant at 1:30, and, seating himself at a
table, ordered dinner. According to the res-
taurant keeper, a waiter told the colored man
that the table was reserved for regular board-
ers, but it Is claimed that Hazel refused to
move, and announced his intention of remain-
ing at the table until served. There was a
lively dispute, and a policeman was called.
Then Hazel was arrested for disorderly con-
duct. The colored man’s story is that he
simply resisted an effort of Bridges' to put
him out of the restaurant. He claims tgat
there s a rule at the restaurant that colored
people must sit at a certain table, and that
he was told {f he remained where he had
seated himself he would not be served.

‘Wili Be Applied to Lake
This Year.
Trks rallroads running to Minnetonka have

bicycle tariff to wheels carried on the lake
trains. It will take a quarter to have a
wheel carrled to or from the lake. General
Passenger Agent Cutts, of the Minnesapolis
g St. Louls, announced the new tariff yester-
ay,
‘““The blcycle tariff was instituted on all
Western roads in December, '95,"" said he,
‘“ but we made an exception to Minnetonka.
However, the business has now grown to
such proportions that It is difficult and ex-
penscive to handle. The traffic last year was
80 large that it was almost impossible for
the trains to make schedule time, and fre-
quently there were delays caused by loading
and unloading the large number of wheels.”
The new arrangements will include a
specially printed check for the Minniwfonka
stations, at least on the Minneapolis & St.
Louls. Thte condition of the wheel must
be reported on the check, so that in case any
damage is received en route it may be known.
Where there is a station with no agent, the
train baggagemen will be supplied with
checks. Where there is no agent, also, they
will deliver the wheels, if it happens that
the passenger wishes to alight at such a
point. If the wheels are not called for at
the point to which they are checked, they
will be carried to the next point at which
there is an agent. There 13 so much of the
Minnetonka business that it has been prac-
tically decided to have a- special check for
each statlon.
