China Must Not Be Parceled Out
| by the Powers Before London Is
Consulted.

Great Britain and Japan Arrayed Against the In-
terests of Russia and Germany.

LONDON, Dec. 22.—According to a
special dispatch from Shanghai, the

British squadron will make a demon-
stration at Che-Foo, on the north
coast of the Shan-Tung promontory,
as a warning, it is supposed,' that
Great Britain intends to oppose
the division of China without consult-
ing her. It is reported there that Rus-
sia has offered China a loan to pay
off the indemnity of the war with Ja-
pan, and it is believed, says the dis-
patch; that Japan and England are
acting In concert to preserve China
from disintegration, favoring the idea
of a protectorate over Central China,
with a capital at Nanking.

A German-Chinese commission has
been arranged, according to a dispatch
from Shanghai to the Daily Mail, to
settle the boundaries of the occupled
district at Kiao Chou, and it is evi-
dent, therefore, that the occupation
will be permanent. The same dispatch
says it is rumored in #Shanghai that
the British intend to occupy Talien-
Wah, south of Port Arthur, in order
to guard the Gulf of Pe-Chi-Li. The
Daily Mail’'s correspondent at Tokio
says there 1s no excitement.-there over
the news from Port Arthur. The press
is calm, and the public is indifferent.
It is rumored also, the dispatch al-
leges, that a large Russian military
force is coming overland from Sibe-
ria.

BERLIN, Dec. 21.—The Cologne Ga-
zette embarrassed the government to-
day by declaring that the other powers
would soon follow the example of Ger-
many and Russia, now that the par-
tition of China had actually com-
menced. Other papers have expressed
opinions in a similar vein. It has
been hinted that Prince Henry's des-
tination is another point than Kiao-
Chou, and that he will receive the su-
preme command in the China seas.
The Nord Deutsche Allgemeine Zeit-
ung hastened to issue a denial of these
assumptions, declaring that they were
not warranted by the facts.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 21.—In mer-
cantile circles of San Francisco much
attention is paid to news from the Ori-
The intelligence that a Russian

fleet has occupied Port Arthur, follow-
ing so closely upon the news that Rus-
sia had obtained a firm grip on Corea,
leads to the belief that active hostil-
ities between the mikado and the czar
cannot long be deferred. It is regarded
as significant that agents of the Rus-
sian empire have recently made exten-
sive purchases of army supplies in the
United States for the garrison at Vladi-
vostok. A few days ago cable messages
from Vladivostok, via St, Petersburg,
were received in this city inviting sev-
eral firms to bid on an immense quanti-
ty of provisions. The merchants here
anticipate a great demand for supplies
to maintain the fleets and armies now
assembling in the Orient.

LLONDON, Dec. 21.—A special dis-
patch from Brest says the French
cruiser, Jean Bart, has been ordered to
proceed immediately to China. The
Jean Bart is rated as a second-class
cruiser; she mounts six five-inch guns,
fourteen two-and-one-half guns and has
nine guns of smaller caliber, her crew
numbering 332 men.

BERLIN, Dec. 21.—The Cologne Ga-
zette maintains the accuracy of the
statement that the Russian occupation
of Port Arthur was connected with the
visit there of the British warship
Daphne about a week ago. As a proof
it points out that there were neither
Russian ships nor a Russian consul
at Port Arthur at the time the Daphne-
visited the harbor, and it argues that
Russia could only have learned of the
visit through China's complaint. The
Paris correspondent of the Cologne
Gazette telegraphed his paper yester-
day that a week ago, in spite of the
protests of the Chinese, the Britigh
warship Daphne entered the inner har-
bor at Port Arthur, allegedly to ascer-
tain whether there were Russian ships
there, and that the Russian occupa-
tion of the port was connected with
the visit.

MRS. NACK’'S FATE.
She Is to Be Allowed to Plead Guilty
to Manslaughter.

