Archbishop Sebastian Marttnelli, the
papal ablegate for thi* United States,
immediately on his arrival from Wash-
ington yesterday, repaired to the resi-
dence of Archbishop Ireland, accom-
panied by his secretary. Dr. Rooker,

and Dr. Pace, of the Catholic univer-
sity at Washington. Rt. Rev. Thomas
O'Gorman, bishop of Sioux Falls, S. D.,

was also in the party, having gone to
Chicago to meet Mgr. Satolli's suc-
cessor.

A request for an interview was de-
nied by the ablegate.

Dr. Rooker, the secretary, was less
inaccessible, but extremely guarded in
speech. Mgr. Martinelli's visit to the
Northwest had no significance, he in-
sisted, other than a desire to spend a
few days with Archbishop Ireland, by :
way of a vacation.
Mgr. Martinelli,like his predecessor.is

in thorough accord and touch with the
institutions of this country, his secre-
tary declared, and a diplomat of the
Italian school, well versed in the history

and affairs of this and other countries.
Most of his religious career has been
spent with the Augustinian Order of
Monks, and he is still a member of that
order.

Dr. Rooker remarked that, as there
were no questions stirring thp church
in the United States at the present
time, the work of the ablegate, while
voluminous, was largely of a routine
character.

The ablegate will officiate at the 1
cathedral at pontifical high mass this
morning, Bishop O'Gorman preaching
the sermon.

Sunday morning his excellency will
be the celebrant in the church of Vicar
General Stariha at ihe late mass.

Sunday evening he will take part in
the vespers 1 service at the Immaculate
Conception church, Minneapolis.

Archbishop Martinelli and party ex-
pect to return to Washington about
Jan. 2.

GETTING AROIXD IT.

Olympic Finds a Way to Ran With-
out a License.

Manager Sodini, of the Olympic theater, hss
decided that he will not mandamus the city
clerk in order to secure a license for his the-
ater for Christmas week. The ordinance pro-
vides that only entertainments where an ad-
mission fee is charged must have a license,
and Mr. Sodini, with the assistance of his
attorney, E. J. Darragh, has figured it out
that, instead of paying money for a legal
fight, it would be cheaper to charge no ad-
mission for his show. The result of his de-
cision is that during the holiday week there
will be no admission fee charged at the
Olympic. After Jan. 1, or as soon after that
date as the assembly has concurred in the
action of the aldermen in fixing the license
foP the theater, the charging of an admis-
sion fee may be resumed. Mr. Sodini said
last evening that he had no doubt but that
the assembly would fix the license for the
theater as adopted by the board of aldermen.
Ifthere was to be any trouble with the city
authorities about the running of the place,
he would cose up rather than have a fight
on his hands.

BECKER COUNTY SCHOOLS.

Tlicir Text BoloU Scheme Approved
by Judge Searle.

The state department of public Instruction
Is pleased with the recent decision of Judge
Searle sustaining the Innovation made by the
commissioners of Becker county in instituting
the free text book system. When the old
contract with D. D. Merrill expired, and the
free text book law was passed, the Becker
county board sold a lot of text books it had
on hand, and with the proceeds started
a revolving fund for the purchase of books,
which were in turn sold to the several dis-
tricts for the replenishment of the fund.
This system was enforced for a great many
years without objection, but recently it was
sought to restrain its further operation, and
the matter was taken into the courts. Judge
Searle says the practice is proper, for,
while he "finds nothing in the law providing
for it. he finds nothing to prohibit it, either
expressly or by implication.

The working of the system is considered
to have been beneficial, as it has enabled the
county to secure not only uniformity in books
in its several districts, but economy In the
purchase price and freight and express
charges on conosignments.

WOOD AND COAL YAKD

On a Co-operative Basis Labor's
Latest Local Venture.

The committee appointed at the recent meet-
ing of the organized unemployed has issued
the following address:
In all ages we see statesmen concerning

themselves with the question: "What shall
bo done with surplus labor?" From rtniale

antiquity djwn to the present time the in-
variable answer was, "Col: nize it." But now
there are no more free lands withing rtac'.i of
people without capital and the question must

now be considered in a new light. As a
partial solution of the problem we believe
that in the co-operation msthed of doing bail-
ness more people will be employed at better
wages than under the present system. Thsre
will be no profits to enrich the few a::d im-
poverish the many; it will put an end to
forcing down prices abnormally.

Since poverty has been coeval with civiliza-
tion and the solution of the diltlculty ha 3
baffled the greatest minds, we are not no
assuming as to cla'.m co-operation as a pan-
acea for all evils, but we do believe that it
is a departure toward crystallizing funda-
mental principles of gavernmerH; that it wi1
raise the standard of morals in that it will
do away with private and public charity,
so-called; that it will do away wUh the neces-
sity of concentrating troops and the building
of fortresses in our large industrial centers.

Thus it will act as a powerful antidote to

overcome the dangers of civil war and strife.
We recognize that charity is wasted capi-

tal and a burden to tax paiyers; that it de-
moralizes and debases manhood. It was
charity that coined the word "tramp." We
hold that it is better for all citizens to prt>-

duce instead or half of them remaining idle,
livingupon what 'the other half create.
It must be apparent to all that such a

condition of affairs, which prevails in this
country today, cannot endure long. We do
not believe laibor is responsible for the pres-
ent hard times, governed as it is by laws

I framed with Draconian severity, thus ds-
prlving the working people of their inalien-
able rights as promulgated in the Declara-
tion of Independence.

As a beginning we are about to put iruo

operation a co-operative wocd and coal yard
—

the profits being divided among the workers.
Members of the society must be of goM moral
character. Ten per cent of the profits will
be used as a contingent fund. The books
of the association will always be opened for
inspection to all parties concerned. It i3
proposed that every safeguard will be taken

to conduct the association upon a scrupulous-
ly ho-nest basis. Funds are needed. The
finance committee is duly authorized to re-
ceive loans in the following manner, until
$125 is paid into the hands of the. treasurer:

Certificates of the association for $0 will bo
sold, to be paid in wood or coal one week
after said yard is opened for buslnes3, or
three weeks after date certificate Is issued.
The money Shall be paid directly into tho
hands of the treasurer, L. A. St. George, and
the refunding of the same, per agreement,

shall be guaranteed by his bondsmen.
We therefore appeal to the citizens of St.

Paul to aid the association to the extent that
every unemployed man in St. Paul shall bo
at work. _
