The
yvear just closing has been one of great pros-
perity to the crder, which comprises 114
councils of 8,000 members throughout the
United States, and particularly here in the
Northwest has the order made a phenomenal
growth, large councils belng located at Du-
luth, Crookston, Owatonna, Winona, Manka-
to, Austin, Minneapolis, St. Paul, Fargo,
Grand Forks, Sioux Falls and Huron.

It I8 a peculiarity of this order that only
travelers engaged In the business of solicit-
ing orders for merchandise at wholesale are
eligible for membership, and traveling
men in generdl find it to their advantage
to become members, as its social and business
influence is becoming a marked factor in
the commercial world. Its main object is to
provide against the dangers that constantly
menace the profession, and therefore its first
consideration was to establish an indemaity
fund, which provides that for a disability that
requires a member to stop work there shall
be paid him the sum of $25 per weeck for any
necessary period net exceeding one year,while
for death from accident there shall be pald
to the beneficiary the sum of $6,300.

HOLIDAY WEEK BIDS FAIR

TO PRESENT UNUSUALLY EN-
JOYABLE MUSICAL PROGRAMMES
TO LOCAL ENTHUSIASTS.

LOCAL CHURCHES CONTRIBUTE

To the Variety and Excellence of
the Harmonic Bills Placed Be-
fore Local Auditors

One of the principal musical events of
the season, the real merit of which
from a purely artistic standpoint is
apt to be overlooked by lovers of vocal
music, will be the concert to be given
by the Yale Glee and Banjo clubs at
the People’s church the evening of
Jan. 4. So much attention is given by
the alumni of the various institutions
to entertaining the musical organiza-
tions of their respective alma maters
whenever they make a visit, that the
soctal gide of a glee club concert is
usually emphasized at the expense of
the musical side. It is, nevertheless, a
fact that the singing of many of the
college organizations, aside from the

(distinctive quality of some of the songs,

is ‘of no small value artistically. The
Yale club opened its series of con-
certs at Brooklyn Wednesday night,
and, to judge by the comments of the
local press, the performance was of a
high grade. There undoubtedly exists
a tendency in the public mind to un-
derrate the work of glee clubs. It is
true that experience in this city has to
some extent justified this. A great
many institutions have been represent-
ed by clubs the sole object of whose
existence seemed to be to provide an
excuse for a lark. Their work lacked
seriousness and showed an evident lack
of care in training. At Yale, however,an
entirely different spirit is manifested.
A place on the club is sought after
as eagerly as a place on the athletic
teams. It can only be secured after a
severe competitive trial before a jury
of competent musiciang, and when once
secured a thorough-going and system-
atic course of training must be under-
gone. The reward, of course, comes in
the pleasures and excitement of the
trip and in the honor ‘attaching to
membership, though the inspiring mo-
tive back of the success attained in
past years is the determination of every
Yale man to offer nothing in the name
of the university except the very best
that it 18 possible to give. With this
motive, these methods and with a mem-
bership of over two thousand upon
which to draw for material, it is not
to be wondered at that the Yale clul
should rank high as a musical organ-
ization nor that its programmes should
prove attractive to lovers of real mu-
sic,

Van Rensselaer Wheeler, formerly
employed in a Minneapolis- dry goods
store, and now ga musician of some
note, locally, is now singing in the cast
of Smith and De Koven’sromantic com-
ic opera, “The Highwayman,” at the
Broadway theater, New York.

An agreeable offset to the. wholesale |
charges of selfishness and jealousy
commonly made against artists—mu- |
sicians particularly—is the kindly and
substantial forethought which the
great Verdi is showing for his fellow
countrymen who have devoted them-
seives to art, and still are spending
their last days in poverty and loneli-
ness. He Is erecting an $80,000 building |
just outside of Milan to be used for
homeless artists. The structure is to
be fitted up with pleasant private
rooms, reading rooms and concert hall;.
alnd will accommodate 100 person eas-
ily.

A French paper paid Verdi a beauti-
ful compliment on his eighty-fourth |
birthday by securing a number of
complimentary opinions from famous
men on the merits of the composer's
works, and then publishing them on
the morning of his birthday. :

Whenever Gounod's “Redemption” is
performed there follows the {nevitable
conflict of critical opinion as to the
artistic qualities of the great work.
To those whose religious beliefs are
fostered, stimulated and in a measure
confirmed by the sensuous effects of
ceremony, incense and music, the “Re-
demption” 1s eloquent, affecting and
convineing. Gounod’s interpretation of
the mystery of the Redemption as a
sentimental affair is one shared in by
the great body of those in whose re-
liglous education the appeals have been
made to the heart and not the head.

The Arion singing society, the oldest
choral organization in St. Paul, is mak-
ing preparations for its twenty-second
anntversary, which takes place New
Year's eve. Five choruses will be ren-
dered by the soclety, and Miss Anna
Grode, daughter of John $S. Grode,
(formerly director of the Arion), has
kindly consented to participate. The
Misses Carrie and Amelia Miller and
Willlam P. Burke will also be heard
in vocal selections.

“Thus Spake Zarathustra,” by Rich-
ard Strauss, the symphonic poem of
wkich so much has been sald since it
was brought forward in Germany a
year or so ago, was rendered in New
York Thursday night, the performance
taking place in the Metropolitan opera
house. Phillp Hale estimates the per-
formance thus:

“It 1s perhaps foolish to speak of
Strauss’ symphonic poem after only one
hearing, yet first impressions are not
wholly to be despised. Mr. Strauss has
said that he did not intend to write
philosophical music: ‘The symphonic
peem is intended as my homage to the
genius of Nietzsche, which found its
great exemplification in his book, “Thus
Spake. Zarathustra.”® We have a right
then to regard the work gs absolute
music. Does this marshaling of so
many instruments make thereby truly
greater effect? The work is indeed
stupendous; there is surprising color in
the detail; there is a glant’s command
and a giant’s abuse of harmonic treat-
ment. But in this colossal tone-poem
I find little true bass. Everything
seems suspended In air; there is seidom
apy true foundation.

“Nor are the themes free from vul-
garity. I except the noble opening,
which is marvelous in breadth and
superb simplicity. After this opening
nesrly everything is an anti-ciimax. In
spite of the composer’'s command of or-
chestration, he is not always happy in
his mixing of instrumental color, as
when he tries to express aititude by
piccolos with violins. The close with
the warring toralities, B major and €
major, is effective in a disquieting, per-
plexing way. There are passages of
beauty in the ‘Nachtwanderlied;” but
the fugue is as a mole in the ground
and the waltz is banal with all its daz-
zle and rhythm. To me the work is not
as noble as the composer’s ‘Tod und
Verklarung,” and it raises grave doubts
as to whether Strauss has anything
more really worth the saying 1t was
read with intelligence and sympathy by
Mr. Paur, and played by the orchestia
with amazing ‘maestria.’ "
