The bicycle season this year will undoubt-
edly be the most auspicious one cyclists have
seen since "wheels" came Into vogue. A. B.
Ovitt, chief consul of the Minnesota division
of the L. A. W., has several projects under
way which will not only Interest the L. A.
W. men. but wheelmen in general. One of the
things Judge Ovitt has up his sleeve is a big
meet which it is proposed to pull off at the
stato fair grounds some time during the sum-
mer months. He hopes to secure the co-oper-
ation of all the wheelmen ln St. Paul ln the
furtherance of tlhe scheme. Irrespective of
what organization they are members of.
Heretofore the only meet of consequence held
ln this state has been the one held in con-
Junction with the s_ate fair about the Ist of
September. The matter of holding a big meet
which would attract both amateurs and pro-
fessionals from all over the state was agi-
tated the latter part of last summer, but
nothing came of it. It Is quite early ln the
season to make any definite arrangements
for this meet, but it ls one of the events
which will be of great Interest to racing men
and cyclists In general. Mr. Ovitt would be
glad to receive suggestions from wheelmen as
to the best time of holding the meet, and de-

There will be all kinds of fun when the
next annual meeiting of the National league
takes place ln St. Louis Feb. 9. There has
been lots of wire pulling for the past month,
and there will be a red-hot contest between
the different sections of the country on the
position of president. The present Incum-
bent, I.P. Potter, of New York, seems to be
ln the lead, as he is a representative of rid-
ers ln general, while his strongest opponent,
who is a Pennsylvania man, represents the
racing element, who are ln the minority. If
the state of Pennsylvania should unite on
another man lt might carry the day. Illinois
also has her eye on the highest position
within the gift of the strongest wheeling or-
ganization In America. The wheelmen of that
state have been endeavoring to get all the
delegates from the Western states to go to
the convention unpledged, but so far as the
Minnesota delegation is concerned they seem
to be united upon Mr. Potter, Who ls prima-
rilya good roads man, and is quite popular
with wheelmen all over the country. The
membership of the L. A. W. ln New York
is 26,854; in Pennsylvania, 24,890; the total
membership in the United States being
107.000.

The result of the next election of officers
in the National league of the L. A. W. will
not be brought about without a lot of Blata
making and wire pulling beforehand.

JIMMY ABLE TO GIVE TIIE
FRENCHMAN A MILE IN

TWENTY-FIVE.

OVER TWELVE THOi'.AKD PEOPLE

Every Inch of Space in the Garden
Occupied hy the Great

Crowd.

NEW YORK, Jan. I.—Jimmy Mich-
ael, of Wales, again demonstrated his
superiority as a middle distance wheel-
man tonight before a . crowd of over
12,000 people ln |his twenty-five mile
match race with Eduardo Taylore, of
France, on the board track at Madison
Square garden. "Billy" Young, who
had Taylore under his careful super-
vision in training for this race, said
tonight, after race was over, that his
man should have started with a higher
gear than ninety-four. But the work
of his man after he exchanged his
broken machine for one geared to 104,
was not up to his trainer's expecta-
tions, and there is no reasonable doubt
from his work that Michael can give
a mile In twenty-five to the French-
man, and beat him easily at that.

Men, women, boys and girls thronged
every available inch of the garden to-
night for the regular Indoor bicycle
races, which were held under the aus-
pices of the American Cycle Racing

association. The board track was ar-
ranged so that the riders had to cover

ten laps to complete a mile, and the
measurement was vouched for by three
city surveyors. At 9 o'clock it was
estimated that 10,000 people were in the
big building, and then there were fully
half as many more clamoring for ad-
mission at the entrances.

The trial heats in the preliminaries began
at 8 o'clock and the flnlslus in every instancewere very close. In the first heat of the bsst
two out of three races, one mile match
race, between Dougoltz, of France, and NatButler, of Boston, the Frenchman won by
half a wheel from the Bos.on mnn, after a
very hot race, in 2:29 1-5.

During tbe intervals between the first and
second heats Arthur A. Chase, the Englishrider, spun around the track in a one-ml'e
paced exhibition, which he covered ln 1:56 2-5,
paced by two tp,ndei__s.

The second nice between Dougoltz and
Butler was paced by Freedmau, of Portland,
Or., ai.d Butler won in a hard drive by six
inches. Time, 2:14 4-5.

A pursuit race between Harry Elks, of Sara-
toga, and James Warburton. of England, was
•the next on the programme. Elks caught his
man easily after traversing one mile and onelap. Time. 2:47 1-5.

The third heat of the match race was thenrun off. Butler had the pole and caught the
pacer while the French rider was high on
the bank. For eight laps Butler he^d the
lead by half a length and at the beginning
of the ninth the pacer dropped out andDougoltz cut loose. In the last two laps tha
French rider outgeneralled the Boston man
and after a hard spurt Dougolfz wen by three
quarters of a wheel, thus winning the race.

