PEOPLE'S CHURCH MARKS THE

CLOSE OF ITS riRST TEN

YEARS

WITH A SPECIAL SERVICE.

REV. SAM O. SMITH PREACHES A

SERMON APPROPRIATE TO
THE OCCASION.

DUTY DEVOLVES ON EACH MAN

To Make the Most of His Opportuni-

ties for Good in the Coining

Decade.

Within tftie solid walls of the Peo- .
pie's church, accompanied by the vi-
brant strains of its immense pipe or-

gan, the congregation of 600 or more
met yesterday morning to offer up
praise for the attainment df the tenth
year of its successful work.

It was the anniversary of the organi-
sation of the church, and the pastor,

Rev. S. G. Smith, preached the birth-
day sermon. There was nothing os-
tentatious or boastful about the ser-
vices, but they were in keeping with
the modest architecture of the build-
Ing and the still more modest creed
of the church.

The church building which now
stands at the corner of Pleasant and
Chestnut was dedicated to God on
Palm Sunday, 1889.

Rev. Samuel G. Smith, the founder
of the church, had been the pastor of
the First Methodist church, and was
eeriously considering a call from a
Minneapolis church, when a number of
gentlemen interested in the organiza-
tion of a new church conferred with
Dr. Smith, and it was decided to or-
ganize a new church, and it was from
this that the People's church was given

Us birth.
Previous to the occupancy of the

present edifice. Dr. Smith preached in

the old Grand opera house, where im-
mense audiences' assembled every Sun-
day morning. It was not long until
the project of building a new church
building was talked of, and a fund was
raised to further the project. Fifteen
months after the present $100,000 edi-
fice was complete^ and dedicated.

Dr. Smith took his text yesterday

from Phillppians iii., 13. He said in
part:

"We are about to enter a new decade In
the world's history, aud the next ten years
will bring even more than the past ten have.
It willbe a decade of new ideas, new thought,
and new progress. Beware of institutions I
which are reminiscent and coddle themselves
In the memories of the past. Beware of the
man of one book, for he will trip you up.
as he has intensified and enlarged his mind j
dv one subject, and he has shut himself up j
to all new ideas. The reason Iam such an I
admirer of Gladstone is that he thinks mod-
ern thoughts and reads modern novels. He ]
Is a grand old man, and as he Is shut up in.
his library in the retirement of his old age, |
he is the most beautiful character In all the
world this morning. Itis not his grip on one
thing that tas mado him great, but his de-
tire to grasp something of the future, some
great achievement which is beyond his reach.

"As we enter upon the new year of 1898 this
morning Icall upon you to forget all your
temptations and defeats of the old year, and
nil that should be forgotten, and go out Into
the new world with new zeal and courage.
Even the savage of the West pulls up stakes
occasionally and changes to a purer atmos-
phere, and Icall upon you this morning to
pull up stakes and leave the old year behind
you. The. Christian should move out of the
old into the new, and live in the new year
with new power, not troubled with the old
beliefs and old dogmas, but put on a new
man.

"The past ten years have been a decade
which we must forget, the decade which rises
before us will be the greatest in the world's
history. The next ten years will mark the
triumph of the West. At the end of the next
decade there will not be a continent or is-
lan* of the sea which will not be controlled
by a half-dozen great Western powers of the
earth. We are on the eve of this great revo-
lution. India has kneeled before England,
and a few years will pass and the other
Oriential nations will be under the sov-
ereignty of the West. America must stir
herself in taking part in this great drama;
not necessarily war, but she must seize the
opportunities which open up before her. This
city is also called to face a new decade. We
are to leave old ideas behind and face the
stern reality of the coming decade. The
church is also called upon to face this new
decade, and the ambassadors of Jesus Christ
willhave to be well alive to the needs of the
times. The church must rise to the proper
Mfc In the new era. The strong man of
recent civilization cannot stand the test of
the times unless the grandeur of the march
of God's civilization puts him on his feet
and enables him to grasp the possibilities of
the coming century.
"I tell you, my friends, you cannot be

crushed; you are God's elect, and although
those of you who think you have no opportu-
nity to go out into this new era of modern
thoughts and higher civilization, because of
your petty cares, are the ones who can do the
most. The greatest of all Stoic philosophers
was p. mere slave.
"Igreet you, my brethren. In the name of

the Lord Jesus Christ, as it Is to us as a
church that the next year lays open before
os, that we may take advantage of the blees-
Ings of the high calling which Christ Is will-
ing to bestow upon U3. and let us try to
•olve the great problems of the year before
us together.

