After all the mapmakers in America
have adjusted their plats on the as-
sumption that the readjustment of
bcundaries between Cass and Crow
Wing counties was legal, the supreme
court steps in and upsets the new deal.
The result is that the acquisitive dis-
pesition of some of the Crow Wing
county politicians is turned to naught,
and the ambitious county is returned
to its former modest proportions. The
decision is based on the power of one
who has signed a petition to subse-
quently, by communication to the peti-
tioned power, withdraw his original ap-
plication. The court holds that he has
that right, and in this particular case
there were enough such cases to upset
the action of the state commission in
changing the Loundaries of the county.
The county commissioners of the coun-
ty elected by an election which includ-
e¢d the townships now held not to be-
long to the county are ordered ousted.
The syllabus of the decision is as fol-
lows:

Quite a Budget of Decisions Handed
Down Yesterday.

Several other decisions were handed

down by the supreme court yesterday.

H H. McNamara, plaintiff, appellant, vs.
Michael Fink et 2l., defendants, and F. D.
Smith, intervenor, appellants.

Errors, irregularities or omisslons in the
assessment of land do not go to the jurisdie-
tion of the court to render judgment for the
taxes, and are no ground for a collateral at-
tack on the judgment.

Held, that there was no evidence rebutting
the prima facie evidence furnished by the
“tax assignment certificates’” that the notice
of sale under the judgment was duly posted.

Certain objections to notices of the time of
the expiraticn of the period of redemption
considered and held not well taken.

Judgment afirmed. —Mitchel!, J.

Held that the evidence justified a finding
to the efiect that the plaint!ff had lost his
“homestead right’” by abandonment.

Contemporanescusly with the execution of

the nete in suit the dofendant, as collateral |

security for its payment, assigned to plaintiff
certain notes and mortgages against third
parties under an agreement that when col-
lected or real'zed on the proceeds should bhe
applied on defendant’s note. Within six
vears before the ccmmencement of this action,
the plaintiff, having previously realized on
the securities, applied the proceeds on the
note and gave notice of the fact to the de-
fendant, whe made no cbjection to such ap-
piication.

Held, that the applcation of the proceeds
of the collaterals did not constitute a part
payment which would interrupt the statute of
limitations.

If a debtor voluntarily, and in the absence
of any circumstances repe.ling the inference
of an implied promise to pay the whole debt,
transfers to his crediter new and additional
collateral securities for the payment of his
debt, the proceeds of which when realized on
to be applied towards its payment, it will
constitute a ‘‘part payment,”” which will in-
terrupt the running of the statute, as of the
date of the transfer of the securities.

The cvidence on this question should have
been submitted to the jury.

AMutual Life Asscoiation, appellant.

The defenfant appcinted one C. its agent
for the district of Minnesota ‘‘for the pur-
rose of procuring in person and through
agents (to be appcinted by himself) appiica-
zations for insurance on the *“lives of in-
dividuals, and forwarding the same to the
company for approval or disapproval, and,
it approved and policles ke issued thereon,
collecting and paying over the dues or
premiums to the company.” It was express-
I¥ provided that he should te respansible for
the acts and dolngs of such agents as he
should appolnt. Maliciously and without
probable cause, he procured the arrest and
imprisonment of one of the agents of his
own appointment for the crime of emhezzling
e funds of the defendant.

The defendant never authorized, participat-
ed in or ratifled such arrest and imarisen-
ment,

Held, that the defendant was not liable.

A principal is liable tc third perscns for
the torts of his agent, who ccmmitted in
tha course and within the scope of the agency,
although the princlpal never authorized, par-
tielpated In, or ratified the tort; but he is
not liable where the torticus act was com-
mitted, net In furiberance of the pripcipal’s
e

Ir an action brouwght against two railway
comwpanies to recover for personal injuries al-
leged to have heen caused by their ccncurrent
negligence, the defense interposed by each
of the companies were a denial of negligence
on its part and an allegation of contribu-
tory negligence on part of the plaintiff. The
trial resulted in a verdict in favor of one
company (on which final judgment was en-
tered), and in a verdict against the other
compa: which was set aside and a new
trial granted.

Held, that on the sezond trial the judg-
ment in favor of the first company was not
admissible in evidence in favoer of the lat-
ter company to p e the contributory negli-
gence cf the plaintiff,

The injury was caused by a collislon, at
a grade crossing, betiween twoa trains, on one
of which the plaintiff was locomoative fireman,
and the contributory negligence charged
against him was tke failure to keep a proper
look-out for trains on the other road.

Held, that as agaiost such other road, and
upon the particuiar facts of this case, it
was net crror for the c¢curt to charge the
jury that the plaintiff was not bound in the
exercise of ordinary care in the performance
of bis duties to anticipate that the engineer
of the other train wculd recklessly violate
his duties undsr the law in respect to pass-
ing a crossing; that In the abscnce of cvi-
dence to the contrary he had a right to as-
sume that such engineer wculd obey the law
in that respect.

Also, that under the evidence the ques-
tion of plaintiff’s contributery negligence was
for the jury.

Also, that the damages awarded were ex-
cessive. Order affirmed on condition that
plaintiff consent to a reduction of the ver-
dict to $6,500.

ANTI-SCALPER HEARING.

