DISPOSE OF IT WITHIN SIX

MONTHS.

CLAIMS PUT IX FIFTEEN CLASSES.

To Be Paid Off In Order Out of the
Proceeds of tne Sale of

Property*

ST. LOUIS, Jan. 12.— The Sjr-rtsman
Park and club this afternoon filed a
chattel deed of trust covering all the
property, franchises and improvements

of the park to Chris Yon der Ahe as
trusi c for the benefit of the creditors
of the club.The claims to be paid by

the trustee are divided into fifteen
class* : from "A" to "I." The first
eight classes contain oniy claims of
Yon der Ahe against the club and
amount to about $75,000. The trustee
is empowered to sell the club within
six months and pay off the creditors
in the order named. The deed was
made by President ZUuehenfuss, Secre-
tary and Treasurer Peckington, and
Chris \'mi der Ahe ;is a director.

A levy was made ;<>rtay on an exe-
cution issued by the clerk of the cir-
cuit court returnable to the October
term. <m the strength of this execu-
tion the sheriff announces that he will
soil all the rights titl- claim, interest,
estate and property "i" the Sportsman's
Park and dub at the court house Feb.
6.

MAY CONCEDE DEMAND.

Vnle Likely to Enter Into a Two
Years' Agreement.

NEW HAVEN, Conn., Jan. 12.— There arc
ptro.ig indications that Yale, will grant Cor-
nell's request and make an agreement with
Ihut university to row for two years instead
Df one, as was provided for by the terms of
Yale's challenge to Cornell. Capt. Payne
Whitney, of the Yale crow, said today tUat
nothing iiad been heard officially from Cor-
nell and that he must decline for the present
to talk on the reported action of the Cornell
Hthlctic council last nighj. lie would not say
Whether Vale would make a two years' agree-
hient with Cornell.

The under graduate sentiment here is in fa-
vor of a two years' agreement withCorncll,pro-
vided the race of 1899, as well as the contest
this Beason, be at New London. Yale has had
enough of Poughkeepsie, and the college in
general wouid rather have a race with the
university of Wisconsin at New London than
one with both Cornell and Harvard at Pough-
keepsie.

ITHACA, N. V., Jan. 12.—Interviews with
persons who know definitely what action the
Cornell Athletic council took lust night in
regard to Yale's challenge for a boat rat1.- in-
dicate that there has been a solution of the
aquatic situation. Cornel] will not row at
New London a single race without some pro-
tection for the future. Yale, at the same
time, has signified that she would not give
Cornell an agreement for a term of years.
To avoid Yaln's objections to protect herself
Cornell then sent the blue a communication
to this effect:

"We will gladly accept your invitation tojoin the Harvard-Yale race over tho New
London course on the date named, but inas-
much as you have stated the conditions fur
this year's race, it is understood In accept-
ing this invitation that Cornell shall namo
the conditions of the race next year."

Such a reply concedes everything to Yalo
this year and leaves to Yale's honor and
sportsmanship, instead of to an agreement,
her relation to Cornell in the future. It es-
tablishes between Yale and Cornell the sarao
sort of an understanding as exists between
Harvard and Yale. Itdemands nothing from
the blue and puts Cornell squarely before
the public as being truly sportsmanlike.

Id as when' homade that marvelous tour of th c Union
routing people everywhere with his earnestand aashing eloquence, but he no longer im-presses as a great man nor as one of highest
Sincerity. He is showing narrowness cr ir-
ritational obstinacy, either of which had beendetrimental to his ambition and must be
hurtful to the prospects of tho movement horepresents.

"The persistence with v.hich ho clings to
16 to 1, as If that were not only the solitary
tenet in the Democratic creed, but the axis
of a revolving cosmos, betrays either Bryan's
incapacity to comprehend liryanism or adogged disposition that refuses to acknowl-edge what is presented to his eyes and thoso
r.f every other intelligent man in the coun-try, whether for or agair.st the Chicago plat-
form of the new Democrats.

"Consider what Bryanism—real Bryanism
means. That word sounds now in the
United States for the whole battle of themany against tyranny and spoliation at the
hands of a tew. It is a declaration of war
upon plutocracy, not against property, but
against the aggressions of property upon the
rights of the people. The same fight has
boen going on ever since tha strong were first
tempted to oppress and plunder the weak:
that is to say. ever since mankind has livedupon the earth. But the appalling duration
of this war is not a reason why it should bo
abandoned as hopeless by the victims.