NEW YORK, Dec. 21.—While Dis-
trict Attorney Youngs, of Queens coun-
ty, is non-committal on the matter, it
i{s understood that he has finally de-
cided to allow Mrs. Nack to plead guil-
ty to manslaughter in the first de-

gree, It is asserted that the prosecu-
ting officers have gone over carefully

the evidence against the woman and
has reached the conclusion that it
would be impossible to convict her
either of murder in the first or second
degree. Her confession made on the
Thorn trial could not be msed against
her, it is alleged.

MISS HERBERT DEAD.

Suicide as the Result of Acute Mel-
ancholia.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 21.—Miss Leila
Herbert, daughter of ex-Secretary of
the' Navy Herbert, of Alabama, died at
her home in this eity this morning as
a result of a fall from the third story of
her home on New Hampshire avenue,
in the most fashionable part of the city,
just off Dupont eircle. The sudden
death and tragic features surrounding
it were a great shock to the circle of
friends she had made in the course of
her life in Washington, as the daughter
of a popular representative in congress
from the South and later:as one of the
cabinet circle of ladies when she presid-
ed over her father’'s household during
the four years he was secretary of the
navy under the last Cleveland admin-
istration.

The death was reported to police
headquarters as a case of suicide due
to melancholia and temporary aberra-
tion of mind as the result of a long ill-
ness, but friends of the family believe
that the fall was the result of an acci-
dent.

This afternoon the following author-
ized statement was made by a gent'e-
man familiar with all the facts: ‘““Miss
Herbert at the timetof the occurrence
was suffering from acute melancholia.
It developed several weeks ago as the
final result of injuries received by be-

ing thrown from her horse last spring.
The melancholia was not insanity in the
sense of being accompanied by delu-
sions. At the same time there was p 0-
found depression, and as is always the
case in this type of disease there was
great danger that suicidal tendencies
would develop. For this reason nurses
were provided to maintain the closest
watchfulness. No suicidal tendency
developed, however, until yesterday,
when for the first time Miss Herbert
made an attempt to get out of the win-
dow, but was restrained by the nurses.
This led to additional caution and two
nurses alternated in constant watch-
fulness of the patient. She was at all
times rational, quiet and gentle, and it
was supposed the disease would yield
to treatment.

“BEarly this morning the nurse on
duty noticed a small spot of blood on
the bed coverings, she inquired what it
meant, but the invalid endeavored to
pass it by lightly. On making an in-
vestigation, however, the nurse found
that the under bed clothes were satur-
ated with blood and that Miss Herbert
had severed the artery of her wrist
with a pair of scissors. Feeling that
the emergency was great, the nurse
hastened to the door and called an
alarm. In this momentary withdrawal
from the bedside, Miss Herbert leaped
out and sprang from the window. The
plunge was made headforemost £0 that
she lighted on the top of her head on
the asphalt pavement. This injury
alone was sufficient to have caused in-
stant death from concussion of the
brain, and it was doubtless the imme-
diate cause.

BOSTON, Mass., Dec. 21.—Mayor Jo-
siah Quincy, Democrat, was re-elected
today by a decreased plurality over ex-
Mayor Curtis, his opponent of two
years ago, although the city went Re-
publican at the state election last
month. The attempt to split the Dem-
ocratic vote in the eity by vigorous
work on the part of Thomas Riley,
running as a silver Democrat, proved
futile. His rallies were crowded and
his audiences apparently intensely
loyal, but less than 38,000 voters sup-
ported him at the polls, the Democrats,
as a rule, remaining loyal to Quincy.
Notwithstanding the strong effort
which was made by the Repubtlicans to
get out a heavy vote in the suburban
and Back Bay wards, which usually
poll heavy Republican majorities,
Mayor Quincy made great gains over
the vote for Williams at the state elec-
tion, while in some cases there was a
decided falling off .in the vote of the
opposition. On the ‘otner hand, the
usually strong Democratic wards,

has been very heavy, did not show any
special gains for the Democratic can-
didate, and in some cases there was a
decrease. The surprise of the election
was the small vote for Riley. Even in
the wards where he made his greatest
effort and where he was backed by
young politicians who claimed to have
a strong following, only a few were
found in his support at the polls, while
in his own precinct he received but
two votes.