The big event of <£_» evening was the
Mlchael-Taylore race. Taylore won the pole
on the toss. The Frenchman's gear was 104
and Michael's 106. The riders got on the
scratch at 10:20 o'clock. Taylore rushed ofl
and caught the pacers on the first turn, with
Michael two lengths behind. Taylore rode
like a whirlwind, and at the end of the first
mile led Michael by a length. In the flrst lap
on tho second mile Michael forged ahead, and
at the end of the third mile he was oue lap
to the good. In the fourth mile Michael
gained another lap. and in the fifth he had
the same distance to his credit. Taylore was
outclassed in the eighth mile, and Michael
passed him for the third time. Time at end
of the eight miles for Michael, 16:07.

Taylore lost his pacemakers in the tenth
mile, and at the beginning of the eleventh
Michael was close up to him and passed him,
then being four laps to the good. The spec-
tators were by this time worked up to the
highest pitch of excitement. The Frenchman
was evidently beaten, but he stuck to his work
and was seemingly not disheartened when
Michael passed him on the thirteenth mile
for his fifth time.

Michael ran up another lap to his account
ln the fourteenth mile. In the seventeenth
mile Taylore rode around after Michael's pace-
maker for three lane, but the effort weakened
him considerably, and he had to let up, and
Michael ran ahead another lap at the end of
the nineteenth mile.

Taylore's saddle broke in the twentieth mile,
and in exchanging wheels he lost two laps,
thus giving Michael a clear lead of a mile.
The wheel which was substituted for Tay-
lore's damaged one was geared to 104, but the
French rider was unable to cope with the
superb efforts of the "Little Wonder," and
the Midget gained another lap at the close of
the twenty-third mile. From this to the, end
Michael went so swiftly tliat lt took all the
starch out of his rival, and "Michael finally
won by thirteen laps.

STAB fl THE SIDE
IT MAY RESULT DISASTROI SLY TO

HARRY HOLM, OF BANFIL
STREET*.

NEIGHBOR BOYS DIRK BLADE

CAME DAJVOEROISLY NEAR THE
HEART AND LINGS OF HIS

VICTIM.

HE HAS BEEN AT DEATH'S DOOR,

But Laat Ni__rb< Was Reported as
Somewhat Better, and Ills

I'ure-.tt. Are Hopeful.

Harry H. Holm, the twelve-year-old son of
George Holm, a stone mason, living at 437
Banfll street, is lyingat his home with tight
bandages wound about a knife wound made In
his left side by a companion last Sunday
night, which narrowly escaped costing the
injured lad his life. The stabbing was done
by George Sheskerin, a boy twelve years old,
living with his parents at 415 Banfll street.
The blade pierced young Holm directly be-
neath the heart, and penetrated between two
ribs probably into the lung. Had the thrust
been an inch higher it would have entered
the victim's heart. As it is the boy is in
a dangerous condition, though he was yes-
terday considerably improved, and Dr. Penny,
who is attending him, is hopeful that the lad
will recover. From the nature of the wound
the physician has not deemed lt wise to
probe, and while lt was at flrst believed that
the knife blade had entered the lung, this
may not have been the case, or the penetra-
tion may be so slight that the lad's life may
no longer be in danger. Wednesday and
Thursday, however, he was very low, and his
parents feared he would die. The Im-
provement of yesterday has raised a load of
grief from their hearts, though, and they
hope that the rally shown by their boy means
that his wound willnot terminate fatally. It
is not knowu whether or not the police are
aware of the stabbing, but young Sheskerin
ls still at liberty, and no investigation of the
affair has been made.

According to young Holm, the stabbing was
unprovoked. He and the Sheskerin boy have
been playmates for some time, and never had
any difficulty until last Sunday evening. The
Injured boy says he was on his way homo
when he met young Sheskerin shortly before
7 o'clock on Banfll street, near the latter's
home. He says Sheskerin demanded that he
pronounce his name four times, and that
when he refused the boy rushed at him with
an open knife. Holm says before he had
time to dodge or to run away S'heskerln made
a lunge at him with the open blade and
stabbed him in the side. Young Holm fell to
the ground, where he says Sheskerin left
him. Several other children, he says, helped
him into Sheskerin's house, and later, with
the blood still runninsr from his wound, he
was taken to his own home. The fact that
Holm wore a heavy sweater and coat and
vest, through which the knife had to pass
before reaching the flesh, doubtless saved
him from fatal Injury, as the blade struck
a point between the ribs and entered up to
the handle. The weapon with which the
stabbing was done was an ordinary pocket
knife. Young Holm says there was no quar-
rel or flght of any kind between him and
Sheskerin other than his refusal to pronounce
the name when ordered by the other boy.

Young S'heskerln was at church when a re-
porter for the Globe called at his home
last evening, but his mother talked of the
stabbing, claiming that it was an accident
for which the Holm boy was partly respon-
sible. Mrs. Sheskerin says her son was on
the way to deliver some milk to a neighbor
when he met young Holm. There was some
kind of a quarrel, she says, during which
young Holm ran at her son and into the
knife. She claims that her boy did not inten-
tionally stab the injured boy, but that he re-
ceived the wound as the result of rushing at
her son. Asked If her boy had the open
knife in his hand, Mrs. Sheskerin said she
knew nothing about the affair except what
she had heard the children say. She says
she was frightened, by the hole in Holm's

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says she was informed that his wound was
net now coriHiden-d so serious as at first, and
that after all it was only an accident.