"My brethren in the Lord, let us run our
course with hope and courage, and let us be
In advance of the foes of Christ, and crush

ST. VINCENT'S PARISH.

One of the Sons Celebrates His First
Mass.

Yesterday was another great day_ for
Rev.Father Cosgrove, pastor of St. Vin-
ent's church, and the members of his
parish. Itwas also a day of great joy
and pride for Rev. EdWard Geraghty
and his father and mother, both of
whom are today members of St. Vin-
cent's parish. Both were present yes-
terday to witness the first celebration
of mass by their son, who was ordained
to the priesthood at Fargo, N. D., last
Tuesday by Right Rev. Bishop Shanley.
Father Geraghty is an old St. Paul
boy.and was raised inSt. Vincent's par-
ish, and it Is the first instance of the
kind where Father Cosgrove has had
the pleasure of seeing one of his own
young men ordained. Itwas, therefore,
fitting that this should be the second
occasion of note to occur in the hand-
some new church St. Vincent de
Paul parish has Just erected.

The services commenced at 10:30 and
consisted of a solemn high mass with
Father Geraghty as celebrant, Rev.
Lawrence Carey, and Rev. John Mies,
of St. Paul's seminary, as deacon and
subdeacon, and Rev. George Arctan-
der, of St. Stephen's church, Minne-
apolis, as assistant priest. Rev. Fath-
er Cosgrove was master of ceremonies.
Very Rev. Thomas Eagan, secret? ry
and vicar general of the diocese of
Jamestown, N. D., preached the ser-
mon. After reading the epistle and.
Gospel of the day, Father Eagan took
for his text "God's Priesthood." Dur-
ing an eloquent discourse the reverend
gentleman told how Christ said to them
as he changed bread into His own
body and wine into His own blood:
"Do this in commemoration of me.
As the Father Has sent me, so Ialso
send you." So God's holy priesthood
Ihas continued and" will continue until
Ithe end to perform the same mission.
Father Eagan, continuing, described tha

Isacrifice of the mass. He related the
many sacrifices a priest of God is call-

!ed upon to undergo. He must leave
father, mother, sister and brother,
home and friends. His only home is
his parish, his only aim to work out
the ends and perform the mission of
the Father on high. The priest of God,
he said, is the friend, the adviser, the
couselor of all, faithful and sinners
alike, in distress. It is to him, when
they have fallen from grace and are
restored to God's choicest graces and
blessings, to the holy tribunal of the
confessional, they tell him of thjngs
that they would sometimes rather lose
their life than tell to mortal mair. and
why, because they know he is God's
holy minister, and they also know that
he would die 10,000 deaths rather than
reveal any of the secrets of the con-
fessional. In closing his eloquent ser-
mon, Father Eagan turned from tho
pulpit, and, facing the newly ordained
priest, said:
"I welcome you to the diocese of

North Dakota, and pray God may
strengthen you to go on and perform
the great work and mission for which
you have been ordained. You are
about to offer up your first sacrifice

!of the holy mass; pray for us all that
we may one day enter with you that
land of eternity where no parting is

!known and where eternal joy and hap-
jpiness reign."

During the service the choir, under
[ the direction of Prof. William Manner
and assisted by a double qartette from

ithe Mozart club, sang the Kyrie and
Gloria from Marzo's "Messe Solenelle,"
and the Credo, Sanctus and Angus Del
from Millard's mass in G. Prof. Man-
ner sang Wiegand's "O Salutaris" dur-
ing the offertory.

Musical vespers were held In the
evening, at which Father Geraghty
was celebrant. The sermon was preach-
ed by Very Rev. Dr. Heffron, of St.
Paul's seminary.