More Testimony Tugen by the Con-
sressional Committee.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6.—The interstate
commerce committee today redumed its hear-
ing on the anti-scalper bhill. »Mr. McKensie,
the president of the American Ticket Brok-
ers’ association, said he ha& received affi-
davits from a number of tickst brokers con-
firming his statement tbat the brokers se-
cured 9 per cent of the tickets sold by
them from the railroad comgpanies. When
Senator Cullom asked for names, Mr. Me-
Kensie replied that to. answer would be a
breach of confidence. While, he considered
the question proper, still he daclined to name
tho companies, except under A summons, In
that case he would respond, put he did not
want to break faith.

E. J. Thiele, of the Illinsis Commercial
Men’s association, epposcd the bill as un-
just, claiming that the owner of a rallroad
ticket should be allowed to dispese of it as
he might see fit, as would the owner of any
other commodity,

Senator Welcott made the point that “no
honest, honorable man would be caught trav-
eling around on ancther man’s name on a
non-transferable ticket.'’

Mr. Thiele said he had kown of men whom
he believed to be honest, doing that thing.
He said that what the traveling man wanted
was a uniform flat $20 a thousand mile rale.

P. E. Dowe, of New York, president of the
Commercial Travelers’ National league, also.
appeared in antagonism to the bill.

William F. King, president of the Mer-
chants Association of New York, spoke for
the bill. He sald he had fought the rail-
roads for years and would continue to fight
until proper rates should be secured. He
was opposed to discrimination, however, hence
he favored the pending bill. He character-
ized as forgery the dealings in railroad tick-
ets, which was, he said, opposed to the con-
stitution of the United States. He did not
believe, he said emphatically, in a course that
would save 31 at the expense of the crime
of forgery. He said there were very few
firms that would employ a man as a traveler
who would deal with ticket brokers.

The hearing for the day was closed with a
brief but vigorous statement by J. B. Dill, of
New York, counsel for the merchants’ asso-
clation, of New York, who declared that of
the 1,100 firms of this association in New
York, representing $500,000,000, there had not
deen one vote cast against the proposition
to support this bill, and of the 20,000 frms
cutside that city, representing another $500,-
000,000, only elghteen had opposed it. He
sald the merchants geperally allowed their
traveling men fal! rates, and that the ticket
brokers' offices afforded to them temptation
to go wrong. ‘“‘These places,”” he said, *‘savor
of darkness rather than of light, and are a
trap and a temptation to young men travel-
ing for reputable heuses.”” Mr. Dill also con-
tended for the lezal right of the railroads
to protection and support and asserted that
those who were opposing the bill and con-
tending for their rights in doing so were
simply contending for the right to do wreng.
N. B. Kelly, commissioner of freight trans-
portation department of the Traders’ League
of Philadelphia. filed a statement in support
of the bill. The committee adjourned then
until tom~rrow.

AGREEMENT RELEGATED,

Homeseeckers' Excursion Com pact

Already a Back Number.

CHICAGO, Jan. 6.—The agreement reached
by the Western roads a few days since re-
garding the running of homeseckers' excur-
sions is a back number aireadv. It has been
found that so many of the roads are not satis-
fied with the agreement to restrict the ex-
cursions to peints on the Missouri river,
that another meeting has been called for to-
morrow. There is little liklihood that the
meeting will result In the abolishment of the
excursions as many of the roads have made
their arrangements for the handling of the
business and have put out advertising an-
nouncing that they will run the excursions.
It is possible, however, that an agreement
may be reached that no more excurslons shall
be run after those which have already becn
arranged for, have been handled. A strong
effort will be made to do away with the ex-
cursions as they virtually eause a reduction
of one way rates two days in each week and
this means a heavy loss to the Western roadls
in general. d e

MILWAUKEE MAY APPEAL.

Lissatisfied With the Action of the
Commerce Com:-:ission.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Jan. 6.—Owing to the
failure of the interstate commerce com-
mission to hand down its decisicn in the
hearing of the Milwaukee. chamber of com-
merce against several railroads in which al-
leged discrimination in grain rates was
charged, the chamber of commerce threatens
to appeal to congress and have an investl-
gation of the interstate commerce commis-
sion.

The trouble arose some four years ago.
The issues were discussed at great length
and were presented to the interstate com-
merce commission in detail. The railroads
denied any discrimination, but it was shown
to the satisfaction of many that the Mil-
waukee grain dealers had not bheen treated
equitably by the roads.

The raflway has leased its assets to the
Cricago Great Western Rallway
company, and the latter has issued
stock in exchange for the bonds, all
bondholders except the bank have ac-
cepted the stock and the liquidator of
the bank has recently endeavored to
obtain a settlement of the ciaim of the
bank without success. He therefore
applied to the court this morning for
leave to recover judgment against the
railway on overdue coupons amounting
to $9,000, and to enforce the bank’s right
on the mortgage deed to secure the
balance. The judge made an order
that . H. Morphy, of St. Paul, be re-
tained on behalf of the ligquidation to
tuke the necessary proceedings. The
solicitor for the liquidation stated to
the court that the best cash offer the
liquidator had received for the bonds
was one of $10,000 from a New York
firm,

DIiD HE HEAR THE TRAIN?

Laborer Killed By a Freight Near

Sauk Rapids.

« SAUK RAPIDS, Minn., Jan. 6.—Will-
iam Redding, a laborer, was run over
and almost instantly killed by Way
Freight No. 58, in charge of Engineer
McMurchie, about nine miles west of
this place, this afternoon about 1
o'clock. He was walking on the track,
and the statement of the engineer and
fireman was that as scon as he was
seen the engineer set the air and blew
the whistle until the unfortunate man
was struck, and the fireman also rang
the bell, but that the man never turned
his head to look around.