•The cure, scientists say, is to be found
in the nationalization of all capital, all in-dustry. Thf George philosophy says it lies
in the appropriation of land values for public
rurposes. Others look for relief to legisla-
tion against trusts and the abolition of the
protective tariff; others turn to Christianity
and hope by moral suasion to raise the in-
dividual above the sin of larceny, no matter
how loug sanctioned by time and usage the
form of theft may be.

"Bryan appears to believe that the free
coinage of silver at the ratio of 16 to 1 will
do it, and the intelligent and educated prop-
erty-owning classes of the country rise arid
clamor against him in wrath and terror, as
Ifthey, too, believed he had touched the but-
ton. Also, million of men who hope for
instead of dread the inauguration of a square
deal, agree with Bryan on the principle, for
the most part, that it Is better to try any rem-
edy than none.

"A mining camp that should rebel against
a cheating faro bank and then content itself
with changing the color of the chips while
leaving the box and cards in possession of
the dealer to go on with the game, would
havo a flattering likenes3 to Bryan.

"A sound currency Is important. Nobody
will deny that, and so long as our money
must havo a metallic basis, It is better that
it should have two metals rather than one.
An appreciating dollar is as dishonest as a
depreciating one, and does more harm, for
the appreciating dollar robs those who havo
least.

"Bimetallism by all means. Itis the money
of the constitution, and therefore democratic,
but why 16 to 1 cr death? What decree of
heaven has given that ratio a sacredness be-
yond all other possible ratios?

"There are hundreds of thousands of as
good bimetallists as Bryan himself who ob-
ject to 16 to 1. They believe in honest money,
the bimetallic money of theconstltution; but
they also believe that the question of ratio
is a detail that may wfll be left to congress
to debate, and to experience. They are un-
able to comprehend why a mere subsidiary
matter of expedience and practical business
judgment should be made the keystone of the
party arch. They find themselves, though
doubtful of the practicability 'of 16 to 1, still
capable of detecting the robbery of protec-
tion. They even admit that it is possible that
Bryan may be right in his belief that the re-
monetization of silver would create such a
demand for the metal as to restore its
price, but they do not believe it. It is a
matter over wlitchbimetallists can differ and
remnin good Democrats'.

"What reason is there in sense, what rea-
son in sane politics, why Bryan should stand
on sixteen to one, and speaking as the head
of the Democratic party, declare 'He that is
not for me in this is against me.' Is there
not enough ground outside of the question
of ratio to draw the Democrats together for
common war against the rule of plutocracy,
fleecers of the people? And the main thing in
the new Democracy that took up the sword r.t
Chictjso is not sixteen to one. That is the
fly on the wheel. By magnifying it as Mr.
Bryan dops he is doing the new Democracy
incalculable mischief.

"The nomination came to .Bryan In 1893 as
a free gift, presented with flowers, music and
an acclaim that thrilled the country. Tho
nomination in WOO is being sought by Bryan,
sought industriously. In ways mads familiar
by men of all parties who are ambl;ious Jto be
president, Bryan is revealing himself "as a
politician.

"There are larger men In the Democratic
party than Bryan. At present they keep, or
are kept in the rear, for his primacy is to
evident that rivalry is not invited. But it is
a long time to 1900. and if nryan shall con-
tinue to reveal his limitations at the rate we
have witnessed within tho past year, ho will
have to fight for the nomination for which
he is now maneuvering, and the more ho
fights for it the more likelihood is there that
he will lose It.

"Tho Democratic platform of lS9i> demands
sixteen to one. But there Is nothing divine
about platforms that they should be the same
yesterday, today and forever. Democratic
platforms have altered ere now. One of them
pronounced the war to be a failure. Gettys-
burg was the answer to that, and the next
platform took cognizance of the answer.

"The new Democracy should with gladness
vl?w the hottest hostility that the party which
defends the privileges of plutocracy can offer,
but the Democratic party sfaould not give
battle on an incidental question, but fight for
its vital contention, which is that the men
of this republic and not its millions should
rule it. Let us challenge the trusts and all
the beneficiaries and upholders cf tbe sys-
tem of favori.ism in legislation, of which the
trusts are necessary and illustrative fruit,
to a lifeand dca.h conflict. That Is the duty
and hearty wish of the. new Democracy.