The total vote was but little more
than that of two years ago, when the
registration was 91,483, against 102,480
for the present election. The total
vote for mayor, with one precinct miss-
ing, is as follows: Quincy (Dem.), 39,-
707; Curtis (Rep.), 35,741; Riley (Bryan
Dem.), 2,885; Goldstein (Socialist), 776.

On the balance of the ticket the re-
sult is far from being known, so
meager and so fluctuating are the re-
turns. It is predicted, however, on the
figures that the aldermanic board will
be seven Democrats and five Republi-

GEN. PANDO REPULSED BY THE CUBAN REBELS

Insurdent Yersion of the Desperate Battle

NEW YORK, Dec. 21.—The Cuban
version of the battle fought at Yacta
fcrd, on the Cauto river, on Dec. 14
last, giving details of the affair, has
been received through the mails by
Capt. Alfredo Rodriguez, a Cuban in-
surgent officer, who is invalided in this
city. It tells of a crushing defeat in-
flicted upon the Spanish general, Pan-
do. Capt. Rodriguez's correspondent
says:

“A part of Gen. Calixto Garcia’s
force, under Lieut. Col. Salvador Rios,
was holding the Yacta ford of the
Cauto river. It was important for
Pando’s force to reopen the river in
order that reinforcements might be
sent to the city of Bayamo, besieged
by Gen. Roloff. Gen. Calixto Garcia’'s
main force was a little further up the
river, protecting a ford threatened by
Gen. Pando. Gen. Aldave, in command
of two thousand Spanish infantry
(regulars), a squadron of cavalry and
three thousand guerrilla volunteers,
twenty-two eannon and six light gun-
boats, attacked Rios. Disposing his
artillery on the hills commanding the
Yacta ford, Aldave opened a hot fire
on the insurgent works on the opposite
side of the river. Rios and his five
hundred Cubans retired into the cover
of the woods and the ford was open
for the Spaniards’ passage. ;

“Aldave advanced a column of in-
fantry across the ford, holding their.
rifles and ammunition belts above thelr
heads, the men being protected by a
heavy artillery fire. Rlos, seeing that

Charles Hickman, an American, to
Gen. Calixto Gareia, up the river.
Hickman had to rjde directly through
the enemy’s fire, but made the passage
safely.

“Meanwhile, Gen, Aldave landed 1,500
more men on the farther side, and Gen.
Pando, with a large force, at this time
made a feint upon the upper ford. Gen.
Garcia, deceived. by Pando’s move-
ment, decided that he could spare only
a small reinforcement to Col. Rios,
and sent Col. Charles Garcia with only
200 mounted men down the river. This
reinforcement, small as it was, renew-
ed the hopes of the defenders of the
Yacta, and they charged the Spanish
with the bayonet. The Cubans, how-
ever, were so heawily outnumbered
that they were forced to give way.
Carlos Garcia's horse was shot under
him, and Col. Rios was wounded slight-
1y in the leg. Col. Garcla’s escort re-
newed the charge with machetes this
time, and held the Spanish forces In
check for a short while.

“By then, Gen. Calixto Garcia had
seen through Gen. Pando's feint on the
upper ford and dispatched Gen. Jesus
Rabi with 1,000 cavalry to their relief.
These arrived just as the Bpanish were
recovering ground from the machete
charge, and fell suddenly upon their
rear, throwing the troops who had
crcessed the ford into confusion.

“The Spanish had to give ground and
became exposed to the fire from their
own artillery in the hills, and from the
six gunboats which: had joined in the
bombardment of Riog” men.  Gen.
Aldave ordered this destructive fire to
cease, reformed hig attacking party and
dispatched a message to Gen, Pando for
assistance in carrying the Cuban posi-
ticn. But it was too late. The Cubans,
reforming, raised their battle shout and
fell upon the Spanish ranks with terri-
ble effect.