Probable Appointments on the

"Water Board Today.

Mayor Doran, asTc^l last evening for
the name of the n^ member of the
water board, said he "really could not
give it out as he had not been inform-
ed whether the gentleman selected
would serve." He expected to hear as
to the intentions of the gentleman this
morning, but until then would not
make the name public.

A county official, who evidently had
discussed the matter with Mayor
Doran, said It was dollars to dough-
nuts that the new water commissioner
would be either Patrick W. Hudner
or J. M. Carlson, and he was of the
opinion Hudner would be the one. The
mayor, It is claimed, promised in De-
cember, 1896, that he would appoint a
practical plumber on the board, and
as he failed to keep his promise then,
is to make It good now. Hudner was
thi? choice of the Plumbers' association,
•ft ho sent a delegation to the mayor
several weeks ago in his favor.

The appointment of Assemblyman
Arosin as a member of the fire board
will make a vacancy in the assembly.
Usually when members of the assem-
bly or board of aldermen pick out soft
places in other branches of the city or
county government, they are allowed
to name their successors. Whether the
remaining eight members *of the as-
sembly willallow Mr. Arosin to follow
the rule is not known, but if they do,
Henry Neff, one of the grocery firm
of Neff Bros., will fill the vacancy in
the assembly. Mr. Neff is a resident of
the First ward and credited as being
a stalwart Republican. Mr. Arosin Is
reported as being a candidate for nomi-
nation as county treasurer next fall
and his friends claim that he accepted
the appointment on the fire board for
the reason that he feared his remaining
In the assembly would handicap him
too heavily for the fall election.

Under the law the mayor has the ap-
pointing of one of the members of the
council as a director of the public
library. Mr. Arosin was the represen-
tative of the council selected by the
mayor and the point is now raised that
with his retirement from the assem-
bly the mayor will have to name a
new man as a library director. One of
the city officials stated last evening
that the matter had been looked up,
and that Mr. Arosin would remain on
the board until the term for which
he was elected to the assembly had
expired.

HOLM MAY RECOVER.

Victim of the Stabbing; Promises to
Get Well.

Little Herry Holm, who a week ago yes-
terday received a dangerous knife wound in
the left breast at the hands of George Shes-
kerin, as was told in the Globe of yester-
day, rested comfortably at his home, 43G
Banfll street, throughout Sunday. The wound
is very near the heart, and though the knife
blade missed the vital organ, It is thought
to have sl'ghtly punctured the left lung, this
fact rendering the lad's condition from day
to day somewhat alarming. The improve-
ment of the last two days, however, leads the
physicians attending the boy to hope for his
recovery. As yet no Investigation of the
etabb'ng has been made by the police. The
fact that young Holm is said to have nar-
rowly escaped a fatal wound seems of little
concern to the authorities, and George Shes-
kerin, the lad's assailant, is still at liberty.

Lynch Not Badly Hurt.
Fireman Morris Lynch, who received a bad

fall at a fire at Fifth and Cedar streets Satur-
day evening, was greatly recovered from the
effects of his injuries yesterday, and was re-
moved from the company headquarters to his
home. Fortunately Lynch sustained no brok-
en bones In the fall, and It is thought that
he will be ready for duty when the soreness
of the severe shaking up passes away.

ESQUIMAU PARTY IN TOWN.

En Route to "Washington After a
Reindeer Appropriation.

When the little band of Esquimaux,
who are temporarily sojourning in St.
Paul, were told yesterday, by their
manager, Bruce Miner, the Alaskan
traveler, that the St. Paul people were
unat>le to continue the ice palaces here
during the winter, owing to the ab-

sence of cold weather, they smiled in
their own Esquimau fashion, and said
through their interpreter, he must be
Joking. This, too, In spite of the factthat, according to Mr. Miner, they
are superior in intelligence to the Lab-
rador Esquimaux, who were at the
world's fair.