"The man who is of the opinion that the
demand for free coinage of sliver at a ratio
of sixteen to one is the best,', and only way
in which this challenge can be given, and
that no citizen who does not agree with him
may be admirable for-1his earnestness, but
he Is not to be congratulated' on the size or
shape of hia head. Bryan may', ifhe chooses,
stick like an oyster to (.\he rock of sixteen toone, but the stream of"new democracy will
not be stationary for his sake, nor for any
man's. Bryanism is a bigger thing than
Bryan. And Bryanism wiil continue to grow
whatever Bryan may do."

Senator Hanna, in reply said: "Col.
Rcdgers, Ithank you and appreciate
this, and Igive back to the state my
pledge that Iwill execute the power
given me to the fullest extent of my
abilty and will do my best to serve the
interests of all the people of my state."

Previous to the two houses of the leg-
islature going into joint session at
noon, for the election of a senator, res-
olutions were offered in both houses for
an investigation of the bribery charges
made by Representative Otis, of Ham-
ilton county. After the election of
Hanna the house adjourned until to-
morrow, with its resolutions still un-
der consideration. Consideration of this
resolution was resumed in the senate
this afternoon and adopted by a vote of
22 to 6. The dissenting votes were Sen-
ators Blake. Carpenter, Garneld, May,
Sullivan and Voight.who explained that
they regarded the matter as buncombe.
The Republicans voting with the Dem-
ocrats for the adoption of the resolu-
tion were Senators Burke. Cable. Cran-
dall. Lutz, Ril?v. Wightman and Wol-
cott. There were eight senators absent
or not voting-. The committee of five
appointed under the resolution, began
its work tonight, but nothing addi-
tional was developed. After their ses-
sion tomorrow both branches of the
legislature will adjourn until Monday.

After the adoption of the resolution
to investigate all bribery charges, the
Bramley bill to repeal the fifty-year
street railway franchise law, was dis-
cussed at length in the senate with
many passages an the recent senator-
ial contest. Senator Wolcott, of Cleve-
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land. In supporting an amendment to
the bill, said he was pledged to his
constituents to do so and that he was
not like some of the "political har-
lots" in this legislature, who disregard-
ed their pledges to the people. The
bill was amended and passed.

Among1 the representatives during
the afternoon there was considerable
agitation of a proposition to reorganize
the house by ousting Speaker Mason
and all other officers of that body that
had been elected by the fupion ten
days ago. It was claimed that the
fifty-six representatives who voted for
Hanma today and constituted a ma-
jority of three in the house would
stand together for that purpose. No
plans for the reorganization of the
senate are considered for the reason
that Senator Burke continues to co-
operate with the Democrats which
leaves that body standing 15 to 17 as It
was organized. If Senator Burke co-
operated with the other Republicans,
the senate would stand a tie politi-
cally and could not be reorganized.

At the headquarters of the opposition
tonight Mayor Robert E. McKlsson ,of
Cleveland, the defeated candidate for
senator, made the following statement
for the Associated Press:
la the senatorial contest, just closed, the

question at Issue has been whether the trua
principles of the Republican party should
prevail or whether trusts and monopolies
should have their way. Mr. Ilmna succeeded
simply because he brought to his aid all
the powerful influences of capitalsUc gre'd,
of which he Is a clear representative. By
reason of the interests for which .Mr. Hanna
stood, the Republican members of the gen-
eral assembly, who refused to> enter tho cau-
cus, felt that they would not support him for
the high office of United States senator and
unanimously selected me last Monday nigh;
to stand as their candidate. The Democrats
being In the minority realized that it was
impossible for them to elect any candidate
of their own party. They were therefore
ready to support any Republican who would
be willingto represent tho comimn citizens
of our commonwealth in preferenc3 to selfish
monopolies or class Interests. After Ihad
been unanimously chesen by the Republican
members, referred to, as their candidate, Ins
Democrats requested me to ap-psar and give
my general views of the financial question.

"First, that Iwas not In favor of mono-
metallism, but in favor o-f bimetallism.