The little party, rconsistlng of twomen, three women *and a small four-
year-old girl, spent the day huddling
together in their room at the hotel,
mumbling at the damp disagreeable
climate. "They felt the cold as soon
as we landed at Seattle," explained
Mr. Miner. "We left their home, which
is In Arctic Alaska;, near the govern-
ment reindeer station at Port Clarence,
some sixty miles east of the Bering
straits, some littie time ago, and reach-
ed the Pacific slope Dec. 20. We shall
proceed to Washington, where an ef-
fort will be mafle to secure an addi-
tional appropriation for reindeer. At
Port Clarence, which was established
by the government in 1892-93, the Es-
quimaux, who asre even now suffering
from a lack of proper and sufficient
food, are taught how to raise reindeeras a means, of supplying themselves
with food and clothing. They are get-
ting on well in this direction, but needmore animals to carry on the industry
satisfactorily."
In the party are Ipe-Aner, his wife

Kow-peer, and their bright little four-
year-old daughter, Ne-ak-sener, Kyo-
quassi, a Btrapping lad of eighteen,
who has been to Washington before
and knows a little English, and an
eleven-year-old girl called Ky-uk-ta.

Mr. Miner, who has the odd little
group in charge, has been engaged for
some years fur trading in Alaska, and
of late years has written several works
on the country, the last one, just fin-
ished, containing much interesting in-
formation concerning the land where
gold has been discovered.

The party will leave for the East
In a day or two.

Mr. Miner is at the Windsor.

"DICK" M'NAMEE IS NAMED

For Organizer by Typographical

I'nlon No. 30.
The meeting of Typographical Union

No. 30 was in session yesterday after-
noon until nearly 6 p. m., and a large
amount of routine business was tran-
sacted. Richard S. McNamee being the
only nominee for organizer, was unani-
mously recommended for appointment
to that position, Harry Franklin, the
present organizer, having informed the
ur.lon of his Intention to resign that
position in the near future.

A circular was received from Colum-
bia Union No. 101, of Washington, D.
C, opposing the passage of the anti-
scalpers bills now pending in congress.
The action of No. 101 was indorsed and
the secretary instructed to forward a
protest to the representatives and sen-
ators in congress.

The special committee appointed to
secure the city printing for a union
establishment submitted a lengthy re-
port, which was considered in executive
session, but from authentic sources it
was learned that no faces were made,
no tears spilled, and no resolutions
passed, but a corner stone was laid
with due ceremony, which, Ifthe plans
proposed are carried out, will effectual-
ly "file" the pleadings of the false
prophets of prosperity in the next
spring campaign.

The amendments to the constitution
of the Trades and Labor assembly
were unanimously adopted, making the
present increased representation
permanent.

BLES YESTERDAY.

MEN OF VARIOUS FORTUNES,

FROM GOLD AND SHEEI* TO GRO-
CERIES WERE AMONG'THE

SOJOURNERS.

EXALTED RI'LER OF THE ELKS.

The Biggest Aloes In the Service
Was a Guest Here With His

\»ifc.

Seated in the rotunda at the Ryan
hotel yesterday afternoon, shortly after
lunch, was a little group of people,
which attracted the attention of the
people in the hostelry to whom their
Identity was known. Gossiping 1 about
matters of general interest sat Capt.
"Tom" Couch, one of the richest men
in the whole state of Montana, the one-
time manager of the Boston & Mon-
tana Mmmg1 company and a staunch
and true silver Republican; H. H. Nel-
son, the big-gesTt individual sheep
rancher in the same state; D. W. Two-
hy, of the big wholesale firm of Twohy
Bros..West Superior, and Dennis Ryan,
for whom the hotel is named. Capt.
Couch and Mr. Ryan are old-time
friends, and ran across each other yes-
terday for the first time in some years.
The captain is credited with being as
independent as he is rich, and it is
said that owing- to his change of po-
litical heart he promptly gave up the
position of general manager of the
Boston company, which he had held so
successfully at Butte until a year ago.
He is the possessor of the best
equipped horse ranch and has as mag-
nificent a herd of blooded horses as
there is in the West, between Great
Falls and Sun River, where his family
now is. In addition to all this he has
within a year added to his ranch and
silver mining interests a little Klondike
in Butte county, California, some sev-
enty miles north of Sacramento. Here,
with two other prominent Westerners,
he has taken up some prospecting'
started on the banks of the Feather
river, a small but dignified tributary
of the Sacramento river, and after a
year's work is satisfied that there is
plenty of "pay dirt," the gravel yield-
ing- up an average of 30 cents a cubic
yard. There is being- put in now, ac-
cording to the captain, a dredge which
cost $25,000, which will lift the gra-vel
from twenty feet below the river level
by a traveling ladder and set of buck-
ets, and dump it into what Is called a
"grizzly," after which the distributing
box will6end it on its way, holding out
the gold dust by means of the sluices.
Capt. Couch is most enthusiastic about
the prospect, and believes he has a bo-
nanza where two years ago it was not
idreamed there was a particle of gold.
He left last night for New York.

Scarcely a less noteworthy member
of the group was a man who, as stated,
is the largest individual sheepgrower
in the big state which last year won
the place at the top of wool growing
states by sending to the markets of
the world over 18,000,000 pounds of
wool. Mr. Nelson's system of ranches
is situated along the line of the Great
Northern road in Cascade, Choteau and
Valley counties. At the present time
Mr. Nelson has from 6.000 to 7,000 sheep
feeding at the St. Paul stockyards, and
made the statement in conversation
with his friends that St. Paul and
vicinity were even now considered the
greatest feeding point in the United
States. "There has been an excellent
winter in Montana," he added, "and
as a result the flockmasters are well
pleased, and believe the prospect for a
good big wool clip in July are the best.
Most of the Montana wool men will
bring many of their sheep here for a
sixty or ninety days' feeding on
"screenings" before taking them to
market. At present, as all people who
are interested, know, the wool market
is very firm. The value of the sheep
and the ranches, themselves, has doub-
led in the last year, as a result of the
wool tariff, until the plants and live
stock is worth possibly two-thirds of
the figures in1892. The sheep men con-
fidently expect that the prices which
obtained in 1892 will again prevail, and
that within a year from this date. Mr.
Nelson accompanied Capt. Couch as
far as Chicago last night.

The jobbing Interests In the group
were well represented by Mr. Twohy,
who has just returned from a trip
through the West. Looking first at
Capt. Couch and then taking a sly
glance at Mr. Nelson, he remarked
that inasmuch as the mining and
sheep-growing Interests, both of them
big factors in the prosperity of the
Northwestern country, were thrivingso
well, It was only natural that the job-
bers were already noting the increase
in their orders and improvement in
their business generally. Mr. Twohy
has a large acquaintance between here
and the Pacific slope, and after a tour
of the territory he finds that his travel-
ing representatives can fill their order-
books when they start out next.

The cattle men, he says, were jubi-
lant with the good prices they got for
their stock, while the expectations of
rrvcst of the mining composed were
more than realized.

The big corporations In the West
were for the most part running full
time and with all hands employed, and
locking to a good year. One mining
man to)d him his profits for the year
amounted to $300,000, and Mr. Twohy
thought this ought to be good enough.
The Twohys manage an immense
wholesale house at West Superior, as
well as others at other places. He
went home yesterday.

J. W. Losey and George Bradish,
the former being the local legal repre-
sentative of the Milwaukee road at La
Crosse, came up to St. Paul yesterday
and registered at the Ryan. TheFe gen-
tlemen will confer today with the St.
Paul representatives of the company,
regarding matters in which the terri-
tory of which La Crosse is the division
headquarters is concerned.

W. T. Summers, of the Windsor,
abcut whose inventive genius his St.
Paul friends have heard something al-
ready through his patent bicycle hold-
er, has again hit upon something which
he believes will bring him handsome
returns, owing to the fact that it is a
device which is as useful as it is inex-
pensive.
Itconsists simply of a thick leather

heel tap, through which are pushed

from the top side a number of round
rubber points.

These taps are secured to the shoe
heel, and are said to be more effective
in preventing slipping than any before
thought of.

Mr. Summers claims for them the
advantage that when the nubs or
points are worn down smooth they can
readily be replaced without getting new
taps. He has applied for a patent.
